ARISE TO YOUR REST

Psalm 132:8, 13-14: “Arise O Yahuweh into Your rest--You and the ark of Your strength…For Yahuweh has desired Zion. He has desired it for His habitation. `This is My rest forever, here I dwell, for I have desired it.’ ”

Tiberias, Israel

Shabbat eve, I re-read Dr. J.R. Church’s article on Creation Week from 2008, and was sharing it with Derek and Rivkah this morning. One thing led to another, and revelation from the Spirit began flowing. We began talking about Creation, or rather His re-creation, His renewal of the earth, and about how Yahuweh has used two of the four basic elements (air, water, fire, earth) for judgment on the earth, and how He will use the other two also. The Word, and findings by Creation scientists, indicate that this last creation began 6,000 years ago.  
In my late 20s, I took courses in Archeology and Anthropology for a couple of years at Cerritos College in California. Nothing that was ever taught me by secular teachers caused me to turn from my strong belief in the Creation of the earth by Elohim as told in Genesis 1. In fact, what I learned only reinforced the Creation account in Genesis 1 and 2. Secular science says that they are baffled as to why, at about 6,000 BCE in the Mesopotamian Valley of the Middle East, all of a sudden, man began domesticating sheep and cattle, and the religion of black magic burst forth. I had to laugh at that--it simply points to Cain and Abel. I learned about the Ice Age that preceded Cain and Abel. It began at some point before 10,000 BCE.  Archeologists have found dinosaurs and other animals near the North Pole still standing up, and so quick frozen that green grass was still in their stomachs. Whatever froze the earth back at that time, it happened extremely fast. 
Elohim never created anything “without form and void,” or in darkness.  Genesis 1:1-2: “In the beginning Elohim created the heavens and the earth.” “The beginning” could have very well been multi-millions of years ago. It is obvious that something happened between Genesis 1:1 and 1:2. 
Genesis 1:2. “And the earth came to be formless and empty, and darkness was on the face of the deep…” 
About 6,000 years ago, Elohim began again to create His family. He began with the creation of mankind in general. Then He separately created “a man” and placed him in a Garden. From this man, and a woman He created for him, Yahuweh would begin His lineage through which Messiah would come, and through whom creation could be restored and redeemed. 
The anguish of His heart has always been to have a family that would love Him, and align to His thinking and ways, with His nature and likeness, with whom He could communicate and dwell with forever. 
In his research, and time with Abba, Derek saw that previous to this last re-creation, Abba destroyed the earth by quick-freezing it with the breath of His nostrils. That’s why it was so instantaneous. Earth became void, empty of life, and darkness covered it. Light was removed, so it stayed in a frozen condition. This would match the timing of an “Ice Age.”  Al Gore and his Mother Gaia movement tout “global warming.” Yet scientists are telling us that we are entering another Ice Age. America and Russia have been melting the ice caps for years to get at gold, minerals, oil, and other wealth under the ice – like Nephilim DNA, their technology, and their cities. To justify the rising of the seas, they say it is because of “global warming.” So much for the lies we are fed daily via the news media! 

Thus, realistically, the element of “air” – a blast of icy air from His nostrils could very well have been used for the first judgment on a previous civilization. Scientists say that a previous civilization was higher than ours. They found evidence of nuclear blasts, as well as sophisticated technology, in odd places. The ancient ruins of Tiahuanco (Bolivia) go back 12,000 to 14,000 BCE. It was built by Nephilim. I’ve been there and seen it for myself. It is said to have been destroyed by a mighty flood. Rather than the flood of Noah’s day, could it have been destroyed by the warming of the ice in Genesis 1:2b, as the Spirit “brooded” to re-warm the earth?  
We discussed the meaning of the word to “brood” in Genesis 1:2 and about what the Creator really did in that action. The Spirit’s “moving” over the face of the earth is the same word in Hebrew used in Deuteronomy 32:11 regarding bird who broods over and fertilizes the egg, and a mother hen who warms her eggs so that they hatch. So, in this re-creation, Abba’s Spirit warmed the earth. The ice melted. The vegetation was renewed. Land appeared out of the water, and the sun was brought into position closer to the earth, the moon was given for signs and seasons
Genesis 6:3 indicates that Elohim gave man 120 (Jubilee) years, or 6000 years. Psalm 90:4: Time for man is based on millennium. In II Peter 3:8, strongly reinforces that. I have quotes going back to BCE by His people who have commented on the 6,000 years of human history (6 is the number of man). Messiah will come in the 7th millennium, and reign for 1000 years. 7 is the number of completion. Abba comes at the dawn of the 8th millennium to dwell with us forever. (Revelation 21) 8 is the number of new beginnings.
At the dawn of the 8th millennium, we reach the end of the whole matter--Revelation 21:1-2: “And I saw a renewed heaven and a renewed earth, for the former heaven and the former earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. And I, Yochanan, saw the set-apart city, the new Jerusalem, coming down out of the heavens from Elohim, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.” 

Why did I go into all of this to bring you an article on Abba’s rest? – Because it sets the stage for the rest of the revelation of the last two days about Abba’s rest. Yahuweh has longed for a family that has come out from under the dominion of Satan, who would choose the tree of life, and desire only to love and adore Him. Satan has tried to block His getting His family for perhaps hundreds of thousands of years, but Yahuweh has drawn a line in the sand – and this is it. This is His final attempt at having His family, and we’re part of this. We either take a firm stand with Him, or experience the destruction of the earth to come. He has destroyed the earth by a blast of air, and by water – the Flood in Noah’s day. Soon earth will be purged by fire and upheaval of the earth itself, including the other two elements also.
II Peter 3:10-14: “But, the Day of Yahuweh shall come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with intense heat, and the earth and the works that are in it shall be burned up. Seeing all these things are to be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you to be in set-apart behavior and reverence, looking for and hastening the coming of the Day of Elohim, through which the heavens shall be destroyed, being on fire, and the elements melt with intense heat! But, according to His promise, we wait for a renewed heaven and a renewed earth in which righteousness dwells. So, then, beloved ones, looking forward to this, do your utmost to be found by Him in peace, spotless and blameless.”  

It is most astounding that Revelation 16, about the pouring out of His final bowls of wrath as Messiah descends, includes the four elements of judgment in this order: earth, water, fire, and air. 

Astounding insight was impacting our spirit, as the Creator’s Presence was with us. I strongly suggest that all people go to the Spirit of Yahuweh and ask His opinion regarding His Word and His actions, and let Him teach them. He tells all of His taught ones the same things. But, then, for some of our questions to be answered, we’ll have to wait until Messiah comes, and then He’ll tell us. But, He does reward those that seek answers from Him directly. 
I love to worship Him as Creator, as well as my Abba. The very last plea that He gives mankind before His wrath descends is that people just acknowledge Him as Creator. [Refer to: “Just Acknowledge Me As Creator”]  
This all led to our talking about the heart of the Creator. He is a Father above all things – a Father who wants a family! So much Scripture regarding these last days refers to Him as Creator. What is He feeling now, as He has to judge mankind once again? 
I brought up Revelation 15:8. His grief and anguish have built up to an overwhelming level, and now His anger is about to explode. Yet, when the seven messengers, chosen human beings of a returning Bridal remnant from the past, go forth to pour out the vials of wrath, He sends the angels out of His throne room, and sits alone. He does not want to have to destroy His Creation, but He must, in order to purge it of all defilement. 
As Messiah descends with the wrath of His Father, on the “Day of Yahuweh,” “that Day,” the vials of judgment are poured out. His “children of light” are not appointed for the wrath of “that Day,” but if they are not prepared, He says He will destroy both righteous and wicked together. (i.e. I Thessalonians 5:1-10; Revelation 11:15-18; Ezekiel 14:12-23; Ezekiel 21:3-7; Isaiah 24; 34; 63:1-6; Revelation 19)

The coming judgment will be by fire. As passages like Isaiah 24 and II Peter 3:8-14 tell, the whole earth will be destroyed, except for what remains for His set-apart ones. Besides fire, it will also involve the upheaval of the earth, and its elements melting under the heat of nuclear blast. The Scriptures describe volcanoes blasting out “hail stones” of 100 pounds or more each, and fire from the depths of the earth’s core will come to the surface as we have seen in the ocean off Indonesia lately.

With each judgment, Yahuweh has grieved greatly. He has tried to create what was beautiful for those He wanted to call His children. But, each time, man rebelled and “bit into the apple,” so to speak, of the lies of Satan.   

This time, IF He finds no remnant in His likeness, with His nature, guarding His Torah in the earth, He will have to destroy it again, and not re-create.

(Malachi 4:5-6) But, there will be a remnant because of the willing sacrifice of Yahushua! (Revelation 21:1-7) He will soon restore a remnant back to the Garden of Eden, where He will walk with His set-apart children in the cool of the day, in fellowship and love, with no enemy around anymore to disturb the peace. 
Derek brought out that when we grieve and sorrow over what we love, emotions usually eventually lead to anger. But, His emotions are never “negative.” They always are directed towards positive results. He has to judge. He has to separate out. He has to bring justice and righteousness back to the earth.

All creation groans for the restoration of the earth – “for the manifestation of the sons of Elohim” in their righteous state. (Romans 8:16-23)  He will renew the face of the earth, and punish those who have destroyed it (Revelation 11:18) 

Psalm 104:30-31: “You send forth Your Spirit, they are created, and you renew the face of the earth. The esteem of Yahuweh will endure forever! And Yahuweh shall rejoice in His works!” 
How wonderful that the day will come when the Creator will rejoice once again in His creation! He was so joyful after His Creation week in Genesis 1. But, it didn’t take long for Him to be grieved, and then have to punish His highest creation by expelling them from His Garden--from His Presence. The most horrible thing imaginable is to be expelled from His Presence! 

Psalm 16:11: “You show me the path of life. In Your Presence is fullness of joy. At Your right hand are pleasures forevermore.”  

We touched His heart this morning. We all had tears flowing. We talked about our declarations at the Western Wall the eve of Yom Teruah, and what part our declarations have in uniting us with His heart. Derek had done a study on “rest.” He said one definition stood out more than any other to him -- The word “rest” meaning “relief from sorrow.” Yahuweh seeks relief from His sorrow. He vows to dwell with His people from Zion forever. He wants forever to put away man’s sin and betrayal of His love, and embrace a remnant of people who really love Him.  

Zechariah 3:2: “And Yahuweh said to Satan, `Yahuweh rebuke you, Satan! Yahuweh who has chosen Yerushalayim rebuke you.” 
Yahuweh looks with longing to the day that He will rest with His people!
The 1,000-year Kingdom of Messiah (Revelation 19-22) is a time of purging, of restoration, of setting things right, of putting death under the feet of Yahushua, and preparing for the coming of Yahuweh Himself to dwell with us here forever.    

Rivkah brought out that Shabbat is a gift from Abba so that we might identify with Him in His rest, in His peace, in hearing Him, getting His direction, and aligning to what is on His heart. In observing a peaceful Shabbat we also receive relief from sorrow and grief; we receive healing, and answers to our questions, and we are refreshed. 
One of the meanings of the word “rest” in Hebrew, seen below in Appendix A, means to be refreshed. In Exodus 31:17, Moses wrote: “…For in six days, Yahuweh made the heavens and the earth, and on the seventh day He rested and was refreshed.” 

We don’t fully realize the depths of what Shabbat really means to Him. But, as we draw closer to Him, He will reveal His thoughts to us. Each seventh day is a precursor to the reign of Messiah in the 7th millennium. We entered the 7th millennium on Yom Teruah, September 29, 2000, going into 2001 on the Creation calendar.    
Derek brought out that King David touched Abba’s heart. David cried out day and night that he might find a resting place for Abba among His people. He understood Abba’s grief over His wayward children. He understood the heart of Abba. So David longed for a place, a permanent place, to put the Ark, so that His people could see His dwelling with them. Thus, he prepared for the temple that Solomon would build. For forty years, David and a few Levite worshippers were in His Presence, for the ark was under a tent in David’s backyard. But, he wanted to share His Presence with all of His people. He understood Abba’s heart. This is why Yahuweh said of David, “He is a man after My own heart.” (I Samuel 13:13-14; II Samuel 8:15; Nehemiah 12:24b; Psalm 132:1-5; I Chronicles 18:1-9; Acts 13:22-23) 
King David had blood on his hands from all the wars during his reign. Thus, Yahuweh told him that he would be unable to build the Temple for His Presence over the Ark of the Covenant to be with His people. But, David’s greatest desire was to build a house for Yahuweh. He passed that passion on to Solomon. Rivkah mentioned how devastated Abba must have been to see that Temple destroyed in 586 BCE. Yes, He must have grieved over that greatly. But, not long before its destruction, He had to move out of it because of the sins of the priests and the people (Ezekiel 8-11). With Him gone, the Temple was no more than heaps of gold, silver, stone, and wood. Wonderfully, before Nebuchadnezzar destroyed all and took the gold vessels to Babylon, the Ark of the Covenant was hidden.  
His people forced Yahuweh to depart from dwelling with us on this earth in a building of men. He will not return to stay with His creation until 1000 years after the reign of Messiah. That 7th millennial Shmittah will be the purging ground for His 8th millennium. After Yahuweh left (Ezekiel 11:23) the reason for the Temple’s existence was null and void. Beforehand, good King Josiah purged the wicked priesthood and restored order, but Abba did not return to His resting place over the Ark. He waits in heaven for all things to be restored, and death to be put under Messiah’s feet (I Corinthians 15:23-28). 
However, because of Messiah’s death and resurrection, Yahuweh does dwell on the earth today in a different manner. On the day of Pentecost/Shavu’ot, Acts 2, Messiah poured out the Spirit of Yahuweh into the temple (spirit) of each of His disciples who had received Him as Savior and Master. 
I Corinthians 3:16: “Do you not know that you are a Dwelling Place (Temple) of Elohim, and that the Spirit of Elohim dwells in you?”
He wants to rest within us! He has chosen the re-born spirit as His dwelling place. Tragically, so many born again ones ignore Him there. They do not realize the high privilege they have! Psalm 91:1 calls us to enter His dwelling place. In the definitions of rest, below in Appendix A, you will see that “rest” is part of abiding in His Presence.  

Once we are truly born of the Spirit, we must be filled with the Spirit of Yahuweh. No one will survive what is coming on the earth if they are not filled and empowered by His Spirit! With Him in us, He can instruct us, guide us, comfort, convict, and empower us to survive. 
One example: In Kenya, I was asked to pray over 4 pieces of tilapia, a bowl of corn, a bowl of mashed potatoes, a bowl of salad, and bread, prepared by our cook for 4 people. In the meantime the missionary had invited 15 people, and failed to tell the cook. The cook went home. When the 15 arrived, including the pastor and his wife, they stared in bewilderment at a tiny dinner for 4 people. I prayed that Abba would multiply it. I started the line and took a small bit of food on my plate. But, soon I noticed that everyone had full plates. Then I saw that people were going back for seconds and thirds. I went for seconds and saw an abundance of food- food that was left over after they left. Messiah multiplied tilapia for 5,000 people. So, I guessed He had practice in doing so (smile). I am no one special. He said that we would do greater works than He did, after He went to His Father. He was empowered by His Father’s Spirit. We must be too, or else we’re useless to His Kingdom. 
I have laid hands on many are seen mighty healings, deliverances, commanded demons out of people and seen them set free. It was not me – it was the Spirit of Yahuweh working through me! However, without faith nothing happens from Him. Faith must be built by His Spirit manifesting in us. How can we trust Him in times of great stress for healing, for food, for protection, for guidance, or for anything else, if we are not filled and empowered by Him? Faith attracts Him like a magnet. Fear and doubt attract demons like a magnet.   
As we talked, by inspiration I said that Moshe brought the order of the Kingdom to His people, and that Eliyahu brought the spirit behind the order … alignment to Yahuweh and separation from the gods of this world. 

I Kings 19:10: Eliyahu was jealous for Yahuweh.  

In Malachi 4:5-6, Eliyahu brings the order of Yahuweh into the earth in His families. He set the order that Moshe brought into the hearts of man … 

Yochanan the baptizer, who came in the spirit of Eliyahu, brought the needed message of repentance – to restore the order of His Kingdom. He foreran the Messiah, just as Eliyahu and his “company” will forerun the second coming of Messiah. Our lives must align to the nature of Yahuweh and His Word, in order for us to be His children. Sadly, most who say they are “believers” do not study the whole Word, but choose to listen to favored men who teach part truth and part error. When the hardness of the tribulum crashes down, what word from man will deliver them? (Jeremiah 17:5-10)  
As Derek brought out, the world is returning quickly to Genesis 1:2. The world is in chaos, empty, void of righteousness, void of understanding, in rebellion, in revolt against Yahuweh. So, to walk in alignment with Him, in His order, really sets us apart! 
II Corinthians 5:17: “If anyone be in Messiah He is a new creation – old things are passed away. Behold! All things become new.”  
He first wants to restore us by transforming our spirit, then our soul, then our body. Only He can do that! Then the rest of His creation will be restored!  

It is very clear: The set-apart ones whom He knows and trusts, the Beloved ones who seek Him with all their heart, stand between the Beloved One and His having to totally destroy the earth by fire, and earth’s upheaval. 
This is His last attempt to create a people in His image that He can have as a family. We’re it! Thus, to align with Him and let Him see that we love Him and want Him to rule us, to rule the earth, to rule over our hearts and bring us into alignment with Him, is what will hold back the destruction of everything. Because of this remnant, He will renew the earth once again. He will gather His people unto Himself and be their Elohim. His greatest plea is that we know Him as Abba and Friend.
Creation groans for the manifestation of the sons of Elohim. Creation is suffering, dying, and collapsing under the sin of man. The only hope for all of creation is the transformation of the Bridal remnant, the 100-fold, as well as all of the 30 fold and 60 fold who are in the camp of Yahuweh – the guests and the attendants. (Mark 4:1-20)
If Yahushua found no pure Bride, the final judgment would destroy everything. He would take His justified ones into His dimension, but the earth would be destroyed totally. But, according to the Word, eternity is on this earth, so Yahuweh must be victorious over all!  

We were crying this morning, realizing how desperately Abba wants His rest.  

Thus aligning with our Creator in His grief and suffering, “the fellowship of His sufferings,” (Philippians 3:10-11) we act under His orders to go to the highway and byway people, to bless one here and there with truth, and so bring Him comfort that He has children who adore Him. 

Yahuweh and Yahushua are Persons – a Father and a Son, who have deep feelings.  He wants us to enter into those feelings. If we love someone, we enter their feelings to comfort them. The Spirit is our Comforter, and we can be His comforters! After perhaps multi-millions of years, even billions of years, Elohim will have His rest. All enemies will be put under Their feet.     

Unless a person is totally demon possessed, they have a will. But, most people use their will to choose the path of the kingdom of darkness that rules this world--being allured into it because it offers temporary peace – entertainments of all types--TV, movies, computers, video games, drugs, alcohol, parties, vacations, shopping sprees, novels, and feel a feel-good religion. But, all of these are dead ends. Man’s striving for money and power, for control, and possessions, for advancement and notoriety – all are dead ends. Man adds religion to his mental file cabinet as insurance for the afterlife, but all of this is a dead end if they do not personally know Yahuweh and Yahushua, “whom to know is life eternal.” None of these temporary fixes offer real lasting peace. So many of the children of light follow these illusions just like the children of darkness, not facing reality, and end up wounded, confused, in chaos,  tormented, and emotionally disturbed, just like the world’s people. It is a downward spiral into hell. 

The truly born again children of light seek their peace in the eternal realm of their Abba and their Savior. The closer we get to Yahuweh, the more the world is foreign to us. We see the lying illusions of the world for the evil that it is, and thus they have learned to despise its illusions, lies, deceptions, and trickery. We press harder and harder into the Presence of Yahuweh. The victorious ones will either endure to the end, or they will be gloriously martyred with a testimony to all who see. 

Philippians 1:20-21: “…according to my intense longing and anticipation that in nothing I should be ashamed, but with all boldness, as always, so now also Messiah shall be magnified in my body, whether by life or by death. For to me, to live is Messiah and to die is gain.” 

Galatians 2:20: “I have been nailed to the stake with Messiah and I no longer live, but Messiah lives in me, and the life I now live, I live by faith in the Son of Elohim who loved me and gave Himself for me.” 

Do not fear what man can do to you. Fear losing the Presence of Yahuweh!

If you have known what it means to be a hopeless and destitute sinner on their way to hell, and found the joy of His salvation, you could never ever deny or demote such a fabulous Savior! You are compelled to tell others about Him! I have seen the new birth of the most debauched and wicked of sinners, and seen their glorious transformation by the Spirit in the true new birth. Their nature is humble and contrite because they know what they were delivered from. It was the same with me. [Refer to: “The True New Birth”] These will enter the heavenly courts with praise to the One who saw them through to victory. They are described in the book of Revelation.

The darkness of the demonic kingdom is entering the earth, as Michael is throwing them out of their dimension (Revelation 12:7-14). Their leader, “that Old Dragon,” knows his time is short, so he will go after the set-apart ones. Those not set-apart from the world, the flesh, and the Devil, will die anyway – alone, lost, and tormented.  

Yes, names can be and will be erased from the book of life, as per many Scriptures, i.e. Exodus 32:31-33 and Revelation 3:5. It is our responsibility to align to His heart and hold fast to Him – to His nature, His ways, and His thinking - and allow Him to transform us. (Matthew 7:13-14). The world makes things easy – so following its damning ways is easy, comfortable to the flesh--satisfying, happy, and fun. But, at the end of that road is the lake of fire. The end of the narrow gate leads to joyful eternal life. It is the door to the Kingdom of Elohim.  Find out what is on His heart! If you love Him, avoid things that hurt Him! 

This morning--the morning after Shabbat--I told Derek and Rivkah about something that happened to me in the middle of the night, and it started our midrash once again. The tears flowed and the revelation from the Spirit flowed. 

I had gotten up to go to the bathroom about 4:30 AM. Upon returning to bed, something (His Spirit, I’m sure) came over me. I began pouring out my heart to Abba. I had tears running down my cheeks, for what I was saying was coming from deep in my spirit. Every fiber of my being was behind what I was saying.  “O Father – find solace! Know that there are people on this earth who love you with all their heart. O Father, find comfort and solace. You will have Your family! You will find people on this earth at the return of Yahushua who love You and obey You. O Father, find rest, solace, and comfort. We love you!” My heart was knit with His. I kept up comforting Him for a while, crying as I spoke. I felt His Presence, listening to my words to Him. I felt His loneliness, His grief, and His anguish over His creation who do not know Him, or love Him (the result of listening to the lies of Lucifer in the Garden of Eden). This has happened to me several times in the past when He would come to me with a mixture of emotions – grief and joy--grief over the present, joy for the future. He wants so much to share His heart with us!   

I proclaimed that He would have rest – relief from sorrow – on Mount Zion with His people. I understand that after having compassion, mercy, grief and anguish over a people that it turns finally into anger and action. He does not want to act in judgment, but mankind as a whole is forcing Him to do it. (Revelation 15:5-8) He has great grief that He has to judge. 
The more I comforted Him to find solace, comfort, and rest, in knowing that His faithfulness has not been in vain, the more I cried. I thanked Him for His extreme patience with me through the years. He knew I’d turn out to love Him with all my heart, but He had so much mercy on me for so long!

I am so grateful and thankful for His foreknowledge! I can have no pride. I cannot promote myself. I am totally 100% united with Him, dependent on Him, and submitted to Him. That is from the working of the Spirit in me, not because I am religious or “spiritual.” It is only because of His transforming power within me. He calls us to simple faith like a little child. In myself, my flesh, I can do nothing. But, if He empowers me, I can do all that He asks.  
In Revelation 21:1-7, not only do we find eternal rest, but so does Abba.  All these millions or billions of years He has waited to find a family that loves Him, that He can be “echad” with. Messiah’s prayer in John 17 will be answered! 

Now that we are close to His desire being fulfilled, His enemy, and ours, is doing all he can to try to stop it. But, he can’t stop it--Yahuweh will have His family, Yahushua will have His Bride, and all will find “relief from sorrow.” 
The Supreme King of the Universe needs us, and we desperately need Him! This is why He is so close and precious to those that know Him. He pours out favor and protection on those that love Him. (Malachi 3:16-4:4)
I have poured out His heart to His people in many ways over the last 64 years, moving in the Acts 1:8 pattern since childhood. Following His will, He has sent me to about nearly 50 countries. Through the internet, I have reached into many more countries. This “being led” is the norm for all true servants of the Master Yahushua. Working with the Spirit to lead people to a  “saving knowledge” of Elohim is the greatest joy of all!  
It is the highest privilege we all have. He wants to use you to impact others for eternal purposes. What greater life is there than that? Your love of His Word will increase, and He will connect it from Genesis to Revelation. Then when you hear men’s opinions, you’ll be disgusted at their un-Scriptural opinions. He is calling His set-apart ones behind the veil, into His Presence, to learn from Him. This is not something “spooky,” Charismatic, or Pentecostal. This is simply LIFE WITH FATHER! 
In discussing the “rest” once again, Derek told how it was connected to marriage. Rest is freedom from loneliness, sorrow, anguish, emptiness, and sadness. Messiah will have His Bride – taken from a remnant of the whole House of Ya’cob. They will call Him “Ishe,” – husband. Yahuweh will be a Father-in-law, as well as the Father of the Bride. He will have His children around Him. As it says in the Song of Songs, Yahushua, like Abraham, marries His adopted sister--His Bride, His Beloved.    
In my tears and proclamations to Him this morning, I identified with His suffering, the anguish of His heart, His loneliness, and His desire to have a family that loves Him, not only Creator but as Beloved Abba. 

Sha’ul talks about entering into the “fellowship” of Messiah’s suffering in Philippians 3:10-11; I Peter 4:1-2. Yahuweh’s passionate desire is summed up in Ezekiel 37:15-28 – the reuniting of a set-apart remnant from the whole House of Ya’cob. [Refer to: “The Aliyah Scriptures”] 

The whole Bible, from the creation of Adam to eternity future is all about a wedding, a family--unity between Elohim and His Creation.   

Notice below in Appendix A that the word for “rest” in Hebrew is feminine. It is also associated with belonging--the love, peace, and joy, security and comfort of a good marriage. Yahushua longs for the rest of His marriage to His Bride. Yahuweh longs for His Son and His Bride and all of His children to be with Him forever. 

I grieve greatly, and have for many years, that His people choose intellectual impersonal religious knowledge about “God,” or “Lord,” a religious routine, a belief-system that they hope will get them out of hell, but they take no time to know Him. They refuse to give up their self-created lifestyle of earthly pleasures to selflessly unite with Him in obedience, and fellowship. They have no fear of Him, because to most He is a theology, a philosophy, a concept, an “it,” – something to be discussed in meetings but never known personally. The reasoning of man has led many away from knowing Them, and the useless busyness of life dulls the eternal realm.  [Refer to: “Too Busy to Hear”]   

My constant plea is to get people to know Father and Son--to know Their nature, ways, and thinking – to allow the Spirit of Yahuweh to transform our mind, emotions, desires, reasoning, goals, so that we align 100% to Him. With Him, it is either all the way one way one way, or not at all. He is Light. No darkness can come close to Him. He says that unless we are set-apart to Him, out of the world, out of man-pleasing, and die to the desires of our flesh, we cannot enter His Kingdom. He draws the line in the sand. He drops the plumb line. There is no such thing as “good people” who are in between. He is spewing out the “lukewarm” from His mouth. (Revelation 3:15-17) 
When you are Spirit-taught, fellowship rises to a whole new level! The Spirit is with you as you share and midrash with others. He gives revelation knowledge from His prospective, answers questions, directs to portions of Scripture that your mind has forgotten, so that He is in control of the fellowship!  This is what I have experienced so much with Derek and Rivkah, but also with others in my journeys. This type of fellowship is rare, and getting more rare by the day. The “few” are heading quickly to the narrow gate, while others flow happily down the broad lane to destruction.  (Matthew 7:13-14) On the narrow way that leads to the narrow gate that leads to life, there are FEW, but oh how rich the fellowship of the few. We not only interact with each other, but with Him in our midst. Malachi 3:16 is the type of fellowship that gets His attention! 
In two days, Derek, Rivkah, and I, will be going to Jerusalem for Yom Teruah, which ever night it is by the sighting of the new moon from Jerusalem – the 25th or the 26th. Read over the recently posted “Shmittah Year 2015” to learn some of the importance of this extremely historic Yom Teruah and its timing that leads to the return of Yahushua!
