THE BEGINNING OF WISDOM

A Study on “the Fear of Yahuweh”

Psalm 111:9-10: “He sent redemption to His people; He commanded His Covenant forever.  Set-apart and awesome is His Name. The Fear of Yahuweh is the beginning (the chief part) of wisdom; all those practicing it (the fear of Yahuweh) gain sound understanding.  His praise is standing forever”.  (Italics mine)

Job 28:28, Job speaking: “And He said to man, `Behold, the fear of Yahuweh, that is wisdom, and to turn from evil is understanding’”.  

Proverbs 8:11-14, 17: “For wisdom is better than rubies, and all delights are not to be compared to her.  I, wisdom, have dwelt with insight, and I find knowledge, foresight. The fear of Yahuweh is to hate evil. I have hated pride and arrogance, and the evil way, and the perverse mouth.  Counsel is mine, and sound wisdom; I am understanding--mightiness is mine.  I love those who love me, and those who earnestly seek me do find me.”  

Yahushua in Matthew 10:28: “Do not fear those who kill the body but are unable to kill the soul.  But, rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in Gehenna (Hell)”.  (Italics mine)

Deuteronomy 4:23-24: “Guard yourselves, lest you forget the covenant of Yahuweh your Elohim which He made with you, and shall make for yourselves a carved image in the form of whatever your Elohim has forbidden you.  For Yahuweh your Elohim is a consuming fire—a jealous El”.  

Hebrews 12:28: “Therefore, receiving an unshakable kingdom, let us hold the favor, through which we serve Elohim pleasingly with reverence and fear, for indeed, our Elohim is a consuming fire”.  (“Fear” in this passage, in Greek, means: “dread, reverence, exceeding fearfulness”).  

Note: This is the companion article to the article entitled Elijah and Zadok Unite—a study on set-apartness and defilement--what is clean and what is unclean in the sight of the Creator.  However, this article by itself will set you on a search to know Him, “whom to know is life eternal”.  

In this study we scratch the surface on the study of the “fear of Yahuweh”, which runs from Genesis to Revelation.  It is such a 
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gigantic subject, but few teach or preach a about it, because it has been explained to make it palatable with Greek philosophy—a weak concept of “respect and awe”.  While these two words are of course included in our proper attitude toward the Father, they do not adequately describe what it means to “fear Yahuweh”. 

Isaiah 8:13: “Yahuweh of hosts--Him you shall set apart!  Let Him be your fear, and let Him be your dread”.  (“Fear” in Hebrew here means: to awe, to be affrighted, to be afraid, terrified, to fear”.  Believe it or not, the Hebrew word phonetically written is “ah-rats”).  To fear Yahuweh, therefore, means to FEAR. 

Thus, except for a few who are learning to know Him as the mighty El of Israel, the majority of people on the earth have no concept of what it means to “fear” Him, because they do not know Him.  He can only be known by a through knowledge and understanding of His Word, as taught by His Ruach (Spirit), and through obedience to His Word, and through communication with Him daily. 

Most people go about their lives deciding what is right and wrong for them as if they were gods, and have no concept that Yahuweh, the Elohim of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob is about to manifest Himself in His power, before the whole earth.  Most modern Christians are not taught to know Yahuweh properly, and therefore they accept 

Greek Gnostic Christianity, created in the first century C.E., which has no fear of Yahuweh as Elohim of Israel, the Creator, King of heaven and earth, or as a Father.  His power and might have been withheld until these last days in which He will show the full power of His strength to those who are set-apart to Him, and to the wicked who are “lawless”—who walk contrary to the Law of His Kingdom. 

Christianity has always taught lawlessness, that somehow their religion replaced Yahuweh and His eternal standards/teachings/instructions for balanced living.  This is the lie of Lucifer from the Garden of Eden—“Has El said?” and “you shall be as gods”.  In throwing out His tree of life, the instructions for peace, joy, right, balance, and happy society, and by throwing out Him as a restrictor of man’s freedom—an oppressor and one who withheld the knowledge of good and evil—Lucifer has convinced man that he illumined Eve with his knowledge, and therefore Yahuweh is to be avoided.  

This thinking (Greek Gnosticism coupled with Platonic and pagan philosophy and practice) was strongly in opposition to the teachings of the Apostles in the first century, who taught that belief in Messiah’s death and resurrection by faith removed sin from us, but that the 
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guarding of the commandments of Yahuweh from the heart set us apart unto Him for eternal reward.  But, from the Greeks, and later institutionalized by the Romans, the religion of Christianity became a lawless religion—opposing the Torah (the teachings, instructions, laws, statutes, commandments, right-rulings of the kingdom of heaven, reiterated for mankind in the first five books of the Bible).  The Ten Commandments themselves were the terms of His marriage covenant with His Bride.  Yet, they are now unacceptable to be posted in American schools, courts of law, military academies, and other public places.  

Yet, Messiah said, “If you love Me you shall guard My commandments. He who possesses My commands and guards them, it is he who loves Me.  And he who loves Me shall be loved by My Father, and I shall love him, and manifest Myself to Him.  If anyone loves Me he shall guard My Word.  And My Father shall love him, and We shall come to him and Our stay with him.  He who does not love Me does not guard My Words.  And the Word which you hear is not Mine but of the Father Who sent Me.  If you guard My commands, you shall stay in My love, even as I have guarded My Father’s commands and stay in His love.  You are My friends IF you do whatever I command you”. (John 14:15, 21-24, 15:10, 14)

John 5:46-47; 6:45; 7:16; 8:28; 12:48-50: Yahushua speaking: “For if you believed Moses, you would have believed Me, since he wrote about Me. But, if you do not believe his writings how shall you believe My words?  It has been written in the prophets, `and they shall all be taught by Yahuweh’.  Everyone, then, who has heard from the Father, and learned, comes to Me.  My teaching is not Mine, but His who sent Me.  When you lift up the Son of man, then you shall know that I am He, and that I do none at all of Myself, but as My Father taught Me, these words I speak.  He who rejects Me and does not receive My Words has one who judges him:  The Word that I have spoken shall judge him in the last day.  Because I spoke not from Myself, but the Father who sent Me has given Me a command, what I should say and what I should speak.  And I know that His command is everlasting life.  Therefore, whatever I speak, as the Father has said to Me so I speak”.  

Messiah is the living Word:  “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with Elohim, and the Word was Elohim.  And the Word became flesh and pitched His tent among us, and we saw His esteem as of an only brought-forth of a father—complete in favor and truth”.  
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(John 1:1, 14)

“Knowing this first, that no prophecy of Scripture came to be of one’s own interpretation--for prophecy never came by the desire of man, but men of Elohim spoke, being moved by the set-apart Spirit”.  (II Peter 1:20-21)

Paul to Timothy (II Timothy 3:14-17): “But you stay in what you have learned and trusted, having known from whom you have learned, and that from a babe you have known the Set-apart Scriptures, which are able to make you wise for salvation through belief in Messiah Yahushua.  All Scripture is Elohim-breathed and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for setting straight, for instruction in righteousness, that the man of Elohim might be fitted, equipped for every good work”.  Sha’ul (Paul) wrote this around 68CE just before he was beheaded under the Roman Emperor Nero.  

In 68CE, what was considered “the Word of Elohim?  What “Word” was Sha’ul saying these things about—what Scriptures?  It was the Tenach (an acronym for Torah, Prophets and Writings—the misnamed and mistreated “Old Testament”). 

Psalm 119:1-2, 18, 38, 89, 142, 165: “Blessed are the perfect in the way, who walk n the Torah of Yahuweh!  Blessed are those who observe His witness (the Ten Commandments), who seek Him with all the heart!  Open my eyes that I might see wonders from Your Torah.  Establish Your Word to Your servant, which leads to the fear of You.  Forever, O Yahuweh, Your Word stands firm in the heavens.  Your righteousness is righteousness forever, and Your Torah is truth.  Great peace have those loving your Torah, and for them there is no stumbling-block.”

Psalm 1:1-3: “Blessed is the man who shall not walk in the counsel of the wrong, and shall not stand in the path of sinners, and shall not sit in the seat of scoffers, but his delight is in the Torah of Yahuweh, and he meditates in His Torah day and night.  For he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that yields its fruit in its season, and whose leaf does not wither, and whatever he does prospers”.  

Joshua 1:8: “Do not let this Book of the Torah depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate on it day and night, so that you guard to do according to all that is written in all make your way prosperous, and act wisely.”  

In the Greek language “Torah” is “nomos”.  It means 1) teaching 2) to graze animals. It means to feed the sheep the teachings of Yahuweh’s instructions.

The Latin word for judicial “law” was purposely inserted into the Latin 
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Vulgate translation of the Bible by its Gnostic translator “St.” Jerome.  It was put there to purposely mock the Jews and to create an image that the oppressive Yahuweh had indeed given LAW to the Jews and to Moses, but it had nothing to do with the Gnostic philosophical “grace” that was touted by the Church’s Gnostic teachers.  Another word that was inserted by Jerome into the Latin Vulgate was “crux” (English: cross).  This word replaced the Greek “stauros”, which meant “stake, pole, tree”.  The symbol of the early believers was the menorah—the seven-branched candlestick of Yahuweh’s design.  The early believers never had the “cross” as their symbol, because they emphasized the resurrection.  Yet, the word “crux” replaced “stauros”—because the symbol of the instrument of death of Israel’s Messiah became the symbol used by the Roman Catholic Church’s founder, the Roman Emperor Constantine, to slaughter Jews as “Christ killers”.  He fashioned his sword into the shape of the “crux”and set out from Trier, Germany, to slaughter Jews by the millions.  

Today, the Roman Catholic Church still kills Jews and Bible believing Christians.  The Roman Church has killed more Jews and true believers in Messiah than all the people who have died in war in the last 2,000 years.  The symbol of the cross is a pagan symbol, used to satisfy the Greek and Roman pagans.  It was the fertility symbol of sex between the Constellation Virgo (the virgin) and Taurus (the bull—symbol of Zeus and or Jupiter) in the Spring (at the time of Ishtar/Easter—the goddess, the Queen of heaven).  Thus the virgin was impregnated at this time so that on December 25th she could give “birth” to her little sun god baby boy.

Thus the symbol of Christianity, a Greek Gnostic religion that despised the Torah and Yahuweh from its inception in the mid-1st century, is not only pagan but breaks the first four commandments—the foundation of the marriage covenant. 

The name “Christian” comes from the god Christ, Chreston, Christos, Krishna (India).  In the second century, the Roman Emperor Hadrian, who hated the Jews and prohibited the teaching of Torah, said that in Alexandria, Egypt, from where many of the “Church fathers” came from, the worshippers of the sun god Serapis were called “Christians” and their leaders were called “the Bishops of Christ”.  “Jesus” is a translation of “IEsous”—a Greek god of healing, also meaning “hail Zeus”.  (Please ask for my article:  The Hebrew Names and Titles of the Creator of the Universe – The Father and Messiah of Israel, which 
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goes to the core of the meanings of the pagan words, and the real Hebrew words).  Remember that the “J” is only about 480 years old, and the letter and sound was never before in any language.  

Therefore, Christianity--a lawless rejecter of Yahuweh and His rules for balance and life and health and good--replaced Yahauweh and His Torah with new laws of a man-made creation called a “church”.  

The word “church” is a deviation in English from the original Greek “ecclesia”, which is a valid word for assembly or congregation.  The translators of the King James Version chose to go to a German word—“kirke”—for the name of His assembly.  This word came from the Latin goddess “Circe”, the daughter of the sun god Helios, who turned men into pigs.  So, every time you hear the word “church”, remember it is acknowledging the daughter of the sun god.  From this name “Circe” we get the English words: circle, circumference, and circus.  

Thus we have a religion of 1.9 billion –2 billion people, in 2,000 denominations, with 350 translations of the Bible in English alone, all calling themselves “Christians”.  Yet listen to the words of Messiah in Matthew 7:13-15, 21-23: “Enter in through the narrow gate!  Because the gate is wide—and the way is broad—that leads to destruction, and there are many who enter in through it.  Because the gate is narrow and the way is hard pressed which leads to life, and there are few who find it.  But, beware of the false prophets who come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly they are savage wolves. Not everyone who says to Me `Master, Master’, shall enter into the reign of the heavens, but he who is doing the desire of My Father in the heavens. Many shall say to me in that day (the expression “that day” or “day of Yahuweh” or “latter years” or “in that day and at that time” are all speaking of the day of His wrath and the return of Messiah to the earth) `Master, Master’, have we not prophesied in Your Name, and done many mighty works in Your Name?’  And I shall declare to them, `I never knew you, depart from Me, you who work lawlessness’”.  

Matthew 13:41-42 speaking of the time of His return: “The Son of man shall send out His angels, and they shall gather out of His reign all the stumbling-blocks, and those doing lawlessness, and shall throw them into the furnace of fire—there shall be wailig and gnashing of teeth”.  

“Lawlessness” is “Torah-lessness”, and for the breaking of His law of the heavens and the earth, and for snubbing Him and His right rulings for our life, peace and health, individuals will be judged and removed 
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from His kingdom on earth.  He is calling to His people trapped in the religion of lawlessness and spiritual adultery (Revelation 17—the great whore) to come out and “touch not the unclean thing” or He cannot receive them.  

Let’s get over our hanging on to deception, and seek truth with all of our heart.  Once truth comes—we must give up the deception, or we fall backwards into more deception.

II Corinthians 6:17-7:1: “`Come out from among them and be separate’, says Yahuweh, `and do not touch what is unclean, and I shall receive you. And I shall be a Father to you, and you shall be sons and daughters to Me’, says Yahuweh the Almighty.  Having, therefore, these promises beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all 

defilement of the flesh and spirit, perfecting set-apartness in the fear of Elohim”.  (Please refer to my article Elijah and Zadok Unite, to see what “defilement” is.)

In verse 7 here, the Greek word for “fear” means: “to be put in fear, alarm, fright, to be afraid exceedingly, fear, terror”. 

When we free ourselves of what defiles us, and what separates us from Yahuweh, we perfect set-apartness.  That means we are free from the entanglements of the world system of man under Lucifer/Satan.    

Every blessing in the world comes from obedience to the laws of the kingdom of heaven, which Yahuweh shared with Moses to give to us, so that our lives could be “heaven on earth”.  This good, right, precious, kind, merciful, gracious, straight and 

peaceful Torah of Yahuweh, the design of the kingdom of heaven, is called “obsolete, and not necessary” by the religion of Christianity.  Yet, compare the culture of those do keep the Torah, with the Christian culture of Greece and Rome, and the stark difference is amazing.  

It has been said: “Christianity started as a movement in Jerusalem, became a philosophy in Greece, an institution in Rome, a culture in Europe, and a business in America”.  This is 100% true.  Now, the culture of Europe is incubating the anti-messiah, and Rome is in charge of Yahuweh’s Temple Mount in Jerusalem.

All Yahuweh has ever wanted is to bless us!  He is good! He is the Creator, and His Word is the instruction manual for His creation, as to how His creation can operate at top efficiency.

But, man chose the way of Lucifer—the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, so that he could become his own god—and look what man has done to the world—ruined it!  We are on the verge of nuclear 
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holocaust—World War III, and man will indeed so ruin it, that the Word tells us over and over “few will be left in it”.  Yahuweh will let man play his hand and lay all his cards on the table, and then He will step in.

It was not until around the 1940’s that man said that the “Law of the Jews” was “nailed to the cross”.  Isn’t it frightening that at the time of the Holocaust, American theologians were touting that the “Law” of those six million Jews being slaughtered was “nailed to the cross”, and Christians did not have to do them?  (We know from history that the major supporters of Hitler were America and Britain.)

In August of 2003, a spokesman for the lawyers of Alabama who were removing the Ten Commandments monument from the Capitol building said:  “We cannot say for the State of Alabama that there is one, true God”.   

Nail the good instructions and teachings of the Kingdom of heaven to the fertility symbol of the pagan world (cross) and you have chaos, rebellion, lawlessness, and a society of gods that are out to destroy anybody and anything that stands in their way.  This is our current society (2005).  The church system is not only worldly, but is incubating the principles of Luciferic world control – a New Age philosophy for world domination. That is why the unifying of all religions under one banner.  

What was nailed to His stake were the debts that we owed a righteous Elohim for breaking His Torah. The curses for breaking the Torah (Deuteronomy 28:15ff) were nailed to the stake.  When Messiah died, He said, “It is finished”—“PAID IN FULL”.  The debts that we owned for our sin were cancelled—paid in full.  He did not cancel the laws of the Kingdom of heaven.  Law is good to keep balance and order.  Law does not save anyone’s soul, but it certainly makes good citizens out of those who obey it—law abiding citizens, as opposed to lawless ones.

Luke 24:26-27; 44-45, Yahushua speaking after His resurrection: “`Was it not necessary for the Messiah to suffer these things and to enter into His esteem’?  And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, He was explaining to them in all the Scriptures the matters concerning Himself.  And He said to them, `These are the words which I spoke to you while I was with you, that all have to be filled that were written in the Torah of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning Me’”.  

The Torah talks about things that have not yet happened, things that will happen “in the latter years”.  If His Torah is obsolete, then

Yahuweh is obsolete, and so is Messiah.  Yahushua kept the Torah perfectly, as did all the Apostles and disciples.  Sha’ul (Paul) kept the Torah and did not at any point speak against it for instructions in righteousness.  The Torah was never designed to be a means of salvation.  Salvation has ALWAYS been by faith.  Habakkuk 2:4: “The righteous one lives by his faith”.  

The Torah is for our relationship with Him, to prepare us to fit into His Kingdom.  

If an American goes to China, he will find a totally different culture.  The American must learn some basic Chinese law so that he does not end up in jail.  That is only intelligent.  Yet Christianity says that we can throw out Yahuweh’s laws and still end up ruling and reigning and having a good old time in His Kingdom.  Foolishness! The Western world is steeped in Greek thinking.  Greek thinking is pagan thinking.  

The expression “we are not under the law” is used over and over by those who have bought into Lucifer’s deception against Yahuweh.  Yet, without understanding Hebrew thought and culture of the first century, the western theologian makes up his own understanding of some of Paul’s words—twisting them any way he wants.  

But, I ask you:  “Are you under the law of the American government?”  “Are you under the law of your school?”  Are you under the law of your job—your employer?”  “Are you under the law of your pastor, denomination, religious organization, and church?”  “Are you under the law of your secular organization?”  Are you under the law of social decency?”  “Are you under the law of your spouse to keep peace in the home, or your children, mom or dad?”  “Are you under the laws of nature?”  “Are you under the laws of gravity?”  “Are you under the laws of aging”.    

Now, let me ask you this:  “Are you a citizen of the kingdom of heaven”.  Philippians 3:20: “For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the Savior, the Master Yahushua Messiah…”.   Believers have duel citizenship—in this world and in Yahuweh’s Kingdom.  We enter a Covenant with Yahuweh when we are born again—the covenant of marriage—the Ten Commandments.  Look hard at the fourth one!

Now, if you are a citizen of heaven, are you under the laws of that Land and its King?

To say “No” is ludicrous!  Every kingdom on earth has laws.  If you are a part of the Kingdom of Yahuweh, the Kingdom of Light, the Kingdom “of His dear Son”, then you are “under the law” of 
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the Torah!  You might want to rebel against it and be “lawless”, but then you put yourself in alignment and in the company of the “man of lawlessness”—the anti-messiah (II Thessalonians 2).  In the 1000-year reign of Messiah on earth, we will live under Torah, policed by Yahushua with a “rod of iron”.  

You cannot be a member of the Kingdom of heaven, with its coming Messiah and King, if you are not obedient to its laws, rules, commandments, regulations, statutes, judgments, teachings and instructions—now can you?

The “fear of Yahuweh” is the fear of breaking His covenant, therefore placing yourself outside of His presence, His protection, His good will for you, and incurring on yourself the penalty for being lawless.  “The wages of sin is death…”  That does not go away because the second part of that verse says, “but the gift of Elohim is eternal life…”.  (Romans 6:23)

Sha’ul says in Romans 3:31: “Do we then nullify the Torah through faith?  Let it not be!  On the contrary, we establish the Torah”. 

Sha’ul in Romans 3:1-2: “What then is the advantage of the Jew, or what is the value of circumcision?  Much in every way!  Because firstly indeed, that they were entrusted with the Words of Elohim”.

The boasting of the religious Jew gets them nowhere.  Man is not saved by works—period!   But, those who walked in faith in Messiah and kept the Torah were what comprised the first century assembly of believers.

As Sha’ul arrived back in Jerusalem from one of his journeys, he was greeted by the brethren in Jerusalem with great joy.  But, they were concerned at the lies they had heard that Rav Sha’ul (Rabbi Sha’ul) was teaching against the Torah.  They advised Sha’ul, who had taken a Nazarite vow (Numbers 6) to shave his head, and let the others with him shave their heads, so that “all shall know that what they have been informed about you is not so, but that you yourself also walk orderly, keeping the Torah”.  (Acts 21:24)  In verse 20, the leaders of the assembly in Jerusalem reported on their assembly:  “You see, brother, how many thousands of Jews there are who have believed, and are also ardent for the Torah”.  

The early believers, who followed the teachings of Messiah and His Apostles, all went to synagogue and learned Torah—even the gentiles who were coming faith.  

Up until he 4th century, this belief was strong.  But, with the institutionalizing of the Greek break-away religion (around 58CE) by 
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Rome, those who kept Torah was considered to be like Jews, thus were slaughtered by the new Roman Catholic (universal) Church.  Yet, this belief held on until the 13th century, as Church historians tell us, because at that point, they still had Matthew in Hebrew.  Yes, dear friends, it is true--the Messianic Scriptures were all written in Hebrew and later translated into Greek and Latin by people who hated the Jews for the most part. 

The Catholic Inquisition (torture, imprisonment and death of Jews and true believers who would not convert to Catholicism) supposedly got rid of all the true believers.  But, Elohim is not mocked—and now He is restoring all things (Acts 3:19-21) before Messiah comes, and the true first century faith has returned. 

That is why, before Yahuweh destroys the religion of Christianity, He calls to us: “Come Out of Her My People, lest you partake of her sins, and lest you receive of her plagues”.  (Revelation 18:4)  Come out of the whore--that religion that is unfaithful to Yahuweh, and teaches “lawlessness” against His Torah. 

Time of His final judgment and His final wrath is closing in quickly on the world as a whole, it is time that His set-apart ones really understood what it means to fear Him, respect Him, be in awe of Him, obey Him, love Him with all their heart, mind and soul and strength, and to know what pleases Him and what does not.  His Kingdom on earth will be ruled like His Kingdom in heaven—with a rod of iron.  No sin -will be allowed. 

“Sin is the transgression of the Torah”(I John 3:4).  Remember “Torah” means:  The Teachings, Instructions, laws and right-rulings of the Kingdom of Heaven, written in the first five books of the Bible.

It is Yahuweh who will come as Yahushua (the Messiah of Israel) to set up His Kingdom for eternity.  If we want to be a part of His eternal Kingdom, which is now in heaven, but will come to earth, then it is great wisdom to learn what it means to live with Yahuweh, “the consuming fire”.  The time of preparation is fast coming to a close, and our eternal rewards are at stake.   

II Chronicles 16:9: “For the eyes of Yahuweh diligently search throughout all the earth, to show Himself strong on behalf of those whose heart is perfect towards Him”. 

In the James Strong’s Exhaustive Concordance of the Bible, in the Hebrew dictionary, #8003, “sha-lame”, we see that the Hebrew for “perfect” means: “complete, friendly, full, just, made ready, peaceable, perfected, quiet”, from #7999 “shaw-lam”: “to be safe in 
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mind, body, or estate; to be completed, to be friendly, to reciprocate, 
to make amends, finish, full, give again, make good, repay, make things to be at peace, to make prosperous, recompense, render, requite, make restitution, restore, reward”. 

Number 8004 is “Shalom”—the ultimate Hebrew word for His peace!  

Our faith in Messiah brings us into covenant relationship with Yahuweh.  But, if we do not seek perfection before Him, walking in His nature, His ways, His Word, His right-rulings of righteousness, then He cannot show Himself strong on our behalf.  Don’t buy into that “cop-out” cliché, “Nobody’s perfect”.   That came from someone who wanted to justify their sin.  When we are born-again, the Bible says that our spirit is “perfected”.  We can also walk in “blamelessness” if we observe His Torah from our heart.  That is not “legalism”—that is balance.  The word “legalism” in the Webster’s Dictionary means:  “one who is astute to be legal”.  Isn’t that a revelation!  Are you astute to be legal before the federal and state authorities of your country?  Do you stop at stop signs, and try not to break any other law?  If so, you are a law-abiding citizen.  If you don’t care what laws you break, you are called “lawless”.  So, being legalistic is a good thing, if you don’t take on some superior religious attitude, called “self-righteousness” because you are law-abiding.  That’s where the danger lies.  

Fear of Yahuweh means: “FEAR”.  It means being afraid of offending Him.  He has the power to send us to the lake of fire.  He has the power to destroy us and our family, and everything that has to do with us off of the earth.  He says that He will destroy the house of Esau and Abimelek.  He has certain groups that He will leave no remnant with—because of their history from the beginning of harming His people and His Land, and for coaxing His people to commit abomination in His sight.  

Fear means that we do not fool around with His commands, but are obedient, law-abiding children, happy children in His Kingdom to do the will of our Father—from the heart!  Happy children obey their parents because they want to—they like obeying mom and dad because it brings security, joy, a sense of peace and safety, and also many benefits.  Happy children fear disobeying, because of the consequences—insecurity, lack of protection and safety, lack of peace and joy, lack of benefits.   Happy children do not want to lose their benefits from being close to Daddy. If Daddy gets mad, they get 
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punished, and happy children do not want to be punished. But, also, happy children do not want to disobey because they love mom and dad and they don’t want to hurt mom and dad.   

Fear carries with it the aversion to being judged and condemned, and also the aversion to making someone loved angry and hurt.  That is a smart fear when dealing with any lawful society.  We fear getting a ticket from the Sheriff, so we stop at the red light, instead of going through it at 100mph.  We also fear going through the light at 100mph because there just might be a vehicle or person in our path, and someone would die—maybe us.  So, there is good fear.  He wants us to fear Him with “good fear”. 

The consequences are not spelled out for the Christian, nor are the violations of His Torah.  The false concept of “grace” was produced by Gnostic Christians, “church fathers” schooled in the allegorical method of interpretation of Scripture in Alexandria, Egypt, in the second century that said that the Word could be interpreted according to the view of each person.  That’s why we have 2000 denominations, and 101 opinions for every 100 Christians about what the Word says (someone’s always “double minded”).  

False grace leaves up to each individual, or to the Pastor, what rules are to be followed.  That is why most Christians are just like the pagan world—they enjoy what the pagan world enjoys, with little to no conviction of wrong.  They climb their own ladders for their own personal selfish ambitions, selfish agendas, stepping on others to do so, without any conviction of wrong.  The Most Christians, especially in the Western world are voyeurs – they enjoy watching others sin on T.V., in the movies, on videos, in advertisements.  They enjoy reading books or magazines about other’s sins.  They call this “entertainment”.  And, yet the Word clearly says that we are not to purposely look upon sin, but to be set-apart unto Yahuweh.  We are to bring every “thought” into captivity to the control of Messiah.  This way we stop a lot of sin.

Christians are taught that the day of worship was changed from the Sabbath (Shabbat—the 7th day) to Sunday because of the resurrection.  But, they do not read the 4th commandment, nor realize that hundreds of verses in the Bible say that it is an eternal covenant sign with Yahuweh as to who belongs to Him and who does not.  

Constantine, my friends, changed the day to Sunday because he was a sun god worshipper.  He closed the banks, schools, all public facilities to honor Sol Invictus, Mithra, the invincible sun.  He called Sunday 
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“the lord’s day”—after Baal, the lord.  It had nothing to do with the resurrection, which took place about 8:00PM Saturday night.  Father’s days begin at sunset—NOT SUNRISE.  (Genesis 1)

It was Constantine in 325CE that said in the first church council, in which he set himself up as the “FIRST POPE”, that the feast of Ishtar, Easter, would be observed and the Hebrew Passover declared against the law of Rome, punishable by death.  He created a birthday celebration for the Greek IEsous (hail Zeus—the Greek god of healing), transliterated “Jesus”, to December 25th to coincide with the birth of all sun gods back to Nimrod’s son Tammuz, thus avoiding His real birth date at the Feast of Tabernacles (September/October).  He was a true anti-messiah, and he institutionalized what became the largest religion on earth. Yahuweh and Yahushua are not a religion.  Judaism is also pagan and is occult in many ways.  Yahuweh has nothing to do with Rabbical Judaism.  Yahushua, nor Sha’ul, started Christianity. 

If man wants to find the real Messiah, the real Elohim, the real Creator, the real Savior—he has to go to the Word without man’s interpretation and read it for himself, with the Spirit of Yahuweh to guide him, beginning in Genesis!

If you will get James Strong’s concordance, and look up “fear of the Lord” (KJV), and go through all the verses on “fear of Yahuweh”, then, like the huge study on the Covenant sign of Shabbat, you will have to conclude that you had better make some changes in your life. (Please refer to my article:  Shabbat is Eternal – it took me 15 hours one day to just get through all the Scriptures on Shabbat in the Bible!)

Leviticus 20:7-8, 26: “And you shall set yourselves apart, and shall be set-apart, for I am Yahuweh your Elohim, and you shall guard My laws and do them.  I am Yahuweh, who sets you apart.  And you shall be set-apart to Me, for I Yahuweh am set-apart, and have separated you from the peoples to be Mine”. 

I Peter 1:13-16: “…Set your expectation perfectly upon the favor that is to be brought to you at the revelation of Yahushua Messiah, as obedient children, not conforming yourselves to the former lusts in your ignorance, instead, as the One who called you is set-apart, so you also should become set-part in all behavior, because it has been written, `Be set-apart for I am set-apart’”. 

We are set apart from the world and all its Luciferic/Satanic enticements.  We are set-apart to Yahuweh, and to His covenant, His calendar, His day of worship, His rules for right living, health and peace.  He wants to give us a little heaven on earth—why fight Him! 
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If you go to New York and tell the police that you think their laws are bondage and you can do what you want—I hope you enjoy being in jail.  If you were lawless, you’d be removed.  But, the Christian religion has lied and deceived and told its believers that God removed His rule-system, and now man make up his own belief system, and moral system of right and wrong, as long as society and the spouse and pastor don’t find out.  It is called collecting beliefs in a belief-box.  That’s why one believer can say that Genesis is a myth and we evolved from animals, and another one in the same pew can say God created us, or space aliens seeded us—and all can be good members of the church.  The cheap “grace” touted by Christianity allows each person to create their own belief box, as long as they believe that praying a prayer of belief gets them into heaven.  But, this is far from what Yahushua left us at His ascension, and far from what the Apostles taught!

Here are Scriptures to meditate on:  

“And you shall not oppress one another, but you shall fear your Elohim.  For I am Yahuweh your Elohim. And you shall do My laws and guard My right-rulings, and shall do them”.   (Leviticus 25:17-18)

Deuteronomy 6:1-2, 24; 8:6; 10:12-13; 17:18-19; 28:58-59; 31:12-13: “And this is the command, the laws and right-rulings which Yahuweh your Elohim has commanded to teach you to do in the land which you are passing over to possess, so that you fear Yahuweh your Elohim, to guard all His laws and His commands which I command you, you and your son and your grandson, all the days of your life, that your days be prolonged.” “And Yahuweh commanded us to do all these laws, to fear Yahuweh our Elohim, for our good always to keep us alive, as it is today.  AND IT IS RIGHTEOUSNESS FOR US WHEN WE GUARD TO DO ALL THIS COMMAND BEFORE YAHUWEH OUR ELOHIM, AS HE COMMANDED US”.  
Note:  Yahushua’s death cancelled our debt to a set-apart Elohim and established us as righteous by our faith Messiah’s blood sacrifice, HOWEVER we are also to establish personal righteousness by our “fruit”--corresponding actions that show our repentance and turning from sin to a new life of obedience to Yahuweh.  We are to “bring forth fruit worthy of repentance”, therefore living in right standing with Yahuweh.

“Then you shall know in your heart that as a man disciplines his son, so Yahuweh disciplines you, therefore you shall guard the commands of Yahuweh your Elohim, to walk in His ways and to fear Him”. 
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NOTE:  “The commands”:  Deuteronomy 4:13 and Exodus 31:18 and 34:27-28: “And He made known to us His covenant, which He commanded you to do—the Ten Words—and He wrote them on two tablets of stone”.  These are the terms of what He wants in His Bride—the terms of the marriage agreement.   

BOTTOM LINE: “And now, Israel, what is Yahuweh your Elohim asking of you, but to fear Yahuweh your Elohim, to walk in all His ways, and to love Him, and to serve Yahuweh your Elohim with all your heart and with all your soul, to guard the commands of Yahuweh and His laws which I command you today for your good”.  

Ecclesiastes 12:13-14: “Let us hear the conclusion of the entire matter: Fear Elohim and guard His commandments, for this applies to all mankind!  For Elohim shall bring every work into right-rulling, including all that is hidden, whether good or whether evil”.  

His Word is eternal:  It is never revoked, not changed, not done away with, but what went out of His mouth will not ever go away—it is forever.  His covenants with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, with David, with the Levitical Priesthood are eternal covenants.  We either keep our end of His covenant with His people, or we do not.  

Whether we are faithful or not, does not affect the fulfillment of His Covenant!

Romans 2:15: “For not the hearers of the Torah are righteous in the sight of Elohim, but the doers of the law shall be declared right”.  

Deuteronomy 10:20-21: “Fear Yahuweh your Elohim.  Serve Him, and cling to Him…He is your praise, and He is your Elohim…”  

Deuteronomy 17:18-19: “And it shall when he sits on the throne of his reign (the King of the nation of Israel) that he shall write for himself a copy of this Torah in a book, from the one before the priests and Levites.  And it shall be with him, and he shall read it all the days of life, so that he learns to fear Yahuweh his Elohim and guard all the Words of this Torah and these laws to do them, so that his heart is not lifted up above his brothers, and so as not to turn aside from the command, right or left, so that he prolongs his days in his reign, he and his children, in the midst of Israel”.

NOTE:  Now stop and think:  If the presidents and prime ministers of the ruling nations—the G-8 power nations--would hand-copy the Torah and read it every day and practice it, what kind of a world would we have?  But, because they have not done this, they make decisions based on the new world order of Lucifer--established publicly in May of 1999, CNN, BBC.
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Deuteronomy 28:58-59: “If you do not guard to do all the Words of this Torah that are written in this book, to fear this esteemed and awesome Name Yahuweh, your Elohim, then Yahuweh shall bring upon you and your descendants extraordinary plagues, great and lasting plagues, and grievous and lasting sickness”.

Deuteronomy 31:12-13: “Assemble the people, the men and the women and the little ones, and your sojourner who is within your gates, so that they hear, and so that they learn to fear Yahuweh your Elohim and guard to do all the Words of this Torah.  And their children, who have not known it, should hear and learn to fear your Elohim as long as you live in the land you are passing over the Jordan to possess”.  The Land of Israel is the possession of the children of Yahuweh.  The children of Yahuweh are all those who receive His Messiah and guard His Kingdom right-rulings. Read Ezekiel 48—that’s future—eternal future.  

NOTE:  Yahuweh made no covenant with gentiles.  Jeremiah 31:31:the renewed covenant in the blood of Messiah was made with the house of Judah and the house of Israel--combined 12 tribes of Jacob.  Since the days of the Passover--Exodus 12--any sojourner, foreigner, alien or stranger to Israel, can get in on His salvation covenant, if they obey His rules of faith, and His rules of walking in righteousness in His Kingdom.  In Ephesians 2, if a person comes to Messiah and is not an Israelite in any way, he is accepted by faith into the “commonwealth of Israel” and is no longer a gentile.  In

I Corinthians 12:2, we see also that once a person comes into the covenant of Yahuweh through faith in Messiah, he is grafted into the tree of Israel--Romans 11.

Therefore, in Deuteronomy 31:12-13, we see that a “gentile”, like Ruth, could come under the banner of Yahuweh, if they observe His rules of order in His Kingdom.  

He never had to make a covenant with any other people group except the children of Isaac and Jacob, because He never excluded anyone from His presence if they’d come into that covenant.  

II Samuel 7:22-24, a prayer of King David: “You are great indeed, O Master Yahuweh.  For there is none like You, and there is no Elohim but You, according to all that we have heard with our ears.  And who is like Your people, like Israel, the one nation on the earth whom Elohim went to redeem for Himself as a people, to make for Himself a Name, and to do for You greatness and awesome deeds for 
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Your land before Your people…And you have established for Yourself Your people Israel as Your own people forever, and You Yahuweh have become their Elohim”.  

There is only one people group that Yahuweh says are His people:  The people of the twelve tribes of Jacob.  Other people can attach themselves to this group by faith and obedience, but He did not create any other covenant with any other people!  

Therefore, the eternal promises to them are intact.  The ten northern tribes from 1,000-722BCE either scattered themselves into the nations because of colonization or by capture by foreign troops (Assyria—722BCE), because they were so idolatrous that Yahuweh had to “divorce them”.  However, Yahuweh never told the High Priest in Jerusalem to take 10 jewels off of His breastplate.  The three southern tribes (Judah being ONE of them—“Jew” stands for ONE TRIBE ONLY) never pushed Yahuweh that far, though they had to go into Babylon in 586BCE for 70 years of punishment.  

Yahushua makes a very strong statement in Matthew 24:15: “I have not come, except for the lost sheep of the house of Israel”.  The house of Israel (Ephraim or Joseph) refers to the 10 northern tribes as a group.  He calls them “lost sheep”.  
Hosea 1-3 talks about them—they became lost to themselves, not to Yahuweh.  After a while, these “lost tribes” became so intermixed with gentiles that the Jews called them gentiles.  But, now by historic, archeological, scientific research, tracing of names and origins, the “lost sheep” have been located as to where pockets of them were scattered, and lo and behold, they ended up in what we know mostly as Western Europe, America, Australia, South Africa, and pockets in other parts of the world.

Ezekiel 37 and literally hundreds of other verses talks about their restoration back to the Land of Israel in our day.  

Because of His great love and His desire for redemption (buying back of what was lost), Yahuweh sent Yahushua to die—thus breaking the marriage covenant (a blood covenant) with the house of Israel—so that He could rise again to remarry her legally according to His own Torah.  For according to His own Word, if a man and woman 

divorce and she is a whore (adulteress), the man cannot remarry her—for she has defiled the blood covenant.  Only death breaks a blood covenant.  That is why in Matthew 10:5-6, Yahushua tells the Apostles NOT to go to gentiles, but to the “lost sheep of the house of Israel”.  After Yahushua’s ascension into heaven, the Apostles went directly north and west to the largest pockets of the 
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remnant of the scattered house of Israel—going to the Parthian Empire to the north, and the British Isles, France, Spain and Ireland to the West.  These travels of the Apostles are documented.  Some Apostles went into Egypt and into India also, where we know that some Israelites had migrated.   

Now, at the end of the age, there are many Christians who are longing for their Hebrew roots, not knowing what that means.  Their DNA is calling them back home to the land from which they were scattered.  Father has watched over the seed of the ten tribes all these centuries, and has preserved them.  He knows what tribe a person is in.  Jeremiah 31 is a beautiful picture of the return of the house of Israel to Samaria (now miscalled “the West Bank”).  The word “watchman” in Jeremiah 31:6, is the word “natser”, from “netser”, which comes from “the branch”. The early believers that adhered to the teachings of the Apostles were called “followers of the Nazarene” or followers of “the Way”.  (Acts 24: 5, 14-15)   Jews today say that this verse refers to Christians--Israelites coming back to their homeland on the mountains of Israel.  

Some believers are leaving Greco/Roman Christianity and embracing first century belief in Messiah—becoming Torah-observant.  (Yes, some believers are also denying Messiah, which is a tragedy—because without the blood of the Lamb, there is no removal of sin).  

In Revelation 7 and Revelation 21, we see that the twelve tribes are together once again.  We see that James (Ya’acob) addresses his letter “to the twelve tribes”.  We see in Matthew 19:28, the twelve Apostles ruling over the twelve tribes.  

In Deuteronomy 4:23-31 and 31:29, we see that in the “latter years” He will restore the tribes together.  We see this also in Genesis 49:1—the prophecy to the fathers of the twelve tribes “in the latter years” by Jacob, their father.  

The house of Israel (the northern ten tribes—read I and II Samuel, I and II Kings) has been a lawless house since about 950BCE.  Isn’t it time that this house, most of the Western world, returns to the Torah and to their Kingdom responsibility to their Father?  Isn’t it time for this “house of Israel” to lay down their pride and arrogance, and submit to the rules of the coming Kingdom before they end up like the ones in Matthew 7:21-23?  Yes, it is time for His children to have fear of the power and the wrath of their Elohim!

Excerpts from Psalm 2:11-12; 5:7; 15:4; 22:23; 25:14; 33:8,18; 34:7, 9, 11; 61:5; 85:9; 86:11; 102:15; 103:11-18; 112:1ff; 115:11, 13; 118:4; 145:19; 147:11: “The fear of Yahuweh is clean, standing forever”—Psalm 19:9. 

“Serve Yahuweh with fear, and rejoice with trembling.  Kiss the Son, lest He be enraged and you perish in the way, for soon His wrath is to be kindled.  Blessed are all those taking refuge in Him”.  

“You who fear Yahuweh, praise Him!  All you seed of Jacob esteem Him, and fear Him all you seed of Israel”. “The secret of Yahuweh is with those who fear Him, and he makes His covenant known to them”. “Let all the earth fear Yahuweh, let all the inhabitants of the world stand in awe of Him.  For He spoke, and it came to be, He commanded and it stood fast.  The eye of Yahuweh is on those fearing Him, on those waiting for His kindness, to deliver their souls from death, and to keep them alive in famine”.  “The angel of Yahuweh encamps all around those who fear Him, and rescues them.  Fear Yahuweh, you His set-apart ones, for there is no lack to them who fear Him! Come, you children, listen to me; Let me teach you the fear of Yahuweh”.  “Teach me Your ways, O Yahuweh; Let me walk in Your truth; Unite my heart to fear Your Name”.  “Truly His deliverance is near to those who fear Him…”

From Psalm 103: “For as the heavens are high above the earth, so great is His kindness toward those who fear Him.  As far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us.  As a father has compassion for his children, so Yahuweh has compassion or those who fear Him.  But the kindness of Yahuweh is from everlasting to everlasting upon those who fear Him, and His righteousness to children’s children to those who guard His Covenant, and to those who remember His orders to do them”.  

“Praise Yah!  Blessed is the man who fears Yahuweh, who has greatly delighted in His commands.  Mighty in the earth shall be his seed, the generation of the straight ones shall be blessed”.  “He does the desire of those who fear Him, and He hears their cry and saves them”. “Yahuweh takes pleasure in those who fear Him, in those who wait for His kindness”.  

Excerpts from Proverbs 1:7, 29; 2:5; 3:7; 10:27; 14:26-27; 15:16, 33; 16:6; 19:23; 22:4; 23:17-18 24:21:  “The fear of Yahuweh is the beginning of knowledge; fools despise wisdom and discipline”.  “Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear Yahuweh and turn away from evil”. “The fear of Yahuweh prolongs days, but the years of 
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the wrong are shortened”.  “In the fear of Yahuweh is strong trust and His children have a place of refuge. The fear of Yahuweh is a fountain of life, to turn away from the snares of death”.  (We find security and rest in knowing that because we fear Him, He will care for us, even in the days of His wrath). 

“Better is a little with the fear of Yahuweh, than great treasure with trouble.  The fear of Yahuweh is the discipline of wisdom and before esteem is humility”.  “And in the fear of Yahuweh, one turns away from evil”.  (If we fear our Father’s wrath, then we won’t sin).  

“The fear of Yahuweh leads to life, and he remains satisfied—he is not visited by evil”. “The reward of humility is the fear of Yahuweh, riches and esteem and life”. “Do not let your heart envy sinners, but be in the fear of Yahuweh all day long; for certainly there is a hereafter, and let your expectancy not be cut off”.  

Excerpts from Isaiah 2:10, 19, 21; 8:13; 11:3; 33:6; 59:19: “Enter into the rock and hide in the dust, because of the fear of Yahuweh and the splendor of His excellency.  The lofty looks of man shall be humbled, the pride of men shall be bowed down, and Yahuweh alone shall be exalted in that day.  And they shall go into the holes of the rocks, and into the caves of the earth, from dread of Yahuweh and the splendor of His excellency, when He arises to shake the earth mightily.  In that day man shall throw away his idols of silver and his idols of gold, which hey made, each for himself to worship to the moles and the bats, to go into the clefts of the rocks, and into the crags of the rugged rocks, because of the fear of Yahuweh and the splendor of His excellency when He arises to shake the earth mightily.”  This is a prophecy of the coming of Messiah, which goes along with the sixth seal of Revelation 6, in which all the earth’s richest and most powerful men are hiding in Edom, and call for the rocks and hills to fall on them because they are so terrified of the “wrath of the Lamb”.   

We either fear Yahuweh out of love and awe, respect and dread of His power and His righteousness set-apartness now, or we will fear His plagues when He comes to destroy the wicked.  

Also speaking of the time of His return: “And they shall fear the Name of Yahuweh from the west, and His esteem from the rising of the sun, when He comes like a distressing stream, which the Spirit of Yahuweh drives on”.  

Excerpts from Jeremiah 10:7; Hosea 3:5; Malachi 3:16 and 4:2; Matthew 10:28; Luke 1:49-50; 12:5; Acts 9:31; Romans 11:20-21; Ephesians 5:21; Philippians 2:12-13; Hebrews 12:28-29; 
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Revelation 11:18; 14:7; 15:4; 19:5:  “Who would not fear You, O Sovereign of the nations?  For this is Your due, for among all the wise men of the nations, and in all their reigns, there is none like You”.  

This is a prophecy about the return of the house of Israel, the northern 10 tribes, to Yahuweh their Elohim – after their final scattering into all the nations by 722BCE.  “Afterward the children of Israel shall return, and seek Yahuweh their Elohim, and David their Sovereign, and fear Yahuweh and His goodness, in the latter years” (Hosea 3:7).  Zechariah 8:23 shows that in these latter years—the 21st century--that truly these 10 “lost” tribes will return to Elohim, and grab hold of the clothes of a Jew, saying we are going with you because Yahuweh is with you.

“Then shall those who fear Yahuweh speak to one another, and Yahuweh will listen and hear, and a book of remembrance be written before Him of those that fear Yahuweh, and those who think upon His Name.  `And they shall be Mine’, said Yahuweh of hosts, `on the day that I prepare a treasured possession.  And I will spare them as a man spares his own son who serves him…For behold, the day shall come, burning like a furnace, and all the proud, and every wrongdoer shall be stubble…but to you who fear My Name, the sun of righteousness shall arise with healing in His wings…’” (Malachi 3:16-4:2)

“For He who is mighty has done wonders for me, and set-apart is His Name.  And His compassion is from generation to generation, to those who fear Him”--these words were uttered by Miriam (Mary), mother of Yahushua.  Grace, mercy, compassion, defense, protection, prosperity, life, health, peace, contentment, freedom—all rewards for obeying His Torah and fearing Him.

Acts 9:31, speaking of the condition of the early assemblies of believers: “Then indeed the assemblies throughout all Judea, and Galilee, and Samaria had peace and were built up, and walking in the fear of Yahuweh and in the encouragement of the set-apart Spirit, they were being increased”. 

Regarding Romans 11:20-21: Paul warns against anyone putting down the Jews, because Elohim allowed their branches to be broken off so that the house of Israel could be re-grafted in.  It is a warning against the pride of Ephraim over the house over the house of Judah, which is very prevalent today.

In Revelation 11:18, 14:7, 15:4 and 19:5, it is talking about the return of Yahushua in the wrath of Yahuweh: “And the nations were enraged, and Your wrath servants the prophets and to the set-apart
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ones, and to those who fear Your Name, small and great, and to destroy those who destroy the earth.  And I saw another angel flying in mid-heaven, holding the everlasting Good News to announce to those dwelling on the earth, even to every nation and tribe and tongue and people, saying with a loud voice: `Fear Elohim and give esteem to Him, because the hour of His judgment has come.  Worship Him who made the heaven and the earth, the sea, and fountains of water”.   

The fear of His Name is mentioned quite a lot.  How many fear His Name?  How many Christians or Messianic believers, or Jews, even use His Name correctly?  Commandment number three says:  “You shall not bring the Name of Yahuweh your Elohim to nothingness, for Yahuweh does not leave unpunished him who brings His Name to nothingness”.  
Yet, His children refuse to use His correct Name, given in Exodus 3. 
Instead they admit that they substitute titles for His Name, like using “Ha Shem”, meaning “the name”, or “Lord”, which in Hebrew is “baal”, a Canaanite god, or “Adonai”, which comes from the Phoenician “Adon”, which is the name of the Greek god Adonis. They use the word “God”, which is from Gawd, or Gad in Hebrew, which is the name of the Canaanite god of fortune.

We must not make His Name common/profane or cheap by using it too much, thus we can call Him “Abba” – Father – or one of His true titles, like El Elyon (the Most High) or El Shaddai (the Almighty). But, when His loving children call His Name correctly, He is pleased. His Name is the most powerful Name in the universe. He used His own Name to rebuke Satan in Zechariah 3:2. But, His Name has been replaced mostly by “Lord” in the Scriptures, nearly 7,000 times. That’s tragic!  

The Jews and Messianic believers have dragged Babylonian superstition all the way from their captivity in Babylon, believing that His Name is too be hidden.  Yet, He says to honor His Name.  Man’s ways are so foolish!  Christians use the names of pagan gods for the name of the Savior, His title, and the titles of the Father.  They both throw “Jehovah” into the equation, yet the “J” is only about 480 years old in any alphabet.  But, it is common knowledge that the word “Jehovah” is a perversion of Yahuweh with the vowels for Adonai mixed in.  Let’s get it right, and call our Father and Savior/Messiah by their right names.  Their names begin with the first three letters the same:  YAH (I AM).  Refer to the study: “The Correct Hebrew Names and Titles of the Elohim of Israel”.  

There are several meanings of “fear” in Hebrew, but basically are the same.  “Yaw-ray”: means “to fear, to revere, to be affrighted, to be 
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afraid, dread-full, reverence and terribleness”.  Psalm 119:74 uses this word: “Those who fear You see me and rejoice, for I have waited for Your Word”.  

“Yir-raw” means “fear, reverence, dreadful, to fear exceedingly, to be full of fear”.  This is used in Genesis 20:11, where Abraham says to Abimilek: “The fear of Elohim is not in this place”.  

There is no fear of Yahuweh among pagans.  He is despised, mocked, ridiculed, disdained, loathed, and rejected.  Therefore, pagans have no conviction of sin.  They do not call ”sin” the breaking of the laws of the Creator because they do not know His laws, and most of the time their gods demand that they sin to appease them.  

Therefore, there is no knowledge of real love, joy, peace, kindness, compassion, gentleness, long-suffering, self-control—no knowledge of restraint, of thoughtfulness towards others, of consideration towards others.  They have a cruelty all their own, and much of the time it is because of their religion. Therefore, there is no conviction of wrong-doing except the breaking of the man-made laws that they subject themselves to. 

Exodus 15:16 and 23:27: “I will send My fear before you…”.  In this context, Yahuweh is sending out fear to the enemies of Israel, to terrify them so that they will leave His people alone.  This word for fear means: “to frighten, dread, fear, horror, terrible, terror”.  

Deuteronomy 11:25: “No man shall stand against you.  Yahuweh your Elohim shall put the dread of you and the fear of you upon the land where you tread”.  This word for fear is also used in I Samuel 11:7 (“The fear of Yahuweh fell on the people”) and II Chronicles 14:14; 20:29--(“And the fear of Yahuweh was on all the reigns of the lands when they hard that Yahuweh fought against the enemies of Israel”.  The word is “pakh-ad”: “a sudden alarm, feeling of dread, fear, great fear, terror”.  When we walk in the fear of Yahuweh, He causes our enemies to fear us!

In Malachi 4:2: “But to you who fear My Name…”, and in Psalm 111:10; Proverbs 8:13 and 9:10; Job 28:28; Jeremiah 10:7 the word is “yir-aw”: “reverence, exceeding fearfulness, dread”.  

Revelation 14:7: “Fear Elohim and give esteem to Him…”  The Greek word here is “fob-eh-o”, from “fob-os”: it is where we get the word “phobia”.  It is also used in Revelation 15:3; 19:5 and 11:18.  It means: “to be frightened, to be alarmed, in awe, revere, very afraid, exceedingly fearful, reverence”.  

Proverbs 31:30 speaks of the woman who fears Yahuweh:  “A 
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woman who fears Yahuweh is to be praised”.  Again, the word is “yah-ray”: “to fear, be afraid, reverence”.  This word is used in Psalm 61:5; 86:11; 102:15; Isaiah 59:19.

Genesis 3:10: Adam and Eve’s fear at being caught with the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil smelling on their breathe, is also the word used above: “yaw-ray”.  

The phrase “fear of Yahuweh” or “fear of the Lord” is in many other verses in the Word.  You can search them out for yourself, especially if you own a Strong’s concordance with Hebrew and Greek dictionaries.  I strongly urge you to put His Hebrew Name where you see “Lord” (6, 823 times) throughout the Bible—for it will change you life—the translation, except for a few times when “Master”—“Adonai” is used, Yahuweh should be used.   The “New Testament” was written in Hebrew, so even there, “Lord” can be translated Yahuweh.  It really changes understanding, for example in Romans 10:13, instead of using “Lord” use His Name—“Whosoever calls on the Name of Yahuweh shall be saved”.  

I find that the more obedient I am to His covenant, the more He interacts with me on a personal basis, showing me things, revealing His heart, explaining things, opening up my understanding.  I have come to fear Him—fear being on the wrong side from Him.  I fear doing anything that would break the relationship I have developed with Him.  The benefits of fearing Him, obeying Him, loving Him, are too vast to write about.  

Yes, I stand in awe of Him as I look at the stars at night, and the beauty of the earth. I reverence Him as Creator and Redeemer.  But, I also have a healthy fear of His anger, His justice, His vengeance, as well as His right to judge.  I know that His wrath is coming on this earth, and I do not want to be found in His path of wrath.  I do not want to be found doing anything for which I will receive His plagues.

Revelation 18:4 is clear:  “Come out of her (the whore church system, out of the world system, out of the nation that has incubated the world government of Babylon—America) My people, lest you partake of her sins, and lest you receive of her plague”.

He is coming in wrath, and at some point, the world will know that He is Yahuweh, Elohim of the Hebrews, Elohim of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.   They will all know who He is.  There will be no doubt that this One whom they tried to throw out, is indeed not going to be thrown out.  “Arise O Yahuweh!”

It is for that day that I live—to see Him vindicated for all the suffering 
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He has had to endure from His rebellious creation.  I want to see the day when man has to bend the knee to Him, and obey His Torah, whether they want to or not.  I want to see the day when justice will rule the earth.  
I want to see Isaiah 2:2-3 come to pass! Messiah will rule from Jerusalem, and war will be no more.

If you will just change the title “Lord” (misused most of its 6,823 times used in the Bible) to Yahuweh or Yahweh, and the word “Jesus” to Yahushua or Yahshua, and the word “law” to Torah, and the name “Christ” to Messiah, and the word “church” to assembly, and the word “cross” to stake, and the word God to Elohim—your life will be changed forever.  

But, we can have a tiny taste of heaven on earth, by obeying His set-apart day of worship, His set-apart festivals (seven of them), and His set-apart way of living.

We can have His peace on this earth in our heart, as we turn from sin and embrace His ways.  His Kingdom can come now—in our heart.  

I long for the Bridegroom will come for His Bride, and He will take control of the earth with her by His side.

In the meantime, we can learn to “perfect set-apartness in the fear of Yahuweh”.
