THE CURSE OF PRESUMPTION
Psalm 19:13, a prayer of King David: “Who can understand his errors? Cleanse me from secret faults. Keep Your servant back from presumptuous sins; let them not have dominion over me. Then shall I be upright, and I shall be innocent from great transgression.” 

     There are 245 verses in the Scriptures that speak of presumption, presuming, or presumptuous action.  

     From The Merriam Webster Dictionary: 1) “Presume, presumed, presuming”: “to take upon oneself without leave or warrant, to take for granted, to act or behave with undue boldness.”  2) “Presumption”: “an attitude or conduct, audacity, an attitude of belief dictated by probability, the grounds that lead from probability to belief.” 3) “Presumptuous”: “overstepping due bounds, taking liberties.” 

     While I respect the sterile definitions of the dictionary, in this article I want to go beyond sterility, and present the seriousness of presumptuous attitudes and conduct for what they really are - sin. 
     I want to share with you the reality of the fatal mistake of presuming things are true, when they are not. Presumptive reasoning brings a curse--upon you, your family, your friends, and all you do business with! Its false-based reasoning never comes to the right conclusion. False conclusions lead to wrong expectations and wrong actions, because of trusted beliefs processed in the carnal mind without a person doing their own honest research with lots of prayer to find out the Truth.
     Hardly anything is as it appears on the surface. Only through discernment by the Spirit, grounded in factual knowledge studied out, can one be saved from presuming things that are not true--which lead down a path to destruction. The “broad road” of Matthew 7:13-14 is paved with presumption!     

     Presumption is based on what seems to be, or feel, right--a faulty foundation leading to fallacious reasoning. Its roots are buried in many deadly sins--ranging from pride and arrogance, to defiance and rebellion, to a wrong opinion of one’s self, putting trust in false information--but all because of rejecting Yahuweh’s right to rule one’s reasoning and their everyday life.
     Presumption is based on what looks good to the soul--the five senses--to the lust for ease, comfort, convenience, and what makes us feel good and look good to others. People buy into lies, into empty promises of con-artists and false prophets, all the time because they are offered something that looks good on the surface, and they trust what makes them feel good rather than taking the time to check it out for errors. 
     The American Christians quickly bought into the Jesuit implanted doctrines of Dispensational theology and a pre-7-year tribulation rapture because it sounded so wonderfully good. America’s new heroes were John Nelson Darby, C.I. Scoffield and all others who promoted these doctrines. A few Scriptures were taken out of context that appeased English cultural thinking, and the lie was supported by supposedly honorable men. But, the Jesuits sent Darby with the specific purpose to destroy the faith of American Christians--to weaken and soften them up so they would not be prepared for what is really going to happen.

     But, the Christians did not check out the whole Word, or put it up next to the nature of Yahuwah, or check out the source of this new doctrine. I clearly document the source in “Warning! Nine Lies…”/August 6, 2015. [Also refer to: “Who Will Be Left Behind”/January 2006] Today new doctrines are multiplying like rabbits, and few people check them out, or discern Truth in their spirit.
     Factual Truth is out there for you to find--for the wise to seek out by the leading of the Spirit. The Truth is all through the Word, not just hidden in a few verses for the unscrupulous to misuse. 

     So, because Christians presumed the doctrine was correct because it made them relax and feel good, secure, and comfortable, many will throw away their faith when it doesn’t happen. Just these three verses capsule it--Proverbs 2:20-22, Matthew 13:13-50. But, it’s all through the Word – Noah went through the judgment on the earth, all the rest perished and went into Hades. [Refer to my article “Through”/March 4, 2012. Also, refer to the correct Hebrew rendering of Daniel 9:24-26 in “And He Shall Confirm the Covenant With Many For One Week”/September 14, 2013]
There is not one verse in the entire Bible that says there will be a 7-year tribulation. How long was the Flood! Six weeks! How long is the worst of the tribulation to come according to the nature, ways, and Word of Yahuwah? Six weeks! Yahuwah is no sadist!
     The warning of II Thessalonians 2:8-12 stands firm. If you do not love the truth enough to search for it throughout the whole of the Word with the Spirit of Yahuwah to direct your study, then you will end up believing a lie and be damned. I didn’t say that…the Word says that. It is basic principle of the Word! 

     Be an astute researcher. Check out what you hear and read. Search the Word! Gather factual information. Do not try to find someone who agrees with you—that is dishonest research. Always ask the Spirit to reveal Truth to you. He will keep you from deception. He will confirm the truth to you!
     Presumption is a curse of the soul. There is no presumption in the spirit, which is perfected at the true new birth. The spirit becomes an open portal to Yahuwah realm at the true new birth. All presumption is in the soul--the mind, emotions, reasoning, feeling, desires, lusts, and sin nature, which cases the will to react positively to that which is destructive. 
     Soft and weak people run after what makes them feel good and secure, that which satisfies their fleshly desires and pumps them in their self esteem (pride) as being good and wonderful. The “I am god” reasoning is predominant in Western culture – everyone thinking of themselves as deserving the best of everything.

     Suffering is not in the equation with the soft and weak. But, it given as a favor by our loving Abba Yahuwah to us to grow us up (Philippians 1:29, I Peter 4:1-2) Our loyalty to Him will be tested strongly. 

     Because most weak people run after what “tickles the ear,” (II Timothy 4), they presume that what they hear is right, and buy into false teaching and false knowledge which leads to damnation. 
     Messiah warned: “Take heed to what you hear. With the same measure you use, it will be measured to you…” (Mark 4:23-25) Make sure what you listen to or read is filtered through your eternal spirit, and OK’d by the Spirit of Yahuwah!
     Though some presumption may be reasoned from good intentions and positive emotions, it is always based on some form of falsehood and deception that brings a false conclusion. Presumption is not faith! Presumption is based only on what we perceive to be true without checking out reality. It often stems from fear, pride, rebellion, or “self-centered” calloused negative emotions that lead to harming others and ourselves. Most presumption is in the mind of average “good” people who trust the wrong people!
     II Corinthians 10:3-6: “For though we walk in the flesh, we do not fight according to the flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but might through Elohim to the pulling down of strongholds, overthrowing reasoning, and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of Elohim, taking captive every thought to make it obedient to the Messiah.” 

     In Proverbs 8 Messiah is personified as wisdom – Messiah is speaking. Wisdom presumes nothing, but thinks, acts, and lives, on the solid ground of the Word of Elohim--trusting Him for all Truth, being led by His Spirit in what to believe.
     Presumption causes action based on a shaky platform, an unstable foundation—on fallacious reasoning that comes from trusting the reasoning of one’s soul, or the words of another. Faith is based on wisdom and knowledge from Yahuwah.

     Sometimes in small things what we presume is right--like if you greet a friend at the grocery store and they appear somber, you might presume that there was something wrong, something bothering them. These are natural presumptions that come under natural human perception. We assume, or presume, daily. But, putting ones faith in what is presumed because of false trust is a whole other story! 
      The Serpent played on the allurement of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, and on the doubt, skepticism, and pride of Adam and Eve. Yochanan (John) the Apostle, in I John 2:15-17, covers the three allurements that trapped them: 1) “the lust of the eyes,” 2) the lust of the flesh,” and 3) “the pride of life.” 

      Though they walked with Yahushua in the Garden, Adam and Eve did not know Him well enough to trust that what He said was absolute truth. They had evidently been discussing and questioning why they couldn’t eat of the fruit of the tree of knowledge. They may have thought “perhaps He is holding out on us; perhaps He is keeping us from what would be good for us.”
     The Serpent played on their doubt, which “confirmed to them,” in their reasoning, that what he said was true. They presumed the Serpent was telling the truth because it sounded right. All sin, all rebellion, and all the results of leaving the narrow path to life, comes from presuming the wrong things.  
     This is the curse that comes with presuming what is false. Solid faith in Yahuwah and Yahushua never presumes. All of our twisted reasoning that destroys our lives comes from presuming from what is false, from false trust. 

     Faith knows beyond the shadow of a doubt and acts on that positive belief because it knows the Giver of Truth. Faith is something in the realm of the re-born spirit. It is based on the Word, backed by the authority of Yahuwah Himself. It is built on is solid ground. (Luke 6:46-49) Faith only acts on a sure thing, backed by the integrity of Elohim. Those that know Him have built their lives on solid ground.
[Refer to my study “Faith Walk”/January 25, 2007]   

     Presumption has no solid foundation other than what the mind receives and believes is true because it has trusted in the giver of the knowledge. Presumption that the Serpent was telling the truth caused Adam and Eve to sell us all down the river to destruction. It brought the toil, pain, suffering of life, and death. It took us out of an eternal state into time and entropy. Only the mercy and love of Yahuwah and Yahuwah has rescued and redeemed us! 
     I give you a call to self-discipline! “The fear of Yahuwah is the beginning of wisdom.” “The beginning of wisdom is to hate evil.” Wisdom is submitting to the Master to rule over us, about dying to “self” will, about laying down our lives to pick up His, about forsaking what we think to embrace what He thinks. Every time we act on what we perceive, presume, to be right but is not, the curse begins. Romans 6 clearly states that if we are truly born from above we died with Messiah and rose with Him to new life through the working of the Spirit of Yahuwah.   

     Human reasoning exalts itself against submission to, and personal relationship with Yahuweh. To reject the wisdom of His mind, we have to elevate our mind, our will, and our reasoning, above His! Because of pride, most people prove by their actions that they think they are smarter than their Creator. It was pride that led Hellel/Lucifer to rebel against Yahuweh.  
     It takes time to learn His knowledge, His wisdom--His Word--His thinking, His ways, and His direction. It takes total submission to allow Him to transform our human nature into His nature. So, people go by what they think in making decisions, and presume they are right, when in rejecting His input, they are desperately wrong! Most people plan their lives, presuming that they know what is best for them. They make their own choices based on their will, not His.
     Then there are those that act out of fear, presuming they know what they are doing, when they do not. They do no practical intelligent research to find truth, they just presume. They presume that life out of their box is the same as life in their box. When the reality of what is out of their box comes into their box, they can’t mentally or emotionally handle it – many go insane, commit suicide, deny their faith, and/or are taken over by demons. 
     Presumption leaves Him out of the picture. People decide what is right or wrong without His interjection, and then add justification and excuse-making to what they do, no matter who they have hurt in the process.  
     Presumption is at the root of every sin. It acts on the reasoning of the sin-prone mind. It makes judgments based on what it presumes is correct. Satan presumed that his rebellion against Yahuwah would end Yahuwah and His rule. Nimrod presumed that he could go into Yahuwah’s dimension and kill him. 
     Presumption stirs up rebellion against boundaries of righteous authority, causing one to think they can do as they please, and still be OK with parents, family, friends, society, culture, and “God,” because everyone should understand why they are the way they are, plus “God is love,” and “He knows my heart.” Cultural reasoning is dead wrong! 

     Yahuwah has set boundaries. He cannot love those who willfully cross His boundaries. (John 14:21, 23, 24 plus the entire Bible from Genesis to Revelation!) He is Light. He cannot love what is not of His nature. 

     This is why people get lost oftentimes, they presume they know where they’re going, but they don’t and get lost. I have taken individuals and groups on tours of Jerusalem, as well as different parts of Israel. So, often at least one will take off ahead of me, because I walk too slow for them. Others often follow the lead “goat.” Always, the lead “goat” stops a block or two ahead and looks back like a lost sheep wondering where I am. Those who followed the “goat” act confused. But, to be a sheep and follow a shepherd who knows where they are going and where things are – no – the sin nature presumes they are smarter than the Shepherd. It’s a pride issue. Presumption wants to lead.

      Heinous crimes have been committed because someone presumed the wrong thing. Not long ago, a lovely teen age girl from a fine Messianic family presumed that a man she met on the internet was a good man. She ended up going with him out of state. She was rescued by police before any harm came to her physically, but this man was a known molester of young women. She trusted him because he played on her emotions and built up her self esteem and pride in herself. She was innocently duped, but this is what presumption does – assumes something is good, when it could be deadly not good.
     Isaiah 5:20: “Woe to those who call good evil and evil good…”  
     People who do no research, who go on their mind-reasoning, are easily mind programmed by evil into thinking it is good, and into thinking that the good are bad. Therefore, Western culture citizens as a whole, being mind-programmed by the Illuminati for at least 200 years, now accept good as bad and evil as good because their trusted government leaders to tell them what to believe, their doctor, their teachers in school, their pastors, teachers, or rabbis, their friends, their bosses at work, their spouses, and the public medias of all types. The world’s thinking from Lucifer has united all worldly people to agree, while Christians with one foot in the world and one foot in heaven have at least 43,000 different denominations and organizations arguing as to what to believe.    
     Presumption not only can, but usually does, override, and usurp, another person’s will, but it always usurps and overrides the will of Elohim because it is based on faulty thinking, not the solid ground of the Word of Yahuweh. 
     There is nothing good about presumption! Don’t Presume! Get the Truth!

     The entire world lives in a sewer created by presumption, because they have cast off the only source of grounded Truth--hearing from the Spirit of Yahuweh. Religion won’t tell you how to know Yahuwah or Yahushua. Religion is a man-made system over 5,000 years old. It was created to find “God,” but never know Him. It may tell some truth about Him, but not the whole truth. Religious leaders may be sincere people, but unless they are Spirit-taught they are passing on what they have presumed to be true from their own trusted teachers.
     If you stop presuming you know everything and check with the Spirit of Yahuwah about everything, you’ll be truly wise!
     People presume their pastor, priest, or their rabbi knows and teaches them truth, but sad to say most lead their flock away from the Truth--away from the Word, away from Yahuweh--because they presumed wrong. Mankind is so often left open to the manipulation of the mind by Lucifer and his fallen ones, and/or religious or secular intellectuals who have left Yahuweh totally out of their lives, because they presume that the ones they listen to are telling them the truth. 
      Whatever sifts through man’s brain is always going to be tainted with error--always with a mixture of truth and falsehood. Only those who are totally 100% Spirit-taught, who live in the nature of Yahuweh, humble and contrite, submitted to Him, will speak from His mind.  
     At the root of all things that hurt others, and eventually hurt us, is presumption. Presumption leads us to act on our reasoning, which can be secretly manipulated by Lucifer and his fallen ones. The mind-programming of the Illuminati is very subtle, but starts with each person from birth and continues to death. Yet, people presume that what they hear from those “educated folk” on T.V. are really telling the truth, when 99% of what they say is not totally true. 
     Pride rules most human beings, so they justify what they do, no matter who they hurt, even those they love, because they presume that they are justified in their actions. The T.V., public school education, internet, etc., teach what the god of this world wants us to think, yet they make us a slave to falsehood. The fruit of falsehood is sweet to the taste, but when reality comes, it is bitter.

    The only way to stay free is to shut off these mind programming devices, and fill your mind with the Word, taught by the Spirit of Yahuweh. He is the only one you can fully trust to teach you the Truth! 
     I love the Truth! I seek Truth! I expose lies and falsehood! I spend many hours a day, and have for decades, researching to find the truth. In 1999, Abba took me to Aqaba, Jordan, on the Red Sea, for eight years to learn from Him, and dump all the spurious teachings of man. I stared out researching on the computer 10-12 hours a day, in the Word, and writing under His guidance. I continue that to this day. [Refer to: “Sixty-Six Teachings and Assumptions Found in Evangelical/Charismatic Churches That Have No Scriptural Foundation”/Oct. 2012. 

     My parents played the Santa game with me every Christmas. When I was 7, a school mate told me Santa was not real. Their words stung for a few seconds, but then I reasoned that I knew something most of my friends didn’t know. That was exciting. So I spread the word, exposing the myth of Santa. In the last few years, I have written quite a few articles exposing what people presume to be true but which is dead wrong, so dead wrong that they could be led to eternal damnation. 
     Today in Messianic circles, many are jumping on various band wagons of religious fads that have allured them off the narrow road into a ditch of intellectualism. Many have lost focus of what the Spirit is teaching to run after those they presume to be knowledgeable teachers. Yet, these “knowledgeable teachers” are deceivers--merely parroting what they have learned from other deceived teacher. 
     II Timothy 3:13: “But evil men and seducers shall grow worse and worse, deceiving and being deceived.” (a prophecy of these last days)

     These teachers appear so nice, but the Word says they are evil because they lead others astray. They use a few Scriptures to “prove” their belief, but cannot use the whole Word, nor do they draw on personal knowledge of the nature, ways, and thinking of Elohim. So, using the Bible, they suck in those who are too lazy to study for themselves with the Spirit. These teachers and their hearers fall into the category of “always learning but never able to come to knowledge of the truth.” (II Timothy 3:1-7)  

     Presumption can be incredibly selfish, self-centered, rude, and disrespectful to the core – disrespectful of Yahuweh, of other people, and of their own life.  

     Young people often presume something is all right with their parents, teachers, or friends, and do things that cause harm, or potential harm. Often adults think that their aging parents don’t need to be consulted about decisions made for them. Instead of lovingly caring for a parent, many stick them in a nursing home under the presumption that they are better off there. Presumption here is mixed with selfishness. In some cases the elderly are better off being in a good nursing home, but all too often they are put there because they are inconvenient to their busy children. 
     Here we see that deception lies to the mind of the one presuming – selfishness in disguise. So many think they are doing good, without consulting with the “discernment” of spirits by the Spirit of Yahuwah, and end up harming others.

     Young girls, and older women, too, often presume that abortion is the only answer to the mess they’ve gotten themselves in. With presumption comes rationalization. They rationalize that it would be bad for the child to come into this world unwanted. The justification for sin is so often based on rationalizing and presumption. To usurp the will of another by one’s limited reasoning is a form of mental and emotional rape, a type of dehumanizing--no matter the good intentions.  And then, good intentions are so often presumptuous.   

     Reality and Truth play no part in presumptive reasoning. Presumptuous thinking is based on what the five senses deduce to be true, and what the reasoning mind deduces to be true and right. Presumption is often fueled by the lusts of the flesh and the pride of life. Presumption can be a twisted form of rationalizing sin. For example, a man may think he can commit adultery as long as his wife doesn’t find out. He wouldn’t want to hurt his wife, but he presumes he has the right to fulfill his lusts, as long as she never finds out. 

     Many men presume they can watch pornography on the internet as long as their wife doesn’t know. It’s a mental form of being a “closet alcoholic.” Presumption causes people to believe that hidden sin is all right. As long as no one knows but us, we’re not hurting anyone--not realizing we’re hurting ourselves. This goes for women, and children, too.
     Once caught in the error of presumption, and called to task about it, most people try to justify themselves, and some even get very angry if their wrong thinking is questioned--for presumption assumes that what we think is what is right, not what is really right. Some people have gotten furious with me when I presented the truth from the Word, especially older people who grew up in a particular denomination. A few tried to prove me wrong by finally consulting the Word, and some apologized to me saying that the more they tried to disprove what I said, the more Scriptures they found that proved what I said.  
     Tolerance of evil has been pushed on us from childhood in Western culture. Its basis is presuming that everyone is basically good, and all their sin is justified for some reason--like they’ve been hurt as a child, for example. Also condemning a whole race of people for the actions of a few is also presumption … Presumption often turns into racial prejudice. Israel is hated because the masses presume that what the news tells them about Israel is true. 
George Orwell, author of 1984, said: “In times of universal deceit, telling the truth is a revolutionary act.”

     Truth is like the gold nuggets that lie deep inside rock in a mine shaft. The nuggets have to be dug out. It takes time and effort to dig them out. And, it takes time to dig out the nuggets from the Word. But, it is the Word that transforms our mind so that it aligns to our spirit, and we are a complete spirit-man within our body, submitted totally to the will of Elohim. People too lazy to allow the Spirit to show them His Word will reap what they sow. (Galatians 6:7-9)
    I have been greatly hurt all through my life by the sin of presumption, as well as the spirits of jealousy and jezebel. Presumption accuses people wrongly, thinks wrong things about someone, gossips, slanders, lies, and distorts Truth. It goes on to convince others of what they believe about another person, causing more gossip, slander, and lies to be spread. Jezebel presumed she had the power to get what she wanted, but it finally left her with only her hands and feet at the end. 

     My own presuming led me into much tragedy in my own life – being too trusting, trying to find excuses for wrong, and for not acting on what I knew to be right to free myself. I presumed a young man who was a Baptist preacher wanted to serve God, as he said, and wanted me to serve God with him. Years later, I presumed that those I loved in my family--to whom I entrusted with what was precious and priceless to me when I moved to Jordan--would take care of my things like I would. But, some sold my things, or gave them away, or even threw them out, without asking me. But, before that, they presumed that what I had was theirs, and so they took from me without asking me. 
     But, I’m sure you know what it is like to have someone presume something about you, and gossip and slander you falsely. Presumption often leaves grief and anguish in its wake. Presumptuous people usually don’t care how others feel. And, if questioned, they get angry and defensive. There is no fear of punishment for their actions and words--there is no fear of Yahuwah. 

     Presumption is common in those with “jezebel spirits.” Queen Jezebel presumed that because she was the Queen, everything in her domain that she wanted was hers. When Naboth refused to give her his vineyard, she had him killed. 

      In Costa Rica, the locals presume that if someone leaves their house for over 3 days, they don’t care about their things anymore, so it is all right to break into the house and steal what is valuable and sellable. 

     Some presumption is for good intent. Like me, when I was 2 (smile). I presumed I was going to help my mother, so I took my mother’s purse and proceeded to walk two blocks towards a nearby store to go shopping for her. I had perfectly righteous intentions. I did not mean to steal my mother’s purse. But, I sure got whipped when she tracked me down. I didn’t think I deserved punishment – I was trying to help. Presumption always thinks it is innocent. 
     Presumption is based on thoughts that go no further than our heads, but which often lead to disastrous conclusions.  The young son of Israel’s Prime Minister, Ariel Sharon, presumed that taking one of his father’s guns outside to shoot it was OK. But, while he was playing with it, he accidently shot and killed himself. Presumption can be deadly for a child, but if carried into adulthood, it can be destructive to many people, as well as to one’s self. 

     One day, when we lived in North Carolina, my husband and I went shopping at a nearby store. We left our 10-year old child at home. We lived in the country surrounded on three sides with thick woods with an open grassy area below the house. A lovely stream flowed through the property. My husband and I came back to a shocking scene before us. The 10-year old had taken my 22-rifle outside and was shooting it into the trees across our stream. I was furious. I had a green-eyed red-head’s temper in those days. But, it also made me afraid for their sake. My child was punished. Recently I gave the rifle to this precious child, now a responsible adult. (Smile) 

     People presume on “God” day in and day out, 24/7. He is an unknown entity to most people – a religion, concept, philosophy--a sentimental somebody at best. So, there is little to no fear of Him, no respect. Presumption acts with no respect for another person’s life or belongings. Children presume on their parents because there is no fear or respect of them. Part of that is because parents do not discipline their children in the Word, nor is their punishment of wrong consistent. Western culture only causes a person to fear what may happen to them if they’re caught doing wrong. But, presumption presumes that they are not doing wrong.  
     The idea of asking the Creator if it is all right to do something is almost unheard of. Thus daily, people sin against Him with the excuse “He loves me,” “He knows my heart.” Yea, He knows our heart all right--our “heart” is “deceitful above all things and desperately wicked.”  (Jeremiah 17:5-10) The “heart” in Scripture is the mind – the earth-bound life-force, the soul – the self-centered sin-prone carnal “self,” the “flesh.” It is desperately wicked because it justices itself as good, makes excuses for wrong, and presumes that God loves them anyway. 
     The “God me loves me” no matter what I do presumption causes people to cross His boundaries and sin. He has definite boundaries that we must guard! There is no unconditional love mentioned in the Scriptures.  He doesn’t condone sin against Him. And what is sin? “Sin is the transgression of the Torah,” rebellion, revolt, or apostasy against the instructions for right standing in the Kingdom of Elohim. 

     The religion of Christianity is a presumptuous religion. It presumes that if we pray a prayer to accept Jesus into our heart that we automatically have a free ticket into heaven, and our responsibility to Him is undefined. It presumes that He just keeps on forgiving us no matter what we do, therefore we have churches for homosexuals (Cosmopolitan Church) and sin is taken out of the vocabulary. Christianity presumes that we don’t have to obey Yahuweh, God of the OLD Testament – the “law of the Jews.” It presumes that Jesus freed us from having to obey “the LAW of the Jews.” It is an arrogant belief, that their religion has made them superior to the God of the OLD Testament. It is a religion that assumes we’re “King’s Kids,” so we deserve the best. Suffering is out of the picture. It presumes that what was written in the Hebrew Scriptures and the Messianic Writings are only to be believed or acted on as they will. So, each person picks and chooses what they want to believe to match their chosen lifestyle. Presuming on “God” is a 24/7 lifestyle for most people--believers or non-believers. 
     I was talking to a lady on the plane from Miami to Costa Rica. She was a Christian and I was giving her some new thoughts. She said something about spending eternity in heaven. I told her she couldn’t find one verse in the entire Bible that said that. I told her that the whole Bible said eternal life was on the earth. She was shocked. 

     Fundamentalist churches teach that the baptism into the Spirit and the gifts of the Spirit of Yahuweh ended with the deaths of the Apostles. Religious presumption is based on believing men and not going to the Spirit for Truth! Now, where does it say that anything He started ended? Therefore they act with haughtiness and pride in their false presumption, and often end up blaspheming the Spirit. Sin is not clearly spoken of anymore, if at all, in most churches. Thus, so many don’t fear Elohim at all. They live their lives morally, or not morally, but presuming that God is a God of love, and so won’t condemn them for their actions. 

     Romans 8:1: “There is, then, no condemnation to those who are in Messiah Yahushua – who walk not according to the flesh, but according to the Spirit.” 

     Presumption won’t let the Spirit lead, for it causes people to assume that they know what’s best for them. Most believers read the Word, if they ever read the Word, with the theological glasses on – so that they only see what they have learned from trusted teachers. Many presume that the book of Revelation is cryptic, too hard to understand, and too scary – so they don’t have to read it. They might get a book where someone teaches on Revelation, or go to a seminar or Bible study to hear someone teach on Revelation, and 99% of the time, they are will not hear complete truth, only fragments of truth mixed in with error. Yet, they presume that the teacher knows more than they do. Thus, most people are left with such lying, deceiving doctrines about these end-times, that they are way off course in their understanding.  All the while, the few who are Spirit-taught know what’s happening and what will happen, and have prepared to overcome and endure to the end.
     The foolish virgins presumed they were all right with God, until the Bridegroom said to them, “Truly, I say to you `I do not know you.’ ”

     The “charismatic ministers” presumed they would get a good reward in the kingdom for all their wonderful ministry deeds, but were shocked to hear the Master say: “I never knew you, depart from Me, you who are without the Torah.” (Matthew 7:23) 

     King Saul presumed he’s get away with sparing Agag. But, for his presumption, the anointing of Yahuwah left him, and he went insane. Agag’s descendent, Haman, plotted to kill the Jews. (I Samuel 15; book of Esther) Rebellion often accompanies presumption. 

    When we presume something that is not true, and act on it – the backlash is often very severe. I know! I presumed that my years of whoredom and negative emotions were justified because my husband was so demonically cruel. But, instead of taking action to change my situation, and the situation for my children, I went from up and down hope to deep hurt, to anger, to sin. I felt justified in doing whatever I wanted to do to get back at God, because God had failed me, so I presumed. I wanted to show God how bad I could be just to spite Him. The gift of repentance was far from me. I had a hair-trigger temper. No one had better question me, especially GOD. Yet, Abba was always there, waiting to bless me if only I let go of my hate and bitterness, and acted to change my situation. In 1985, Abba mercifully gave me a dream that clarified my own part in ruining my life. He granted me the gift of repentance, and I cried, “I’m sorry Father, I’m sorry.” He restored me. Psalm 40:2-4 is my testimony. I have no pride. How can I? I am not religious or self-righteous. I am full of compassion, understanding, and love. I control nothing, or no one--Abba rules in my life! Oh the freedom of living in joy, peace, and love with Elohim! “Enoch walked with Elohim.’ That’s our privilege, too.
     When He returned me to Himself, (1985) I found a loving heavenly Father that I never knew existed. As I learned the Torah, and His Name, and His Son’s Name, I found a powerful Being that I never really knew fully. The deep cavern that I dug with my hate became a reservoir to contain my love for my precious Abba. Today, my greatest fear is being out of His Presence, out of His favor! I do not presume on Him anymore! [To learn more of how He has led me in my life of miracles, read my autobiography Touching the Eternal, available on Amazon in paperback book form, and on Kindle]
     Fear acts negatively on things that are not real, presuming them to be real. Fear projects the negative, and opens portals to the enemy to fulfill what we presume. Faith causes us to act without fear on what He has said, whether the written Word, or His Word to us personally. Faith is opposite of presumption, because presumption has no foundation. Presumption is the house built on the sand!  Faith is solidly built on the Rock -- Word of the Eternal One. (Luke 6:46-49)
     Presumption often incites negative emotions based on what we think is true. Presumption also brings on temporary happy emotions based on falsehood. 

     Multi-millions have presumed that the American Dream was real, and so they have invested their lives in buying a home, raising a family, putting children through college, retiring from a nice job with benefits and security, etc. And, in reality, the American dream is now the American nightmare. The “American Dream” was a trick of mind-programming--playing on carnal desires in order to make slaves out of us. Now, the rug is being pulled out from under the middle class, and so much of what people presumed to be their good future, is not become their hell.
     People presume and trust shysters who rip them off. They get mad at the shyster instead of realizing that they presumed they were good, when they were not. We must take responsibility for our own actions. If we are too lazy to learn the truth, then we deserve what we get.  
     Taking Scripture out of context to justify their presumptive theology is as common as drinking water. In Jim Searcy’s article “Don’t Take the Mark of the Beast,” he pleads with people to see reality. He names well-known pastors who are saying it is all right to take an implanted chip in the body because the pre-tribulation rapture has not happened yet. These pastors presume that because the rapture has not happened, receiving an implanting a chip cannot be “the mark of the Beast.” This is being taught by major Christian teachers! Evangelical and Charismatic leaders in America are leading millions of their followers into aligning with the pope of Rome – a Jesuit non-the-less. 
     In 1965, Stanley Frodsham was given a powerful prophecy that we see happening all around us now. This dear brother was a friend of Smith Wigglesworth in the 1920s, and wrote his biography. In this prophecy Yahuweh warns of what will happen after the restorations of the gifts of the Spirit are taken over by man and corrupted. It gives powerful wisdom for us all: 
     “I am going to prepare you for the coming days by a hard path that will cause you to cry out continually unto Me. For when the going is easy, men do not seek Me, but rejoice in temporary blessing. And when that blessing is removed, they so often turn this way and that way, but do not come to Me. I am showing you these things that you may seek Me continually and with great diligence. As you seek Me, I will open up truths to you that you have not seen before, truths that will enable you to stand in the last days…do not old man’s persons in admiration. For many whom I shall anoint mightily with signs and miracles shall become lifted up and shall fall by the wayside. I do not do this willingly…I call many into this ministry and equip them, but remember that many shall fall. They shall be like bright lights, and the people shall delight in them. But, they shall be taken away by deceiving spirits and shall lead many of My people astray (I Timothy 4:1)…I warn you to search the Scriptures diligently concerning these last days, for the things that are written shall indeed be made manifest. There shall come deceivers among My people in increasing number, who shall speak forth truth and shall gain the favor of the people, for the people shall examine the Scriptures and say, `What these men say is true.’ Then when they have gained the hearts of the people, then and then only shall they bring out these wrong doctrines… do not hold people’s persons in admiration. For by these very persons shall Satan enter into my people.  Watch for the seducers (I Timothy 3:13)…Do not be deceived, for the deceiver will first work to gain the hearts of many and then shall bring forth his insidious doctrines…The minister of righteousness shall be on this wise: His life shall agree with the Word, and his lips shall give forth that which wholly true, and it will be no mixture. When the mixture appears, you will know he is not a minister of righteousness…Therefore I exhort and command you to study the Scriptures…I desire you to be firmly established in My Word, and not in the personalities of men…Diligently inquire of Me when you hear something that you have not seen in the Word, and do not hold people’s persons in admiration, for it is by this very method that Satan will hold many of My people.”  
      And yet people presume they’re being told the truth without diligently searching the Word today, and many will fall away (II Thessalonians 2). Tragically, presumption will take a lot of people into the lake of fire. 
     One of my dear uncles prayed a prayer to “receive Jesus” when he was 10 years old. Then, later, in his 50s, he also prayed “the prayer” while watching a Billy Graham Crusade on television. I loved my uncle John. He had been married to a Catholic woman, but was divorced after the third child came along. My uncle John was an alcoholic, and lived a very carnal life. Yet, he was a moral man, an honest man. In his life’s work he had amassed over a million dollars in savings, which kept him feeling secure as he aged. But, he was not truly born of the Spirit, because there was no life change. When John was dying, my mother, being very concerned about him, phoned him to see if he was ready for heaven. She said he laughed, and told her not to worry about anything, that he was in good stead with “the man upstairs,” and had prayed the prayer when he was 10, and with Billy Graham later on. My mother bought into this deception, because it brought her peace. In the true new birth, the Spirit does 40 things to transform and perfect our spirit into the nature of Yahuweh, so that we are a “new creation.” (II Corinthians 5:17) It is at the “end of our faith” that we receive our total salvation. (I Peter 1:9) 
     Uncle John presumed that because he prayed a prayer, that “the man upstairs” would receive him into heaven. His wife and his three daughters died presuming they had eternal life because they had been baptized in the Roman Catholic Church.
     Some of the world’s largest Christian denominations say that if you are baptized as a baby, that you are saved. So, upwards of a billion or more people go through life depending on their church affiliation to assure their salvation. Presumption soothes the conscience, and thus deceives greatly.  
     The “once saved always saved” false teaching has deceived many. Yet, the whole Word teaches against this cheap belief-system. People presume because their church teaches a pre-seven-year rapture, that they do not have to go through any tribulation. I remember Kenneth Copeland mockingly saying, “I ain’t goina do any tribulating.” I preached in a church in Mbale, Uganda. As the people came to the front of the church bringing their tithes and offerings, they chanted, “We’ll never have to suffer.” 

     Many presume that Messiah cannot come until the 3rd Temple of Ezekiel 40-46 is built. Yet, Zechariah 6:12-15 tells us that Messiah will build the Temple.
     Big-name Christian ministers are making millions of dollars on their presumptions, their speculations, and their opinions about Eschatology (the study of end-times). They sell their books, DVDs, videos, magazine articles, and etc. And so much of what they teach is misleading, and dangerous. Flashy marketing is used to promote their goods. They wow the lazy and comfortable. But, few teach how to prepare to go through the tribulation and depend solely on Elohim. 
     At one point in her life, my mother went to stay with her sister. Because my husband I were living with debt and poverty, I asked her if I could sell her freezer in the garage and keep the money. She said “yes.” Then,  without asking her, I presumed that it would be all right to sell other things in her house, like pieces of her furniture, because she most likely would be moving to live with her sister, and I’d be helping her. WRONG! I sold some of her precious things. When she found out, she was devastated. She forgave me, but I carried that guilt for years.  

     Part of my presumption was also motivated by desperation, but also greed! I felt entitled to what she had--after all I was her only child.  Then that curse backfired onto me with two of my children and so-called friends.

     Presumption can included greed, selfish ambitions, and hidden agendas. We often convince ourselves that we’re doing right, when we are not. We often justify ourselves, instead of confronting ourselves with our sin.

     In 1986, I presumed that because we obeyed Abba and sold our beautiful house in the woods of North Carolina, that when we moved to Texas God would get us another house. Wrong! I was very mad at Him when the bank wouldn’t give us credit to buy the house in Texas. But, Abba knew my future, and knew that it would be very bad for me if we bought another house. While I was angry with Him, He asked me: “Did I tell you that was your house?” I said “No.” He replied: “If I do not tell you something is yours, it is not yours.” That slapped me in the face, but I quit my complaining at Him.   
     Presumptive thinking is only possible if one does not take the time to learn what is real! Western culture of Greece and Rome is steeped in fantasy, illusions, concepts, philosophies, ambiguous wording, and understanding, so that reality is something not easily grasped or accepted. The Cinderella mentally has mind-programmed a whole generation into presuming things not real. Walt Disney truly cursed our generation with his wizardry and magic. It seemed like all fun, but looking back, it was all demonic mind-programming. Few who have grown up in America from the 1940s, can grasp reality, so they cling to the false security offered by the government, or their retirement fund, or their possessions. Many presume the fairy godmother will come, and then Prince Charming, too, or that God is Santa Claus.

     I was called to the mission field of Mainland China in 1961. Because of my Baptist church reasoning, I presumed that I had to go to Bible College to qualify as a missionary. I enrolled in one America’s finest Fundamentalist Bible Colleges, choosing the music major because I presumed that it would please a mission board.
     In 1965, it was finally clear to me that I could not get into mainland China because it was closed to all foreigners. My life fell apart. I was a year from graduation, and I had no direction. I had an invitation to work with missionaries in Taiwan, but I presumed that I was only called to Mainland China. So, I presumed that all I could do was to get married. I fell for the deceptive flattery of my future husband, because I had no other direction--so I presumed. People often presume because of pure ignorance or being deceived. I presumed that God had changed His mind about my being a missionary, and so I no longer needed to go to China. I presumed that He had arranged for me to marry this Baptist preacher whom I was dating. Presumption closed the door to my mind, so that reality and positive action could enter. I had an open door from missionaries to go to Taiwan as a missionary, but I presumed wrong. Then year later, I read the book by Brother David entitled God’s Smuggler to China. About the same time I walked away from going to Taiwan, Brother David was called to Mainland China like I had been. But, he went to Brother Andrew for advice. Brother Andrew from the Netherlands is famous for being “God’s Smuggler.” He wrote his story in his famous book God’s Smuggler. Brother Andrew smuggled hundreds of thousands of Bibles into many oppressed countries and founded Open Doors Ministry. Brother David wanted to know why he was being called to Mainland China when it was closed. Brother Andrew said something to him that I wish with all my heart someone had said to me: “There are no closed doors.” He advised Brother David to work for a ministry not far from China, and to smuggle Bibles into China through Nepal into the area of Tibet. David went to work for the Far East Broadcasting Company, whom I had felt to work for too, and he began sending Bibles into China via mule-trains by Tibetans from Nepal. In 1976, when Mao Tse Tung died, China opened its doors. During those years, Brother David also worked with Paul Estabrooks, and the two of them got one million Bibles via China’s east shore in one night to the waiting believers. So, by the time David went into Mainland China for the first time, he was known all through the Christian community of the 100 million persecuted believers. 
     Abba has pulled me out of the pit I dug for myself, but I still wonder what good things life would have dealt me, if I had not presumed the wrong things. In 1994 and 1995, I went to Hong Kong three separate times. And, from there I went into Mainland China about 40 times smuggling Bibles. In 1996, I met Paul Estabrooks in Mongolia. Because I was in Mongolia teaching English, I also was able to help the Every Home for Christ Ministry enter Mongolia and go home to home throughout the country with Bibles and the message of salvation. Before leaving for Mongolia, Abba told me I would meet a leader of the country and open up the whole nation to the Good News. He pulled it off – I just followed His leading! By this time, presumption was not a part of my life!    
     For over 30 years, I lived a cage with an open door. I presumed there was no escape from the cage. One presumption after another, based on fallacious thinking, led down, down, down, until Psalm 40:2-4 happened! Yahuweh had had enough! He lifted me out of the pit by a sovereign act of His love, set my feet on a rock, and established my going in a positive, truth-filled direction or reality, in which I now live daily!  HalleluYah! Looking back, I see that Abba wastes nothing, but I know He wanted better for me. Presumption often takes us on a HUGE DETOUR! 

     One day, in North Carolina, a lady from my church came to visit me. I was wearing an opal and ruby ring that my mother gave me. During our conversation, she said she wanted my ring. I thought she was joking. I said “no.” She said I had to give it to her. I was shocked. She said, “The Bible says to give to everyone who asks.” I said, “Sorry, but NO!” She got mad and walked out--I never saw her again (thank goodness). 
    People presume that nothing is going to happen adversely to them, because they see nothing happening in their arena to justify anything otherwise.  People get temporarily scared by the news, or what someone writes in an article about world events, but then go back to life as usual because they presume the trouble is in Israel, or China, or Russia, but surely not in America, Australia, Canada, the UK, or Europe. Thus, teaching about the coming of Messiah is mostly received as intriguing, and even fascinating, but it usually does not inspire preparation, or action of any type. This is a great burden to me. 

     The final wailing of many of the damned will include:  “BUT I THOUGHT…” This is why I continually write and teach about living out of your eternal spirit, through the portal into the realm of Yahuwah. You’ll never “dwell in the secret place of the Most High,” if your mind rules you and you love this world. 
     In the days of Noah, the people of the earth presumed Noah was a crazy man. They heard his pleading for them to repent, but mocked it as the ranting of a lunatic--until the rain began to come down! I have spent a great portion of my Word-teaching life pleading with people to stop presuming and to find the Truth by allowing the Spirit of Yahuweh to teach them. I hear so much of “but I thought,” when I present Truth from the whole Word. 
     King Saul presumed it was OK to keep Agag alive. Israel ended up with Haman and the world ended up with the descendants of Esau to this day. King David presumed to number the people, and reaped the wrath of Yahuweh. Moses presumed to strike the rock when Yahuweh said to speak to it. The children of Israel did not obey Yahuweh to go up against the Anakim. For this they were punished with 40 years of wandering in the wilderness. Out of desperation to try to change Yahuweh’s mind, they presumed they could go up and conquer the giant Anakim and reverse Yahuweh’s decision. Wrong!  They were slaughtered by the Anakim because they presumed on Yahuweh. (Numbers 13 and 14, and Deuteronomy 1:43-45) Samuel presumed his two sons would be the next to judge Israel after his death, but the people knew his sons were wicked, so they chose King Saul to rule them. Judas presumed he was doing the right thing in selling Messiah out. Satan presumes he’s going to destroy mankind, all creation, and then Yahuwah and Yahushua, but he has presumed wrong!!!
     I worked for several years for Forest Lawn Mortuaries in both the Hollywood Hills and the Cypress Parks. In 1967, while working at Forest Lawn Hollywood Hills, I arranged a funeral for a 2-year old boy. It was a tragic situation. The parents were a doctor and his wife. They only had this one son. He was the love of their lives. They were also Evangelical Christians. The couple had bought a big house with a swimming pool. Friends came to visit. They noticed that there was no fence around the swimming pool. Their friends urged the couple to put a barrier around the swimming poor because their little 2-year old liked playing by the pool. Their response was: “God will take care of us; nothing will happen.” One day this lovely couple found their 2-year old drowned in the pool. Presumption blinds, deafens, and cripples a person. 
     Today people who are content with their life of ease, comfort, and convenience presume that they don’t need to prepare for World War III, or anything going wrong, surely things will continue on well as usual. 

(II Peter 3:3-4) Proverbs tells us to “go to the ant” – and I’d add also the squirrel – they prepare for winter, as do many animals, birds, fish, rodents, and reptiles. 

     I’m sure most of you have heard the story of the man sitting on the roof of his house after a flood that washed houses away. First a man with a rowboat came and told him to get in. But, the man said, “NO, I trust God to help me.” Then a helicopter came low, and through a megaphone a man said, “Put this rope around your waist and we’ll pull you up to safety.” But, the man said, “NO, I am waiting on God to help me.” The man was washed downstream and drowned. He came before God with anger. He yelled: “I trusted you to save me, and you let me drown.” God replied: “I sent you a rowboat and a helicopter” but you wouldn’t take My help.”  

     After the Holocaust there was a meeting of survivors. One man stood up very angry. He said “Where was God when Jews were dying in the Holocaust?” Another man stood up and simply said, “He was sending us warnings for over a year to get out Germany, and we did nothing.” 

    Yahushua told Noah “Prepare an ark.” Noah obeyed, and was saved. 

Yahuwah sends His prophets and watchmen to warn. If a person does nothing with the warning, the tragic result is his own fault. Never presume “it won’t happen to me.”
     Proverbs 27:12: “A clever man foresees calamity and hides himself, the simple go on and are punished.” The simple reap the result of their lack of preparation.   

     Most suicides are based on presumptive thinking - belief that their families would be better off without them, that their future is hopeless, or that there is no end to their suffering. Presumption is often based on deceptive thinking about ones’ self worth, about one’s future, about how others think of them, about how something will turn out.  An unloved spirit is often based on presuming that we are not worth anything, that no one loves us, that we’d be better off gone. 

     Continuing to celebrate festivals with pagan roots in Christianity is based on presumption. People presume that because they are “nice” festivals and honoring to Jesus, that there could be nothing wrong with them. Many people actually fear Truth, because TRUTH DEMANDS CHANGE, and statistically 95% of people do not want to change.   

      Make a decision to investigate all that you believe, and take the ax to the root of what is false. Abba once said to me: “If the root is defiled, the tree is defiled, the leaves are defiled, the fruit is defiled, and all who eat of it are defiled.” Go to the root of everything you believe, and never presume it is right until Yahuweh says in your spirit that it is right!  
     Ya’cob 4:13-17: “Come now, you who say `Today or tomorrow, let us go to such and such a city, spend a year there, and trade, and make a profit,’ when you do not know of tomorrow. What is your life? It is a vapor that appears for a moment and then disappears. Instead say, `If the Master desires, we shall live and do this or that.’ ”
     I give you great wisdom here. Take it to heart and apply it! Get all that you think from one Source – the Creator, and our loving Father!
     Make a decision to never presume anything! Make sure all of your beliefs and actions are based on sound wisdom, the Word, and the leading of the Spirit in peace. Never presume on anything or anyone. Your life will be so much better!
