The Restoration of All Things
A personal testimony
Acts 3:19-21

Malachi 4:4-6

II Corinthians 5:17-21
Mark 11:25-26
     Please read the above foundational Scriptures before reading this article.

     In my article “Attacks and Counterattacks”/March 1, 2016, I wrote about the restorations that Abba began in the 1800s through the late 1990s, and about how man, in cooperation with the enemy, brought more and more division between Elohim’s people with each restoration. Therefore, the restorations became weakened, twisted, altered, or modified, and basically ended up cold and dead in the hands of religion. The restoration of the preaching of the Good News of salvation with repentance and submission to a new Master, restoration of the baptism into the Spirit of Yahuwah, the gifts of Yahuwah, and finally the Torah of Yahuwah, were all made possibly by the death and resurrection of Yahushua Messiah. 
     The final restoration of the earth under Messiah is dependent on the restoration that is happening among the set-apart few right now by the sovereign Spirit of Yahuwah. “When the Son of Man comes, will He find faith on the earth?”  (Luke 18:8) 
     Will He find the order of the Kingdom on the earth? Will He find restoration/reconciliation within families, restoration between fathers and sons, mothers and daughters, brothers and sisters, husbands and wives, between friends, restoration/reconciliation between brothers and sisters in Messiah, and between anyone who has taken offense and cut us off, or whom we have cut off? Will there be forgiveness? Will there be the nature of Yahuwah on the earth – compassion, mercy, love, understanding, and responsible caring for one another? Will His people be free of bitterness, hate, anger, vindictiveness and vengeance? Will He see the fruit of the re-born spirit, the fruit of the nature of Yahuwah within “the few.” Will Messiah find the guarding of Shabbat, the Festivals, and the Torah of Yahuwah in operation by those who love Him and honor Him when He comes? If not, He will destroy the earth!

     He looks for the restoration of the heart. Without seeing His nature in operation on earth, He has no reason to return to earth. He will resurrect the righteous and go back to heaven. But, HalleluYah, because there are hundreds of verses in the Word that He will find “faith” in operation on the earth when He returns, He will set up His Kingdom and rule. His mercy is unfathomable! Read Genesis 18:17 through chapter 19. For 10 righteous people Yahuwah would have spared Sodom, but He could not find 10. How many will Yahushua find true to Him when He returns. The Word says “FEW.”  But enough! Enough to bring the resurrected ones to earth and begin His Kingdom rule.
     The process of personal restoration began along with the separation of the wheat from the tares by the late 1990s. The spirit of Eliyahu/Elijah is certainly with us. In Malachi 4:5-6, Yahuwah tells of Eliyahu’s return to restore the children and fathers to unity, to peace. He adds, “…lest I come to smite the earth with utter destruction.” What stands between us now and the total destruction of earth is how we submit to the working of reconciliation/restoration that is happening right now!
     His reconciliation was mightily evidenced at the funeral of my former husband. What a miracle of restoration!  What is at the core of Yahuwah’s restorations? MERCY! MERCY! MERCY!  Let the cry of our heart be to Abba Yahuwah: “In judgment remember mercy!” 
     Ya’cob/James 2:13: “For judgment is without mercy/compassion on the one who has shown no mercy/compassion, for mercy/compassion triumphs over judgment.”

     Matthew 24:12: “And because of the increase in lawlessness (sin: rebellion against the Torah of Yahuwah), the love of many will grow cold.” 
     No one is more patient than Abba Yahuwah. But, as “in the days of Noah,” it is time for Him to act in judgment--to save us and to save His earth. (Revelation 11:15-18) But, even in judgment He remembers mercy and saves those that call out to Him. (Joel 2:30-32; Acts 2:31; Romans 10:13) 
     This last week, I went through one of the hardest times in my entire life--attending the funeral of my former husband of 34 years. I am still numbed by the surreal nature of everything, but very aware that Abba reigns.  He died on his 74th birthday, April 11th of liver cancer, after much suffering. If you’ve read my autobiography, Touching the Eternal, you will understand everything I say here, if not it won’t mean as much to you. I want you to know that I told in detail about my life with him, not out of any hurt or painful memory, but out of peace, to simply to lay a foundation for the victory that followed. When I came literally face to face with Messiah Yahushua at the ruins of the pools of Bethesda in Jerusalem during Passover week in 2003 (the place where John 5 took place), after 38 years He healed me of all the pain and suffering. I walked away from those ruins totally free! The pain never resurfaced! 

     Therefore, this article is simply the capstone on the victory--for not only have I received the saving victory of Yahuwah and Yahushua, but so did he!!! 
     So, I basically went to the funeral of a man I barely knew, a man so opposite of what I knew that the whole thing was surreal, like I was suspended in time. I was so proud of him. Abba pulled off what I thought was impossible!

     During my 6 days in Texas, Abba answered all my questions, all the “whys.” They were hard answers for Abba was blunt with me, but I finally came to grips with reality and put it all into His hands. His peace never left me. My prayers for mercy and salvation for my former husband were answered. The spirit of restoration padded everything, with everybody! 

     The spirit of restoration and healing really began between my former husband and I from 2001. However, in late December 2015 I came back from Canada to find out that he had come with his wife to visit our 3 daughters, including the one I stay with when I am in the U.S., in Georgia. His wife and I have been friendly since I met her in 2001, and her daughter married my son in 2012 (smile). She’s a wonderful daughter-in-law. December 27th began 3 days of the most unusual healing and restoration. That first day, his wife took me into the kitchen and began to cry. She was so blessed by the healing that had begun. But, their marriage was radically different than mine. Because of the difference, they drew many friends to themselves, where my relationship with him repelled friends. So, at the funeral I met many people who adored him very much. Instead of making me sad, that gave me joy. I kept the past quietly in the background. What did the past matter anyway?  Abba had done His work in him, and in me! Former friends who still believed the lies he had told about me were difficult to face. Yet, here’s where Abba intervened. I kept perfect peace through everything. Yes, some hugged me and talked to me with the lies still intact in their mind. Some seemed to have let them go. I felt some were very uncomfortable at seeing me again. Some hugged me out of responsibility--common courtesy, politeness, i.e. the social thing to do.  And, yet, because our son, Derek, attended his retirement dinner on April 7th, Abba used him as a reconciler, and some barriers were broken down. People kept telling me what beautiful children I have. Yes, they are – beautiful in every way. There was one particular restoration that was precious to me--a couple I loved and held in high esteem because of their passionate service for the Master, very humble and precious people. My friendship with my former husband’s wife was a blessing. She is a precious lady who loves our Elohim. After their marriage, Abba “shot me out of a cannon” and I began my worldwide ministry. But, Abba also took him on also to a new way of life. He turned to Abba. During the funeral days also, I feel like I made some new friends. It is because we all had the same common bond--Yahushua who died for us and rose again. The new birth is the catalyst that binds us together as a family – a “household of faith.”   

     Yes, I cried a lot. My children saw me cry. It was from my spirit. It was a “goodbye” but also a release to the future. Just before returning to Georgia yesterday, sitting in Derek and Rivkah’s living room, I read an article about how the earth is being broken in pieces by volcano eruptions and earthquakes, and how the fire within the earth is heating up greatly. Remember my article “Creation Groaning”/February 1, 2016, in which I put pictures of volcanoes? Hell indeed is rising to the surface. From deep in my spirit, I began crying out “Come Yahushua come! Take back Your earth, come and rule!” My passionate cry broke off all oppression of the previous days, and I physically felt lifted. This July would have been our 50th wedding anniversary if we had remained together. 
     I know that reading my account in my autobiography about my marriage was hard for some of you. Some of you could relate. But, the mercy of Yahuwah took over, and changed us both. I never wanted the divorce. In February of 1996, he gave me a choice to continue the suffering he had imposed on me, or follow Jesus. I told him I chose Jesus. His reaction to that caused me to immediately have to flee. Within a day, he turned all of our friends against me. I went on to begin my 20 years of intense learning, researching truth, teaching the Word, traveling, ministering, and the changing of my life. I held off on the divorce until I had to sign the papers because he wanted to remarry.  

    Abba then went to work on us both. HalleluYah! We don’t fight against flesh and blood. We fight against principalities, powers--evil spirits of the enemy. (Ephesians 6:10-18)  Oh my - we must learn who our real enemy is – Satan! Otherwise our bitterness and hate is focused on a human being under the influence of Satan. We must war for their freedom! Let us not fight with flesh and blood, but fight in the spirit, and act responsibly in the natural. If we must flee, we must flee. But, never flee from our Abba. Yahuwah had to allow the enemy to crush me in order to get me to the place where I died to self, to live only unto Him. As with my favorite verse, Exodus 14:15, I go forward. 
    The funeral directors commented to Derek at how unusual the funeral was. They could feel the Spirit of Abba among us. It was all about restoration/reconciliation and the coming of Messiah. Derek presented the most amazing message that had the large audience in tears. It was anointed! It was his testimony of forgiveness of his dad. Derek’s humble love for the Master was a catalyst for a lot of the restoration between family and friends. His message is “little children let us love one another” – the theme of I John) Derek’s sisters were proud of their brother. Genuine unity, love, and peace prevailed. Abba won!!!      On Shabbat, Derek, Rivkah, and I, went to help feed the homeless in downtown Fort Worth. It brought back so many memories of my husband and I preaching on the streets of “Skid Row” in Los Angeles, in rescue missions, in jails, prisons, nursing homes, hospitals, parks, etc. – ministering to the homeless, prostitutes, gangs, drug addicts, even criminals. It was this man who was honored at the funeral--a man who loved Jesus, who was kind, who loved and honored by his wife, his children, grandchildren, and great grandchildren. 
     What happened to bring this radical change? For years, I prayed “Abba, if there is any chance that he might be born again – show mercy.” I pled for mercy as he was dying. While sitting in a lawn chair watching the feeding of the homeless, I knew that Abba had answered my prayer. I got my Tehllim out of my purse and opened it. It opened to Psalm 89:1: “I will sing of the mercy of Yahuwah forever. With my mouth will I make known Your faithfulness to all generations.”

     Brothers and sisters, unless we truly forgive and release others who have hurt us,  even bless them and ask for mercy, our Abba cannot forgive us. We lock ourselves in time, and we can’t go forward. (Matthew 5:44-48) Let us go on to “perfection”--maturity, and blamelessness--before our Elohim! 

     The price that Yahuwah paid for our salvation was the highest price of all! Our Creator willingly, out of love for us, laid down His life for us wicked sinners who have treated Him with such great disrespect and dishonor, even hate. But, His mercy continues on the repentant. The self-righteous, the proud, will be cut off (Isaiah 2). But, the contrite and humble will be shielded by His love. (Isaiah 66:1-2)
      I learned about a year ago, that my former husband spend many hours, days, weeks, months, repenting. On December 29th, he asked me to forgive him. It was only a sentence, but it broke the power of Satan over our minds once and for all. My instant response to him was “forgive me too.”

     Life is too short to hold hurt, grudges, bitterness, anger, jealousy, revenge… It only stunts our life’s growth and hurts us. 
     Hebrews 12:14-15: “Pursue peace with all, and pursue set-apartness, without which no one will see the Master. See to it that no one falls short of the favor of Elohim, that no root of bitterness springing up causes trouble, and many be defiled.” 

     Life is too short to wallow in bitterness, hate, anger, seeking revenge, pushing people away because we’re hurt. Messiah is coming very soon. We will be judged by how we followed in His footsteps of restoration and reconciliation. 
     II Corinthians 5:16-21 tells us that as born again people, we are ministers of reconciliation – ambassadors of peace. We reach out to the lost to bring reconciliation between them and their Creators. We reach out to family, friends, to those who have hurt us with His love. If our love is spurned, then we just pray. 
     The night before I returned, April 17th, Derek, Rivkah, her mom, and I, watched the movie “War Room.” It is a Christian movie. Wow does it ever bring truth regarding spiritual warfare. We have to be free first before we can set anyone else free. If you’re shackled to a pole, how can you help the guy shackled to the pole next to you? We have to learn who the real enemy is, and go to war with the unseen forces of darkness. Abba will take care of the forces that are seen! When I walked away to serve the Master, the Master took gently took on Dick as His project, and our children! HalleluYah!    
     No, we don’t tolerate or condone evil. We don’t submit to sadistic cruelty. We deal with it as it comes. But, we take positive action, in faith and in peace. We do not let hurt build. Ephesians 4:26-27: “Be angry, but sin not. Let not the sun go down on your wrath, neither give place to the devil.” Be angry at the right enemy.  Don’t let anger get out of hand and turn into bitterness and hate that seeks revenge. If we have to flee from wrong, then let’s flee. But, we “pursue” peace as much as we can. Then we let go and allow Abba to do what no human can do to bring restoration.

     As this movie teaches, when we are healed, we must then teach others how to live with His peace--free from internalized hurt. We reach out to the nail-scared hand of Him who knows what suffering really means (Isaiah 53). Our Beloved Yahushua was a man of grief. He came to His creation and was rejected by almost everyone. But, He did it out of love for the few. 

     June Joyner, my mentor in personal ministry, once told me: “There is someone you have not forgiven.” After being upset by that, Abba graciously let me know that I had not forgiven myself. I lived with regrets over my marriage and my corresponding inadequacy in being a good mother. I spent years repenting with many tears. It is a good to repent on a regular basis, from love of Him, not from self-centered guilt and condemnation. We are desperately in need of His help!  
     Hear me: There are few real victims in this world, especially in marriages. We must be honest with ourselves. We must see ourselves as Yahuwah sees us. We must repent of our part in bringing about our own hurt, and let it go. We must deal with our own participation in wrong. To blame others only stalls the process of forgiveness and reconciliation. It only stalls our freedom!  We must be at peace with Abba, then with ourselves, in order for Him to bring peace between us and others. 

    Luke 7:40-50: A person who realizes the enormity of the forgiveness Yahuwah has extended to them has much humble love and compassion for others!  Those who think they’re good, not realizing what they have been saved out of, end up self-righteous and proud. 
     In Matthew 18 is the story of a man deep in debt to the king. He is forgiven by the king for his enormous debt. Yet, he goes out and confronts a man who owns him a little, and has him thrown into prison. When the king found out, the king called this man into judgment. We must realize the enormity of the forgiveness extended to us. We must realize our sin and how it nailed our Savior to the stake! His shed blood was for our transgressions and rebellion. How then, can we rightfully condemn others who have sinned against us, hating them, seeking revenge of them, when we have received “so great a salvation?” If we need to put distance between people and pray for them because they won’t reconcile, that’s OK. But, to distance our self from others because of our own petty negative emotions is not OK. “Little children, let us love one another.” Please read I John!      
     Put the past away!  We do not fight against flesh and blood. Give Abba room to change the hearts of others. Don’t try to help Him by religiously beating someone over the head with Bible verses! We only get in His way. We must not judge, but allow Abba to so the judging. Give “the truth in love.” (Ephesians 4:15; Philippians 4:8; I Peter 1:22; I John 3:18) 
Romans 2:1-6; Matthew 7:1-5: Judging others is a smokescreen that attempts to hide our own sin. It only incurs the judgment of Elohim against us! Let us remove the “plank” in our own eye. Then we can help others get the splinter out of their eye.   
     Today, on this birthday of Adolf Hitler, and the beginning of 13 days of blood sacrifice and worship to Baal, Moloch, the Beast/Apollyon, ending on May 1, Beltane, let us resolve to be a minister of reconciliation, bringing the lost to reconcile with Yahuwah and Yahushua. Be one who spreads the spirit of His order – love, peace, faith, and obedience to our Beloved Abba.
