IMMERSE IN THE MIKVAH

OF THE SPIRIT OF YAHUWEH
In Part I, “The True New Birth For Eternal Salvation”, I share the focus of all Scripture regarding the plan of Elohim (“God” in Hebrew) to save His people from their sins and restore them to the Covenant of the Father, Yahuweh, through His Son’s shed blood and the resurrection of Messiah Yahushua.

Messiah, in eternity past proceeded out of the loins of Yahuweh and took form. He was “begotten”, not a creation. He appeared many times throughout the Tenach (miscalled “Old Testament”). Yahushua means: “Yahuweh is salvation”. Yahuweh means: “I AM the eternal ever-living One who breathes”. In time, Messiah took flesh to dwell among us. His purpose in coming was to restore His people, the sons of Ya’cob—all twelve tribes—to the Covenant of His Father that they broke, so that He could restore a remnant of all the tribes back to Himself. This has been, and is, the passion of the heart of Elohim!  
After His resurrection, He appeared to thousands of people over 40 days. Then He ascended into heaven, giving instructions to His taught ones (disciples) to go back to Jerusalem and wait for ten days until the day of the festival of “Sha’vu’ot” – Pentecost. Messiah had promised to pour out the Spirit of His Father on them, and on that day, they received the Spirit with power, and gifts, and manifestations of His Presence that were used to turn 3,000 initially to faith in the Messiah, and later to turn a lost and dying world to the Savior. Messiah said He only came “for the lost sheep of the House of Israsel”, and He only sent His disciples to the “lost sheep of the House of Israel”, (Matthew 15:24; Matthew 10:5-6; Jeremiah 31:31). Yet, in His death, as in Exodus 12, in becoming the Passover Lamb and the Lamb of Atonement, He paid for the sins of all mankind, so that “whosoever will” can come to Him. The word used in Jeremiah 31:31 (Hebrew) and in Matthew 26:28 (Greek) translated “new” in English is really “renewed”--as the new moon is renewed, refreshed, begun again, each month. Messiah did not bring a “new” covenant as opposed to an old one, but renewed His Abba’s Covenant with His people, and expanded it into the realm of the heart, so that now we can obey His Covenant with passionate love for Him. We can know Him—His nature, ways, thinking, personality—and interact with Him on a daily basis. Yahuweh and Yahushua are NOT a religion—They are Persons who want to be known by you. In Their great love, Messiah redeemed—bought back—the sinful lost sheep of the northern tribes, and gathered the House of Judah (Jews) together, and anyone else who wanted to be brought into their Covenant.
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As in Part I, and Part II on the mikvah of baptism, I include my life-changing testimony. Blessings as you go through the Word and learn from Him. Be sure to look up all the Scriptures so that He might minister to you personally.

The “mikvah” is a pool of water that is fed by running water. “T’vilah” is the act of immersing in the mikvah, though oftentimes the word “mikvah” is used as a verb—describing the process of immersing into the pool. 
And, like water baptism—an act that sets us apart and separates us unto Yahuweh—the baptism, immersion, into the Spirit is a real action that has life-changing results. 
In speaking of the infilling of the Spirit, I am not talking about Charismatic movement of the church! I am not talking about man-made religion, dogmas, theology, philosophy, or conceptual mind reasoning. I am talking about the empowerment of the Spirit, as He enters the truly re-born spirit of a person, after He, the Spirit, has done forty things to transform a person into a totally new creation, with the ties to sin, the Devil, the world, and the kingdom of darkness severed.
This begins with repentance, but the Spirit is given to convict us of sin all of our lives, so that we might go on to the state of “blamelessness”, being pure of heart and totally set-apart unto Yahuweh and Yahushua. 

Ephesians 1:3-4: “Blessed be the Elohim and Father of our Master Yahushua Messiah, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenlies in Messiah, even as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be set-apart and blameless before Him, in love…”

“Without set-apartness, no man will see Elohim…” (Hebrews 12:14b)

The process of salvation begins with repentance and faith put in the shed blood of the Lamb of Elohim. Then as we are immersed in water, we make our public confession of faith, going under the water, symbolizing death to the old life, severing from the power of Satan, and rising to new life.

Thus, by the transforming of our spirit (in the loins area of us), we begin the process of the transforming of the soul (the mind, emotions, will, reasoning, feelings that connect us to this natural world through the five senses, but is the seat of the sin-prone, rebellious nature). We cannot, in our own efforts align our mind to the blamelessness of the re-born spirit. It takes the intervention daily of the Spirit of Yahuweh. But, we, daily, must submit to His working in us. 

II Corinthians 3:17-18: “Now Yahuweh is the Spirit, and where the Spirit 
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of Yahuweh is, there is freedom. And we all, as with unveiled face, see as in a mirror the esteem of Yahuweh, and are being transformed into the same likeness from esteem (glory) to esteem, as from Yahuweh, the Spirit”.

He gives us freedom from the bondage of Satan and his kingdom, as well as freedom from the drives of our sinful flesh, and the pressures of the world to conform to it. He sets us free to be bond servants of His, in training for reigning and much reward in the Kingdom of Elohim (God).  
As we submit to Him, He will teach us, convict us of sin, show us things to come, lead us, speak to us, guide us, discipline us, test us, and bring us before His throne set-apart and blameless. 
I Thessalonians 5:23: “And the very Elohim of peace set you apart wholly, and I pray to Elohim that your while spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Master, Yahushua Messiah”.
He is called “The Spirit of Truth”. Without Him we can know no pure truth.

He is our Teacher. He shows us what is to come, so that we might prepare. He gives us gifts that we might be strengthened, and minister to others. (I Corinthians 12:1-11)

He empowers us to boldly share the Good News of His salvation with others. He lets us in on His secrets, so that we are not ignorant like the world’s people.

Because He is the Spirit of Yahuweh Himself, for Yahuweh is Spirit, He has a Father’s personality.  He has emotions like a Person… love, kindness, gentleness, compassion, desire to comfort, teach, and counsel. He has the personality of a Father—not only of love, and tenderness and, but of sternness if the child needs disciplining. 

Without the power of the Spirit dwelling in our re-born Spirit, we are prone to live out of our head (soul) and go no further than what the five senses can teach us.  The re-born spirit is an open portal to the eternal realm of Abba (Father) Yahuweh. If we are empowered by the Spirit, three are forty ways that He speaks to us. He never speaks to our mind because it is too wrapped up with “feelings” and emotions, and so is very volatile. Therefore, the way He communicates with us is in our re-born spirit. This is why the spirit is positioned behind the belly and reproductive organs—loins area—because this is where we take in, digest, and reproduce. In the spirit we take in the Word of Elohim, and digest it, and give it out to a lost and dying world, and therefore reproduce the spiritual family of Elohim as people come to salvation—thus, we bear “fruit” that is eternal.  In giving out His Word also, we strengthen others to seek Him and know Him.
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Acts 1:8--Messiah’s promise at His ascension into heaven:  “But you shall receive power when the Set-Apart Spirit comes upon you, and you shall be My witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth”.
In Acts 2:1 and following:  “When the day of Pentecost had fully come”, at 9:00AM, the Ruach again descended on the people of Elohim and empowered them and equipped them to go forward as His mighty warriors, taking the good news of the Kingdom to all the House of Israel scattered throughout the world.   The coming of the Ruach was prophesied throughout 
the Tenach (acronym for Torah, Prophets and Writings--miscalled the “Old Testament”).  Yahushua spoke much about Him.  These 120 Torah-observant believers in the “upper room” in the Temple, who had been born again by their faith in the final Lamb of Elohim, Yahushua, were “baptized or immersed by the Messiah Himself--immersed into the Ruach ha Kodesh. 

In Luke 3:16, we read that Messiah would baptize His people in the Ruach Yahuweh: “John answered saying to them all `I indeed baptize you in water, but One mightier than I is coming, whose sandal straps I am not worthy to loosen.  He shall immerse you in the Set-Apart Spirit and fire’”.  When Messiah immerses us into the “Set-Apart Spirit”, the fire that purifies and cleanses burns with us, and we hate sin—and love righteousness! Romans chapter 6 is a powerful chapter to study.  

In John 15:26 we read Messiah’s words: “And when the Helper (Comforter) comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of Truth who comes from the Father, He shall bear witness of Me”.   (Italics mine)

No “church” was born on that day. The word “church” in the English Bible was taken, not from the Greek “ecclesia”, which means an assembly or congregation, but from the German “kirke”, which comes from the name of the goddess Circe, daughter of the sun god Helios, who supposedly turned men into pigs. From Circe we also get circumference, circle, and circus. 
On the day of Pentecost an assembly came together for the first time of Torah-observant believers in Messiah, who came out publicly with the good news of the resurrected Savior, to extend to all the salvation of Yahuweh. Yahuweh had His assembly (congregation) in the wilderness under Moses.  The martyr Stephen tells us this in Acts 7:38.
There is no “new” testament as opposed to an “old testament”. Messiah renewed the Covenant of His Father, in His own blood, becoming the Lamb of Elohim. He was/is the Word of Elohim incarnate, Therefore, He is the living Torah “Torah” simply means: Teachings and instructions of the Kingdom of heaven, for our good. (John 1:1, 14; Luke 24:27, 44-47)

On this day of Pentecost (which means “fifty” in Greek), this day which 
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corresponds to the fourth, Sha’vu’ot, or the Feast of Weeks, came 50 days after the Feast of First Fruits. All seven festivals picture a different part of the plan of salvation. [Refer to: “Seven Appointments With Man”]
In I Corinthians 12:13, we find that one of the 40 things that the Ruach does when a person is born-again is to baptize them into Messiah. [Refer to: “The True New Birth”]  
But, as per Luke 3:16 and other passages, it is Yahushua Messiah who baptizes, immerses, a born-again one into the Set-Apart Spirit (Ruach ha Kodesh) of Yahuweh.  These are separate…yet they interlock.  One is for justification--sealing of salvation as the repentant one is brought into the Covenant of Yahuweh.  Messiah’s baptism is for the indwelling of the Spirit of Yahuweh (as per John 17) so that we are changed into His image and 
become like our heavenly Father.  
In Luke 11:13 we read: “If you then, being wicked, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more shall your Father in heaven give the Set-Apart Spirit to those asking Him!”
Even with the forty things that the Spirit does when we are truly born of the Spirit (born again), He does not enter the re-born spirit until we ask him!

Upon asking with a pure and humble heart to obey Him, then Messiah puts us into the mikvah of the Spirit. 
John 7:37-39: On the last day of the Feast of Sukkot, which pictures the Kingdom of Messiah on earth, Messiah stopped the ceremony of the water pouring with these words: “And on the last day, the great day of the festival, Yahushua stood and cried out, `If any man thirst let him come to Me and drink, and let him who believes in Me drink. As the Scriptures said: `Out of his innermost being shall flow rivers of living water’.  And this He said concerning the Spirit, who those believing in Him were about to receive, for the Set-Apart Spirit was not yet given, because Yahushua was not yet esteemed”. 
He had not risen from the dead and ascended. But, after He ascended He poured out the Spirit on those 120 in the “upper room” of the Temple, and 
filled them with the languages of the nations to praise Him, just as the Spirit came down on Mt. Sinai, and spoke to the people in the languages of the 
nations. (Exodus 19) 

Receiving the immersion into the Spirit by Messiah is by faith, just as receiving eternal life is by faith. But, 

afterwards, we must begin to obey our Abba Yahuweh and walk in obedience to Him as Master. We cannot go back to life as usual in the flesh, in the world, with our own desires, but we have

As per Acts 8:14-17 and 9:17 and 19:1-6, Abba (Father) has used me to pray for hundreds of people in Africa, in America, and in other countries to receive the power of the Ruach Yahuweh.  When He comes upon us and into the re-born spirit, He brings His power, His presence, His Person, His gifts and manifestations.  Through His presence we can become the dearest of friends and intimately in love with Yahuweh and Yahushua. 
been set apart unto Him, and therefore are responsible to obey, to seek Him with all our heart daily, and share Him with others. 

Salvation is not about receiving a free ticket out of hell when we pray a “dear Jesus come into my heart” prayer – salvation is about a commitment to a new Master, and entering a new Kingdom.  
In like manner, receiving the Spirit of Yahuweh into our spirit is not a charismatic Christian game. It means total commitment to Him to rule your life. We die to “self” daily, that we might pick up our own execution stake, and forsake all to follow Him. It is the life of a disciple (taught one). It is not about joining a group, a church, a congregation, but about following the Master. Therefore our first 
passionate desire, as with a new born baby, is to study His Word and subject our will to His! The Spirit does not come so that we might have “goose bumps” and “experiences” in the “supernatural”. NO!

He comes that we might manifest His anointing (Presence) and be used by the Master to change other people’s lives. This is not a religious experience!

This is receiving the very Person of the Creator Himself into your re-born spirit, which then becomes the temple of the living Elohim!  This is serious. This is no funzie game.
It was the Ruach Yahuweh that led the children of Israel through the wilderness.  It was His Spirit who placed the “set apart seed” into the body of Miriam.  (Luke 1:35)  It was the Ruach who led Simeon into the Temple at the exact time that Miriam and Yosef brought the baby Yahushua to be circumcised.  (Luke 2:25-27)  It is the Ruach who leads us step by step into His to-the-second appointments, so that we fulfill His will daily. 
The Ruach does not come to the world except to convict the world of sin, of righteousness and of judgment (John 16:8-9). He is the one who gives us the “spirit of repentance”. Unless He gives it to us, we cannot even repent. John 6:44: “No one is able to come to Me unless the Father who sent Me draws him. And I shall raise him up in the last day”. Remember, the Spirit is Yahuweh Himself!

Without repentance there can be no salvation.  Without cutting loose ties to Satan’s world, no one can enter the Covenant of Yahuweh and His Kingdom.   In John 16:7, Yahushua says that it is good for Him to go away, so that the Set-Apart Spirit can come to those who are in covenant with Him.  
The set-apart Spirit can only fill a person who is set-apart by faith to Messiah, trusting in His death and resurrection for their eternal salvation. 

John 16:13—Messiah says: “But when He comes, the Spirit of Truth, He shall guide you into all truth… He will show you things to come”.  
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Many are beginning to be afraid.  They see what is coming on the earth and 
knowing much is very wrong, but most people, because they do not study the Prophets nor Revelation with the Author—the Ruach Yahuweh—do not know what is coming on the earth. Our Master says to us: “FEAR NOT!”

As per John 16:13 and I John 2:27 and other Scriptures, He is our Teacher, and man is only to confirm what He has said, if that man is also taught by the Spirit. Never follow man—there is a curse on that – Jeremiah 17:5-10.  Only let the Spirit teach you and then if He will, He will send confirmation by one of His chosen servants!

Luke 4:1: “And Yahushua, being filled with the Set-Apart Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit into the wilderness.”  There He was tempted by Satan and overcame Satan by the Words of Yahuweh from Deuteronomy, three times.  This same privilege of being filled with the Spirit for overcoming the Devil is extended to us who love Messiah Yahushua.

Luke 4:14: “And Yahushua returned in the power of the Spirit to Galilee…”  Luke 4:18, in the synagogue: “The Spirit of Yahuweh is upon Me, because He has anointed Me to bring the good news to the poor…”  If Messiah Yahushua was filled with the Ruach Yahuweh, isn’t it wise that we be too?

My friends, we are in a time when the pit has been opened and the most powerful demons that have been chained since the time of the flood are coming upon the earth to deceive and destroy.  I have studied and taught on the end times for over 48 years, and now we’re right in the middle of the last of the last days. Therefore, more than ever, we must also be anointed by the Ruach Yahuweh with power in order to properly do spiritual warfare against demonic forces: “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood but against principalities, against powers, against rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places”.  (Ephesians 6:12)

The Ruach is the one who raised Messiah from the dead, Romans 8:11: “And if the Spirit of Him who raised Yahushua from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Messiah from the dead shall also give life to your mortal bodies through the Spirit dwelling in you”.

He seals us--Ephesians 1:13-14: “…in whom you also, having heard the word of truth--the good news of your deliverance--in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Set-Apart Spirit of promise, who is the “earnest” of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession to the praise of His esteem”.   He is the “down-payment” on our eternal life.  Ephesians 4:30: “Do not grieve the Set-Apart Spirit of Elohim by Whom you have 
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been sealed for the day of redemption”.  If you do not know the Set-Apart Spirit of Yahuweh, how do you know if you are grieving Him or not?  You must know His heart in order to know what pleases Him or grieves Him!

In the days to come—the days of horror that Messiah told us about—He said that we would be brought before rulers and authorities, and to not be afraid.  Mark 13:11: “And when they lead you away and deliver you up, do not worry beforehand what you are to say.  But whatsoever is given to you in that hour, speak that, for it is not you who is speaking, but the Set-Apart Spirit”.  This is speaking of our day. We must be filled with His Spirit, and be hearing from Him daily in our re-born spirit, so that He can direct us rightly. Never depend on your head reasoning or the head reasoning of someone else for your direction—that may be eternally dangerous. The Spirit speaks in at least 40 ways. [Refer to: The Forty Ways That Elohim Speaks to His People”]
Acts 2:1-4: “And when the day of the Festival of Weeks (Pentecost) had fully come, they were all with one mind in one place.  And suddenly there came a sound from the heavens, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.  And their appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and settled on each one of them.  And they were all filled with the Set-Apart Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them to speak.”  They were celebrating the terms of the marriage covenant given to their people at Sinai. And as they came to Jerusalem that day, in the Temple, they heard Peter’s salvation sermon. The once cowardly Peter had become the bold and powerful Peter by the Spirit. READ THE BOOK OF ACTS! In there you will see how the NORMAL life of a real disciple should be. 

Here is my personal testimony as to how my dear Friend, the Ruach Yahuweh, enlarged my life beyond anything I could have asked or thought.
In “The True New Birth for Eternal Salvation” I give my testimony of my new birth, and His setting me apart at age four. In “Baptism: The Beginning Mikvah for Separation”, I give my testimony of water baptism. Here is my testimony of receiving the Spirit of Yahuweh. 
I was preaching and doing evangelism on the streets of Los Angeles one night in November of 1966, after I had graduated from College.  Some of the students and even at my at my fundamentalist Christian college mocked the healing and delivering power of Elohim. They said that the gifts and empowerments of the Spirit died out with the “early church”. I knew better.   One night in November 1966, a precious quiet-natured couple approached me. They were going home to their dorm at Life Bible College nearby.  They asked me if I had ever been baptized into the Holy Spirit. I said, “NO”.  They 
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invited me up to their apartment for prayer if I’d like to receive the Holy Spirit.  I knew this was from my Savior. The next week I went with them.  I was a little Baptist girl who had a head full of knowledge of the Word.  I was a straight A student in Bible.  I could preach, and teach people from preschoolers to adults.  I had been on the mission field in Mexico and the Navajo Indian reservation. I had a personal relationship with the Ruach since I was four. He was/is Someone I knew by experience, but I did not really know Him as Yahuweh, the Elohim of Israel--that came later.  I knew what He could do from the book of Acts, but not --experientially. 

I knelt down by their couch.  I put my head in my hands and prayed “Holy Spirit I want you—but Please do not scare me”.  Yes, I said it just like that with the emphasis on “Please”.  I pray no religious prayers!  The young woman laid her hands on my back. I don’t even remember her praying, though I am sure she was praying in tongues, but I heard nothing.  All of a sudden, I felt terribly hot all over—just burning up, especially on my forehead.  Then my body began this soft vibrating all over.  I was irritated and thought: “What is she doing, shaking me like that?”  But, as soon as the thought went through my head, I realized that she was not shaking me, but it was the Holy Spirit.  I heard two strange words in my head, and that’s all.  Then we talked a little, and I went home.  I knew something had happened, but I didn’t know what it was.  I felt different.  

That night, I had a dream from the Father.  In the dream, Satan was coming to kill me.  I used those two new words, and he back off.  But, he tired a second time, and I used those two words, and he backed off again.  The third time he came very strongly.  I picked up those two words, which became a spear in my hands, and I ran at him with those words in the form of a weapon, and he ran away in fear.  The next morning, I had joy like I have never had it in my life.   I had to begin to re-read the whole Bible without my Baptist glasses on.  The whole Word became fresh and new to me.  But, also the fruit of the reborn spirit increased. The presence of the Ruach intensified to the point where He began showing me things and talking to me like never before.  I had visits from Satan’s forces and powerful manifestations of the Ruach against them.  I began to manifest the gifts of I Corinthians 12: 4-11 manifest.   I was transformed from a shy intellectual Baptist into someone who was passionately in love with my Elohim, with a boldness that I had never known before.  He began training me A short while later, I was troubled because all I had received were two words from my immersion into Him.  I was lying on the bed reading a classic of the 1960’s on the baptism into the Holy Spirit.  All of a sudden His presence came on me, and I sat up on the edge of the bed like I had been 
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hit by a bolt of lightening, and I began fluently speaking in a prayer language--clearly and perfectly.  He has given me several languages, but this one I received that day has been with me ever since. 

Satan cannot understand the Ruach’s prayer language, the “tongues of angels”.   He is angry because he can’t block the Ruach’s prayers through us.  That’s why he raises so much mockery over this special “gift”.  
I Corinthians 2:12-14: “And we have received not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit that is from Elohim, in order to know what Elohim has favorable given to us, which we also speak, not in words which man’s wisdom teaches, comparing spiritual matters with spiritual matters.  But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of Elohim for they are foolishness to him, and he is unable to know them because they are spiritually discerned”.

Acts 4:29-31—the prayer of disciples who were under persecution: “`And now Yahuweh, look on their threats, and give to Your servants all boldness to speak Your Word by stretching our Your hand for healing and signs and wonders to take place through the Name of Your set-apart Servant Yahushua’.  And when they had prayed, the place where they came together was shaken.  And they were all filled with the Set-Apart Spirit, and they spoke the Word of Elohim with boldness”.

Romans 8:14-16: “For as many as are led by the Spirit of Elohim, these are the sons of Elohim. For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption by Whom we cry out `Abba, Father’.  The Spirit bears witness with out 
spirit that we are children of Elohim.”
