The Paramount Distinguishing Sign

 Of the True 

Remnant of Yahuweh
“A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another as I have loved you.  By this shall all men know that you are My disciples--if you have love one for another”. (John 13:34-35)

If ever there was an exhortation that needed to be addressed to the assemblies of Messiah Yahushua, it is this one!  While the world celebrates Valentine’s Day next week, it is imperative that Yahuweh’s people learn what real love is from Him—so that we come out what the world calls love, and embrace His love!  

Matthew 24:12, Messiah speaking of our day: “And because of the increase in lawlessness, the love of many will grow cold”.

I Peter 4:7-11a: “The end of all has drawn near. Therefore be sober-minded, and be attentive in prayer. AND ABOVE ALL HAVE FERVENT LOVE ONE FOR ANOTHER, for love covers a great number of sins!  Welcome one another without grumbling…if anyone speaks, let it be as the Words of Elohim”.

Love may cover some sins of others – but it mainly covers our own sins. If we love others as He loved us, He forgives, covers, and removes our sins! 

How did He love us? He laid down His life for us!  He does not badmouth us or condemn us – He has opened a gateway of salvation to us. We must be gateways of salvation to all people—through whom they can find the living Elohim and receive His eternal life.  

Amidst the fear and fascination of things coming on the earth that foretell of terrifying reality, most have lost the basics that actually identify the true set-apart remnant from the rest of mankind.  

Many think, or hope, they are part of “the remnant” or “the Bride”, and none of them are part of “the remnant” or “the Bride”—the fruit of their actions and attitudes condemns them.  Some have left end-time Babylon the nation (America), yet Babylon has not left them. They think that because they have left America, they must be part of the end-time remnant. But, they are not – for the end-time remnant’s characteristics are those of Messiah and Abba Yahuweh.  [Refer to: “The Two Witnesses, The Bride of Messiah, The Forerunning Companies and the Fleeing Remnant” to learn the required characteristics for being part of His remnant] Those who judge and condemn others walk in Lucifer’s nature, and thus are disqualified from being a part of His remnant, no 
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matter if they are in America, or out of America.  If one takes their self-righteous 

pride and attitudes of spiritual superiority out of America, and condemn others whom they think are not as “spiritual” as they are, the sad truth is that wherever 

He finds Babylon in the earth He must destroy it!  That includes those who have left America, but who act with the nature of those who do not know Him.  Just because you guard Torah doesn’t give you any brownie points with Abba, unless you guard it in His nature! Like the Jews He says to those today who guard the Torah, but do so in religious pride – Jeremiah 2:8: “…and those who handle the Torah did not know Me”… Thus He says in Isaiah 1:13-16 that He hated their Shabbats, their festivals, their new moon celebrations—because they did it from a religious heart, and not from His heart.  Though we might not “shed blood” as part of our religion, still character assassination of others by our mouth – murder by words – is as cruel, cold and deadly in His sight.  

Proverbs 6:16-19: “These six things Yahuweh hates…yes, seven are an abomination to Him: A proud look, a lying tongue, and hands shedding innocent blood, a heart devising wicked schemes, feet that quickly run to do evil, a false witness that breathes out lies, and one who causes strife among brothers”.  

Twice He speaks of hating lies … for lies told in slander and character assassination are the same as hands that shed innocent blood—it is murder. He is the Elohim of truth. For someone to pass on gossip is a murderous trait. And you think you are exempt from the judgment of Yahuweh!  Think again…

Babylon in the end times is the most powerful nation on earth. It is a system of politics and commerce, as well as a religious system of whoredom.. Unless one disengages from the whole of Babylon, including the whore system of religion, they will perish in His wrath and judgment.  He is calling a people to live in His realm – and abide by His stands, by His nature, by His ways—a people who will know Him and represent Him—bring salvation to a lost and dying world.  

The Bride has a different nature than all others. She has made herself ready, is daily walking in spirit with her Bridegroom in intimate relationship, and is being transformed back beyond the Garden gate by the Spirit of Yahuweh—not as some sentimental romantic Cinderella-style fairy tale, but in reality. She is living blamelessly before Him. She has made herself “virgin”. Her thoughts are linked to His. He controls the movements of her very steps. The end-time forerunning remnant, which, for a while includes the Bridal remnant know who they are because Abba Yahuweh has told them who they are. 

Abba Yahuweh is very personal with those who are His trusted, tested, and trained servants who do His will, in His nature. The Bride’s main characteristic is that she so loves her Beloved so purely and so faithfully, that she lives and breathes the love of her Beloved towards others!  

If one truly knows the Master in humility and truth, “trembling at His Word” – 
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then they will walk in the fruit of the re-born spirit.  

Galatians 5:22-24—the “fruit of the re-born spirit: “But, the fruit of the Spirit (the nature of Elohim that we receive at the true new birth) is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self 

control. And those who are Messiah’s have nailed the flesh and its passions and its desires to the stake. If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit. Let us not become conceited, provoking one another, envying one another”.  

The fruit of the flesh is listed in Galatians 5:19-21, ending with: “and those who practice such things shall not inherit the Kingdom of Elohim”.  This is reinforced in similar passages as Ephesians 5:5-8. Those who are truly of His end-time remnant walk in the fruit of the Spirit of Yahuweh and Messiah Yahushua!  

The “soul” -- mind, intellect, reasoning, emotions, feelings, will --can only contact the world around us through the five senses, as it receives external input from 

the world.  It has to be humbled, disciplined, and subjected to the wisdom of His Word in order not to rebel against Yahuweh’s will into our eternal spirit.

Yahuweh’s true remnant does not live out of their soul! The soul is subject to the lusts of the flesh, being the seat of the sin-prone nature. The soul must be “saved” by the “washing of the Word”. “The mind is the battlefield” is a truthful cliché. The soul wars against Yahuweh and His commands. The soul wants to be god. It, along with the body, seeks comfort, security, satiation of the senses, and all that goes along with life in the world. The set-apart remnant that is truly born from above by the Spirit of Yahuweh into the new creation-nature of Messiah Yahushua, have His mind, His feelings, His intellect, His ways, His nature, His desires, and obey His commands. They have died to the self-controlled life. They have laid down all for the One they love.  “They that are led by the Spirit of Elohim—they are the sons of Elohim”. (Romans 8:14)  

Matthew 22:37-40: “You shall love Yahuweh your Elohim with all your heart, with all your soul and with all your mind. This is the first and greatest commandment and the second is like unto it—You shall love your neighbor as yourself. On these two commandments hang all the Torah and the Prophets.”  

The greatest commandment is #1 – to love Abba Yahuweh with our whole life force.  But, we show our love for Him by acting according to His nature towards others, even our enemies! Those who do not act in accordance with His nature towards others, condemn themselves, and thus do not love themselves!    

The concept of “love” that is common to the Western mind is a pagan Greek concept, based on feelings. Like a Catholic priest-friend of mine once said in a 
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sermon on this topic: “God’s love is not something warm and mushy that you find in a baby’s diaper”.  

Ephesians 5:21-22, regarding marriage: “Submit yourselves to one another in the fear of Yahuweh.  Wives submit yourselves to your husbands as unto Yahuweh”.  We first submit totally to Yahuweh, to love Him with all our being. Then we can submit to earthly authority as they submit to Yahuweh. But, “love” doesn’t mean submitting to abuse. It doesn’t mean being soft on a rebellious child. It doesn’t mean condoning sin. It means that we act towards others as Yahuweh instructs us to act in any given situation, according to His nature and His right-rulings.  If we are led by the Spirit and follow His instructions, then the outcome will always be right!    

Our intellectual reasoning mind, emotions, and feelings, always stay in a state of flux. The soul is subject to what is around it.  The soul is like water—it seeks its own level to keep itself comforted and satisfied.  Thus the soul, the natural life force of our humanity that has been tainted by a sin-prone nature, too often accepts sin in the name of false love, false tolerance, false mercy, false loyalty, and false responsibility. To keep itself pampered, it has no absolutes, but is “relative thinking” oriented. That’s why it has to be disciplined in the Word, if we are to be “sons of Elohim”.  (Hebrews 12) 

The church picked up the Greek word “agape” – which means “unconditional love”.  This is a foreign concept to the Word of Yahuweh!  Light cannot live with darkness, or love it either. Light by its very nature, destroys darkness.  (Carefully read John 14:13, 21-24)  You must not accept what is against His plumb line of truth in the name of false love and false mercy. You must stay true to Him above all. To love Him means to obey Him. “If you love Me, keep My commandments”.  (John 14:15)  Love for Abba is the supreme commandment.

To love Yahuweh means to submit to His authority above everything else!

Real love for Yahuweh means loving His Truth and obeying it!

There must be “unity of spirit” among true re-born believers, but this is only possible if all walk in the nature of Messiah, being led by the Spirit of Yahuweh. Only those “led” by the Spirit are the true sons of Elohim (Romans 8:14) 

I recommend you prayerfully read the Books of Ephesians, Philippians and Colossians – for Sha’ul talks much about the nature of the true re-born ones. 

Sha’ul speaks of “being of one mind”, but he is not talking about our being in doctrinal or theological unity of mind-thought, but unified around the mind of the Spirit in our re-born spirit. 

Excerpts from Romans 12:9-21: “Let love be without hypocrisy…In brotherly love, tenderly loving towards one another…giving preference to each other…serving the Master…enduring under pressure, continuing steadfastly in prayer, imparting to the necessities of the set-apart ones, pursuing kindness

towards strangers. Bless those ho persecute you—bless and do not curse…Be of the same mind toward one another. Do not be proud in mind…do not be wise in your own estimation. Repay no one evil for evil…Beloved do not revenge yourselves…it has been written, `Vengeance is Mine, I shall repay’, says Yahuweh”.   

II Corinthians 13:11: “…rejoice! Be made perfect, be encouraged, be of one mind—live in peace. And the Elohim of love and peace shall be with you.” 

Philippians 1:27, 2:2-5: “Behave yourselves worthily of the Good News of Messiah…stand fast in one spirit with one being, striving for the faith of the Good News…make my joy complete by being of the same mind, having the same joy-- one in spirit and purpose, doing nothing at all through selfishness or self-conceit, but in humility consider others better than ourselves. Each one should look out not only for his own interests, but for the interests of others. For, let this mind be in you, which was also in Messiah Yahushua…”  Read on…

Humility is the key – honesty about yourself – not exalting yourself, nor abasing yourself either. Humility is simply honesty – seeing yourself as He sees you. This takes time in quietness and prayer to hear His “still, small voice” in your spirit—as you submit yourself to the scrutiny of His eyes. 

Never forget Messiah’s parable in Luke 18:9-14: “And He also spoke this parable to some who relied on themselves that they were righteous, and looking down on others: Two men went up to the Set-Apart place to pray—the one a Pharisee and the other a tax-collector.  The Pharisee stood and began to pray…`Elohim I thank you that I am not like the rest of men—swindlers, unrighteous, adulterers, or even this tax collector. I fast twice a week. I give tithes of all that I possess’.  But, the tax collector, standing at a distance would not even raise his eyes to heaven, but was beating his breast saying `Elohim, show favor to me a sinner!’  I say to you that this man went down to his house declared right, rather than the other. For everyone whois exalting himself shall be humbled, and he who is humbling himself shall be exalted’ ”.  

Matthew 18:2-4: “And Yahushua called a little child to Him and set him in their midst, and said, `Truly, I say to you, unless you turn and become as little children you shall by no means enter into the reign of the heavens. Whosoever… humbles himself as this little child is the greatest in the Kingdom of heaven’ ”.  

I was an ordained minister and had my own corporation for years. I have been a pastor, an evangelist, a teacher, and a missionary.  And I can truthfully say that, 

for the most part, the church’s “ministry” system is the viper’s den. Pharisaical pride, arrogance, competition and jealousy, the Jezebel spirit and unrepentant wickedness, is the norm. Promoting hidden agendas and selfish ambitions is the 
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norm. And most do not know Yahuweh or Yahushua at all, or they’d get out of that mess.  

But, the spirit of religion is alive and well outside the system too -- among those with the same nature of self-righteous superior attitudes regarding themselves, by which they badmouth and put down all who don’t conform to their standards. 

Yet, they themselves are crooked to Yahuweh’s plumb line (Amos 7:7-8).  For a person to judge and condemn another according to their standards is to usurp Yahuweh’s authority!  

Divisions caused by man’s reasoning are antagonistic to the purposes of the Spirit. Yes, we can only be in unity with those who are truly born of the Spirit, from above. Messiah said in Matthew 10:34-39 that He will bring division. But, His division unifies the true servants of Yahuweh! He has to separate the wheat from the chaff. (Carefully read His statements in Matthew 13 to His disciples, and refer to my article “The Stump”) 

II Corinthians 6:14-7:1 speaks of separation from what is of Belial-- defilement of spirit, soul and body, but only with the goal of becoming a son of Elohim in full status as a son—representing Him by their nature.  

There has to be His dividing out, in order for the true remnant to unify. The whole Word from Genesis 3 to Revelation 22 speaks of exclusivity and division, but only as He sees things—not as man sees.  Man has no right to make up his own rules of exclusivity, for that is self-righteous judgment. Exclusivity based on each person’s exalted view of themselves and the standards they’ve created in their belief-system, is not unity in the Spirit – and it will be judged in His wrath.  Most use verses out of context in the Scriptures to “prove” their own beliefs. But man, in general, does not go through the whole Word, being taught by the Spirit personally, to obey His rules!

I Samuel 16:7: “…For Yahuweh does not see as man sees, for man looks on the outwards appearance, but Yahuweh looks on the heart”. We must never look on the outward appearance of anyone or anything. For only Yahuweh knows the destiny of a person, and the reality of what the eye sees and the ear hears. Refer to my testimony at the end of this article. By all rights, I deserved death—but He saw me at the finish line. Yahuweh’s statement in I Samuel 16 was spoken regarding the selection of young David as the new King of Israel.  Yet the self-righteous often use this passage to justify their wicked heart. To them I say: “Yes, Yahuweh sees your heart all right--according to Jeremiah 17:9: “The heart is crooked above all, and desperately wicked and sick—who can know it?”  

Only the pure of heart can see clearly into another person’s life and be correct. But, then, the pure of heart don’t gossip either. 

We can only have true unity in the Spirit of Truth. It is Yahuwh’s Spirit that 
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unifies the true people of Yahuweh!  But, in the meantime, we have to keep our own nose clean, and mind our own business! 

Matthew 7:1-6: “DO NOT JUDGE, lest you be judged! For with what judgment you judge, you shall be judged. Ad with the same measure you use, it shall be measured to you. And why do you look at the splinter in your brother’s eye, and do not notice the plank in your own eye?  … Hypocrite!  First remove the plank from your own eye and then you will see clearly to remove the splinter out of your brother’s eye”.  

How often it has been said that the third world people are easier to live with than the prideful American? I lived eight years among Palestinians in a Muslim nation, and they did not harm me.  I’ve been in 34 nations of this world, some many times, and never have the locals given me problems. But, the Americans who lived among the Palestinians as I did, in a Messianic/Christian community situation, and those who came to visit me from America, harmed me greatly-- taking off their masks to reveal Lucifer-natured, cruel, heartless and sadistic monsters, with no concept of doing anything wrong. I suffered much, until I simply had to get an apartment away from them, and it was there that I began writing articles and studies for the nations. The local people are very smart. They watch, and they know. They watch the divisions, the fighting, the nasty attitudes among the Americans, and they don’t want anything to do with their “God”. 

When I was in Mongolia, not long after the fall of Communism, every sect of Christianity and cults came in with their doctrines.  My college students came to me saying that they’d like to become Christians, but because of all the divisions and fighting among the factions, they decided it was best to return to Buddhism, for at least it was unified.  How tragic!  

We must love as Abba Yahuweh loved us—in sending His Son to die for us. If we love like He loves, then we can’t stop telling others of His love for them. We can’t let our neighbor die in their sin, without hearing of the Savior.  

II Peter 3:9-10a: “Yahuweh is not slack concerning His promise [His promise to judge the wicked] as some men count slackness, but is longsuffering to us—not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. But, the day of Yahuweh will come…” 

The locals of the nations need to see our love for our Elohim, demonstrated in our love for one another!  Then our love can extend to leading others to Messiah Yahushua for salvation, and to our Abba’s Torah (teachings of His Kingdom) for set-apartness, without critical and judgmental attitudes, but in humility and kindness. Uniting to His heart’s desire is paramount in walking in His love!

Many are very sincere in their beliefs, but have never been made a “new 
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creation” by the birthing of the Spirit of Yahuweh. Therefore, they do not have the new nature of Messiah.  (John 3:1-8) They appear to be spiritual, yet when tested, the mask comes off, and the nature of a child of darkness is revealed. They might have much knowledge of the Scriptures and their religion, but their nature is that of one whose spirit has not been transformed.  There is no life in their actions that reproduces life in others.  We must lead people to the true new birth. which requires responsibility to the Master and Yahuweh’s Covenant.  

There are at least forty Scriptural things that the Spirit of Yahuweh does when one is truly born of the Spirit--refer to: “The True New Birth”--making one a new 

creation. The results of the new birth are not just spiritual, but it is a fact that even parts of the brain are transformed in the new birth, which causes different thinking. The sin-prone nature is removed from the spirit. This is why it wars with the sin-prone soul and body.

II Corinthians 5:17: “If any man be in Messiah he is a new creation, old things are passed away, behold, ALL THINGS have become new”.  

All things means all things! The eternal spirit is birthed into the eternal Kingdom of Yahuweh, allowing a person to live in the Presence of Yahuweh as one of His children. But, few understand the requirements for being a citizen in the Kingdom.  His requirements don’t just mean observing the outward practices of Torah. It is a whole heart-change that is required. 

Excerpts from I John 3:14-19: “We know that we have passed from death unto life BECAUSE we love the brethren! He that does not love his brother abides in death…Hereby we understand the love of Elohim, because He laid down His life for us, so we ought to lay down our lives for the brethren…my little children let us not love in word only…but in deed and in truth”.    

“Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire. So, then, by their fruit you shall know them. Not everyone who says to Me `Master, Master’ shall enter into the Kingdom of heaven, but he who is doing the 

will of My Father in heaven”.  (Matthew 7:19-21) 

The Hebrew meaning of “love” is that one submits to the one loved – gives his life for the one loved, and lays down his personal desires for the one loved.  Like “faith”, love is an action word that is proven by demonstration.  

In the true new birth one’s desires change. In receiving the nature of Messiah, they love the brethren and instead of being self-centered, become centered on the needs of others.  They receive a love of the Truth. They don’t want to be fed 
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lies and deceptions, so they go to the Teacher of all Truth for their instructions.

The word “disciple” means a “taught one”—taught by Yahuweh. 

The truly re-born spirit has a lie detector installed into it. When one hears something that is against the teachings of the Spirit of Truth and the nature of Elohim the spirit knows it and rejects it.  The re-born spirit hungers for the Word, loves to praise Him, and to witness of His salvation to others. When one is truly born of the Spirit, they die to the self-controlled life. They die to rebellion.  Read carefully and prayerfully Romans 6 and 8.  They walk in the Spirit, and therefore do not fulfill the lusts of the flesh.

When one is truly born from above, they conform their lives to what pleases their new Master—not what pleases religious leaders.  They submit to Him without compromise because of His love for them, and their love for Him. He is a Person to be loved and submitted to. And in doing so, they view their brethren and sisters in the faith through His eyes.

There can be no new birth without repentance! The truly humble, contrite, believer has repented of sin, and come all the way out of the kingdom of darkness. The world does not appeal to them anymore. It is no more “life as usual”.  The thought patterns actually change. Old habits are as a thing of the past.  The mind wars against this, but the sprit disciplines the mind to conform to Yahuweh.  The truly born again one begins to grow as they ravenously “eat” of the tree of life—His Word as given to them by Him.  The life of set-apartness 

becomes their life. The desire to share this new birth with everyone possible becomes a driving force. To “witness” to His salvation is the most natural thing in the world.  These are signs of one who is truly born of the Spirit. Fear of Yahuweh becomes natural, and obedience becomes a way of life.    

In the new birth, the eternal spirit is perfected, and through it one can contact the realm of Yahuweh in eternity. The perfected spirit has “the mind of Messiah”—and therefore, has abilities like the soul’s senses—sight, hearing, feeling, tasting and smelling. It is attuned to His realm—seeing the eternal, hearing His speak, feeling what He feels, tasting of the good things of the life to come through His Word, and smelling the sweet incense of His Presence!    

Ephesians 4:29-5:2: “Let no corrupt words come out of your mouth, but only such as is good for the use of building up, so as to impart what is pleasant to the hearers. And do not grieve the Set-Apart Spirit of Elohim by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. Let all bitterness and anger, displeasure and uproar, and slander, be put away from you along with all evil. And be kind towards one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, as Elohim also forgave you in Messiah. Become, then, imitators of Elohim as beloved children. And walk in love, as Messiah also has loved us, and gave Himself for us, a gift and an offering to Elohim as a sweet-smelling fragrance.”  
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If we humbly look at the extreme price that Yahuweh Elohim paid for us in sending His Son Yahushua Yahuweh to die for us, then we realize that we must also lay down our lives to save others, build up others, love others--as He loves us. We deserved eternal damnation. We are debtors to Him. Where is there room for spiritual self-righteous pride?  

But, the attitude of taking His free gift of salvation for eternal life and then not walking like the Master, is an attitude of illusion. We are saved so that we might be “as our Master”, and lay down our lives to share His Good News with others, demonstrating His nature by walking in love.

People who gossip, slander, backbite, practice character assignation of brothers and sisters in Messiah, are, according to Scripture, children of darkness, for their 

nature is that of Satan.  Satan is the accuser of the brethren, and according to Revelation 12, the “accuser of the brethren is cast down”—to the pit, then to the lake of fire.  Are you a child of Yahuweh, or a child of Lucifer? Your actions and words reveal the truth!

I recommend that you seriously and prayerfully get alone with the Master and read the book of I John--it is powerful!  

It was said of the aged Apostle Yohanan (John), when he was past 95 years old, after returning to Ephesus from his two years on Patmos, that each Shabbat as  

his friends carried his frail body to the synagogue, he spoke on one theme constantly: “Little children, love one another”.  It was said that it was the one theme of his later life. We can see that from the book of I John.

The spirit of religion, a powerful Luciferic spirit, is a murderer. It is cold-hearted.  It has no compassion. It carries pride and arrogance that mocks repentance, 

humility, kindness, gentleness, and submission to Elohim. This is why people can be so spiritual and nice in their own circle, but out of their circle they can become nasty monsters. Religion is a mask. Once Abba spoke to me: “Christianity is the mask of Satan”. This is why Messiah said: “Beware of  

wolves in SHEEP’S clothing. 

II Corinthians 11:13-15: “For such are false apostles, deceptive workers, masquerading (masked-raiders) as apostles of Messiah. And no wonder!  For Satan himself masquerades as an ANGEL OF LIGHT.  It is not surprising then, if his servants also masquerade as servants of righteousness—whose end shall be according to their works”. (Italics mine)

And so religion comes in “sheep’s clothing”, masked as an “angel of light”. Whatever man creates and man controls is NOT from Yahuweh or Yahushua—it is from Nimrod who tried to build his town into the heavens to exalt himself over Yahuweh!  Religion rejects Yahuweh’s control.  This is why so-called “believers” can listen to one teacher after another, yet to be taught by Yahuweh is 
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something they almost have no understanding of, thus they have rejected Yahuweh in favor of man!
Religion is rooted totally in Lucifer. The word “religion” has its roots in Rhea--the  mother of Zeus, King of the Greek gods.     

Like Islam and Christianity, Rabbinic Judaism’s roots are in Rome. I met a  Jewish Panamanian man who was raised in Orthodox Judaism. His mother later became a truly born-again believer. He was still going to a Jewish Yeshiva at this time.  But, he saw that his mother believed in a Messiah who loved people.  Finally, because of her example and witness, he left the Yeshiva and Judaism. When his Jewish friends asked why he left, he responded with a question: 

“Where is the love? You say you believe in the God of the Jews, but where is His love manifested?”  It was the love of Messiah that wooed this man to Yahushua.

Few know the real nature of Yahuweh. They do not understand, therefore, the real Messiah Yahushua. They do not understand the balance of Elohim--between 

mercy, compassion, longsuffering, and patience, His plumb line call for obedience, and His justice that requires Him to judge.

The Hebrew word “chased”, translated “loving kindness” in the Tenach means: “favor, kindness---to nurture as a baby in the womb” – the type of love that is so tender and sweet that it sustains unborn life. This is the nature of our Abba.

Yet, He is light, and no darkness can approach His Light. “Our Elohim is a consuming fire”. Every time you flip a light switch, light a match, or turn on a flashlight, you have judged and destroyed darkness! 

Yahuweh is Light. Light judges darkness by its very nature He is what He is. He cannot have mercy on what transgresses His tree of life—the Torah—the Covenant of marriage.  The word transgress means “rebellion, to revolt against, apostasy”.  “Sin is the transgression of the Torah”—I John 3:4b.  To transgress His eternal teachings and instructions for living in the light of His Presence calls 

down His judgment. But, there is a remnant that is set-apart as He is set-apart, according to His command “Be set apart as I am set apart”. There is a people who do not have a mask, but are genuinely pure of heart, who love others because He loved them enough to die for them. Yet, it is amazing how so-called children of light think and act like the children of darkness—so while condemning what they call “darkness”, they condemn themselves.  

I John 4:7-1, 19: “Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of Elohim, and every one that loves is born of Elohim…In this was manifested the love of Elohim toward us—because Elohim sent His only begotten Son into the world that we might live through Him. Herein is love, not that we loved Elohim, but that He loved us, and sent His Son to be the mercy seat for our sins. BELOVED, IF ELOHIM SO LOVED US, WE OUGHT ALSO TO LOVE ONE ANOTHER. We love Him because He first loved us.”  
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If we realize what our sin cost Yahushua, then we would say “be merciful to me a sinner” – and not point our finger at someone else. 

This must be our prayer: “SEARCH ME, O Elohim, and KNOW MY HEART; TRY ME, AND KNOW MY THOUGHTS AND SEE IF THERE IS ANY THING EVIL IN ME--—and lead me in the way everlasting”. (Psalm 139:23-24) 

Ask Abba to who you your real nature, as He sees it, so that you can cry your heart out and repent. 

We are called to be like our Master—who laid down His life for us – us sinners who deserved hell and damnation forever – but He loved us enough to see us 

cleansed and whole and in unity with Him. 

Therefore, since we do not know the heart of others, we must treat others as He has treated us.  For a so-called child of Elohim to be nasty and gossipy, and hateful towards another one of His children angers Abba Yahuweh.  We have no business judging the heart of another one. We are called upon to at least be decent and kind, thoughtful and caring, even to our enemies.

Mathew 44-48: “But I say to you, `love your enemies, bless those cursing you, do good to those hating you, and pray for those insulting you and persecuting you, so that you become sons of your Father who is in the heavens, because He makes the sun to rise on the wicked and on the good…For if you love those loving you, what reward have you? … Therefore be perfect (mature, responsible, overlooking hurt) as your Father in heaven is perfect”.  

Just before the vials of His wrath are poured out at the coming of Messiah, Yahuweh sends out the angels—sends out every being—from His throne room, so that He can be there alone. His heart is so grieved because He has to judge His creation.  Is your heart grieved enough to lay down your life as His servant to bring in the “guests” – the “highway, byway” people?  (Matthew 22:9-10)

There is no being in the universe that is more hated, abused, spoken evil of, and disrespected than Yahuweh.  He wants us to handle hate, abuse, being evilly spoken of and disrespect as Messiah treated it on the stake: “Forgive them, for they know not what they do”.  

Yahuweh has to take vengeance and punish the wicked. But, He doesn’t want to. His heart is broken. His great love does not want to do what He has to do. But, if we take vengeance and act ugly towards others, then we are usurping His authority. By acting in humility and love towards our enemies, it frees Him to judge them as He wills. We are not to judge anyone “before the time”, because most of the time our judgment is wrong. By pointing a finger at someone else, you point three fingers back at you.

Romans 2:1-2: “Therefore, O man, you are without excuse, everyone who judges, for in which you judge another you condemn yourself, 
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since you who judge practice the same wrong. And we know that the judgment of Elohim is according to truth against those who practice such wrong. And do you think, O man, you who judge those practicing such wrongs, and doing the same, shall escape the judgment of Elohim? … But according to your hardness and your unrepentant heart you are treasuring up for yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of the righteous judgment of Elohim, who shall `render to each one according to his own works!’ ”  

Do you fear Yahuweh? Then begin to treat others the way you want to be 

treated.  “A disciple is not above his teacher, nor a servant above his master.”  Are you greater than Yahuweh?  Do you think you’re better than someone else? 

A friend of mine asked Abba what was the one main sign of the end-time remnant. He answered her: “My love”. 

Abba’s love is not wishy-washy – it is not gooey, sentimental or romantic. 

It is tough. It has absolutes. It stands for righteousness, as a plumb line of His truth. Light must judge darkness. But, it is His job to judge!  We have no business trying to play “God” … for that is what judgment on others is – our playing God.  He will judge all who try to usurp His position as Judge. 

No, we can’t compromise Yahuweh’s standards in the name of gooey Greek-style sentimental love – but His love requires that we demonstrate compassion even to those that hate us—for He demonstrated compassion to us, who are worthy of death for our own sins.  We must live by example—holding our own lives straight to the plumb line – for our lives speak much louder than words!     

Ya’cob 4:10-12, 17: “Humble yourself in the sight of he Master, and He shall lift you up. Brothers, do not speak against one another. He that speaks against a brother and judges his brother speaks against the Torah and judges Torah. And if you judge Torah, you are not a doer of Torah but a judge…To him who knows to do good and does it not, to him it is sin”.  

Ya’cob 2:8-9. 13: “If you truly accomplish the sovereign law according to the Scriptures -- `You shall love your neighbor as yourself’ you do well, but if you show partiality towards others, you commit sin, being found guilty by the Torah as transgressors…For the judgment of Elohim is without mercy and compassion towards the one who has shown no mercy of compassion, for mercy and compassion triumph over judgment”.

Leviticus 19:16-18: “Do not go slandering among your people…do not hate your brother in your heart…Do not take vengeance or bear a grudge against the children of your people. And you shall love your neighbor as yourself—I am Yahuweh!”
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I Corinthians 13:1-8a: “If I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, but do not have love, I am become as sounding brass or a clanging cymbal. And, if I speak prophecy, and know all secrets and all knowledge, and if I have all faith so as to remove mountains but do not have love, I am nothing at all. And if I give all of my possessions to feed the poor, and if I give my body to be burned, but do not have love, I am profit nothing. Love is patient, is kind, love does not envy, love does not boast, is not puffed up, does not behave indecently, does not seek its own, is not provoked, reckons not the evil done to it, does not 

rejoice over the unrighteous but rejoices in the truth, it covers all, believes the best in all, expects all good, and endures all.”   

Love overlooks the wrong that others do to it … Love is patient with people. Love will not listen to gossip or slander – it shuts its ears when it hears of unrighteousness, because it only wants to hear the truth.  Love doesn’t stick its nose in other people’s business, to get information to spread rumors and 

naughtiness. Love doesn’t perform – it does not put on a show to exalt “self”. Love does what it does before Yahuweh.  Love does not betray other’s confidence. Love keeps the lives of other hidden, out of respect.  Love protects other people. Love prays a lot.  

The actions of the love of Elohim are so far from the actions of most “believers” it is astounding, yet His love is the one identifying and paramount sign of the true remnant!

From my personal testimony:  In February of 1973, in the midst ofgreat rebellion and hate against an Elohim I did not know, Abba spoke a personal prophecy to me. He told me to write it down. It foretold what He saw I would be doing now. So, now, it is being fulfilled in the work He has given me to do. 

I love Him from the depths of my being, for He loved me with pure love when I was doing everything I could to get Him out of my life. Even when I was so filled with anger and bitterness because I thought He failed me at a time when my life was literally shattered to nothingness, He never stopped loving me.  So, today, my love for my Abba Yahuweh is incredibly deep. The deep cavern of hate that I carved for myself is now filled to the brim with love for my Abba who never gave up on me!  He could justifiably have let me die and go into hell, but He didn’t. He just kept loving me!  He has filled me with His love, which is so different than the world’s Greco/Roman type love, that I have laid down my life to know Him and obey Him.  

Religion had taught me about a fairy godmother god that had all power to do anything, who was supposed to make our lives happy and good. So, I figured He had failed miserably. One day, I was in a violent rage. I had cried so hard I was exhausted. I threw my Bible into a chair and said: “Is there anything You want to say to me before I go to bed?”  I went over to the Bible and saw it had fallen open to a page where only one phrase was marked. Through my blurry tear-
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stained eyes, I looked closely at what was marked.  It was a phrase from Daniel 10: “YOU ARE GREATLY BELOVED”.  You are “Yedidah” … My anger broke, and I sobbed harder. I said to Him: “Is that what you have to say to me, after all I’ve said to You?”  Thus the words of II Timothy 2:13 ring clearer: “If we are faithless, He remains faithful, for it is impossible for Him to deny Himself”. He is what He is: “Elohim is love”.  (I John 4:8) 

In 2003, while reading II Kings 22:1, I saw “Yedidah” as the mother of King Josiah.  His Presence came on me so strongly that I froze in place. I had a 

passionate love for that name. I asked Him why I felt like that. He replied: “This is what I call you”.  I ran for my Strong’s Concordance, and found out it meant “Beloved”.  All those years of rebellion and hate, bitterness and anger, not understanding who He was – He never gave up on me.  He referred to me as “Beloved”.  What kind of love is that!!!  

Here I was, living in deep sin against Him, with no love in my heart for anyone, and passionate, extreme self-hatred, and He said these prophetic words to me: “You are Moses, deliver My people with My pure love flowing through you … for only My pure love will deliver them from the web of the world system, across the sea of confusion, to My Presence”.  He saw my future. But, those who saw me “back then” would never have believed I’d be doing now what I am doing, because of His love. He had to break my religious pride, my self-righteousness, and my stubborn will, and reveal Himself to me as He is. Oh how great is His love!
