for the

THE RETURN of MESSIAH
     Yom Kippur, the Day of Atonement: What meaning does it have for us? How important is it that we set-apart the ten “days of awe” between Yom Teruah and Yom Kippur? And, for your consideration and personal research: Could the Day of Atonement, not Yom Teruah, be the “Day of Yahuwah” and the return of Yahushua? 
     The Spirit of Yahuwah is uncovering the depths of His Word to those who diligently seek Him. He is rearranging our perception of the whole, so that as we study the details, He can lead us into more fine-tuned understanding. Ask Yahuwah, the Spirit, to teach you what He wants you to know. I send you to Abba to get His opinions. Since 1999 especially, when I went to live in Jordan, I have given myself to Him to be “Spirit-taught.” 
     A few weeks back, my son, Derek, said: “Messiah is not coming back for a divided people.” So True! The over 43,000 denominations and organizations within institutionalized Christianity is an abomination to Elohim!

     The only way revelation can come, plus unity with understanding, is if we seek Him who is all-knowing. I love Truth. Therefore, Yahuwah is totally allowed to correct, or adjust, any errors in my thinking. I only want His opinions! I love His Word, because I love Abba and Yahushua. Seek His mind, seek His nature. Learn how He thinks. Learn how He does things, and why He does what He does. He is the only One who can confirm His own Word/Truth to you, by giving you peace in your spirit. I want perfect alignment between my soul and my spirit (the spirit-man within us), so that I am blameless before Him. I know many of you have those desires too. Oh the terror that will come to those who do not love the Truth: II Thessalonians 2:8-12. 
     On our spiritual journey, as humans, we often take things we’ve heard from trusted teachers and build on them. I was born again at age six, and because I read the Word, even at an early age I knew that some things my Baptist pastor was telling us was not true – like that the book of Acts was merely history. 
     Through the years, Yahuwah’s Spirit pointed out things in the Word that corrected errors in my thinking. He taught me early-on that in the “spirit-man” we have a soul (mind, emotions, reasoning, personality, proneness to sin, and will), and we have a spirit. I learned that He speaks only to the re-born spirit, and the mind must align to the mind of Messiah in our spirit (I Corinthians 2:11-16) for us to be whole. 
     In 1999, I determined to submit only to His teaching. He faithfully confirms His teachings in many ways. I don’t want any soul-speculations from man, which are a waste of time. I love to midrash (group discussion of the Word) with those that know the Word. Yet, we’re all at different stages of learning! He wants us to see what is real, from His vantage point. And, on our journey, He determines when it is time to do the weeding out of error, and the replanting with Truth! 

     This is the excitement of journeying with the Master. He leads us individually into all Truth--as we’re ready for it! One example: In 2012, I was stymied that the 3½-year pattern in Revelation that I’d heard about all my life just wasn’t panning out like I was led to believe at church and in Bible College. That year, all Abba kept putting into my spirit was Malachi 4:5-6, until I finally understood that the Tenach has no cookie-cutter, western world-type, timing of end-time events. He led me back to the source of the false eschatology I had learned from human teachers. The end of His teaching brought total peace. I wrote about some of what He showed me in “Warning! Nine Lies…”/August 6, 2015. 
     Abba is a patient Parent. He takes us into revelation-truth as we seek Him, and as we need to know new information in order to adjust our understanding correctly. Like the development of a toddler, He corrects our mistakes with patience and love. He wants us to submit to His reprogramming of our mind, so that we only build on what He says--under His tutelage--and dump the irregularities of man’s teaching! (Romans 12:1-2; II Corinthians 3:17-18) Then we can share with others what we’ve learned. So many times we do not know we are off-center, in error, and so He gently reveals it to us and then we allow Him to show us the Truth from the whole Word. Error is built by the wrong using just a few verses here and there to “prove” their beliefs. We must insist on the Truth from the whole of the Word!  Enjoy your midrash with Yahuwah and Yahushua--you sure learn a lot that way! After all, dear ones, who is smarter: Yahuwah, some big-name self-professed teacher of the Bible, or you? You decide … But, only believe the one who can never lie! (Numbers 23:19-20) 
     The new moon was sighted by two witnesses from Jerusalem at sunset September 2nd, on Elul 29. By that sighting, we entered the 7th month of Tishre on the Creator’s calendar. Yom Kippur is honored 10 days later, beginning at sunset on September 11th through sunset September 12th. [Refer to Derek’s newly posted calendar on his website: thewelltoddenroad.org]

     For years, I’ve known that “no man knows the day and hour” is simply a Hebrew idiom for Yom Teruah--the fifth Festival of Yahuwah, the Feast of Trumpets. Yom Teruah (teruah-trumpet is the time we bring to mind the wilderness journey, and the blowing of the shofar to: Gather the people, break camp, rally the warriors for battle, to announce the New Moon and the Festival days, to warn the people of approaching danger, and to be accompanied also with dancing and rejoicing. There were also the silver trumpets that were blown at important times. But, the ram’s horn remained the main “trumpet” for gathering and warning. 
     “The trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible…” The blowing of the shofar will accompany the descent of Messiah. There are different sounds made by the shofar for different events. Some are short blasts, some are longer blasts, some are short staccato sounds, but the long blast, as is sounded for Yom Kippur, is a continuous blast as long as one had breath to blow.

     In Exodus 19, we read how the camp of Israel prepared for the descent of Yahuwah onto the top of Mount Sinai, where He gave the Torah to His people.  

It was a time of total set-apartness to Yahuwah by all the people. Moses told them to “prepare for the third day,” when He would come down in their presence (Exodus 19:15-19). It was actually Yahushua who spoke the Torah, for He is the living Torah--the living Word of Elohim who also spoke creation into existence!

     Exodus 19:13: The word for ram’s horn/shofar/trumpet here is Strong’s Hebrew #3104--“yobel”/jubilee. It is also used in Leviticus 25, about the Year of the Yobel/Jubilee.  It is akin to #2986--“the blast of a horn (from its continuous sound,” specifically the signal of the silver trumpets. In Exodus 19:13, it talks about the long continuous blast of the shofar - #4000 Strong’s Concordance.

 “…When the trumpet sounds long, let them come near the mountain.” Why is the word “Yobel” used here at Shavu’ot? It is the word used for the sound of the shofar that will be blown for Yom Kippur – the sound possibly of the shofar mentioned in Matthew 24:31: “And He shall send His messengers with the great sound of the shofar and they shall gather together His chosen ones from the four winds – from one end of heaven to the other.” This is the resurrection of the saved/justified – the 1st resurrection (Revelation 20:6).

     Hosea 6:1-3 tells us also of the “third day.” Verse 2: “After two days He will revive us, in the third day He will raise us up to live in His sight.” Messiah has been reviving His people since He came the first time. We’ve entered “the third day,” and the 7,000th millennium since Adam. Now it is time for Messiah to come and raise us up to live in His sight! We await the blast of the heavenly shofar! 

     The Presence of Yahuwah came down with Messiah on Mount Sinai to give His people His instructions and teachings. This was the time when later we would celebrate Shavu’ot, but it also relates to what is happening now, as we await the coming of Messiah. He comes first from the East to the West to Sinai, then straight up to Mount Paran, to Mount Seir (Petra), to Bozrah, and then to Jerusalem at His return. Once more, as Messiah descends, the great sound of the long continuous blast of the shofar will occur. (Matthew 24:29-31) 

Yom Kippur, the Day of Atonement 

    Leviticus 23:26-32: “And Yahuwah spoke to Moshe saying, `On the tenth day of the seventh month is the Day of Atonement. It shall be a set-apart gathering for you. And you shall afflict your soul and bring an offering made by fire to Yahuwah. And you shall do no work on that day for it is the Day of Atonement, to make atonement for you before Yahuwah your Elohim. For any soul that is not afflicted on that same day, he shall be cut off from his people. And any soul that does work on that same day, that soul I will destroy from the midst of his people. You do no work – a law forever throughout your generations in all of your dwellings. It is a Shabbat of rest for you, and you shall afflict your souls. On the ninth day of the month at evening, from evening to evening, you observe your Shabbat.” 

     Leviticus 25:8-10, read in context: “You shall count seven Sabbaths of years for yourself, seven times seven years. And the time of the seven Sabbaths of years shall be to you forty-nine years. And you shall then sound a ram’s horn/shofar to pass through on the tenth day of the seventh month (Tishre 1) on the Day of Atonement…all your land. And you shall set the 50th year apart and proclaim release through all the land to all its inhabitants. It is a Jubilee for you. And each of you shall return to his possession, and each of you shall return to his clan. The fiftieth year is a Jubilee to you…”

     Does this bring to your mind Ezekiel 47:14 through 48? When Messiah returns, each person will return to his tribal land possession – to the designated place of his tribe in the Land of Israel! Is this not the finality of the “in-gathering?” When Messiah returns, He will return to His place – on Zion. 

     Psalm 132:13-14: “For Yahuwah has chosen Zion. He has desired it for His dwelling. This is My place of rest forever. Here I dwell, for I have desired it.”   
     The “soul” is our carnal life force here on earth. “Soul” also refers to that part of our inner spirit-man that includes the mind, emotions, reasoning, and the will that controls it. The soul is the seat of the sin-prone nature, the “evil inclination” as the rabbis put it.
      Yom Kippur is a day to “afflict” that evil nature and repent – turn from it and embrace the power of the Spirit to get rid of it. Many of us have had evil habits that have destroyed our lives, and they are hard to get rid of. But, by the power of the in-dwelling Spirit, and our submission to His work within us, we can be free! It all depends on how we cooperate with the working of the Spirit. The decision-power of our mind and will is the gage that determines our future--whether with Yahuwah, or with Satan and his fallen ones. 
     The Command on Yom Kippur to “afflict our soul”… Within the soul is the powerful will. The control center for the soul the mind, operating from the five senses. If the will is submitted 100% to Yahuwah’s Spirit to control us, we are free. If there is even a tiny percent of our will that we reserve for ourselves, we are still slaves to our evil inclinations, our carnal lusts, and the drives of the flesh – thus we’re not free. When we are truly born again, we die with Messiah and rise up with Him to new life. We become a totally new creation. [Refer to: “The True New Birth”/July 2015] He wants you to use this Yom Kippur to prepare for the coming of His Son, so that you will not be ashamed before Him at His coming! 

     I John 2:28: “And now, little children, abide in Him, so that when He shall appear, we may have confidence and not be ashamed before Him at His coming.”

     Why do we afflict our soul? The rabbinical dictate is that we fast from food, and even water, from sundown to sundown on Yom Kippur. That is sure a good way to “afflict our soul,” if we don’t spend the day craving food and water. But, so much of the time people fast and are proud of it, and their lives do not change. Do what is necessary for your life to change, not because some religious big-wig says to, but because the Spirit says so to you!  
     Zephaniah 1:14-2:3: “Near is the Day of Yahuwah, near and hurrying greatly, the noise of the Day of Yahuwah. Let the mighty man bitterly cry. That is a day of wrath, of distress and trouble, a day of waste and ruin, a day of darkness and gloominess, a day of clouds and thick darkness, a day of the ram’s horn (shofar blast) and alarm…neither their silver or their gold shall be able to deliver them in the Day of the wrath of Yahuwah. And, by the fire of His jealousy all the earth shall be consumed...” [Refer to the Scriptures in “The Day of Yahuwah”/Nov. 14, 2014]

     Joel 2 tells us that it will be a Day that the sun goes dark and the moon turns to a blood color, and earth quakes nearly out of its orbit. Read Isaiah 24 for more graphic details. Zechariah 14:1-5, Revelation 6:12-17, and 16:17-21 tell us of the great earthquake that will take place when Messiah descends.       
     If we are to survive those most intense 10 days of the wrath of Satan against us until the wrath of Yahuwah is poured out and we are rescued/delivered, we must be very pure of heart and humble before our Elohim! No, we’re not appointed to the wrath of Yahuwah (I Thessalonians 5:9-10), but Satan’s purge is used by Abba to separate out who is His, and who is not His.
     Yom Kippur is a day to “afflict the soul,”--to purge the flesh of its lusts and return you to the purity of who we are in Him. In Hebrew, the word “afflict,” #6031 Strong’s, means to “make low, humble, abuse” – put flesh away, and rise to freedom in the life of the Spirit. Yom Kippur is to be treated like a Shabbat--with the warnings of Exodus 31:12-18, that if violated it incurs a death penalty, a separation from His set-apart people and from Him as one’s Elohim. 

     Carefully read I Corinthians 6:14-7:1! Hebrews 12:14 tells us that “without set-apartness no one will see Elohim.” In Revelation 22:11, it says “let the set-apart be more set-apart.” As we “see THE Day approaching”--the Day of Yahuwah--we must be more set-apart from the world and its lusts than ever before. 
     In Leviticus 11:44-45, 19:2, 20:7-8, 26 and I Peter 1:16 we read that we must be set apart to Yahuwah for He is set-apart. It has nothing to do with following religious rules for being a member of a group, or being “spiritual” according to religion’s ideals. It is a matter of aligning to Yahuwah’s mind and thinking to His nature, to His ways of doing things, so that you are identified with Him. When Messiah returns, He will raise the bodies of those who have been justified by faith in His blood and in His resurrection, who died in faith, expecting His return. He will take unto Himself those who have His nature, whom He knows. He says to the “ministers” in Matthew 7:21-23, “Depart from Me, I never knew you--you who are without the Torah.” In Matthew 25:12, He says to the foolish virgins “Truly I say to you, `I do not know you.’ ” 
     Do you want Elohim to identify you with your church or congregation, home group, pastor, YouTube Bible teacher, rabbi, or religion, or do you want Him to find that your identity is solely in Him? He knows those who walk with Him every moment of every day and night, those living in His Presence–“abiding” in His Presence. He knows those who obey Him. He knows those that are faithful servants, who live to do His will--not their own will. He knows those who are filled with His Father’s Spirit and live by the teachings of His Spirit.

      I John 2:1-2, He is our Advocate and our “mercy seat”: “Little children I write this to you so that you do not sin. But, if anyone sins we have an advocate (mediator, intercessor, a lawyer), Yahushua Messiah, the Righteous One. And He, Himself, is the propitiation (atoning offering, mercy seat) for our sins…” Keep reading through I John 2 – it is quite shocking. (Note: All italics are mine)
     We have our Lamb--the Lamb of Elohim who takes away the sin of the world.” (John 2:29) We have our blood sacrifice, without which there is no atonement. 
     Genesis 3:21: “And Yahuwah Elohim made coats of skin for the man and his wife, and dressed them.” The blood of an innocent animal was shed to provide clothing for rebellious Adam and Eve before they left the eternal Garden and entered time. Yahushua was “slain,” in the mind of Elohim before the foundation of the world, for Yahuwah and Yahushua knew man would sin and need salvation. 

     Leviticus 17:11: “For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atone for your lives, for it is the blood that makes atonement for your life.” 
     Hebrews 9:7, 11-15a, 18, and 22: Speaking of the Day of Atonement: “But into the second part (the “Holy of Holies,” the Most Set-Apart Place where the Presence of Yahuwah dwelt over the ark in the tent/tabernacle in the wilderness and in the Temple of Solomon) the High Priest went alone once a year, not without blood, which he offered for himself and for sins of ignorance of the people…but Messiah, having become a High Priest of the coming good things, through the greater and more perfect tent not made with hands, that is not of this creation, entered into the Most Set-Apart place once for all (in the heavens)--not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood, having obtained for us eternal redemption. For if the blood of bulls and goats and the ashes of a heifer, sprinkling the defiled, sets apart for the cleansing of the flesh, how much more the blood of Messiah, who through the everlasting Spirit offered Himself unblemished to Yahuwah, cleanse your conscious from dead works to serve the living Elohim. And because of this, He is the mediator of the renewed Covenant…And according to the Torah almost all is cleansed with blood, and without the shedding of blood, there is no forgiveness for sin” – no atonement.
    Messiah is not only our individual Passover Lamb, but He is the national Lamb for the saving of a united House of Judah and House of Ephraim – all the twelve tribes! 

[Refer to: “The Blood of the Lamb”/March 10, 2010]

     Messiah’s death removed from us the punishment due for rebelling against Yahuwah’s Torah—SIN--sin of the past that we did in ignorance, and willful sin against Him. By faith in His substitution-death for us, our past sin is wiped away, our debt to Yahuwah was “PAID IN FULL” by Messiah. (II Corinthians 5:21) 
     In the Tenach, the blood of bulls and goats could only “cover” the sin, so that Yahuwah could forgive--not remove sin totally. Psalm 32:1: “Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered.” After the true new birth, our sins of ignorance can also be forgiven, but there remains no more atonement for continuing in sins of rebellion--willful sins that shake the fist in His face. [Refer to: “No Atonement for Willful Sin After”/February 19, 2015]

     He has had great mercy on us because of our ignorance of His requirements – the lies told to us by Christianity, for example. But, the warnings are all through the Word, like those in Hebrews 6:4-6 and II Peter 2:20-22. The warnings are all through the Tenach also, for those who choose to rebel against the instructions of His Torah—the teachings and instructions for right standing in His Kingdom.   

     I John 3:4: “Sin is the transgression (rebellion, revolt, apostasy) against the Torah.” The Torah, the foundation of all other Scripture, is written in the first five books of the Bible. The word “Torah” simply means to “shoot out the index finger in teaching.” In Greek, the equivalent word is “nomos.” Matthew 7:21-22 tells us that those He did not know were “a nomia,” or “without the Torah.” 
     Messiah’s death and the in-filling of the Spirit give us the power to obey His Torah with joy, peace, and great enthusiasm from the passion He puts in our spirit! 

     Ezekiel 40:1: “In the twenty-fifth year of our exile, at the beginning of the year, on the tenth of the month…”

     Measurements are made for the temple, each place laid out in detail and described, instructions given for the operation of the Temple (Ezekiel chapters 40-46) The Third Temple that will be built under the guidance of Yahushua (Zechariah 6:12-15)

     Ezekiel 40:1 through chapter 46: Ezekiel is shown the measuring of the Temple precisely at the beginning of the year--on 10th of the month Tishre. 
     The only time that the year begins on Tishre 10 is for a Jubilee (Yobel) year. Read Leviticus 25! The Yobel year is a year of restoration. Slaves are released, land is returned to its original owner. Messiah is coming to take back what the enemy has stolen from Elohim, and from us. He comes to redeem us, and His Creation (Revelation 11:15-18) 
     Romans 8:18-23: When Adam and Eve fell into sin, all of creation became subject to the “entropy,” the death and destruction brought on by the sin. He is literally now reversing “entropy!” [Refer to: “Time is Reversing Back to the Original Creation/July 15, 2016 and “Enter In --The Word and Extra Dimensional Travel”/July 21, 2016 (Part II of Time is Reversing Back to the Original Creation)

     Ezekiel was brought to Jerusalem in a vision, and he beheld the details of the measuring of the Temple of Messiah. Why is the Third Temple being measured beginning on a Yom Kippur that begins a Jubilee year?  

     The measuring aligns in part to Revelation 11:1-2, where Yochanan is instructed to “measure the Dwelling Place of Elohim and the altar.” It is possible that “the man” whom Ezekiel sees with the measuring rod in his hand is Yochanan the Apostle. Just before Messiah returns, Yahuwah sends His two witnesses to Jerusalem to prepare the way for the coming of Yahushua. 
     The actual building of the Third Temple will be done by Messiah. (Zechariah 6:12-15) But, even now, Orthodox Jews, the Sanhedrin, the Temple Institute in Jerusalem, and the Temple Faithful are preparing/have been preparing for many years for His arrival by building creating things that will go in the Temple and be used by the Levites, as well as training the real Cohenim (Levitical priests) whose DNA goes back to Aaron, through Eliezar and Tzadok – real men who have a special Y-chromosome that identifies them and sets them apart from other men. Yes, today, in Jerusalem are real Cohenim from the lineage of Aaron to Tzadok, the priest under David and Solomon. 

     [I recommend the very informative book by Rabbi Yaakov Kleiman: DNA and Tradition: The Genetic Link to the Ancient Hebrews, to learn more about the DNA testing of Jews and Levites] 
     Romans 11:25-27: “For I do not wish you to be ignorant of this secret brothers, lest you should be wise in your own estimation, that hardening in part has come over Israel until the completeness of the nations has been brought in. And so, ALL ISRAEL SHALL BE SAVED, as it has been written, `The Deliverer shall come out of Zion, and He shall turn away wickedness from Ya’cob (aka Israel), and this is My covenant with them when I take away their sin.” 
     Messiah said He only came “for the lost sheep of the House of Israel.” He only sent His disciples to the “lost sheep of the House of Israel,” those 10 tribes He had to scatted into the nations AMONG THE GENTILES.” (Matthew 15:24; 10:5-6)

     No one in Messiah is a gentile. (Ephesians 2:8-19) He made His renewed covenant with the House of Judah and the House of Israel (Jeremiah 31:31-34) The word is “renewed,” like the renewed moon each month. 
     In Matthew 26:28, the wine represented the renewed covenant in His blood. The word in Greek also is renewed – to refresh – not something “new” as opposed to what is old. Thus, there is no such thing in His mind as an “Old Testament” vs. a “New Testament.” The word “gentile” refers to a person who lives in the nations--who is a barbarian, a pagan, heathen--one who is a foreigner, stranger, and alien to the Covenant of Yahuwah – one who is not born again, but lives for himself and worships the idols of this world system. That’s not you! You are not a gentile! 
     Elohim never made a covenant with “gentiles.” He says in the Word, and throughout the book of Ezekiel in particular, that He scattered the 10 tribes of the northern kingdom in Israel in AMONG THE GENTILES. He never called His people gentiles – NEVER! He says in the Word that He will destroy all gentiles. 
     Honestly! The popular “Jew-gentile” theology--calling the House of Ephraim/Israel/Joseph “gentile,” while singling out “Jews” as the only “chosen ones,” is totally ridiculous and unscriptural! Even the Pharisees in Messiah’s day knew where the ten tribes went – they were not lost back then! The Apostles knew where they went, for Messiah only sent them to the “lost sheep of the House of Israel.” Yes, “the tents of Judah” have returned to the Land first, but those He scattered are not gentiles – they were scattered AMONG THE GENTILES, and He promises to bring us back from AMONG THE GENTILES.  [Refer to: “Who Are the Ten?”/2007]     
     Messiah died to restore the covenant of Yahuwah with the House of Israel/Joseph/Ephraim--the ten tribes scattered into all nations by 722 BCE. 

     In fact, on Yom Teruah 2007, the end of Ephraim’s 2,730 year punishment was over. The punishment had a beginning and an end, as told to Ezekiel. On September 13, 2007, the punishment was finished, and Ephraim is coming home to join with Judah for the final stand against Satan! (Isaiah 11) [Refer to: “The Aliyah Scriptures”/February 9, 2007 – rejoice Ephraim!] 
     Did the Jews know that on that day Ephraim’s punishment was over? OH YES! I was there in Jerusalem for that day and Sukkot. The Jews were jumping for joy--ecstatic with joy! They said that now Messiah can come because Ephraim’s punishment is over! The whole House of Ya’cob is now represented in the Land – the first time since the days of Josiah, King of Judah. Yes, it is a sign Messiah is coming! They know who we are!
     On the “Day of Yahuwah” Messiah will descend to carry out the wrath of Yahuwah--to judge the earth, to separate out those who are redeemed from the damned, to execute justice and judgment. (Revelation 19; Isaiah 34; Isaiah 63:1-6, etc.) 

But, when He returns it is also the day of the ingathering of all the tribes of Ya’cob and all who have believed in Yahushua by faith – the first resurrection – the resurrection of the justified/saved from all ages, and the catching up those who are alive and remain to meet Him as He descends. Therefore, on this day all Israel (the set-apart ones from all twelve tribes) is saved/delivered--resurrected, changed into their immortal bodies, and prepared to rule and reign with Him. It is the day of setting apart Yahuwah’s family that He has longed to draw to Himself since before the foundation of heavens and earth. 
     We are not “appointed to wrath, but to obtain salvation.” (I Thessalonians 5:9-10) It is our day for the total translation of our body, soul, and spirit into His Presence – I Thessalonians 5:23-24.  Use this Yom Kippur to prepare for this glorious day of our translation into His sight. 

     The Day of Yahuwah is THE DAY when His atonement delivers us completely and eternally, obtaining “the end of your faith (or the “goal of your faith”)--the salvation of your being.” (I Peter 1:1-9) It is the Day of the redemption of the bodies of all those who have trusted in Him for salvation from the beginning of human history.  
     Our redemption is three-fold. (Note that Messiah is our Redeemer, our “kinsman Redeemer.”) Redemption means to buy back that which once belonged to you, but was taken away! We once belonged to our creator until sin entered, and it separated us from Him. The three parts of our redemption, purchased by the blood of Messiah are: 1) the new birth of eternal the spirit, (I Corinthians 5:17-21) 2) the transformation of the carnal soul, (II Corinthians 3:17-18), and the changing of the mortal body into an immortal body like Messiah has (I Corinthians 15:40-58; Philippians 3:20-21; I John 3:1-3; I Thessalonians 5:23)

     We were “bought,” ransomed back, redeemed, paid for by the blood of Messiah. Our individual salvation is pictured in Passover. The final salvation of all His redeemed ones at His return is pictured in Yom Kippur/the Day of Atonement! Messiah fulfilled both – as the perfect Lamb of Elohim!
     We were freed from the kingdom of Satan individually--bought on the slave block, one by one, by the true new birth. [Refer to: “The True New Birth”/July 2015]  But, His family is finally saved and redeemed at the coming of Messiah – the ingathering of all of His people from the creation of Adam. Messiah is known as the second Adam – who cancelled the sin of the first Adam. Only slaves are bought. Therefore, we change Masters. We become the servants of Elohim--His “doulos,” Greek for “bond slaves”--in  training for reigning!  
     Our first redemption--I Peter 1:18-20: “…knowing that you were redeemed from your futile way of life inherited from your fathers, not with what is corruptible – silver or gold – but with the precious blood of Messiah as a Lamb unblemished and spotless, who was foreknown indeed before the foundation of the world, but manifested in these last times for your sake.”      

     Genesis 49:10 KJV: “The scepter shall not depart from Judah, nor a lawgiver from between his feet, until Shiloh comes, and unto Him shall the gathering of the people be.” Footnote on this verse from The Scriptures: “In the five books of Moses, we find six titles for Messiah: Shiloh, Scepter, Shepherd, Stone, Seed, Star, and Lawgiver.” This prophecy by Moses is highly prophetic of the second coming of Messiah – “The Lion of the Tribe of Judah.”
     There is only one resurrection of the justified set-apart ones from all ages – at the return of Messiah to earth to set up His Kingdom, i.e. John 5:25-30; Zechariah 14:1-5; Jude 1:14-15, quoting the book of Enoch I. 
     From I Thessalonians 5:1-8: “Now brothers, as to the times and seasons, you do not need to be written to…you brothers are not in the darkness that `that day” should overtake you as a thief,” for you are all sons of light, sons of the day.”
     Know the times and seasons child of light--don’t let the darkness overcome you. 

The months of the Creator’s timing are determined at the sighting of the new moon from His City by two or more witnesses. Each month is determined by this means. The initial Festival of the year, Passover, is determined also by the stage of the barley (aviv--two weeks before it is harvestable). 
     This year, 2016, there was aviv barley found in March by professional Messianic barley searchers! By the time the rabbis said it was Aviv a month later, the barley had already been harvested and the grain drying in the field. No First Fruits wave offering was fresh in April. Those who listened to the Spirit got it right. Those who went by the rabbis pre-set dates (a practice from the 4th century to supposedly unify Jews) got it wrong. Man’s reasoning will take you down with him! 
     In my article about this in March, I said that we had to be spiritually discerning and only go by what Abba puts into our spirit, not by the words of a trusted Jewish barley searcher, or Jewish rabbis. Derek wrote much about the true findings in his blogs from March. Check those out! Check out his calendar: thewelltroddenroad.org   

     Are the Orthodox Jews expecting Messiah on an up-coming Yom Kippur, or do they believe He will come on Yom Teruah? More research! I just know they are expecting Him any time now. Recently, the Sanhedrin appointed a High Priest just in case Messiah comes this year, and is needed for Yom Kippur. Zechariah 6:12-15 says that Messiah will be a Priest and a King. 

     We know from Hebrews 4:14-16, and other Scriptures, that Messiah is the High Priest. He is our mediator: I Timothy 2:16. The High Priest mediates between the people and Yahuwah. No human will usurp Messiah’s dual role of Priest and King. 
     Yom Kippur bridges the end of the “Age of Man,” 6,000 years--it being the 6th Festival--and the Kingdom Age, represented by the 7th Festival, Sukkot, the Festival picturing the wedding nuptials, and the 8 days in the chuppah of the Bride and Bridegroom—Yahushua Messiah.  
     II Peter 3:8: “Beloved Ones, let not this one thing be hidden from you: That, with Yahuwah, one day is as a thousand years and a thousand years as one day.”

     The Age of Man was limited to 6,000 years – or 6 days. The 1,000-year reign of Messiah is the 7th millennium. The coming of Yahuwah to dwell with us is the 8,000th millennium. At that point, we go into eternity. (Revelation 19-22) 

     “Yom Teruah, the Feast of Trumpets/teruah is about remembering dwelling in tents during the wilderness journey and our nomadic life--a Hebrews 13:14 lifestyle--“seeking a city, whose builder and maker is Elohim.” Sukkot is about rejoicing in the Kingdom--the 1-7th week, and the 8th day of Yahuwah’s coming. 
     Yom Kippur is about preparing the set-apart ones from the united twelve tribes to go into the Kingdom, with complete Redemption, salvation, and deliverance, with total freedom “in the year of Jubilee.”   

     I Thessalonians 5:5, 8: “For we are all sons of light, sons of the day. We are not of the night or of the darkness…but we who are of the day should be sober-minded, putting on the breastplate of faith and love, and as a helmet, the expectation of deliverance.” 
     Notice in Leviticus 23:26-32 the special details given regarding “rest” on Yom Kippur. When Messiah comes we “enter into His rest.” It is the beginning of our eternal Shabbat. Hebrews 3:10-11, 17-19: “Therefore, I was grieved with that generation (of the 40-year wilderness journey) and said, `they always go astray in their heart and they have not known My ways, so I swore in My wrath, `they shall not enter into My rest…’ And with whom was He grieved forty years? Was it not with those who sinned, whose corpses fell in the wilderness? So we see that they were unable to enter into His rest because of unbelief.” “Without faith, it is impossible to please Him…” Hebrews 11:6.
      Yom Kippur was for day of national salvation for all the children of Israel/Ya’cob--the twelve tribes. (i.e. Acts 26:6-7; Ya’cob/James 1:1) At the return of Messiah, those from all the tribes are gathered together unto Him. He brings to the whole House of Ya’cob’s twelve tribes--National salvation and deliverance!

     Yom Kippur is to be celebrated by afflicting the flesh, by repentance, by a return to loyalty and faith with a whole heart to Elohim, and by rest in knowing that we have a forgiving Elohim who loves His children and wants us to rest in His love.  
     As Derek wrote, above, Yom Kippur is a day of eternal dividing--a day of separating. (i.e. Proverbs  2:20-22, Matthew 10:34-37; 13:30, 41-43, 47-50)
     Reason this: Is Yom Kippur such a light thing that it would be reduced to simply an announcement that all Israel is saved? Yom Kippur also is known as a Day of Judgment on the nations--i.e. Joel 3, and Matthew 25:31-46. 
    Yahuwah’s prescribed procedures for the Day of Atonement are given in Leviticus 16. This is so serious, that if the High Priest, taking blood into the Presence of Yahuwah on this one day a year for the nation, and for himself, is found to be unclean/sinful, before Yahuwah, he would be struck dead by Yahuwah in front of the ark. The Levites would pull him out by a rope that they tied around his waist just in case he died in there. The Most Set-Apart Place, (“Holy of Holies”) was a place totally shut off from everyone--a place that was totally dark. 
     Yom Kippur is the most solemn day of the Festival year! It must never be approached religiously, using rituals and prepared prayers and chanting. It is a day for individuals to get alone with Yahuwah - to be very humble and contrite before the Creators of the universe, to bring oneself under the hand of Yahuwah for cleansing, forgiveness, with true pledges of obedience. This is not a day to make “new year’s resolutions,” or mouth canned words of repentance. No, it is an individual stand before the Master. The whole of Israel stands before Yahuwah on this Day. They either stand in faith or fall in disbelief. True repentance means to completely turn around – to not sin those sins again! It is a day of separation--eternal separation!
     It is a day to fear Yahuwah more than any other day. On that day, if the High Priest would die for being unclean, what would happen to the people? Their mediator would be removed. Yahuwah would leave the nation open to its enemies. But, we have a High Priest – Messiah the Righteous One! The Hebrew word for “fear” of Yahuwah means “terrifying, paralyzing fear, dread.” 
     Isaiah 8:13: “Yahuwah of Hosts – Him you set apart! Let Him be your fear and let Him be your dread.” If you fear Yahuwah, you won’t fear anyone, or anything, else! Oh the fear that will come upon those who have wasted their lives on themselves--those who have not attended to knowing Him and serving Him. Oh what they will face when the Judge sits. And so the watchmen continue to warn! 
     The grapes in Israel are usually first to be harvested in Elul, usually August. Then they are crushed and the wine-making process begins. Messiah comes in wrath as one treading out the grapes – i.e. Isaiah 63:1-6. The other four main fruits that are harvested at this time are the figs, dates, pomegranates, and olives. The olive harvest can go into December sometimes. 
    Please, to learn timing, read the Scriptures I included all through “The Season of the Coming of Messiah and Yahuweh’s Judgment on the World--From the Grape Harvest to the End of the Olive Harvest”/January 8, 2012) It makes verses like Ya’cob/James 5:7-8 so much more understandable, putting the coming of Messiah at the fruit harvest.    
     Isaiah 33:14: “Sinners in Zion shall be afraid. Trembling shall grip the defiled ones saying `who of us shall dwell with the devouring fire? Who of us shall dwell with everlasting burnings?” 

     Isaiah 63:1-4: “Who is this coming from Edom, with garments of glowing colors from Bozrah, who is robed in splendor, striding forward in the greatness of His strength? `It is I who speaks in righteousness, mighty to save.’ Why is their red on Your raiment, and Your garments like one who treads in the winepress? `I have trodden the winepress alone, and from the people there was none with me. And I trod them down in My displeasure and trampled them in My wrath. Their blood is sprinkled on My garments, and I have defiled all My raiment. For the Day of Vengeance is in My heart, and the year of My redeemed has come.’ ” 
     Compare Luke 4:16-19 with Isaiah 61:1-2. In Luke 4:18-19, He does not say “…and the day of vengeance of our Elohim, to comfort all that mourn.” It is because at His first coming, He is not discussing His second coming in the synagogue in Nazareth. But, in Isaiah Yahuwah speaks the entire prophecy of His Sons ministry – start to finish! 

    Yom Teruah, Tishre 1, is also known as “Yom ha Din”--the Day of Judgment. Yom Kippur is also a Day of Judgment. It is a Day in which Yahuwah determines if the whole House of Israel/Ya’cob (Jacob) is worthy of redemption of not. The High Priest is the one who makes the determination by the purity of his own life. If the High Priest is sinner, the nation remains as it is – subject to judgment. But, our High Priest is spotless, sinless, before His Father, having taken His blood to sprinkle on the heavenly mercy seat after His resurrection. Without His blood, we have no hope of eternal life! He is the one who makes the determining factor for all of us – and Yahuwah has pronounced Him blameless – before the foundation of the world. When He went to present His blood in the heavens, His Father received Him with joy. The pronouncement that all Israel is saved can only be made by the High Priest after the blood is taken and sprinkled on the mercy seat in the Presence of Yahuwah who resides between the cherubim over the ark. As I said above, the Sanhedrin has chosen a High Priest just in case Messiah comes at Yom Kippur and he is needed to offer blood for the nation. Sorry Sanhedrin – but no man will usurp the place of the real High Priest – Yahushua Yahuwah Messiah! 
    Read Leviticus 16 carefully! It is the sacrificial ritual Yahuwah prescribed for Yom Kippur. The sin of the nation was laid on the head of one perfect goat, which was killed for the sins of the nation. The sin of the nation was also laid on the head of another perfect goat. The second one was sent to “Azazel,” into the wilderness, where it went and died with the sin on it. From the book of Enoch I, we learn that “Azazel” was the chief of the 200 original fallen angels who came down on Mount Hermon in the days of his father, Jerad--those who comingled with human women and produced the giants, the Nephilim. (Genesis 6:2-4) The sin was dealt with, and the sin was removed away. 
     Messiah fulfilled all the Levitical sacrifices--the ones for Yom Kippur also. He paid for our sins so that Yahuwah could take them away. (Micah 7:18-20, Psalm 103:12) He paid for the sins of the House of Israel, the 10 northern tribes He had to “divorce,” but also included in His salvation the House of Judah, and whosoever wills. He had to die to end the “divorce” and to reinstate the engagement covenant with the House of Israel, so that He could rise again to marry her--to marry a united whole House of Ya’cob/Israel. The verses in “The Aliyah Scriptures” show the patience and love of our Abba to fulfill His promises to us of the House of Ya’cob.    

     Yom Teruah begins with the blowing of shofars, with shouting, dancing, and singing. Jubilee (the Yobel Year) is announced by the blowing of a long blast of the shofar. Yom Teruah, though also “Yom ha Din,” does not appear to be The Day of Yahuwah, as described in passages like Zephaniah 1-2 and Joel 2:31-32--a day of gloom, suffering, and darkness--a Day when the sun darkens and the moon becomes reddish. Matthew 24:29-31 also … But, Yom Kippur...?  
     Derek threw out something very interesting to me shortly before he took me to the airport to return to Georgia on September 5th. He asked: Is it possible that the Bridal remnant is translated on Yom Teruah, and the general resurrection of the just occurs on Yom Kippur? That surprised me. I had not thought of that before. But, for about a month, Abba had been putting Yom Kippur into my spirit--leaning me towards looking at Yom Kippur as the time when our High Priest comes to gather us for the final salvation proclamation. What Derek said was not a new thought--just new from the mouth of my son. It did confirm some things I’d studied. That started some midrash with Abba! I have studied on the Bridal remnant since the late 1980s. 

     We know from Scripture that the Bridal remnant is translated before the general first resurrection of the saved. She is the “first fruits” of the resurrection of the Just.  For her protection, she is hidden under Yahuwah’s talit, in the secret place, until Messiah comes for her, perhaps in the tunnels under a re-opened Garden of Eden in East Jerusalem. I’ve had visions and dreams about these things. To her Moses wrote Psalm 91, because she lives Psalm 91:1. Enoch was symbolic of this remnant, as was/is Yochanan the Apostle. 
     Matthew 24:31: He descends amidst a trumpet blast

     I Corinthians 15:52: The “last trump” is blown at His coming
     I Thessalonians 4:13: a shout goes up, then the trumpet of Elohim is blown
     Revelation 11:15: The “last trump” is the trumpet of the seven-trumpet judgments. Both Yom Teruah and Yom Kippur are days that begin with the blast of a shofar/ram’s horn – trumpet. 

     What is the significance of the ten days between Yom Teruah and Yom Kippur? Are they just a random 10 days? Does Yahuweh ever do anything randomly! - NO! 
     Revelation 2:10, the words of Messiah to the assembly at Smyrna: 
They would go through tribulation for ten days. “Do not be afraid of what you are about to suffer. See, the devil is about to throw some of you into prison, in order to try you, and you shall have tribulation 10 days. Be trustworthy unto death and I will give you a crown of life.” 

     Yom Kippur is a day of separation--the final separation! Derek wrote to me: “No one NOT wearing a white garment will ride with Him or be with Him (Yahushua). The 10 days are the final days for those set-apart ones dwelling on the earth to ensure their garments remain unstained, as the enemy will do all he can to cause the set-apart ones to soil their garments. This is why Satan is on a rampage. He only has 10 days to do his most devastating work.” He is working on a new book with this theme!
     Look at Revelation 14:9-20. We have three events here: 1) what happens to those who take the mark of the Beast, 2) what happens to the faithful set-apart ones who are martyred during the tribulation, and 3) the coming of Messiah in wrath, harvesting and trampling the enemy like grapes in a winepress – the wording identical to that of Isaiah 63:1-6!      

     Look at Revelation 7: It is in two parts: 1) the symbolic 144,000 numbering of the Bridal remnant from the tribes of Ya’cob, and 2) the testimony of the martyrs who await the vengeance of Yahuwah on their enemies. This corresponds to Revelation 20:1-6 also, the reward to those who were beheaded, and those who are resurrected in the first resurrection. 

     If Derek is right, and the Bridal remnant is translated on Yom Teruah, which begins the 10 days--the 10 days of the wrath of Satan (Revelation 12:7-12) against the set-apart ones--then it makes sense that Yochanan saw them with Yahushua on Mount Zion before the resurrection. In heaven, the martyrs of all ages, but especially of the final 10 days, are waiting for their reward for faithfulness, and cry out “how long?” These martyrs are also mentioned in Revelation 14:12-13! Look at the timing! Revelation 14:9-11 speaks of the eternal damnation of those that take “the mark of the Beast.” Then Messiah says to Yochanan, Revelation 14:12-13: “Here is the endurance of the set-apart ones, here are those guarding the commandments of Elohim and the faith of Yahushua Messiah…Blessed are the dead who die in the Master from now on…” “From now on” starting when? – From the time when Satan incarnates the Beast for his final rampage – perhaps 10 days.  
     The Bridal remnant is blameless before Yahuwah and the Bridegroom. She loves His Word with great passion, and studies it with all her heart to learn His nature, ways and thinking. She has kept His Commandments. She has no one else before Him. Theirs is an exclusive relationship! The Ten Commandments are an outline of what the Bridegroom wants in His Bride. Her one desire is to be with Him forever, by His side (Psalm 45; Revelation 3:12, 7:1-8; 14:1-5; 22:3-5). She is sealed with the Father’s Name on her forehead, but also the marriage license with the location of her eternal home and name of the Bridegroom. Her nature is that of her Bridegroom’s – they think alike! They act alike! They walk together in total agreement! She is an “eastern bride,” not an independent haughty woman with jezebel control spirits. In Hebrew “love” is an act of submission to the one loved. 
     I am still seeking and listening to Abba on all of this. It is so exciting to midrash with Yahuwah! At this point, it appears that the coming of Messiah with the wrath of Yahuwah comes at the end of the 10 days--days of the most intense tribulation - not before the 10 days! And we’re looking at a literal 10 days! There is only one 10-day period in the cycle of Abba’s festivals, which are the outline of the eternal plan of salvation. These 10 days are between Yom Teruah and Yom Kippur, ending on Yom Kippur. If Messiah comes on Yom Kippur at the end of the 10 days – it makes sense. Abba IS fine-tuning our understanding! OUR JOB IS TO BE PREPARED!
     Leviticus 25:9: The shofar is blown on the 10th day of Tishre for the day of Jubilee, which is Yom Kippur. If Messiah is coming for the Year of Jubilee, then He has to come on Yom Kippur. Everything about Jubilee pictures Messiah at His return! The Jubilee comes in the 50th year, after 7 7-year cycles of years, after the 7th Shmittah (Leviticus 25:1-4).  
     Leviticus 25:12-13: In Jubilee, the land returns to its original owner. The original owner of heaven and earth is Elohim – the maker of heaven and earth. In the year of Jubilee at Messiah’s return, we see that He takes back what is His – Revelation 11:15-18. All slaves are set free in the year of Jubilee. It is a year when things that have not been right are set right – a year of justice, for humans, animals, crops, and the land itself. Romans 11 again: Yom Kippur is the day of national salvation for all the tribes. Therefore, all the tribes will be in the Land via the resurrection. All Israel will be delivered from sin, death, decay, and restored to the Covenant of Yahuwah made on Sinai. And, the whole of creation will also be saved. All creation longs for our resurrection – Romans 8:20-27.
     As Israel’s High Priest, Yahushua, descends from the Presence of Yahuwah, who sits between the cherubim, to declare all Israel saved on Yom Kippur, He has to have all Israel with Him to make such a proclamation. (Revelation 19) 
     His return will certainly spawn much repentance and submission to the Master. Look at Zechariah 12:9-13:2. On this day, Israel mourns … when they see Him coming, whom “they have pierced.” A fountain is opened for the House of David. But, all the earth is blessed. It is a worldwide blessing at His coming for all the righteous people. 
     Ezekiel 37:15-28: All of His people will be gathered together as one stick in His hand. His coming with all the tribes of Ya’cob, along with the proclamation of all Israel being saved, is a unity of events! 
     As we see in Matthew 13:34-50, which speaks of the timing of His coming, the righteous, the “wheat” are gathered into His “barns,” but first the wicked are gathered for burning. The tares are burned (those pretenders, hypocrites), and the chaff (sins that cling to us) blows away, and what little the lukewarm possessed will be taken from them. (Luke 12:17-18; Revelation 3:15-17)

    The 10 “Days of Awe” and Daniel 12:9-12: There is a 45 day period in there where those that make it through the 45 days are very blessed. [Refer to: “The Abomination That Lays Waste”/November 21, 2014] There is only one 45 day period in the harvest-Festival cycle – from Elul 1 through to the 1st day of Sukkot!
     Elul is either 29 or 30 days, depending on the day of the sighting of the new moon for Tishre 1. Tishre 1 also is known as the “birthday of the world,” the day that begins creation week (Genesis 1) Like in lots of cultures, Yahuwah has two very valid calendars 1) Exodus 12:2--the Festival calendar for us, (“for you”) marking the month of Aviv and the Festival of Passover, setting the timing for the other 6 festivals, and 2) the Creation calendar that marks time for the world, as well as for us, the Shmittah years and the Jubilee years in the 7th month – Tishre
     Fifteen days after the end of Elul comes Sukkot. Sukkot looks back on the dwelling in tents on the wilderness journey with the Presence of Elohim in the cloud and fire, day and night. It looks back on Messiah coming to be with us in Person. It looks forward to the return of Messiah to dwell with us in the Kingdom, and further yet to the coming of Yahuwah to tabernacle with us forever. (Revelation 21:1-7)  “And the Word was made flesh and tabernacled among us, full of esteem and Truth.” (John 1:14)
     Sukkot is also called the Feast of Lights, the Feast of our Joy, and “the Feast of Tabernacles.” Around 1990, I had been teaching end-time prophecy for two years at Grace Temple in Fort Worth, Texas. In one evening service, we had a special time of prayer and communion. I said to Abba: “I have given the people all the knowledge I have about Messiah’s coming. What do I tell them now?” He replied with an audible thundering voice that shocked me: “PREPARE MY PEOPLE FOR TABERNCLES!” I knew what He meant! I had studied and taught about Messiah in the Festivals, beginning in 1962, from my Bible class on “Typology.” 

     For joy read Revelation 21:1-7! That is the fulfillment of the whole plan of salvation, for Yahuwah to have His family with Him forever in His Presence. We can enjoy His Presence now--the price is high, but the rewards are eternal.
     Look up all the Scriptures, read in context, pray that the Spirit will give you insight, and let us rejoice in the fact that our Redemption draws near! We keep learning, and as we press in to learn from Him, He is revealing His secrets to us. We know we’re close. Hold on tight! It will be a rough ride, but if we don’t let go of Yahuwah and Yahushua we are assured of eternal victory! Use these days of awe to prepare for victory!
