Your KINGDOM COME! – PART I
This article begins a three-part series about the coming 1,000-year Kingdom of Yahushua, the eternal Kingdom of Yahuwah on earth, and the Kingdom within you! We sure have a lot to look forward to! “Eye has not seen, and ear has not heard, nor has entered into the heart of man, what Elohim has prepared for those that love Him.” (I Corinthians 2:9 from Isaiah 64:4)

     These words are powerful prophetic words for us now! The music with these words is also very powerful. We have entered the time-period of “Ya’cob’s Troubles.” We are in the time of an increasing speeding up of prophetic finalities leading to the worldwide “Day of Yahuwah,” which ends when Messiah returns with the final wrath of His Father. 
     The first part of the final 7-year cycle has been hardly recognizable in the Western nations. The events of the seven seals, released September 29, 2000 over a 1/4th of the earth, are not given much coverage by the world news media. The trumpet judgments are only over 1/3 of the earth. The concentration of these things have been in the countries of Asia, Africa, the Middle East, Russia and the former Soviet bloc, the Islands of the seas, and also felt increasingly in America. The full brunt of the trumpet judgments has not hit earth yet, but astronomers and physicists see it coming. Also, for the most part, Christian and Messianic leaders are not teaching about how the events unfolding before our eyes are leading to the coming of Messiah. Ignorance abounds!   

     Opinions are a dime-a-dozen!  Lying theories of men, not supported by Scripture, have also led many to be dulled towards the signs of His coming. [Refer to: “Who Will Be Left Behind?”/January 2006]

     The epicenter of all that is causing these things to speedily unfold is America. It has been from America, with the United Nations and the EU, that the destruction of Israel began, and has accelerated especially since 1991. However: When the “Day of Yahuwah” begins, the whole world will be hit suddenly “with destruction from the Almighty.” 
     Prophecy to the world, but addressed specifically to America (end-time Babylon): Isaiah 13:4-13: “Yahuwah of hosts is gathering an army for battle. They are coming from a distant land from the end of the heavens, even Yahuwah and His weapons of wrath, to destroy all the earth! Howl! For the Day of Yahuwah is near! It comes as destruction from the Almighty! Therefore, all hands go limp, every man’s heart melts, and they shall be afraid. Pangs and sorrows take hold of them; they are as a woman in labor. They are amazed at one another--their faces aflame! See the day of Yahuwah is coming, fierce, with wrath and heat of displeasure to lay the earth waste and destroy its sinners from it. For the stars of the heavens and their constellations do not give off their light. The sun shall be dark at its rising, and the moon shall not send out its light. And I will punish the world for its evil, and the wicked for their wickedness, and shall put an end to the arrogance of the proud and lay low the pride of the ruthless. I shall make mortal men scarcer than fine gold…So I shall make the heavens tremble, and the earth shake from her place, in the wrath of Yahuwah of hosts--in the day of the heat of His wrath.”
     There must be a hard and fast time-period of purging to separate the “sheep from the goats,” and the “chaff from the wheat.” But this is also the time of the great triumph over evil by the set-apart servants/soldiers of Yahuwah! This is the time when “THOSE WHO KNOW their Elohim will be strong, and will act (do exploits).” (Daniel 11:32) 

    These have submitted to Yahuwah, allowing Him to purge everything from them that would keep them from the Presence of Yahuwah, and from being backed by His power and authority. They walk in His dumanis! 
     I grew up in the church and was taught that all who pray the “sinner’s prayer” to receive “Jesus” as Savior will live forever in heaven. No, as we see from II Peter 3 and Revelation 21-22, and many other Scriptures, a new heaven and a new earth will be created – even Isaiah 65. There will be those on the earth, those who are “kings” of the earth,” or “friends of the Bridegroom” who will rule over those on earth and bring their esteem into the throne room as their representatives, yet only the Bridal remnant remains exclusively in the throne room, as Revelation 22:3-5 relates. Three groups – as in a wedding – 1) guests, 2) attendants, 3) Bride and Groom. Rewards will be given “according to works” of obedience after a person is truly born again. 
     From the ascension of Messiah people who have died in His faith ascend into His heaven. Their body goes into the ground but their spirit-man (comprised of the soul and spirit) go into a region of the heavenly Kingdom to wait the re-uniting of their spirit-man with their bodies at the resurrection of the righteous as they return with Messiah to earth. This is well-testified to throughout Scripture. 
     When the new heaven and new earth are created, and the eternal City, the New Jerusalem, descends out of heaven and hovers over a new earth, then eternal positions will be established and we’ll go into eternity forever. (Revelation 21-22)

     Ecclesiastes 3:21, 12:7: “Who knows the spirit of the sons of men, which goes upward, and the spirit of the beast which goes down into the earth?…The dust (our body) returns to the earth as it was, and the spirit returns to Elohim who gave it.”  I did months of researching every verse in the Scriptures on this subject. I wrote my findings in a thorough study. When Messiah returns and the resurrection of the just takes place, the spirit-man (soul and spirit) and the body will unite again, and all of His people will eternally in union with Yahuwah and Yahushua. 
     The Kingdom of Messiah Yahushua on earth is indeed coming very soon! In fact, since it is the culmination of His plan of salvation for His people, it is the largest subject covered in the Word, with approximately 224 prophecies. They are pictured in the last three Festivals of Yahuwah: Yom Teruah (Feast of Trumpets), Yom Kippur (Day of Atonement), and Sukkot (Feast of Tabernacles)! John 1:14, KJV: “And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, full of grace and truth.” The Hebrew word for “dwelt” means to “tabernacle”--to pitch His tent among us. Yahuwah’s fulfillment of dwelling with us is described in Revelation 21. 

     In His Kingdom, true justice will be enforced. King Yahushua will rule with a rod of iron by His Torah. But He will share His rule with those whom He has come to know and trust throughout the history of His people. (Revelation 2:26-29)
     Matthew 19:27-29: Messiah tells His closest disciples who became His faithful, trusted Apostles that in His Kingdom they will sit on thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel.   
    Chuck Girard’s prophetic song Kingdom Come begins with the reign of His Kingdom within us. If the King does not reign within you right now, how can you reign in His Kingdom when Messiah comes. If He is not absolute Master of your life now, your supreme Sovereign whom you have laid down your life to obey and serve, well…you can imagine His reaction then. (Matthew 25:1-32 for two examples) 

     The expressions “Kingdom of Elohim,” or the “Kingdom of Heaven,” used in the four Gospels, and throughout the Tenach and Messianic Writings, denotes a real Kingdom where the Creator dwells--Revelation 21 for example. In several chapters of Revelation, Yochanan (John) tells us who is there, and who will return with Messiah from there. Yahushua will rule from East Jerusalem as the conquering King (Ezekiel 43; Zechariah 14:15; Jude 14-15; Revelation 11:15-18; chapter 19) 

     At the true new birth, He puts a desire for His Kingdom within our spirit so that we desire to be obedient to His requirements as good citizens of that Kingdom. Philippians 3:20-21, “For our citizenship is in the heavens…” Luke 17:21b, KJV: “…the Kingdom of God is within you.” Luke 17:20-21, The Scriptures: “And having been asked by the Pharisees when the Kingdom of Elohim would come, He answered them and said, `The Kingdom of Elohim does not come by intense watching…but the Kingdom of Elohim is in your midst.’ ” 
     If you have Messiah as your Savior/Sovereign, you have the Kingdom already inside of your spirit, which is located in the midst of your body. He was telling the Pharisees that in Him, who stood in their midst, dwelt the fullness of the Kingdom.  
     Along with the 40 things that the Spirit does within you as you are born from above by faith interacting with His transforming power, He puts the very nature of Yahuwah and His Kingdom inside your re-born spirit. He gives you the “mind of Messiah,” so that you can walk in His nature, His ways, and His thinking. In this way Messiah is in us, but not physically of course. Messiah is forever in a “glorified” body--a transcended body. (Philippians 3:20-21; I John 3:1-13) 
     “For the Kingdom of Elohim is not in word, but in power.” (I Corinthians 4:20) It’s not what a person says they believe that is important, but how they live it! 

     I Corinthians 6:9-10: “Know you not that unrighteousness shall not inherit the Kingdom of Elohim? Be not deceived, neither fornicators, idolaters, adulterers, effeminates, homosexuals, thieves, the greedy, drunkards, revilers, or extortionists, shall inherit the Kingdom of Elohim.” 
     “And the works of the flesh are these: Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, indecency, idolatry, drug sorcery, witchcraft, hatred, quarrels, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambitions, dissentions, factions, envying, murders, drunkenness, wild parties, and the like, of which I told you in the past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the Kingdom of Elohim.”  (Galatians 5:19-21) 
Ephesians 5 and Romans 1 also carry the same message. The whole Tenach carries the same message! Unless we align to the set-apartness of Yahuwah, we will not enter His Kingdom! Hebrews 12:14b: “…pursue set-apartness, without which no man shall see Elohim.”  He commands us: “Be set apart AS I AM set apart!”

    Your future rewards do not depend on how good you think you are, or how good you think your theological belief-system is. We are rewarded “according to works,” which prove what we really believe! If you don’t meet His requirements, you cannot enter His Kingdom! Matthew 7:21-24 is a good example.
     Colossians 1:13: “…who has delivered us from the power of darkness and translated us into the Kingdom of His dear Son.” The Kingdom of Elohim is the Kingdom of both Yahuwah, and His Son Yahushua Yahuwah.
     Romans 14:17: “For the Kingdom of Elohim is not meat and drink, but righteous, peace, and joy, in the Set-Apart Spirit.” The Kingdom reflects the nature of Elohim!
     If you submit to Yahuwah, the Spirit, to transform you, so that you walk in His nature, ways, and thinking, then you will live in righteousness, peace, and joy. This transformation is not something we can do by outward performance or personal discipline. The ONLY way to be transformed is by humbly submitting your life to the Spirit of Yahuwah to do as He wills with you – which is the basic requirement for any relationship with Yahuwah: Total death to self, to what pleases you and your flesh!  

“Flesh and blood cannot enter the Kingdom of Elohim.” (I Corinthians 15:50-58)  
     Those that are walking in Kingdom authority now have already tasted of the powers of the age to come. (Refer to: “Authority Backing”/2009] Warning: Hebrews 6:1-6! Once we taste of Kingdom authority, there is no turning back! If one does turn back, they have nothing ahead of them but the lake of fire.  
     Luke 9:62: “No one having put his hand to the plough, and looks back, is fit for the Kingdom of Elohim.” 
     When we sign on to receive His salvation, we must first repent of sin, then willfully lay down “self” forever--taking up His stake to follow Him, i.e. Luke 14:25-33; Matthew 10:34-39; Mark 8:34-35. The working of His Spirit within you is set in motion by an act of your will! Or, you tie His hands by the decisions of your rebellious will!  
     Without repentance, humility, contriteness, submission to Him, there can be no new birth. Without repentance there is no salvation!  We must live a repentant lifestyle – asking Abba to expose what is in us that keeps us from fully walking in His Presence. It is a daily processing, as we give total liberty to Him to change us “from glory to glory,” i.e. II Corinthians 3:17-18, which begins, “Now Yahuwah IS the Spirit…”

     Loyalty and obedience in the Kingdom within us will lead us to inherit His eternal Kingdom!  Messiah is indeed returning soon! Are you preparing for Him to say to you: “Well done, good and faithful servant…?” (Matthew 25:23)

     We pray: “Our Father who art in Heaven, Hallowed be Thy Name. Thy Kingdom come; Thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven…” (Matthew 6:9-10, KJV) Let us focus on submitting now to His Kingdom instructions, and cry out from our spirit: “Come Yahushua Come!”  
     His coming will be the only hope for those living on earth, and those whose bodies are in the grave. Before turning toward the Mount of Olives and Jerusalem, Messiah comes from East to West to Sinai, then turns north over the Gulf of Aqaba towards Mount Paran, continuing north to Mount Seir (Petra), and then to Bozrah. The resurrection of the bodies of the justified righteous occurs as He passes over Mount Seir. (Deuteronomy 33:1-3; Isaiah 34, 63:1-6, Habakkuk 3, Zechariah 14:1-5; Matthew 24:29-31; Jude 1:14-15; Revelation 6:12-17; 11:15-18; 14:14-20; I Corinthians 15:50-58; I Thessalonians 4:13-18, and a few hundred other Scriptures).  He comes with the wrath of His Father!  

    The Kingdom of Yahuwah--Elohim of Abraham, Yitzak, and Ya’cob--has been prepared for a remnant of all the twelve tribes of Ya’cob, whose name was changed to “Israel.”  The remnant from each tribe will be very small. Regarding the House of Israel--the ten northern tribes: Isaiah 10:20-23. In regards to all the tribes of Ya’cob: Revelation 7:1-8.
    During the Messianic Kingdom, the land will be apportioned to each of the 12 tribes, expanded from the original tribal land inheritance. If someone is not biologically from Ya’cob, yet they trust in Yahushua for their salvation and guard the Torah of Yahuwah, they will be allowed to live where they choose. (Ezekiel 47:13-23, and chapter 48) This shows you how small in number the people are who are not of the biological lineage of Ya’cob, gentiles from Ham and Japeth. Noah only gave his blessing to one of his three sons, saying: “Blessed be the Elohim of Shem!” (Genesis 9:25-27)  
     If you check the original land areas, and the ones of the Kingdom to come, you’ll see the expansion given to allow all the remnant of each tribe to have space.
Ancient tribal land apportionment from Joshua’s time…



    Remember that the ancient tribal boundaries were “from Dan to Be’erSheva.” 

(Judges 20:1; I Samuel 3:20, II Samuel 3:10; 17:11; 24:2; I Chronicles 21:2; 30:5) 

     I did extensive research throughout the Word regarding the Euphrates River before an intercession trip to Jeremiah’s birthplace, Anatot. In my research I found that when referring to the Euphrates, the Word always refers to the headwaters--about 80 miles north of Damascus--except in one place--Jeremiah 13. In Jeremiah’s day, Anatot was a Levite city just north of Jerusalem. Today, the new settlement of Anatot has been established, and Levite families are returning – HalleluYah! 
     In Jeremiah 13:1-11, we read that for prophetic action, Jeremiah was told to bury a linen “girdle,” wear it, and then bury it under rocks in a cave by the Euphrates. Then he was told to dig it up later. By then it was ruined. When I visited Anatot, one of my fellow-intercessors was a lady who lived in that area. She asked if we wanted to go to Ein Prat (Hebrew for Euphrates/ or Euphrat). She said a tributary of the Euphrates ran just below the hill on which Anatot sits. Yes, there were caves there. This tributary flowed into the Jordan River further down. The Israeli Parks Association made a Park out of Ein Prat.  
     I gave this information to let you know that the common teaching that in the Kingdom the land of Israel will extend to Iraq/Iran along the Euphrates that flows into the Persian Gulf, comes from ignorance of the Scriptures. The Word clearly gives us the land areas back then, now, and in the future. This map has the future land inheritance right. 
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Ezekiel 45:1.8 and 47:13 - 48:35

     You see that the land apportionments are “layered,” most having part of the Mediterranean as their West border, some extending northward into what is now Lebanon, and east of Damascus to the headwaters of the Euphrates.
     True gentiles, who are still alive at His coming, and their future offspring who live in their own countries outside Israel, will bring offerings to Jerusalem for Sukkot. (Zechariah 14; Isaiah 2:2-4; 42:11-12; 60:7) These are those who never aligned with Yahuwah or Yahushua. These comprise part of the masses who gather against Yahushua at the end of His reign (Revelation 20) before Yahuwah’s Kingdom descends to earth.
     It has been noted by researchers that the “New Yerushalayim,” Yahuwah’s City that comes in the 8th millennium, is either a cube or a triangle by its description in Revelation 21. His city is approximately 1500 miles squared at the bottom. His throne will hover over “the apple of His eye,” -- known as “the City of David,” the real Zion that rises above the Kidron Valley. 

     Psalm 132:13-14: “For Yahuwah has chosen Zion. He has desired it for His dwelling. This is My place of rest forever. Here I dwell, for I have desired it!” 
Messiah’s Kingdom will be for 1,000 years (Revelation 20:1-6)--the “7th day” from Creation, during the 7th millennium. Then Yahuwah will bring down His City to hover over the earth in the 8th millennium, and His rule will be forever (Revelation 20 to 22)

King David has been appointed as “the Prince” of Messiah’s Kingdom. (Jeremiah 33:14-26; Ezekiel 34:23-24, 37:24-25, 41:1-4, 46:1-3; Psalm 89:3, 20-37) 

The “tent of David” will be restored: Amos 9:11; Acts 15:16-18) 
     Will King David, and those who led praise and worship around the Ark for 40 years, be re-established as the Kingdom’s “worship leaders?” I hope so! 
     In I Corinthians 15:20-28 we see the purpose of the Messianic buffer in the 7th millennium between the 6,000 years of man’s rule on earth and the eternal rule of Yahuwah in the 8th millennium onward. Messiah’s reign is like a purging filter. It begins with the judgment of the Beast and False Prophet, and the binding of Lucifer for 1,000 years. But, at the end of the 1,000 years, we see that multi-millions gather together to oppose Messiah’s rule. Of course, Yahuwah takes care of that very fast (Revelation 20). Then the “second resurrection” of the eternally damned takes place (Revelation 20). Yahuwah judges them and casts them into the lake of fire. 
     For real joy, meditate on Revelation 21:1-7. But, hey guys - Just read it! -- Revelation 19-22, and get the whole picture in one sitting!

     In Isaiah 35 and 65:17-25, we get some beautiful descriptions of life in His Kingdom. 
In Zechariah 6 it says that Messiah will have gentiles build His Temple--the “Third Temple” -- “Ezekiel’s Temple” of Ezekiel 40-46. His Temple will not be built until He comes!  When Messiah comes, His Kingdom will crush all other kingdoms of this world. (Revelation 11:15-18; Daniel 2:27-44; 7:9-14, 21-27; Psalm 2, Zephaniah 6:12-13) This will be the ultimate Sukkot. He will tabernacle with us!
