The Final Uniting of the Spirit and Soul Before 
the Translation, or Resurrection, of the Body


I Thessalonians 5:23-24: “And the Elohim of peace Himself set you completely apart, and your entire spirit, and soul, and body, be preserved blameless at the coming of our Master Yahushua Messiah. He who calls you is trustworthy who shall also do it.” 

I Peter 1:3-9: “Blessed be the Elohim and Father of our Master יהושע Messiah, who according to His great compassion has caused us to be born again to a living expectation through the resurrection of יהושע Messiah from the dead, to an inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and unfading, having been kept in the heavens for you, who are protected by the power of Elohim through faith, for a deliverance ready to be revealed in the last time, in which you exult, even though for a little while, if need be, you have been grieved by manifold trials, in order that the proving of your belief – much more precious than gold that perishes, and proven by fire, might be found to result in praise and respect and esteem at the revelation of יהושע Messiah, whom having not seen, you love; in whom you exult with unspeakable and esteemed joy, yet not seeing, but believing, obtaining the goal of your belief: the salvation of your soul.”

     Strong’s Hebrew #5315 “nephesh,”: “a soul, a living being, life, person,
passion, appetite, emotion, will, heart, yourself, human, desires.” Psalm 6:4, David prays “Return O Lord, deliver my soul: O save me for Your mercy’s sake.”      
     Strong’s Greek #5590 “psyche,” means “soul, life-breath, mind, heart.  “Usage of psyche: the vital breath, breath of life, the human soul, the soul as the seat of affections and will, the self, a human person, an individual.” 
     Messiah said in Matthew 11:29: “Take My yoke upon you and learn of Me, for I am meek and lowly of heart and you shall find rest for your soul.” We must allow His peace to reign in our mind and emotions so that we do not open a door for the enemy to lie to us, torment us, or upset us in any way.
     All living creatures have a soul that uses their heads to work through, especially mammals who also have the ability to reason beyond mere instinct. Only humans have an eternal spirit. Our spirit allows us to enter our Creator’s Presence beyond the grave. Sometimes, the animating force of a creature is called a “spirit,” but only in the sense that their soul is also a spiritual-entity. (Ecclesiastes 3:21 and 12:6-7) Both our soul and spirit are spiritual entities living in a body.  
    The human soul, like the human spirit (two different entities), are eternal. Our soul operates through the brain by the five senses. It includes the mind, the emotions, the will, the animating force of the body, the seat of the sin-prone carnal nature, the seat of control over one’s body, seat of reasoning and analyzing based on data received from without, fed into it, as a computer, with information received from the womb.   
     Yermiyahu/Jeremiah and Yochanan/John the baptizer were anointed by Yahuwah while in the womb, having been known and assigned before the foundation of the world. The soul is the controlling center of the earthly body. It takes its orders from what the senses take in by hearing, seeing, smelling, tasting, and touching/sense-feeling. Notice the first four senses are located in the head. 
     The use of the word “heart,” in both the Hebrew Tenach and the New Testament, usually does not refer to the organ that pumps our blood, but it carries the meaning of the soul-mind.
     The soul is the command center of the body and works through the brain. It controls the body also, and its life flows through the blood. The soul’s will takes in data from the outside, analyzes it, accepts it, or rejects it. 
     Before a true new birth, the soul and spirit of the unsaved are united in the desire to sin, to get things for one’s self, to control others, to do what feels good. Their carnal nature lusts after whatever they think, based on input from both the human world and the demonic world. But, once their spirit experiences a true new birth by the Spirit of Yahuwah, (the spirit being the set-apart area behind our naval, stomach, and reproductive organs), the person becomes a whole new creation, everything changes (II Corinthians 5:17). Their desires change, their nature changes, their goals change, and of course their eternal destiny changes.  
     Once a new Master enters into the picture, usually a war starts in the soul because the will is being challenged. The carnal flesh vies for power over the mind and body. Elohim says that the spirit, soul/mind, and body are under His control. Our decisions that we make to obey the Word, obey Abba, advance a person so that eventually their spirit grows more powerful than the lusts of the flesh. 
     As a person grows in maturity by obeying the Word and operating in the nature, ways, and thinking of Yahuwah and Yahushua, the spirit takes dominance, and the mind comes into subjection to the Spirit of Yahuwah. This process of transforming, mentioned in II Corinthians 3:17-18, eventually causes the person to be transformed in their soul so that it aligns to the “mind of Messiah” within our re-born spirit and there is no more war. 
     As the mind automatically yields and says “yes Sir,” without arguing or analyzing what He speaks into our spirit, we become a united “spirit-man.” The length of this process is determined by how easily we submit to the Word and to what Yahuwah speaks to us into our spirit as we quietly wait on Him. He speaks to us in 40 ways, each with a precedent in the Bible, but mostly by impression to our spirit. As we grow in Him, He speaks in many other ways.  
    Our will determines whether we will follow our new Master, Yahushua or fall away from our salvation by following the lusts of the flesh. Please read the article, noting all the Scriptures: “Scripture Warns – We Can Lose Our Eternal Life If We Do Not Guard and Possess it”/Mikvah of the Heart of Elohim.  
    Yahuwah is Light, and all who enter His Kingdom must enter aligned to His Light, to His rules for right-standing in His Kingdom. As a good parent lays down rules for their children, He lays down rules for what He expects in His House. 
     Our will determines each and every decision we make based on the knowledge intake it allows itself to receive, from the Spirit of Yahuwah, or the spirit of man or of demons/Nephilim. The more Word one puts into the mind of the soul, the more it leans towards submitting to the reigning King who resides the spirit. 
     Once a person is baptized in the Spirit, empowered and taught, led, and controlled by the Spirit, a rational carnal soul will begin to note the benefits. Thus it will begin to relinquish its control to the Spirit within the spirit. Our eternal destiny is determined by the decisions of the will. 
     II Corinthians 10:3-6: “casting down (the soul’s) reasoning and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of Elohim, taking captive every thought to make it obedient to the Messiah.”  We submit to Him by the use of the will, which we control. 
     “Spirit”: Strong’s Greek #4151 “pneuma,” “wind, breath, spirit.” 
The soul and spirit comprise a “spirit-man” that lives within the body as its house. This spirit-man looks just like we do in our outside body, only it maintains a youthful appearance!
     “Spirit”: Strong’s Hebrew #7307 (Psalm 32:2) “ruach” as in the “Ruach ha Kodesh”… “breath, spirit, wind.”
     Do you see that in Hebrew and Greek there are two distinctive words describing the soul, and the spirit? These two unite in purpose, direction, will, goals, in nature, ways, and thinking, when they are unified through the process of “sanctification,” our being set-apart unto Yahuwah so that only His will is done through us. 
     The spirit-man is eternal. It cannot be destroyed. It lives forever in the Kingdom of Light, if redeemed by faith in Yahushua Messiah and obedience to Yahuwah the Father, or in the pit of Hell--the lake of fire if it remains rebellious against Yahuwah. The decision is ours! Abba gives us freedom to use our will as we choose. 
     Now that Messiah Yahushua is returning soon, the division between these two eternal destinies of the Kingdom or Hell is getting more pronounced. In the time of antichrist, most of the world will lose their ability to choose, because of their allegiance to the antichrist/anti-messiah. There is a point of no return. 
     Once the mark of the Beast is demanded by the False prophet (Revelation 13), anyone who takes his ID mark will be damned. (Revelation 14:9-11) The “mark” will contain DNA-changing properties. It will erase basic traits that make us human.
    Those that choose life will either be martyred or translated as to not see death (Revelation 7 and 14:1-5 as examples).
     You can see by I Peter 1:9 above, that the final redemption of the body takes place AFTER the transformation of the soul. The soul and spirit must be united, in agreement, submitted 100%, to the will of Yahuwah and Yahushua! Without allowing the Spirit of Yahuwah to transform us into His likeness and image, we cannot be accepted as His children. Our new birth gives us the “power to become the sons of Yahuwah.” (John 1:12) Yahuwah knows us as His children by our nature and our obedience, not by a religious belief system. 
     Remember II Corinthians 5:17 “If anyone be in Messiah he is a new creation, old things have passed away, behold all things have become new.” (Refer to: “The True New Birth” under the Mikvah of Eternal Salvation”) The true new birth begins with repentance leading to a radical exchange of masters – from being a slave to Satan’s kingdom, to being a servant of Yahushua Messiah, in training for reigning with Him in His Kingdom. We must “possess,” or build on what He gives us, or we lose it, i.e. Matthew 25 for examples.
     We are in the last days, and time is short to prepare for the time of the “tribulum,”/tribulation, the pressure, before the coming of Messiah (Matthew 24:29-31) This “pressure,” as per Matthew 13, is designed to remove from His children all the sin and “chaff” of self-will that clings to us, so that we can go into the Kingdom. It is also pressure put on the lost to repent and be born again. It is a time of dividing. So, the tribulation is a good thing for us, if we are solidly in the camp of Elohim. If a person is carnal, yet thinks they’re all right with God, they will be totally disillusioned during the tribulation and submit to the anti-messiah. 
     I Peter 1:9, and many other Scriptures, let us know that the spirit and the soul have to be transformed or the body cannot be transformed. The “end of our faith” is when we either die and go into the heavenly Kingdom, or we see Messiah’s return because we are still on the earth. If the soul, the carnal mind is not transformed before death through child-like surrender of the will, and obedience to Yahuwah, Messiah cannot raise that person from the dead--they must wait another 1000 years for the second resurrection (Revelation 20). 
     A person must have soul and spirit aligned before going into the Kingdom by death. Usually if a person knows they are going to die, they get ready really for heaven really fast out of logical fear. For sure, a living person must have their soul and spirit aligned before Messiah descends. If the spirit and soul of the dead were aligned to Yahuwah before their death, at Messiah’s coming they will arise, while those who are alive and remain will meet Him in the air. (I Thessalonians 4:13-18; I Corinthians 15:51-58; Revelation 11:15-19, Revelation 19, Isaiah 34 and 63:1-6, plus many more)  
     In other words, upon death there are no sugar sprinkles that come down on a “believer” to make them ready for heaven if they are not ready beforehand. This is no game. This is not religion. This is reality! 
     Most people separate their religious beliefs out from the rest of their life, so that their beliefs don’t affect other areas of their life, like their sin, for example, or their  obsession with ladder-climbing to make more money, their desires for a bigger house, more security, for the satiation of their carnal desires, etc. To love the world kills any relationship with Elohim that a person might initially have. I think Ya’cob/James said it well in Ya’cob 4:4: “Adulterers! Adulteresses! Do you not know that friendship with the world is enmity with Elohim. Anyone, then, who desires to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of Elohim.”
     If one chooses carnality over submission to the Spirit of Yahuwah, no matter how good their belief-system is, their soul will not be transformed. Remember, “the devils believe and tremble,” but they are not saved. If there is no transformation of 1) the spirit in the true new birth, plus 2) the transformation by the Spirit of Yahuwah of the soul that controls our earthly life, there can be no eternal life in the Kingdom of Light. They will be in the 2nd resurrection: Revelation 20:11-15. 
     Revelation 22:11 is for now--make your choice: “He who does wickedly, let him do more wickedly; he who is filthy, let him be more filthy; he who is righteous, let him be more righteous, he who is set-apart, let him be more set-apart.” 
     When the time of death comes, the spirit-man must not be divided by confusion and chaos of mind, but united in the decision to be with Yahuwah and Yahushua forever. If faced by martyrdom, a person surely must be united in soul and spirit in order to allow their own death rather than submit to evil. (Revelation 14:12-13)
     There are those who will be “alive and remain,” at His coming. Why will they remain? Maybe because they have a hideout in a really good bomb shelter, or underground somewhere. However, Hebrews 12:25-29 tells us that the “alive and remain” remnant remains unshaken by the horrors of the antichrist. They stand firm, unshaken, in loyalty to Elohim, so He protects them because they are flowing in His will and He needs them to stay alive. 
     There is also a translated remnant, the symbolic 144,000, the Daniel 11:32 remnant, that will not see death because they are totally dead to “self,” thus Yahuwah is able to translate them. They are blameless before Him and they carry out His orders under the two witnesses’ authority. (Revelation 14:1-5) They are chosen to do these assignments for Him. 
      We know that through martyrdom, or by dying in faith as with those in the cloud of witnesses--those who have died believing in Messiah like in Hebrews 11, await us. They cheer us on! Revelation 7:9-17 tells us of the glorious martyrs. These receive the reward of forever in the throne room. 
      So, now, what about those who are translated before the first resurrection? Revelation 14:1-5 tells us that these “144,000” (Revelation 7:1-8) are the “first fruits” of the first resurrection? They have died to self long before antichrist comes on the scene. They have let the Master prepare them by their choosing to deny themselves, i.e. “death to self!” They have 100% submitted to the Spirit’s hard discipline and so they are the symbolic “Gideon 300,” the army of Yahuwah who take on His powers and authority. 
     Galatians 2:20, Sha’ul wrote: “I am crucified with Messiah, nevertheless I live, yet not I, but Messiah lives in me, and the life I now live I live by faith in the Son of Elohim who loves me and gave Himself for me.” 
     Read II Timothy 4. Sha’ul was prepared. In Act 9, we read about his new birth, his baptism into the Spirit, his water baptism, and his healing from blindness. But, in II Timothy 4, we read the result of the transformation of his soul that took place from Acts 9-Acts 27. His soul and spirit were united so that upon being martyred, beheaded, he went straight into the Kingdom of Light. He is part of the “prophet’s council” in heaven, for he was an apostle, and also a prophet. 
     He wrote in Philippians 3:7-11, 13-14: “But what might have been gain to me, I have counted as loss because of Messiah. What is more, I even count all to be loss because of the excellence of the knowledge of Messiah יהושע my Master, for whom I have suffered the loss of all, and count them as refuse, in order to gain Messiah, and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through belief in Messiah, the righteousness which is from Elohim on the basis of belief, to know Him, and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death, if somehow I might attain to the resurrection from the dead… Brothers, I do not count myself to have laid hold of it yet, but only this: forgetting what is behind and reaching out for what lies ahead, I press on toward the goal for the prize of the high calling of Elohim in Messiah יהושע.” Powerful proclamation!
     In these last days, the remnant few (Matthew 7:13-14) who remain alive, will be like no other people the world has ever known. You don’t want to miss it! 
     Being from all the tribes of Ya’cob/Jacob, and born-again, Spirit-filled, they will be united as Messiah prayed in John 17! 
    Therefore, when it comes time to be translated, rather than resurrected, they will be ready – their soul will have been transformed so that their entire spirit-man will be in unity with Yahuwah – blameless. Therefore, their body can be changed into the I John 3:1-3 body, like Messiah’s body after His resurrection.  
     This end-time company will take on the anointing of the two witnesses. Several years ago I began writing about “The Eliyahu Company.” About five weeks ago, I read Brother Sundar Selvaraj’s little book Elijah is Coming and his little book The Moses and Elijah Anointing about the two witnesses. He spoke of the “Elijah Company.” He confirmed everything I’ve known and written about concerning this end-time remnant for the last 20 years. He confirmed what Abba has shown me personally since I was age 4. He confirmed what I knew about my life-time war with the spirit of jezebel. He explained my whole life! I kept gasping through his statements. Abba always confirms. Oh how we need to embrace who we are!!!
     I chuckle about it as I write about it here, but I chuckle because of the amazing results in my own life of finally nailing down all the things Abba has shown me all my life pointing to my future He has shown me. We all have a chance for a glorious and wonderful future – but the choice is ours!!!  
     The time is short, so no more time to fool around. Thus you must spend time “waiting on Yahuwah” so that His Spirit can communicate to you who you are, what you are to do each day, and unite you with this prophetic remnant company.
If your goal is to be in His throne room in the 1000-year earthly Kingdom and forever in the eternal throne room of Yahuwah when He comes down over the earth, then you must tap into His mind regarding you, and do what He tells you! 
     But, I tell you, as does He: You must be 100% submitted to Him, obeying Him, to qualify for His highest and best. It requires death to self. 
     If you are not flowing in obedience with Him now, how can He trust you to take on His power and authority in the near future, during the time of the anti-messiah?
The soul of those in the end-time remnant companies must be transformed before the body can be translated! We all must be ready to get our marching orders and carry them. But, He has to be able to trust us with His orders. If a believer is too lazy now too obey Him, they sure won’t obey Him when it will cost them their life. 
     The transformation of the soul is beginning, as the last step of the Spirit’s preparation of the Bride of Yahushua. The remnant company is the Bride. Once the spirit-man is united, then the translation of the body as a “first fruits” of the resurrection can take place. 
     Look carefully at Revelation 14:1-5. Notice that these 144,000 are called “the first fruits of the resurrection.” Notice that they “follow the Lamb wherever He goes.” They obey only His will. Their mind is totally freed from sin because they only will what He wills. Notice also this glorious reality: These 144,000 (a symbolic number of the tribes of Ya’cob) are standing on earth in the City of David, which is Mount Zion, south of the Temple Mount, where King David had His palace, where King David had the Ark in his backyard for 40 years. It was not until Solomon built a “Holy of Holies” for the Ark that it was taken and put in a Temple (I Kings 8). 
     Notice that they are also standing before the throne room in heaven. They are as Adam and Eve were in the Garden, because they are in the Garden once again. 
They are translated beings so as to now see death, extra-dimensional beings under the authority of their Master, the Lamb, Yahushua ha Machiach.
     In order to even begin the transformation of the soul, the re-born spirit must be empowered through the baptism into the Spirit, so that each person manifests the fruit of the nature of Yahuwah (Galatians 5:22-24) in their life, and operates in the gifts of the Spirit (I Corinthians 12:1-11). We sure can’t transform ourselves!  Without Him, who is Yahuwah Himself, being our Teacher, our director and guide,  controller, comforter, the One who convicts and empowers us, we are without power, unplugged from the power source. It doesn’t mean a person is lost, for heaven awaits all those who are truly born again and loyal to the Savior, but they have missed the joy of operating in the glorious privileges of a born again child of Elohim. Abba wants you to live a life in His Presence--a high and esteemed life. 
     Carl Gallups goes into detail about the location of the Garden in his recent book Gods of Ground Zero. I’ve known where the Garden was for many years, but it was fascinating to read what Gallups wrote in detail. 
     On earth, Adam and Eve ate from the Tree of Life. Yet, in Revelation 22:14, we see from the oldest manuscripts that the Tree of Life is in the throne room. The three portals of East Jerusalem make up the three portals that were there when Adam and Eve were in the Garden—1) where Abraham was going to sacrifice Isaac, Mount Moriah, (Genesis 22), today’s Temple Mount, 2) where Yahuwah (Ezekiel 8-11:23) ascended from off the Ark into heaven, and where Messiah ascended (Acts 1) back to heaven- the top of the Mount of Olives, and 3) where King David had the Ark for 40 years on Mount Zion, the City of David, south of the Temple Mount, where John sees Messiah standing with the 144,000 in Revelation 14:1. The fourth main portal of Elohim is Sinai, as the book of Jubilees tells us. 
     So folks, we know that Yahuwah plays no games by man’s religion! The Daniel 11:32 company is ready to go. Transformation of the spirit and soul awaits the transformation of the body. 
     Revelation 11:3-13: The two witnesses are soon to be bringing the message of judgment in Jerusalem during the time of anti-messiah/antichrist. There will be some from the cloud of witnesses that remain with them in Jerusalem. There will be a symbolic 144,000, those of all the tribes of Ya’cob/Jacob, who will be anointed and appointed to go throughout the world to give the message of Jeremiah 25:15-17 and 27-33 to the nations, to the heads of nations to their governing bodies, even to the UN, to the kings of the 10 economic regions (Revelation 17), and to all Elitist, Illuminati, and Globalists, all the fallen angels, the Nephilim, the AI hybrids--all rulers of darkness. 
     Thus this remnant has to be so submitted to the Master that they have no motivation to even think their own thoughts. To taste of “the world to come,” with its translation, and then to deny the Messiah is what is talked about in Hebrews 6:4-6. This is a decision that is eternal. This is no game! Can you imagine! Our Abba wants us to live in the “world to come” now! He is prepared for us to sit with Him in heavenly places now! How can a “believer” think they get the benefits of Psalm 91 without living the lifestyle of Psalm 91:1? It’s fantasy!
     Messiah has strict rules for what He must have in a bride. Anything less is not going to attract Him. He demands absolute submission to Him as Master, thus in the Kingdom He can trust His Bride to be His face-to-face Friend. 
     There has to be such a bonding of relationship with Father and Son that there forms and intimate relationship. As we are in Them and They is in us, we will have Their nature, Their will as our will, their thoughts as our thoughts, their ways as our ways, and we will reflect the reality that we are the “sons of Elohim.”
     This is the unity that Messiah prayed for in John 17 – that we might be one with each other as Father and Son are one – “echad,” two in unity as if they were one. The “144,000” will be in total unity with Father and Son and with each other!
     “But as many as receive Him, to them gave He power to become the sons of Eloim , even to those believing on His Name, who were born not of blood, nor of the desire of the flesh, nor of the desire of man, but of Elohim.”
     John 3:7-8: “Do not marvel that I say to you `you must be born again from above. The Spirit breathes where He wishes and you hear the sound of it, but you do not know where it comes from and where it goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit.” 
     This is the life of the end-time remnant who has “become” a son of Yahuwah.
Our life consists of obedience, so that as He blows here and there, so do we… under His control and His direction. We have no more will of our own, but move as He. When the spirit-man takes on its unity before death or translation, and is “saved,” we take on a supernatural eternal quality that allows the body to be transported--as Philip in Acts 8. These who rise up with wings as eagles are well prepared!
     Let us determine to “go on to perfection,” to maturity, into all the privileges that we have been given in Him, so that we reach the highest and the best.
     Here I repeat quotes by brother Selvaraj from his book The Last Days Seven Horns Anointing that I included in “The Eliyahu Company Part II”. I repeat because I wouldn’t want anyone to miss these anointed words! 
    In Revelation 5:6, Yochanan sees a lamb as if it had been slain. Selvaraj wrote: “Like the slain lamb, we must be slain, crucified--dead to self. Only then can we be counted worthy to receive the powers of the age to come…that’s what we need to have – total consecration of ourselves to Him.”
     Selvaraj: “Total consecration comes with a price. It’s not just dedication. There is a difference between dedication and consecration. To dedicate means to offer yourself to God. It may not cost very much. But, to consecrate means to deny yourself everything. It is of this utter consecration that the Apostle Paul wrote about in Galatians 2:20…” (Also read Luke 14:25-33 and Matthew 10:34-39)
     “Don’t live for yourself, and don’t want or desire anything for yourself unless the Lord gives the desire to you. He will put on your heart what He wants for you.”
Galatians 6:14: “…the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world.” 
     “The world has no longer any hold upon you. You are dead to the world Consecrate yourself unto holiness, set-apartness, in radical set-apartness.” 
     Yedidah: For a short time, the glory of Yahuwah will come by His Spirit upon the world, as in Joel 2:28-29, so that Matthew 24:13-15 can be fulfilled. Messiah wants the earth covered with the Good News before His return. If a person has lost their “first love” fervor to share the Good News with the lost because of apathy, laziness, or cold-hearted rebellion, they won’t be included in this remnant!
     Do you see the time-period when this outpouring of the Spirit for salvation will occur? It is also the time He empowers the remnant to go forth with judgment – separating earth’s people into two groups. 
     Selvaraj wrote: “Before we can receive the powers of the age to come, we must totally concentrate ourselves…The last days’ remnant must be pure in order to receive the power that comes from above. There is going to be fire. There is going to be lightning! There are going to be clouds. There is going to be glory that comes down. But, it must come down on a pure people. You must be willing to give yourself to be refined as silver so that all the dross and the chaff of your life can be totally burned to ashes (Malachi 3:3).”
     “That is what happened to the 120 disciples. They were waiting and praying for the Holy Spirit’s outpouring (Acts 1:14-15). As they were waiting and praying, first came the wind and blew away all the chaff. Next came the cloven tongues of fire. They refined them and burned out all the dross from their lives. And then they all spoke in tongues… So there are two things you need to take care of in your life before the glory of God can come upon you: 1) the dross needs to be burned up and 2 the chaff needs to be blown away. He concludes: ***You cannot miss the will, the calling, and the purposes of God in this last season. You cannot, because there is no second chance. If you drop the baton, others will overtake you and run ahead of you. That which God had purposed to do through your life, because you dropped the baton, that baton will now go to another man’s hand. It will not come back to you…You then would have missed the fullness of your destiny. That does not mean that you would miss heaven. You many end up in a lower place in heaven. You could have been in the highest place—right beside the throne. 
     As the Lord Jesus sat beside the Father, He has reserved a place for you beside Him (Revelation 3:21). That is your highest destiny. It has been reserved for you, but because you did not want to pay the price, because you did not want to crucify the flesh, because you did not want to consecrate your life, instead of attaining full maturity, and the complete statue of the full image of the Lord Jesus Christ, you fell short. When you fall short, you cannot be in the highest place, but you’ll end up in the outer court, which is still within the tabernacle. 
     This is the reason why there’s such a great emphasis in these last days on a life of purity and holiness—because you are going to stand right in the Holy of Holies. You’re going to behold the glory of the Father God Himself. The cherubim, seraphim, and heavenly beings are going to come and work together with you. 
     You are not going back to your old life. You are going to have a new life. A new life requires a new level of consecration, dedication, sacrifice, vision, understanding, and outlook. So change--alter your lifestyle. You can’t live the way you have lived in the past. Are you willing to let your old life go? Are you willing to pay the price?”
     “`God is love…’ (I John 4:16). If you want to dwell in God, you must dwell in His love.” In a vision, Salvaraj was given instruction by Abba. He wrote “All the way until daybreak I pondered what He had said –`In order to walk in this realm, you have to walk in love.’ The key is walking in His love.”
    Perhaps you are just beginning your serious walk with Abba. Spending time to wait on Him, to hear His instructions, to have Him minister to our spirit, is of prime importance. Don’t be discouraged. He will take you forward as fast as you want to go! Use your will to seek Him with all your heart.
     We are in an either-or time-period. Either we take the time to enter into His realm, or we close the door to His realm. These times are serious. Sit in His Presence. Empty your mind of your own thoughts and let Him fill you with Himself. Stop carnal analyzing and reasoning. Listen to Him in your spirit. Obey quickly! I realize that we all must do each day what we have to do to maintain our life on earth, but if you want to find Him, you’ll find time to seek Him.
