Yom Teruah Psalms Prophesy of Messiah’s Coming

From ancient times Psalm 47, 81, and 98 are read for Yom Teruah. There is only one festival that begins on the first of the month—The Feast of Trumpets.  The sighting of the first sliver of the new moon on a Yom Teruah in the near future will signal the coming of Messiah – Matthew 24:30-31. He comes at a renewed moon. (Ezekiel 43:1-7; 46:1)

This is why it is important not to go by rabbinic calculations, which are pre-determined dates, but to wait for the sighting of the new moon by valid witnesses at the time of the new moon.  The two witnesses of Revelation 11 sight the new moon and rise before the High Priest Yahushua. At their witness, He orders the blowing of the trumpet to announce the new moon, and then He descends.  

The new moon must be sighted over Israel, particularly over Jerusalem, to be valid in Yahuweh’s eyes for the setting of Yahuweh’s festivals.  From the return of Judah to the Land, His people should have returned to His ways, but they didn’t. They continued to follow the ways of the rabbis, who set their own laws regarding timing. Like all religions, Judaism and Christianity have their base in man – going back to Nimrod.  Yahuweh and Yahushua have nothing to do with the religious systems of man.  This is why we must have Him teach us the whole Word and show us what He wants us to see – for He is the Teacher of Truth. (See: “Exposing Rabbinic Judaism and Its Link to Rome”)  Thus we are admonished to go by Yahuweh’s calendar--not man’s. 

In 2009, Yahuweh’s festival days are one to two days later than the pre-determined man-set dates.  In preparation for the coming Kingdom, we need to learn to do things His way. 

Those in captivity should mourn that they are not in Jerusalem for the Festivals, especially Sukkot. This may be the last set of Festivals we can come to. We are moving into the season of judgment on Israel and on America, and things are winding down, except for a small remnant that is on the move. 

Many have wishes, but few take action. 

Since 2000, I have only missed being in Jerusalem for about four festivals. During the time of those absences from Jerusalem, I have felt empty, lonely, and unsatisfied.  It was very hard for me to be away, even though I was with believers on two occasions. American culture was mixed in—American shallow attitudes, Americans worldliness and “flesh”, American self-centeredness, religious spirits, and some useless arguing over Scripture. We are in a race to the finish line now—nothing should be shallow and frivolous. Many of the speakers at these gatherings are man-taught, and do not bring forth the Word of Yahuweh, but their own reasoning based on intake from others.  I only want to hear from Yahuweh—don’t you?  Sometimes it is better to just sit alone with Him, enjoy His Presence, let Him teach, and stay out of the “outer court” where there is noisy nonsense.  He is calling a few into the Most Set-Apart 
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Place where He dwells. He is calling us out of the “outer court” and even most of us out of the “Set-Apart” inner court that pictures ministry.  He is calling His remnant into the most secret place of the Most High.  It is there that we hear from Him!  

We all make choices in this life that determine our destiny.  There is always a cause producing the effect. If we are children of Yahuweh, we are not victims of anything, except our own lack of faith, and decisions based on fear and human logic without His backing.  As Messiah tells us in Matthew 17, our only limitations are a lack of faith in Him!  Living simple uncomplicated lives and using our income to follow Him leaves us free and at peace. Many make excuses, but I’ve lived a hard, hard life, and I see a tiny miniscule number of people who are really unable to do “exploits” either in the spirit or in the natural.  I knew two people from Texas who moved to Aqaba, Jordan, to obey the Revelation 18:4 admonition.  The man was in his 70s. He was on kidney dialysis.  When in Aqaba, he found a doctor to help him continue the dialysis. In fact, I’ve met quite a few people in their 80s who are going strong for Him.  The thing that keeps them going is their going forward. They act. They don’t whine, complain, or seek the soft life – they are adventurous in their spirit, and that keeps them healthy.  Father promises to “keep us well” if we obey Him.  

I once saw a documentary about paraplegics of all types being helped up the side of Mt. Everest. Some were extremely crippled and bound to wheelchairs, some partially blind, yet there they were going over ice bridges, high mountain crevasses, and happy as could be. Of course they had helpers, but seeing helpers helping people in wheelchairs going over an ice bridge with a drop off of hundreds of feet was most fascinating.  

Jeremiah 32:17, 27 states that with Yahuweh “NOTHING IS IMPOSSIBLE”.  He does heal!  I wouldn’t be walking today if He had not healed me.  I live the kind of faith that receives from His hand on a daily basis. My life is a testimony to His faithfulness!  

Psalm 78:40: “How often did they provoke Him in the wilderness and grieve Him in the desert!  Yes, they turned back and tempted Elohim, and limited the Set-Apart One of Israel”.  Do not limit Him with your lack of faith!  

You can obey Yahuweh!  You can follow Yahushua wherever He goes!  You do not have to stay in captivity – especially now when captivity is about to be destroyed.  It is one’s own decisions have left them in debt—and thus they are slaves to the lender. They are slaves because they did not obey the admonition to “owe no man anything but love”. (Romans 13:8)

Read the life of George Mueller—a man of faith. He obeyed that admonition.  Yet he built orphanages for hundreds of children in England, supported missionaries, supplied Bibles to the poor, taught the Word, and had millions of dollars flow through his hands, yet he was poor. He owned no man anything but love.  Oh the freedom in obeying Yahuweh’s Word!  Some say there are circumstances in their lives that are ‘beyond their control”.  Think again… There is nothing beyond your control, IF your control is controlled by the Spirit 
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of Yahuweh!  Nothing is impossible to Him. But, “without faith, it is impossible to please Him” (Hebrews 11:6).  He cannot help us if we don’t consult Him about everything, and obey His decisions. Things usually happen to us because we have, at some point, made a wrong decision on our own and did not consult 

Yahuweh’s wisdom about it.  We must make no decisions based on anything but His wisdom, led by His peace.  Be honest with yourself.  If you are stagnating, it is because you are not acting in faith to align yourself with what He is doing in the earth …  and He is doing a lot!  Many look at their circumstances and use them as an excuse to do nothing. Yet I am a living example of one who has been handicapped in many ways since childhood and yet I go forward at His command, and He always opens the preverbal Red Sea for me.  The main principle of faith is to act. The supermarket doors won’t open for you until you get on the pad in front of them.  The car won’t go unless you get in it and turn the key, and start out your driveway.  Father is not going to tell you anything or do anything unless He sees that you daily are flowing in His will as a good servant. (I suggest the articles “Daily Flowing in His Perfect Timing” and “Led”) 

I realize that a few are bound by physical handicaps to the point where it is not possible to do anything but lie on a bed.  At the same time, I remember the lady who was so paralyzed that she could only move the tips of her fingers, and she used her fingers to translate Christian books into other languages. Neither her spirit or her brain was crippled.  It is amazing what we can do to help others find salvation and deliverance and help in times of need, if we only submit our lives to His control!  

He says in Jeremiah that the crippled and the blind will return to Israel in these last days. When I was in Russia to help Jews return to Israel, I talked to a few who were crippled or blind, and helped them on their way to Israel. 

I don’t know about other countries, but in America, having parties in the name of Sukkot is a popular thing. I find America to be so oppressive, so vile and so filthy, so away from Father, yet people don’t even notice--they are too into their own selfish agendas, even in the name of observing Torah. Some take their vacation time for the Sukkot week. It makes them feel content to stay in captivity another year. Some have told me, both in America and the UK, that they have no desire to go to Jerusalem, or to Israel as a whole. Some are Jewish. But, all are Messianic.  Their attitude shows that there is something terribly wrong.  Israel is our eternal inheritance land. No, it is not under His rule now – but it is still His land and Jerusalem is still His city, and He needs intercessors and gatekeepers and watchmen on the wall. (Read Isaiah 62:1-6)  

The eight days of Sukkot are to remind us of our fathers’ wilderness journey. It is to remind us of the sins that caused their wandering for 40 years, so that we repent and don’t duplicate their sins.  It is a celebration of the Kingdom to come – which begins a Festival of Tabernacles forever. So, it is a time of reflection and rejoicing.  But, many who celebrate Sukkot in all parts of the world are more concerned about the food, the big name special speakers, the 
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lodging, the song services, the dancing, issues to do with their comfort, and other side issues, than what the Festival is really all about. It becomes a gathering for chitchat and frivolity for many. Many curious people come to learn about Hebrew roots—but most go back to their lives as usual, having 

enjoyed their “experience”.  Do your own research in the Word.  Does Yahuweh allow His Festivals be a free-for-all, as in the Texan expression: “ya’all come”, or are there conditions for who comes to the Festivals?  It’s time to align to His plumb line of Truth and forsake all the religious and cultural baggage that will be destroyed in His fury--Amos 7:7-8. 

We are called to forsake all to follow the Lamb wherever He goes. 

We are in the time of Joel 1 and Zephaniah 1.  This is a time of weeping, repenting, and grieving because of the sins of His people. 

I’ve heard many who want to be “the Bride” – but the characteristics of the Bride of Messiah are totally beyond even the thinking of most so-called “believers”.  Ezekiel 9:4 tells us who is marked for preservation—those that ‘sign and cry” over the abominations done in Jerusalem. It is those who sigh and cry over the sins of His people that are spared. (See Revelation 9:4) It is those who fear His Name—Yahuweh/Yahushua—that are spared. It is those who DO His commandments that are spared.  It is His faithful servants that are spared.  

We are in a time when we must purify ourselves from all things that are not of Him. We are in a deadly serious time in preparation for the coming tribulation – which includes the wrath of the Devil, the wrath of man, and finishing up with the wrath of Yahuweh at the coming of Messiah.  We are in a time when quick uncompromising obedience, hearing daily, acting and going forth to do His will, will determine your life or death.  Being a humble servant is the most secure position to be in.  What does He says it will cost you to be His disciple (His taught one)?  EVERYTHING!  (Luke 14:25-33)

Being out of the Land, scattered into all the nations, was the greatest punishment that He could meet out to the children of Ya’cob—to separate 

them/us from the Land.  Psalm 137:1-6 should be the attitude of those in captivity.  Do you love captivity more than eternal reward?  

It is the custom of those in the Third World, especially among the persecuted, to kneel in prayer. Their lives are lives of prayer. They stay before His Presence in prayer. Yet, few know Him well enough to even desire to pray.  It is time for being on our face, on our knees, in humble position before Him.   

Messiah said He would baptize us in the Spirit so that we could be witnesses to Him, starting where we are in our home, in our community, in our town, in our country, and to the “uttermost parts of the world”.  I was raised with the Christian thinking in the Baptist church that if one is “called” by “God” they may become a missionary, a preacher, a teacher, a pastor, an evangelist, or the like—a minister. But, if one is not “called”, they can go about their lives as usual, attending church, maybe singing in the choir, teaching a Sunday school class, or being on the visiting team.  Yet where is that attitude in the Word?  It 
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is not there.  We are called to go and preach the good news of Messiah’s salvation to others.  Just because we observe His Torah doesn’t mean we stop teaching that salvation is based on faith in Messiah’s death and resurrection!  It is by His death and resurrection that we are restored to Yahuweh’s Covenant.  

I began at age six to spread the Good News to all my friends and relatives. By age nine I was ministering in a Mexican church in our town.  As a middle school child, I went to Mexico to minister. As an older teen I went to Mexico and the Navajos. But, then, I was “called”.  That made me a “strange” person among my peers…(smile).  Yet, I didn’t know I was “called” until He called me to China at age 17. Then I began preparing for life as a missionary.  I spent many years doing every kind of evangelism imaginable and teaching the Word.  But, to me, that was a normal life.  Think! What is “normal” in His Kingdom, of which we are citizens?  We are called to follow Him no matter where that leads us.  It is a life of relationship with Him, and a life of miracles—seeing Him work, knowing His thoughts and His ways, knowing His nature, and having special attention from Him as a Friend. We are called for “forsake all”. We are called to lay down our lives for Him. It is those that lay down their lives for Him and His Good News of salvation that find eternal life--Mark 8:34-35. 

So, we must have a special designation straight to us from Him to stay at home. He tells us to “GO”, next door, or around the world.  But, He does not tell us to come home. There is no retirement in His service!  We have to keep going forward. Read Hebrews 11 and let Him speak to you. If you are breathing, you are “called” to His service in some way.  I suggest you read the article “Walk the Hard Road” – It will give you suggestions as to how to prepare for the hard walk He requires of us.  

Here in Jerusalem, Yom Teruah is celebrated as the day of shouting and shofar blowing--Leviticus 23:24-25.  Last night, September 20, 2009, as I went to the Western Wall, beneath the Temple Mount, to proclaim the coming of Messiah and the entrance into the second year of the final seven years before He returns, I heard shouting coming from the men’s section at the Wall, and the blowing of shofars. They were closing down the one-day festival that they have made to last two days. I went to call on Him to come (Revelation 22:17) and to proclaim the opening of the second year of the final seven years before He returns, at sunset when the renewed moon was sighted. 

I, and a lot of others too, realize that this may be the last Sukkot as we have known it. Israel is under His judgment – as is America.  America has controlled Israel through the Vatican, the CIA, and the Masons since its inception.  Therefore, the judgment on America is also attached to how we’ve mistreated Israel in our controlling of her. War is imminent in Israel. War attacks by enemies, following the downfall of America from within, is imminent.  America, the remaining world superpower, and “policeman of the earth”, is close to going into civil war, right now. Americans are purposely being stirred up to fury at the proposals of the Socialist/Marxist take over that is now in fast progress. The world’s last superpower has to be destroyed in order for the 
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beast power of world government to arise.  We are now watching the rise of the anti-messiah and his system.  We are watching the take over also of the false prophet and his aligning with the world ruler to come.  Life will be very different as we progress in the next few months. 

Father let me know by vision and word that the restraining force was being removed out of America—the ones holding back judgment … that the remnant was not leaving. As Michael the archangel, the restrainer of judgment over Israel, stands back (stands to one side), the judgment will come. 

There are a very few who really can’t come to Israel right now, with Father’s OK, and probably won’t be coming until Messiah comes. For me, I know this is probably my last time here before He comes. I say this with great sadness.  Those mobile now, mourn the fact that they are not here. These are the few restrainers, the remnant that are in transit--leaving the land of end-time Babylon, America, before the events of Jeremiah 50 and 51 and Revelation 18, and Isaiah 13, 18 and 47 etc. take place.  They are hearing from Him and busily acting on what He has said to them personally. So, no, they can’t be in Jerusalem at this time, but they take Jerusalem in their heart. They are acting. They are doing exploits already. These are the overcoming ones--those that will endure to the end, or be martyred, but in His will.  They are sober, serious, and fully in line with Yahuweh’s purposes. They are those who are leaving all to follow the Lamb.  A few are coming to Israel, as He is leading a very few.  A few are coming to Aqaba.  But, many are going to other countries that are not pushing the world agenda like the G-8 is. 

There is a whole different mind-set going on now between those who are not religious but who know Him personally and are moving forward at His directives as opposed to those religious ones who are living life as usual, doing their religious things, but not stepping out to follow Him in any suffering, hardship or persecution, who are not soldiers or servants – just nice religious people who are doing little outside of their own family, friends and social circle.  Those who are taking action to follow the Lamb outside their comfort zone are being tested, trained, and fine-tuned, positioned, and prepared for the Master’s service in the darkest days of human history.  There is a total separation now between believers into these two camps.  Those not on the move in His will, will die, even as those caught off guard when the Flood came in Noah’s day. The pressures of the anti-messiah administration and the dictates of the false prophet will be too much for them – most will give in and take the “mark” and damn themselves forever. They are untested and too weak to endure. They will be like those in Noah’s day who knew Noah and his family had gotten into the huge boat they were building but thought them crazy, until the day the rain began and then they clawed the ark to their death.    

Let us be sober and watch and pray. Let us pray like never before. But, let us rejoice also that our Beloved One is coming to save us. The Festival of Trumpets is the fifth of Yahuweh seven festivals, each picturing part of Yahuweh’s plan of salvation and redemption through Yahushua Messiah.  This 
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one pictures His return in the power and esteem of His Majesty to judge the wicked and to gather the righteous in the first resurrection of eternal life.  

Our rejoicing now must be deep.  It must be intimate. It must long for the Beloved to come.  Knee slapping song services, jumping and jiving to the beat 

of the drum, dancing and whooping it up, shallowness and carnality, and calling that worship is out of order.  We must accompany our worship with sobriety, dignity, nobility, maturity, and decency, before Him.  So many women in these jumping and jiving sessions wear pants, tight fitting clothes, and bounce around flopping it all for all to see.  Yahuweh is the King of the universe! Honor Him with dignity.  

More than ever, as we rejoice in Yom Teruah we must remember that He paid the ultimate price to buy us out of the Devil’s Kingdom, and we owe everything to the coming King.  

As in all my articles, I write “thus says Yahuweh of hosts’ … regarding what is on His heart and His admonitions for His people.  I may not say “thus says Yahuweh” in every article, but I do not write unless I am expressing His feelings.  He is very grieved at the frivolity of His people, the shallowness, the religious doings of His people who do not know Him.  He is ready to judge, and so few of His people are obeying Him to get out of the path of His wrath.   

Please do this little study on Yom Teruah. The Psalms for Sukkot are the “Psalms of Assent” – Psalms 120-134.  

I know you who know me can tell that I am tired and am sad. My spirit is strong, but I have sustained many attacks of the enemy on my mind, emotions and body, as well as serious attacks on my family, this last year that has left me weak in body. I’ve spent ten years warning people of what is coming, most of who won’t listen. I am so thankful for the few that listened and acted!  It is the few who have learned and applied what they have learned, and joyful told me so, who have kept me going through the years. I have taught His Word, especially on the end times, since 1963.  Now, it is time to position our lives for the finalities ahead.  I am feeling my age, but I have nowhere else to go but forward.  

Clearly the wording of Psalms 47, 81, 96, 97, and 99, as well as 98, all form a picture of the return of Messiah, compared to the whole of Scripture.  

Psalm 47:

The Festival of Trumpets is also called the Festival of Shouting and Trumpet blowing (shofar blowing) … but also it is called “Yom ha Din” – the day of judgment – for is the day of the separation of the righteous from the unrighteous.  This is Jewish traditional thought as well as Scriptural truth.

It is a day of division.  Messiah said He came not to bring peace but a sword – a sword of division--Matthew 10:34-39.  

The nations are “under His feet” – as He rules in righteousness with a rod of 
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iron.  “Elohim shall go up with a shout—Yahuweh with the sound of the ram’s horn” (shofar).  Psalm 47:9: “…the shields of the earth belong to Elohim”… see the article “The Shields of the Earth” … He is the One who holds all things together by His power—Colossians 1:16-17.

Psalm 81:1-4:

“Shout for joy to Elohim our strength. Raise a shout to the Elohim of Ya’cob. Lift up a song and beat the tambourine, the pleasant lyre and the harp. Blow the ram’s horn at the time of the new moon, on our festival day. For this is a law for Israel, and a right-ruling of the Elohim of Ya’cob”.

There is only one festival that falls on a new moon—Yom Teruah – the day of shouting and trumpet blowing.  

Psalm 98:

His right hand and His right arm are symbolically Yahushua in the Tenach.

His right hand and right arm have brought deliverance, and He has made known His righteousness in the eyes of all the nations.  All the ends of the earth will see the deliverance of Elohim, reminiscent of Revelation 1:7: “Behold He is coming with clouds, and every eye shall see Him, seen they who pierced Him. And all the tribes of the earth shall mourn because of Him. Yea, Amen.”

He comes amidst shouting and trumpet blasts … this is described in 

I Thessalonians 4:16—a passage on the first resurrection – “Because the Master Himself shall come down from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the chief 

messenger and with the trumpet of Elohim, and the dead in Messiah shall rise first. Then we, the living who are left over, shall be caught away together with them in the clouds to meet the Master in the air—so we shall always be with the Master”.  The words “left over” mean “a remnant”—this is the remnant left in Edom and Jerusalem that is preserved through the 3½ years of tribulation.

“He comes to judge the earth”… and so He does … Yahushua will set up His judgment throne right away (Matthew 25:31-32: “And when the Son of Adam comes in His esteem and all the set-apart messengers with Him then He shall sit on the throne of His esteem, and all the nations shall be gathered before Him”.  Revelation 11:18 tells us that He comes to judge the nations and the wicked in them, but also to give rewards to His servants.  He only rewards servants—the faithful ones get the words of Matthew 25:21, the unfaithful ones get disciplined, and the Torahless ones and lazy unprepared ones get removed from His sight.  

Psalm 97:

He comes in clouds and amidst darkness – Acts 1:9-11; Revelation 6:12; Joel 2:30-32 and many other Scriptures.  

A fire goes before Him and burns up all His enemies – Psalm 97:3. The fire is His Word coming out of His mouth—Micah 1:3-4; Nahum 1:6; Matthew 13:30, 41-42, Jeremiah 5:14, 23:29, Revelation 11:5, and many other Scriptures
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“His lightening lightens the world”.  This corresponds to Matthew 24:27-32: “For as lightening comes from the east and shines to the west, so also shall the coming of the Son of Adam be…And immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun shall be darkened and the moon shall not give its light and the stars shall fall from the heaven, and the powers of the heaven shall be shaken.

As I wrote about in “Pole Shift”, there will be geographic pole shift when He comes (Isaiah 24 is an example of its magnitude), that will shake the very core of the earth and tip it back into the original orbit it had before the Flood in Noah’s day.  The Word speaks much about this geographic pole shift – which is so powerful that unless He intervenes no flesh will be left alive on our planet.

Now, even physicists, as well as NASA, and world leaders are preparing for a magnetic pole shift that will occur sometime around 2012.  Psalm 97 talks about the shaking of the earth. 

The mountains melt like wax beneath Him as He makes His entrance from Sinai up over the port of Aqaba, over Mt. Paran, over Mt. Seir (“Sela”—the “Petra” 

area along the King’s Highway) and on to Bozrah where He has a “controversy”—Isaiah 34.  Then He turns towards Jerusalem.  (Deuteronomy 33:1-3; Isaiah 63:1; Habakkuk 3:3-13. Psalm 68:17-18 shows His trek of return is as He led His people in the wilderness.  But, here we see a prophetic statement in Psalm 68:17: “The chariots of Elohim are twenty thousand, thousands of thousands; Yahuweh came from Sinai into the Set-Apart Place.” Then we see the prophetic statement regarding the resurrection, when heaven was opened for the set-apart ones to enter paradise there … “You have 

ascended on high, you have led captivity captive, and have received gifts from men…”  (Ephesians 4:8-9)

He is the Master of the whole earth. All people shall see His esteem. All will bow to Him, including the gods of the underworld.  This is clear from 

Revelation 11:15 and Philippians 2:6-11--both refer to Yahushua.  

He is the Most High over all the earth.  This Psalm welcomes Him to earth once again – to rule and reign and take the kingdoms of this world away from the evil ones.  Like Habakkuk chapter 3, it is a vivid picture of the return of Messiah from the Tenach. Habakkuk 3 talks about the resurrection taking place as Messiah comes over Teman and Mt. Peran. I lived two streets down from the King’s Highway in Aqaba, Jordan, on the Red Sea for 8 years.  I went to Petra many times, traveling also by bus up and down the King’s Highway.  Teman today is Tybet Zaman … about 4 miles from the Siq – the gorge entrance to Nabatean Petra.  Mt. Paran rises from the floor of the wilderness of Paran, after passing Wadi Rum.  These are distinctive places today.  In Isaiah 63:1-6 He comes over Edom (from the Red Sea to the Dead Sea eastward of the Negev Desert (now modern Jordan). In Isaiah 63:1-6 He comes over Bozrah – an Arab village today – but at one time the capitol of Esau’s kingdom (“Edom is Esau”).

Habakkuk 3 talks about His coming in splendor with esteem and brightness. Rays go forth from His hand and a burning flame. (Revelation 1:14-16)  

We see throughout the Tenach, as in Zechariah 14:1-5, that it is Yahuweh who 
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puts His feet on the Mount of Olives. It is Yahuweh who returns to Zion (Zechariah chapters 1 and 2) It is Yahuweh, Elohim who comes in wrath.  But, according to Revelation 11:18, when the wrath of Yahuweh comes, it comes with Yahushua.  In Isaiah we read that beside Yahuweh there is no yeshua – no salvation. Yahushua bears the family Name—Yahu… therefore He could be 

called Yahushua Yahuweh.  Sons and daughters bear the last name of their father.

In Habakkuk 3:9 we see “You ride on Your horses—Your chariots of deliverance”.  Revelation 19 shows us that He rides a horse and all those with Him ride horses.  

Habakkuk 3:11-13 speaks of the sun and moon standing still and lightening going before Him, His threshing the gentiles in wrath, and saving His people.

In closely reading the Psalms and the Prophets, as well as the whole of the Tenach, we see that clearly the first and second comings of Messiah are clearly indicated with confirmation words in the Messianic Writings (miscalled “New Testament”).

Psalm 96:

In verse 9 we have the admonition to bow before Yahuweh, and “tremble before Him all the earth”.  Verse 13: “…for He shall come to judge the earth. He judges the world in righteousness and the people with His truth”.

Now, we are in the time of Amos 3:10 and Isaiah 59:14-15 – “truth has fallen in the street” … those who uphold truth are attacked, despised, and rejected. 

When He comes, Truth (His Word) will be enforced with a rod of iron (Revelation 2:26-27; Revelation 19:15)—both by Yahushua, and by those who overcome and are trusted by Him to rule with Him.    

Psalm 99: 

He reigns and the people tremble.  The earth shakes. He is great in Zion. He is high above all the people of the earth.

Verse 9: “Exalt Yahuweh our Elohim and bow down towards His set-apart mountain for Yahuweh our Elohim is set-apart”.  

His mountain includes Mt. Moriah and Mt. Zion – they are two hills attached next to each other in Jerusalem.  Isaiah 2:1-4 tells us that out of Zion comes forth the Torah and the Word of Yahuweh from Jerusalem.

Jerusalem is the city of the great King—Psalm 48:1-2. 

As we are participating in the final three Festivals that picture His return, His declaring all Israel saved, His judgment on the nations, and His Tabernacling with us forever, let us be sober-minded, with deep joy, and let us like Psalm 126:5-6 admonishes us, “go forth weeping, bearing precious seed”, so that we “doubtless return, bearing our sheaves with us”.
