ARISE TO YOUR RESTING PLACE 
Psalm 132:8

Psalm 132:8: “Arise, O LORD, to Your resting place, You and the ark of Your strength. 9May Your priests be clothed with righteousness, and Your saints shout for joy.…” Berean Study Bible
     NKJ: Psalm 132:7-9; 13-18: “Arise, O Lord, to Your resting place, You and the ark of Your strength. 9Let Your priests be clothed with righteousness, and let Your saints shout for joy…For the Lord has chosen Zion; He has desired it for His dwelling place: `14 This is My resting place forever; Here I will dwell, for I have desired it. 15I will abundantly bless her [e]provision; I will satisfy her poor with bread. 16I will also clothe her priests with salvation, And her saints shall shout aloud for joy. 17There I will make the [f]horn of David grow; I will prepare a lamp for My Anointed. 18His enemies I will clothe with shame, but upon Himself His crown shall flourish.”
    Who is “THE ARK of His strength?” Who is His right hand and right arm extended into this earth for us? [Refer to: “The Right Hand and the Right Arm of Yahuwah is Yahushua,”/Mikvah of the Covenant, and see how many scriptures refer to Yahushua, as the salvation, “yeshua,” of Yahuwah! Who does the mercy seat symbolize as it covers the Commandments within the Ark itself? Who is our “Mercy Seat?” “Messiah in you, the hope of glory.”
     I John 2:1-2: “My little children, I write this to you, so that you do not sin. And if anyone sins, we have an Intercessor with the Father, יהושע Messiah, a righteous One. 2And He Himself is an atoning offering for our sins, and not for ours only but also for all the world.” The “propitiation,” or the “atoning offering,” is also the “mercy seat.”  
     I John 4:2: Berean Study Bible: “And love consists in this: not that we loved God, but that He loved us and sent His Son as the atoning sacrifice for our sins. Some translations use “propitiation” for our sins. 
     Strong’s 2434, “hilasmos” means to appease or satisfy an angry Judge,” in this case Yahuwah. The mercy seat, which the blood of Yahushua won for us to  remove our judgment, contained in the Torah, is where Yahuwah sits between the cherubim. When Messiah rose from the dead, He took His blood before His Father where it was poured out on the mercy seat in heaven. “It is finished,” He said on the stake, “debt paid in full” for our sins. The mercy seat is now eternally blood-stained for our sake. This is where Yahushua went between the time He ascended, early after sunset beginning the first day of the week, until about 4:00 PM when He met with His disciples. Remember, He told Mary of Magdala not to touch Him because He had not yet ascended to His Father? 
     Are you understanding that Yahuwah sits on the mercy seat bought and paid for by the blood of His Son - for You and me! It was once blood stained with the blood of animals, but now for us, with the blood of “the Lamb of Yahuwah.”
     If you resist His mercy, or His Spirit reigning over the Ark within you, then please realize that you are resisting the mercy seat upon the Ark, Yahushua Himself, reigning within you also. You are telling Him what you want and what you don’t want. You and me have no right to do that and still expect to live in an eternal Kingdom in heaven. 
     Berean Study Bible “To them God has chosen to make known among the gentiles the glorious riches of this mystery, which is: Christ in you, the hope of glory.” Colossians 1:27 (Read Colossians 1) 
     Romans 8:8-14, The Scriptures: “And those who are in the flesh are unable to please Elohim. 9But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of Elohim dwells in you. And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Messiah, this one is not His. 10And if Messiah is in you, the body is truly dead on account of sin, but the Spirit is life on account of righteousness. 11And if the Spirit of Him who raised יהושע from the dead dwells in you, He who raised Messiah from the dead shall also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit dwelling in you. 12So then, brothers, we are not debtors to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. 13For if you live according to the flesh, you are going to die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you shall live. 14For as many as are led by the Spirit of Elohim, these are sons of Elohim.
     Yes, the Ark of His Covenant as it progressed from Moses to Messiah pictures the Torah and the fulfillment of it in Messiah. The Ark contained the Covenant of Yahuwah and Yahushua. It was covered over by the “mercy seat.” There could only be mercy by looking to Yahushua, “the author and finisher of our faith,” who died for us that our sins might not just be “covered,” but totally removed. 
     Do you realize that when you were truly born again (“The True New Birth”/Mikvah of Eternal Salvation), if you were, 40 things happened sovereignly to transform you into a totally new creation (II Corinthians 5:17). Your spirit became a temple (II Corinthians 6:19-20). 
     Your spirit is located in your belly area, between the breast bone and the top of the legs. It is what makes us humans to be eternal beings. Messiah said in John 7:37-39, “Out of your belly shall flow rivers of living water – this He spoke of the Spirit.” Without a true new birth and the infilling of the Spirit of Yahuwah, being baptized into Him by Messiah, the spirit remains an empty temple. It’s Holy of Holies/Most Set-Apart Place remains empty of His Presence. Acts 1-2 and following is not only the norm for all of His children, it is the mandate. Ephesians 5:18: “Be filled with the Spirit…” 
     To have a true new birth, and being filled with His Spirit, we are empowered to be able to overcome all and stand before Him in eternity “blameless.” Literally the Spirit of Yahuwah enters. Symbolically, Messiah reigns within us as Master. He is in an eternal body like we will have at the resurrection when He comes. Yahushua is not omnipresent as is His Father, but Messiah and His Father are “echad,” a Hebrew word meaning “two in unity as if they are one.” It is said of Adam and Eve in Genesis 2:14 that as husband and wife they became “echad,” one flesh.
     If Yahuwah reigns in you, so does Yahushua – His nature reigns within you. His name means “Yahuwah is salvation.” Yahushua spoke the world into creation as Yahuwah’s Spirit went forth to bring to pass (Genesis 1:1, 3 and following) Yahushua spoke the Torah into existence from Mount Sinai. He is “the Word” of Yahushua incarnate. (John 1:1, 14) From Genesis 2, the creation of Adam and Eve by Yahushua, He has been the extension of Yahuwah into the earth.
     The “Ark of His strength” is Yahushua! Yahuwah rests on the work of His Son. Do you? 
     The Torah was not meant to save anyone. Salvation is by faith in the Savior. The Torah, the instructions and teachings of Yahuwah for right standing in His Kingdom, was never meant for salvation. Entrance into His Kingdom has always been by faith. Habbakuk 2:4: “The just shall live by his faith.” Faith has always been based on Deuteronomy 6:5-6. Those that love Him seek to know Him, obey Him, and yield their lives to His control!
     Animal sacrifice began in Genesis 3. Leviticus 17:11 tells us that “without the shedding of blood there is no atonement,” no forgiveness of sin. Hebrews 9:22 reflects that also. Man was saved by animal sacrifices that pictured the coming Lamb of Yahuwah who takes away the sin of the world. Yahuwah, the Spirit, who is spirit, (II Corinthians 3:17-18, John 4:24) “dwells” between the cherubim on the Ark of the Covenant. He literally dwells on the mercy seat. He is the One who provided the Lamb for sacrifice for the sin of the world. (Isaiah 53, John 1:29) “Behold the Lamb of Yahuwah who takes away the sin of the world.” 
He dwells on the surface of mercy that covers, and removes, the sin that has kept mankind from entering His Presence. How awesome is that!
    In the eternal state when the City of Yahuwah hovers over a new earth, in a new cosmos, (Isaiah 65:17, 66:22-23; II Peter 3:8-14; Revelation 21-22). 
     Psalm 132:7-9 The Scriptures: “Let us go into His dwelling places; Let us bow ourselves at His footstool. 8Arise, O יהוה to Your place of rest, You and the ark of Your strength. 9Let Your priests put on righteousness, and Your kind ones [saints/set-apart ones] shout for joy.”
Psalm 132:13-18: “For יהוה has chosen Tsiyon. He has desired it for His dwelling:
14`This is My place of rest forever; Here I dwell, for I have desired it. 15 I greatly bless her provision. I satisfy her poor with bread. 16And I put deliverance on her priests, and her kind ones sing for joy. 17There I make the horn of Dawiḏ grow; I shall set up a lamp for My Anointed One. 18 I put shame on his enemies, while on Him His diadem shall shine.”
     In heaven, Yahuwah dwells between the cherubim over the Ark of His Covenant with His people: Psalm 99:1-3, NKJ: “The Lord reigns; let the peoples tremble! He dwells between the cherubim; Let the earth be moved! 2The Lord is great in Zion, And He is high above all the peoples. 3Let them praise Your great and awesome name - He is holy.”
     Psalm 91:1-3 The Scriptures: “יהוה shall reign; Peoples tremble! He is enthroned on the keruḇim; The earth shakes! 2יהוה is great in Tsiyon, And He is high above all the peoples. 3They praise Your Name, great and awesome. It is set-apart.”
     Yahuwah felt “at home” under the tent of David in his backyard. He feels at home with those who, like David, bring heaven into their re-born spirt-temple and live a life of praise and worship, as they did then. It is home to Him to be within those who are totally submitted to Him, the Spirit. This is a foretaste of the final remnant who will live forever in the throne room with Him and with His Son. This is the Bridal remnant of all time. His nature is comfortable with their nature – for they are one – the fulfillment of the prayer of Yahushua in John 17.
     Revelation 22:3-7: “And no longer shall there be any curse, and the throne of Elohim and of the Lamb shall be in it, and His servants shall serve Him. 4And they shall see His face, and His Name shall be upon their foreheads. 5And night shall be no more, and they shall have no need of a lamp or the light of the sun, because יהוה Elohim shall give them light. And they shall reign forever and ever. 6And he said to me, “These words are trustworthy and true. And יהוה Elohim of the set-apart prophets has sent His messenger to show His servants what has to take place with speed. 7`See, I am coming speedily! Blessed is he who guards the words of the prophecy of this book.’”
     II Samuel 5:7: “For David captured the stronghold of Zion, the City of David.”
I Kings 8:1: “Then Solomon assembled the elders of Israel and all the heads of the tribes, the chief fathers of the children to Israel, to King Solomon in Jerusalem, to bring up the ark of the covenant of Yahuwah from the City of David, which is Zion.”
[Refer to “The Month of Ethanim and the Speaking Place”/Mikvah of the Covenant, Podcast LXX, and Worship - The Journey of the Ark/Mikvah of the Spirit]
     Mount Zion, the City of David, was where King David had the Ark under a tent, and for 40 years praise and worship went on continually night and day. It is where the Psalms were written. It was where Yahuwah dwelt with the House of David. After his death, Solomon built a Temple on Mount Moriah. He had to send the priests down to the City of David/Zion to get the Ark and bringing it up onto Mount Moriah and put it in the new Temple in the Most Set-Apart Place. THEN, THEN AND ONLY THEN, could Solomon pray and ask Yahuwah to come into the Most Set-Apart Place in the Temple to dwell there over the Ark that had been on Zion for 40 years. When He prayed, Yahuwah’s Spirit came down in such power that the priests fell to the ground. His power overtook human power. It was on Zion that He rested among the few gathered before the Ark. 
     In a true new birth, our spirit becomes the Most Set-Apart Place within us, and an Ark, a place of dwelling, is placed within us. But we must ask Messiah to baptize us into the Spirit of Yahuwah, so that He comes and dwells in our spirit as He did on the day of Shavu’ot/Pentecost, as He did in the day Solomon asked Him to come into His beautiful temple. 
     Revelation 14:1-5: And I looked and saw a Lamb standing on Mount Tsiyon, and with Him one hundred and forty-four thousand, having His Father’s Name written upon their foreheads. 2And I heard a voice out of the heaven, like the voice of many waters, and like the voice of loud thunder, and     I heard the sound of harpists playing their harps.3And they sang a renewed song before the throne, and before the four living creatures, and the elders. And no one was able to learn that song except the hundred and forty-four thousand who were redeemed from the earth. 4They are those who were not defiled with women, for they are virgin. They are those following the Lamb wherever He leads them on. They were redeemed from among men, being first-fruits to Elohim and to the Lamb. 5And in their mouth was found no falsehood, for they are blameless before the throne of Elohim.”
     Once again, the portal that was opened when the Ark sat on Zion and His true worshippers worshipped Him in spirit and in truth, will be opened – a direct link within the Garden of Eden, to the throne room.
     Three portals are in East Jerusalem, the area of the Garden of Eden – 1) Mount Zion, the “City of David,” 2) Mount Moriah, where Abraham was tested with Isaac and Yahushua spoke to Him, the Lamb would be Himself, and 3) the Mount of Olives, place of ascension and future descension, i.e. Zechariah 14:1-5. 
His remnant will know that the portal that was there on Zion where the Ark sat for 40 years under King David, is still a portal into the throne room of heaven, and those whose spirit was so filled His Spirit that they lived in that portal of a spiritual Zion, Tzyion, will bask in His Presence from the day of their transformation into eternity. 
     Read Ezekiel 8-11:23.: Yahuwah had to leave His resting place because of the sin of the people, primarily of the priesthood – the worship of pagan gods, the disregard for His Presence among them
     Ezekiel 11:23 He arose off of His resting place and ascended to the top of the Mount of Olives. He did not return to His resting place until His Son arose from the top of the Mount of Olives into heaven after having given His Father what He needed to be able to once again enter His dwelling place, not in a temple made by hands, but into the temple of His born again. Acts 1-2 is the return of Yahuwah to earth to dwell once again in His Temple.
     We are at Ezekiel 8-11:23 once again … His people are forcing Him to leave, rejecting His Lamb as Master of their salvation, and rejecting His Spirit as a “non-essential.”
     Matthew 12:24-32:  To reject the Spirit, to demote Him, to attribute what He does to the works of Satan, is not just blasphemy, but eternally unforgiveable.  
     Today, He is lifting off many who have cast away their relationship with Him for the practice of man-made religion.
     Psalm 132:7-8 says that He to rise in order to rest … Yahushua had to die and rise from the dead and then ascend into heaven, in order for Yahuwah to arise from His resting place over the throne in heaven to descend into His cleansed and purified ones by the blood of His Son.
     We call for Him once again to arise to rest after a true new birth so that He can dwell within us – over the ark, in the temple that is created for us when we are truly born again (“The True New Birth”/Mikvah of Eternal Salvation) 
I Corinthians 6:20-21: “Do you not know that your body is the temple of the Set-Apart Spirit and you are not your own – you are bought with a price?”
     He is being forced out now, as He was in Ezekiel 8. People are worshipping the gods of carnal appeasement, listening to the priests of hell, and He is having to leave their presence. They do not know Him; He does not know them.
     Yahushua died so that He could dwell in us as His temple, but now Yahushua/Jesus is being run out, demoted as a created being, denied as being applicable to the new religions of Christianity and Messianic rabbinic Judaism. 
     The people are not in unity. Each has his own opinion that he thinks is right in his own eyes. Each person is their own god – to believe what sounds good to them
I Timothy 4:1-2 “doctrines of demons.” II Timothy 4:3-4, the “itching ears.”
     It is reported by a recent survey of The Barna Group that only 6% of Christians now believe that the Bible is the Word of God. Both Christians and Messianic rabbinic followers deny the power of the Spirit to transform us from within – they deny the need for the infilling of the Spirit as in the days of the early Natsarim, book of Acts. The happening of Psalm 2 is in full effect – the throwing off of His bands, the attack on His Messiah
     All through the Tenach, those who obeyed Yahuwah were “filled with the Spirit” for different things they had to do and say. In Acts 1-2, the way was made for all of His children to be totally made a “new creation” by a true new birth (II Corinthians 5:17), and to receive the Spirit, not temporarily, but as in I Kings 8 – to dwell within us. 
     “Honey I’m home” is a common statement of a man who has been at work all day, and upon entering his house in the evening calls out to his wife, letting her know He’s there. So, the Spirit speaks in the language of heaven within those filled with the Spirit, to let us know He’s home!!!
     Christian blasphemers say “that’s of the devil,” and other says “that’s not for today.” Matthew 12:24-32:  To reject the Spirit, to demote Him, to attribute what He does to the works of Satan, is not just blasphemy, but eternally unforgiveable.
     Today, those that follow the teachings of the modern-day, actual DNA-tested, lineage of the Babylonian Pharisee “viper seed,” are being taught the same thing, whether Christian or Messianic.  
     There is no forgiveness for the rejection of His Spirit. He cannot arise from His rest and descend into those who reject His Spirit. He can’t. If He is unwanted --Yahuwah Himself, “the Spirit,” He will not come. He is only able to descend, after having ascended (Ezekiel 11:23), if a person is truly born of the Spirit, sin REMOVED, totally repentant, totally loose from the kingdom of darkness, and embracin6g the Kingdom of His Dear Son – Colossians 1, Hebrews 1.
     “Take NOT Your Set-Apart Spirit from me,” cried King David. 
Psalm 51:6-12, The Scriptures: “See, You have desired truth in the inward parts, and in the hidden part You make me know wisdom. 7Cleanse me with hyssop, and I am clean; Wash me, and I am whiter than snow. 8Let me hear joy and gladness, Let the bones You have crushed rejoice. 9Hide Your face from my sins, and blot out all my crookedness. 10Create in me a clean heart, O Elohim, And renew a steadfast spirit within me. 11Do not cast me away from Your presence, and do not take Your Set-apart Spirit from me. 12Restore to me the joy of Your deliverance, And uphold me, Noble Spirit!...”
     NKJ: Psalm 51:9-12: “Hide Your face from my sins, and blot out all my iniquities. Create in me a clean heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit within me. 11Do not cast me away from Your presence, and do not take Your Holy Spirit from me. 12Restore to me the joy of Your salvation, and uphold me by Your generous Spirit.”
     His greatest fear was losing the Presence of Yahuwah! Did He know Yahushua? Yes! He prophesied of Him many times, and referred to Him as his “Master.” [Refer to: King David’s Master – King David’s Messiah/Mikvah of Israel, our Eternal Inheritance] David knew Yahushua would come through his lineage … and be the rightful King over the earth. He prophesied of His death and resurrection. He gave details. His greatest fear was losing the Presence of Yahuwah! 40 years he and his Levite friends worshipped before the Ark under a tent in his back yard. They knew His Presence, His set-apartness, and His requirements for right standing with Him.
     Ezekiel was filled with the Spirit. Eliyahu and Elisha operated in nearly all of the gifts of the Spirit, and in the miraculous, in healing, prophecy, miracles of food multiplication, being transported from one place to another, miracles of “seeing in the Spirit,” what is not seen by natural eyes, and the raising of the dead. Moses operated in miracles, the whole deliverance from Egypt was a miracle from start to finish. Messiah said to His disciples: “The works that I do you shall do, and greater works, because I go to my Father.” 
     Today, so-called believers are denying the Bible as the Word of God/Yahuwah, and say the Bible is fantasy, only moral stories for children, not binding on us. Yahuwah will not live in a sin-filled temple! He will not remain in a sin-filled temple! The call for true repentance from His faithful watchmen has gone out in 2020 like never before. The spirit-man that lives within our body, as a whole united unit, determines our destiny with Him because of His Lamb. [Please refer to: “The Final Uniting of the Spirit and Soul Before the Translation, or Resurrection, of the Body”/Podcast CIX] and “The Greatest Fear of Satan Has Begun to Grip Him”/Podcast CXI]     
     When we submit to Yahushua to baptize us into the Spirit of His Father, we restore what began in I Kings 8, in our own body. To reject Him is to reject whatever He has prepared for us – His Presence, His gifts, His empowerment, His personal relationship with us, as David and Heman, and Yedithan, and Asaph had in the tent in David’s backyard for 40 years before the Ark was moved to the newly built Temple – and once again, as with Moses, Yahuwah dwelt with His people. 
     When Yahuwah was forced to leave the Temple (Ezekiel 8-11:23), He did not descend into His resting place until Acts 1-2! Think about that! What did He do when He finally ascended into His resting place? He entered the bodies of the 120 disciples waiting there for Him in Jerusalem. 
     Today, those whose spirits are dead, those who believe in the words of the priests of darkness, who reject what He saved us from, saved us for, and saved us to, will join their priests of darkness in their eternal damnation.
     The children of light are those who are truly born of the Spirit and allow Him to control them as they follow a new Master – Yahushua – “Yahuwah is salvation.”
     Our body is described as a tent, a temple: Berean Study Bible: II Corinthians 5:1-2: “For we know that if the earthy tent we live in is dismantled, we have an eternal one in 
 heaven, not built by human hands. 2For in this tent we groan, longing to be clothed with our heavenly dwelling,…” When we pass into heaven, we enter His Presence – and are surrounded by Him inside and out – His Presence within our spirit becomes His Presence in total. 
     His message is “Come out from among them and be separate…I Corinthians 6:14-7:1, NKJ: “14Do not be unequally yoked together with unbelievers. For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness? And what communion has light with darkness? 15And what accord has Christ with Belial? Or what part has a believer with an unbeliever? 16And what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For you are the temple of the living God. As God has said: 17Therefore, `Come out from among them and be separate,’ says the Lord. `Do not touch what is unclean, and I will receive you. 18 I will be a Father to you, and you shall be My sons and daughters,’ says the Lord Almighty.”
     Psalm 111:10 Berean Study Bible
“The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom; all who follow His precepts gain rich understanding. His praise endures forever!” 
     Are you taking Him seriously? How much do you fear losing His Presence?  Is your eternal spirit His resting place? If not, check to see if you are truly born again.
     Powerful revelation! Powerful warning! February 21, 2021 9:00 AM
It is now 4:00 PM. I will stop here. This revelation continues to get deeper and stronger.  Let our cry be, as it was so strong with me this morning, “Arise Oh Yahuwah into Your resting place – You and the “Ark of your Strength,” Yahushua, and dwell within me!”
