“Let’s Get a Picture of Eternity Right Now”
      February 11th, during his Shabbat evening live-stream YouTube worship session from East Jerusalem, James Block was singing his beautiful rendition of Psalm 23 from his third vocal album Seu Shearim.  When he reached the words “I will dwell in your house forevermore,” he said: “Let’s get a picture of eternity right now.” 

     Let’s follow up on James’ profound statement and see where it takes us!

      Psalm 23:6: “Only goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life, and I will dwell in the House of Yahuwah forever.”
      Psalm 132:13-14: “For Yahuwah has chosen Zion; He has desired it for His dwelling. `This is My place of rest forever, for I have desired it.’ ”
     Psalm 84:4, 10: “Blessed are those that dwell in Your House, they are ever praising You. Selah…For a day in Your Courts is better than a thousand days elsewhere. I have chosen rather to be a doorkeeper in the House of Elohim than to dwell in the tents of the wicked.”  

     The “tents of the wicked” refers to the rich and powerful, the rulers of this world who shun any need for Elohim. These are the ones the world exalts. 

     Our Proclamation: “…and I will dwell in Your House forevermore…” from James’ Psalm 23.

     James went on to say that all of our trials and heartaches will be gone. “Everything hurtful you are going through is only temporary.” 
     II Corinthians 4:14, 16-18: “…knowing that He who raised up the Master Yahushua shall also raise us up through Yahushua and shall present us with you…therefore we do not lose heart. But, even if our outward man is perishing the inward man is being renewed day by day. For this slight momentary pressure is working for us a far more exceeding and everlasting weight of esteem. We look not on what is seen, but what is unseen. For what is seen passes away, but what is not seen is eternal.” 
     I John 2:17: “…And the world passes away and the lusts of it, but those doing the desire of Elohim remain forever.”    

    If your priorities and focus are on the eternal realm and the loveliness of our Creators, longing for Messiah to come and bring the Kingdom to earth, you can overcome the present temporary things no matter how awful they are, and rest in the victory of Messiah over sin and the grave. Our Redemption draws near!
“Your Kingdom come, Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.” (Matthew 6:10) “Come Yahushua Come!” (Revelation 22:17) 

     I Corinthians 2:9-10: “Eye has not seen, and ear has not heard, neither has it entered into the heart of man what Elohim has prepared for those that love Him. But, Elohim has revealed them unto us by His Spirit, for the Spirit searches all things, even the depths of Elohim.” 
     This world is passing away, but our anchor is in our citizenship in the eternal Kingdom. 
     Philippians 3:20-21: “For our citizenship is in the heavens from which we eagerly await for the Savior, the Master Yahushua Messiah who shall change our lowly bodies to be conformed to His esteemed body, according to the working by which He is able even to bring all under His control.”

     I John 3:1-3: “And what love our Father has given us that we should be called `the children of Elohim.’ For this reason the world did not know us, for it did not know Him. Beloved ones, now we are the children of Elohim. And it has not yet been revealed who we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is. And everyone having this expectation of Him cleanses himself, even as He is clean.” 

     After the 1000 years of Messiah’s rule, His rule that separate and prepares the true family of Yahuwah to enter eternity, Abba Yahuwah will bring down His City to hover over a renewed earth, over Zion, the City of David--that small little hill that was King David’s home and will be Messiah’s home for 1000 years--from there He will rule over His sinless people who can interact with His faithful angels in an eternal state of being.  Read Revelation 19-22 to learn your future!

     Hebrews 13:12-14: “And so Yahushua also suffered outside the gate to set apart the people with His own blood. Let us, then, go to Him outside the camp  bearing His reproach.  For here we have no continuing place, but we seek one to come.  He has promised saying `yet once more I shake not only the earth, but also the heavens …so that the unshaken things might remain.’ Therefore receiving an unshakable Kingdom let us hold fast the favor through which we serve Elohim pleasingly with reverence and awe, for indeed our Elohim is a consuming fire.” 
     The Scriptures are full of promises to those who seek Elohim with all their heart to know Yahuwah and Yahushua and to obey Them. (Philippians 3:10-14)  

    Remain in perfect peace! (Isaiah 26:2-4) Allow the Spirit of Yahuwah to transform you into His nature, with His thinking, so that you walk in His ways.
     Listen to anointed worship music by those filled with Yahuwah’s Spirit. Proclaim the Word, sing it. Ask His Spirit to fill you so that you are led by Him every moment of every day. Your destiny is a Kingdom that will never end. 

Revelation 21:2-7, ISR: “And I, Yoḥanan, saw the set-apart city, renewed Yerushalayim, coming down out of the heaven from Elohim, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I heard a loud voice from the heaven saying, `See, the Booth of Elohim is with men, and He shall dwell with them, and they shall be His people, and Elohim Himself shall be with them and be their Elohim. And Elohim shall wipe away every tear from their eyes, and there shall be no more death, nor mourning, nor crying. And there shall be no more pain, for the former matters have passed away.’ And He who was sitting on the throne said, `See, I make all matters new.’ And He said to me, `Write, for these words are true and trustworthy.’ And He said to me, `It is done! I am the Aleph and the Taw, the Beginning and the End. To the one who thirsts I shall give of the fountain of the water of life without payment. The one who overcomes shall inherit all this, and I shall be his Elohim and he shall be My son.’ ”
