“Walk the Hard Road” is #6.0 Mikvah of Set-Apartness. 
“The Test of Iyob – The Great Division” #14.0, Mikvah of Set-Apartness

Daniel went through the lion’s den. The 3 Hebrew youths went through the fiery furnace. The article “Through” is #21.0 under the Mikvah of Preparation. 

Isaiah 43:1-3: “But now thus says Yahuwah, He who created you, O Jacob – He who formed you, O Israel: `Fear not, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by name, you are mine. 2When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and through the rivers, they shall not overwhelm you; when you walk through fire you shall not be burned, and the flame shall not consume you. 3For I am the Yahuwah your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Savior.”

Our Yahuwah, our Abba, is “Daddy.” On the stake, Messiah, as He died, repeated part of a well-known child’s prayer: “Abba, into Your hands I commit my spirit.”
He did not say “God, into your hands,…” or “Yahuwah, into your hands,…” or 
“Shaddai,” or “El Yon” into your hands. He said “Abba,” in Hebrew that’s Daddy.
“Our Abba/Father who is in heaven …” this is now we pray, He told the disciples, “Your Kingdom come, Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven.” That precedes, “Give us…”

Yahuwah is a Father who wants to be able to love His children with all His being. There are requirements for being in His Presence and receiving His blessings. It’s not an automatic thing because we’ve prayed a prayer to dear Jesus, or were baptized into the religion of Greek/Roman Christianity. It’s all about relationship, and submission to the Most High in all that He requires. 
     
Knowing His nature, ways, and thinking is primary to knowing Him as He is. Isaiah 55: He says His ways are not our ways or His thoughts our thoughts. Our job is to press into knowing Yahushua and Yahuwah personally so that we know how They think, act, feel, what Their goals are, and the requirements for us to meet Their goals. 

Acts 14:19-28: “But Jews came from Antioch and Iconium, and having won over
the crowds, they stoned Paul and dragged him out of the city, thinking that he was dead. 20But while the disciples stood around him, he got up and entered the city. The next day he left with Barnabas for Derbe. 21And after they had preached the gospel to that city and had made a good number of disciples, they returned to Lystra, to Iconium, and to Antioch, 22strengthening the souls of the disciples, encouraging them to continue in the faith, saying, “Its through many tribulations
that we must enter the kingdom of God.” 23When they had appointed elders for them in every church, having prayed with fasting, they entrusted them to the Lord in whom they had believed. 24They passed through Pisidia and came into Pamphylia. 25When they had spoken the word in Perga, they went down to Attalia. 26From there they sailed to Antioch, where they had been entrusted to the grace of God for the work that they had ]accomplished. 27When they had arrived
and gathered the church together, they began to report all the things that God had done with them and [q]how He had opened a door of faith to the Gentiles. 28And they spent a long time with the disciples.”

On page 8, I share what I personally learned directly from the Apostle Sha’ul, misnamed “Paul,” from the word “pallu” which, in Hebrew, means a separated one, one who is set-apart. One verse in the Bible, in Acts, says he was CALLED “Paul,” (English language). His name was Sha’ul. 

Philippians 3:12-4:1: “Beware of the dogs, beware of the evil workers, beware of the false circumcision; 3for we are the true circumcision, who worship in the Spirit of God and take pride in Christ Jesus, and put no confidence in the flesh, 4although I myself could boast as having confidence even in the flesh. If anyone else thinks he is confident in the flesh, have more reason:
5circumcised the eighth day, of the nation of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, a Hebrew of Hebrews; as to the Law, a Pharisee; 6as to zeal, a persecutor of the church; as to the righteousness which is in the Law, found blameless. 7But whatever things were gain to me, these things I have counted as loss because of Christ. 8More than that, I count all things to be loss in view of the surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord,  for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them mere rubbish, so that I may gain Christ, 9and may be found in Him, not having a righteousness of my own derived from the Law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which comes from God on the basis of faith, 10that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death; 11if somehow I may attain to the resurrection from the dead. 12Not that I have already grasped it all or have already become perfect, but I press on if I may also take hold of that for which I was even taken hold of by Christ Jesus. 13Brothers and sisters, I do not regard myself as having taken hold of it yet; but one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies
ahead, 14I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus. 15Therefore, all who are mature, let’s have this attitude; and if in anything you have a different attitude, God will reveal that to you as well;  16however, let’s keep living by that same standard to which we have attained. 17Brothers and sisters, join in following my example, and observe those who walk according to the pattern you have in us. 18For many walk, of whom I often told you, and now tell you even as I weep, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ, 19whose end is destruction, whose god is their
appetite, and whose glory is in their shame, who have their minds on earthly
[bookmark: fn]things. 20For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ; 21who will transform the body of our lowly condition into conformity with His glorious body, by the exertion of the power that He has even to subject all things to Himself. 4:1Therefore, my beloved brothers and sisters, whom I long to see, my joy and crown, stand firm in the Lord in this way, my beloved.”

I John 5:19: “The whole world lies in the evil one” … 

We are taken out from under his authority and put under the Authority of the Almighty One, our Father, who wants to give us His Spirit within us, as we are His temple not made with hands, and Messiah for our Master who leads us to the Kingdom as we obey the Spirit of Yahuwah within – our Teacher. (John 14-17)
Requirements: Because we do not belong to this world, but are taken out of its fallen angel influence, by a true new birth, we suffer from man, from nature, from demons, from witches, etc. until we learn how to proclaim and fight and use the Word to overcome.

My going through … worse pain than ever before, now hips are pinching nerves more and more, so that I have had excruciating pain beyond what my mind can handle. I’ve had a choice. Either give up and be bed-ridden the rest of my life, or press through, as I have with the 3 falls, 4 breaks, 4 surgeries. Do I go forward or give up?  The dominion theology people tell us just command God, our fairy godmother-type God, and He will make sure you never suffer, never lack anything, never have to pray, proclaim or do anything but just declare and it’s yours. It’s 
Psalm 91 without Psalm 91:1. It’s all a freebee because we’re Christians, so they indicate with their exalted and pompous proclamation of their own power.
But, when He doesn’t do what they say, then what? 

Yahuwah wants to strengthen warriors who are loyal to Him who side with His nature, ways, and thinking, walking in the victory of a true new birth and submitting to Him as Father/Daddy in training for reigning in the Kingdom.
As with Iyob/Job, Yahuwah tests us severely, so that we learn how to press through to victory, not be served on silver platters with all of favorite carnal desires. Those who will enter the Kingdom must go through many stages of learning, testing, learning, testing, so that we become solidly planted in the Word and our lives conform to Yahuwah’s expectations of obedience, with our nature and ways that reflect He, Himself. He wants to be able to proudly say of us, “that’s my son; that’s my daughter.”

This illusionary doctrines of man’s thinking, the not telling others to prepare, not telling others what is really happening – are letting ignorance damn the weak “believers.” They become easy targets for spiritual wolves. .  

A concerned Bishop in China pleaded with Corrie Ten Boom to tell the Christians of the West that there is no rapture. Mao Tse Tung was put into power by the US Senate/House, President in China. Mao concentrated on killing Christians who had been told they’d be raptured before anything bad happened. When the slaughter started, these once-believers denounced Jesus by the tens of thousands saying He was not the Son of God the missionaries told them about because they had not been raptured out. They thought the tribulation had come. 

Make your decision. The guillotines by the hundreds of thousands are all over the world waiting, and thousands in the US in FEMA camps, waiting for the Talmud to be acted out – the beheading by the requirements of the Noahide Laws. Refer to: “Quotes That Forever Dispel Damning Illusions” under the Mikvah of Israel, Our Eternal Inheritance. Refer to “Beware of the Noahide Laws” under the Mikvah of Present Reality to learn how the Babylonian Talmud, which has replaced the Torah in Rabbinic Judaism, is now international law.

We are in a hostile world, ruled by fallen angels, led by Lucifer/Satan. The fallen ones have done as they did in the “days of Noah,” and bred tens of thousands of children by human women – which we know as Nephilim, the fallen ones. If they die, they can enter another body and live through it – or a machine, as in A.I. now.
Babies are being created in laboratory test tubes to be used for their habitation. 

Giants are coming out of statis to destroy, as the Septuagint of Isaiah 13 tells us. They are being brought back for that purpose by humans too.

We are “IN” the “days of Noah.” All 200+ prophecies of the return of Messiah are in effect. America must be destroyed totally, as the Scripture so clearly describes, before the rise of the Beast to world rule. That world rule is being prepared now. He is here and ready. The two witnesses are here and ready. The remnant who will proclaim the words of Jeremiah to the nations (Jeremiah 25) are in their final preparation. The great falling away is happening. He allows us to go through many things that cause us hardship and suffering with the goal of our being prepared to enter His Kingdom with rewards. The true new birth is not a religion. It is entering another dimension – the dimension that Lucifer and the fallen angels were thrown out of – heaven. In a true new birth, we are no longer servants of the fallen ones, or of our carnal flesh, or of our carnal mind. We are servants, in training for reigning in eternity. How we align to His training determines our position. 


A SMALL SAMPLING OF SCRIPTURES ABOUT PREPAREDNESS - SCRIPTURES OF SET-APARTNESS REQUIRED TO ENTER THE KINGDOM 

Matthew 7:13-14: “Enter in through the narrow gate! Because the gate is wide – and the way is broad – that leads to destruction, and there are many who enter in through it. 14“Because the gate is narrow and the way is hard pressed which leads to life, and there are few who find it.”

Matthew 10:16-39: “See, I send you out as sheep in the midst of wolves. Therefore be wise as serpents and innocent as doves. 17“But beware of men, for they shall deliver you up to Sanhedrins and flog you in their congregations. 18“And you shall be brought before governors and sovereigns for My sake, as a witness to them and to the gentiles. 19“But when they deliver you up, do not worry about how or what you should speak. For it shall be given to you in that hour what you shall speak, 20for it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking in you.
21“And brother shall deliver up brother to death, and a father his child. And children shall rise up against parents and shall put them to death. 22“And you shall be hated by all for My Name’s sake. But he who shall have endured to the end shall be saved. 23“And when they persecute you in this city, flee to another. For truly, I say to you, you shall by no means have gone through the cities of Yisra’ĕl before the Son of Aḏam comes. 24“A taught one is not above his teacher, nor a servant above his master. 25“It is enough for the taught one to become like his teacher, and a servant like his master. If they have called the master of the house Be‛elzebul, how much more those of his household! 26“Therefore do not fear them. For whatever is covered shall be revealed, and whatever is hidden shall be made known. 27“What I say to you in the dark, speak in the light. And what you hear in the ear, proclaim on the housetops. 28“And do not fear those who kill the body but are unable to kill the being. But rather fear Him who is able to destroy both being and body in Gehenna. 29“Are not two sparrows sold for a copper coin? And not one of them falls to the ground without your Father. 30“And even the hairs of your head are all numbered. 31“So do not fear, you are worth more than many sparrows.
32“Everyone, therefore, who shall confess Me before men, him I shall also confess before My Father who is in the heavens. 33“But whoever shall deny Me before men, him I shall also deny before My Father who is in the heavens. 34“Do not think that I have come to bring peace on earth. I did not come to bring peace but a sword,a
35for I have come to bring division, a man against his father, a daughter against her mother, and a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law –36and a man’s enemies are those of his own household. 37“He who loves father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me, and he who loves son or daughter more than Me is not worthy of Me. 38“And he who does not take up his stake and follow after Me is not worthy of Me. 39“He who has found his life shall lose it, and he that has lost his life for My sake shall find it.”

Mark 8:34-38: “And calling near the crowd with His taught ones, He said to them, “Whoever desires to come after Me, let him deny himself, and take up his stake, and follow Me. 35“For whoever desires to save his life shall lose it, but whoever loses his life for the sake of Me and the Good News, he shall save it. 36“For what shall it profit a man if he gains all the world, and loses his own life? 37“Or what shall a man give in exchange for his life? 38“For whoever is ashamed of Me and My words in this adulterous and sinning generation, of him the Son of Aḏam also shall be ashamed when He comes in the esteem of His Father with the set-apart messengers.”

Mark 13:9-13: “But take heed to yourselves, for they shall deliver you up to councils and to congregations. You shall be beaten, and you shall be brought before rulers and sovereigns for My sake for a witness to them. 10 And the Good News has to be proclaimed first to all the nations. 11“And when they lead you away and deliver you up, do not worry beforehand what you are to say. But whatever is given you in that hour, speak that, for it is not you who are speaking, but the Set-apart Spirit. 12“And brother shall deliver up brother to death, and a father his child. And children shall rise up against parents and shall put them to death. 13“And you shall be hated by all because of My Name. But those who shall have endured to the end, shall be saved.”

Mark 13: 19-23: “For in those days there shall be distress, such as has not been from the beginning of creation which Elohim created until this time, nor ever shall be. 20“And if the Master had not shortened those days, no flesh would have been saved; but because of the chosen ones, whom He chose, He shortened the days.
21“And if anyone then says to you, ‘Look, here is the Messiah!’ or, ‘Look, there!’ do not believe it. 22“For false messiahs and false prophets shall rise and show signs and wonders to lead astray, if possible, even the chosen ones. 23“And you, take heed. See, I have forewarned you of it all.”

Luke 12:4-7, 38-52: “But I say to you, My friends, do not be afraid of those who kill the body, and after that are unable to do any more. 5“But I shall show you whom you should fear: Fear the One who, after killing, possesses authority to cast into Gehenna. Yea, I say to you, fear Him! 6“Are not five sparrows sold for two copper coins? And not one of them is forgotten before Elohim. 7“But even the hairs of your head have all been numbered. Do not fear, you are worth more than many sparrows.”

Luke 12:34-53: “For where your treasure is, there your heart shall be also.
35“Let your loins be girded and your lamps burning, 36and be like men waiting for their master, when he shall return from the wedding, that when he comes and knocks they open to him immediately. 37“Blessed are those servants whom the master, when he comes, shall find watching. Truly, I say to you that he shall gird himself and make them sit down to eat and shall come and serve them. 38“And if he comes in the second watch, or in the third watch, and find them so, blessed are those servants. 39“And know this, that if the master of the house had known what hour the thief comes, he would have watched and not allowed his house to be broken into. 40“And you, then, be ready, for the Son of Aḏam is coming at an hour you do not expect.” 41And Kĕpha said to Him, “Master, do You speak this parable to us, or also to all?” 42And the Master said, “Who then is the trustworthy and wise manager, whom his master shall appoint over his household, to give the portion of food in due season? 43“Blessed is that servant whom his master shall find so doing when he comes. 44“Truly, I say to you that he shall appoint him over all his possessions. 45“But if that servant says in his heart, ‘My master is delaying his coming,’ and begins to beat the male servants and female servants, and to eat and drink and be drunk, 46the master of that servant shall come on a day when he does not expect him, and at an hour that he does not know, and shall cut him in two and appoint his portion with the unbelievers. 47“And that servant who knew his master’s desire, and did not prepare, nor did according to his desire, shall be beaten with many stripes. 48“But he who did not know, yet did what deserved flogging, shall be beaten with few. And everyone to whom much is given, from him much shall be demanded. And to whom much has been entrusted, from him much more shall be asked. 49“I came to send fire on the earth, and how I wish it were already kindled! 50“But I have an immersion to be immersed with, and how distressed I am until it is accomplished! 51“Do you think that I came to give peace on earth? I say to you, no, but rather division. 52“For from now on five in one house shall be divided, three against two, and two against three – 53father shall be divided against son, and son against father, mother against daughter, and daughter against mother, mother-in-law against her daughter-in-law, and daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law.” 

Luke 13:22-28: “And He was going through the cities and villages, teaching, and journeying toward Yerushalayim, 23and someone said to Him, “Master, are there few who are being saved?” And He said to them, 24“Strive to enter through the narrow gate, because many, I say to you, shall seek to enter in and shall not be able. 25“When once the Master of the house has risen up and shut the door, and you begin to stand outside and knock at the door, saying, ‘Master, Master, open for us,’ and He shall answer and say to you, ‘I do not know you, where you are from,’
26then you shall begin to say, ‘We ate and drank in Your presence, and You taught in our streets.’ 27“But He shall say, ‘I say to you I do not know you, where you are from. Depart from Me, all you workers of unrighteousness.’ 28“There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when you see Aḇraham and Yitsḥaq and Ya‛aqoḇ and all the prophets in the reign of Elohim, and yourselves thrown outside.”

Luke 14:26-33: “If anyone comes to Me and does not hate (love less) his father and mother, and wife, and children, and brothers, and sisters, and his own life too, he is unable to be My taught one. 27“And whoever does not bear his stake and come after Me is unable to be My taught one. For who of you, wishing to build a tower, does not sit down first and count the cost, whether he has enough to complete it? For who of you, wishing to build a tower, does not sit down first and count the cost, whether he has enough to complete it? 29“Otherwise, when he has laid the foundation, and is unable to finish it, all who see it begin to mock him, 30saying, ‘This man began to build and was unable to finish.’ 31“Or what sovereign, going to fight against another sovereign, does not sit down first and take counsel whether he is able with ten thousand to meet him who comes against him with twenty thousand? 32“And if not, while the other is still far away, he sends a delegation and asks conditions of peace. 33“So, then, everyone of you who does not give up all that he has, is unable to be My taught one.”

Regarding Sha’ul: I was in Kampala, Uganda. I had sprained my ankle and could not walk much at all, let alone preach on a platform. My African Director and a friend from Dallas were out preaching. I was under a mosquito netting in a home who hosted me. The netting had holes in it. Not only mosquitoes got through, but also roaches were crawling all over me. I was in great depression. I felt my spirit begin to leave my body. Just then, I looked up and saw the “cloud of witnesses” which I also later saw when living in Jordan. Out of the cloud stepped a man who came and knelt by my bed. I rose up on my left elbow to listen to him. It was Apostle Sha’ul. Sha’ul described what he went through in the service of the Master (II Corinthians 4, 6, and 11). He let me know that these things were just “par for the course” when serving the Master – nothing to be overwhelmed by, just things to GO THROUGH, besides persecution from the religious folk who do not know Yahuwah or Yahushua. Then he went back into the cloud and it departed. I had great energy flooding all over me. I got up and hobbled to the door when the pastor and my friend came back from preaching. I said to Bethuel, “get me a place below the platform to preach, for tomorrow I am going to preach.” I preached and several came to salvation include about 3 young Muslim men. The next day, Bethuel took me to meet an English missionary nearby. She was a nurse. She helped me with my ankle problem which of course healed.

II Corinthians 4:7-11: “And we have this treasure in earthen vessels, so that the excellence of the power might be of Elohim, and not of us – 8being hard pressed on every side, but not crushed; being perplexed, but not in despair; 9being persecuted, but not forsaken; being thrown down, but not destroyed; 10always bearing about in the body the dying of the Master יהושע, that the life of יהושע might also be manifested in our body. 11For we, the living, are always delivered to death for the sake of יהושע, that the life of יהושע might also be manifested in our mortal flesh,…” 

II Corinthians 4:16-18: “Therefore we do not lose heart, but even if our outward man is perishing, the inward man is being renewed day by day. 17For this slight momentary pressure, is working for us a far more exceeding and everlasting weight of esteem. 18We are not looking on what is seen, but on what is not seen. For what is seen passes away, but what is not seen is everlasting.”

II Corinthians 5:6-10: Therefore, being always of good courage, and knowing that while we are at home in the body we are absent from the Master – 7for we walk by belief, not by sight – 8we are of good courage, and are well pleased rather to be absent from the body and to be present with the Master. 9So we also make it our aim to be well-pleasing to Him, whether being at home, or being away from home. 10For we all have to appear before the judgment seat of Messiah, in order for each one to receive according to what he has done in the body, whether good or evil.” 

II Corinthians 6:4-7:1: Rather, we commend ourselves as servants of Elohim in every way: in much endurance, in pressures, in hardships, in distresses, 5in stripes, in imprisonments, in disturbances, in toils, in watching, in fasting, 6in cleanness, in knowledge, in patience, in kindness, in the Set-apart Spirit, in love unfeigned, 7in the word of truth, in the power of Elohim, through the weapons of righteousness, on the right and on the left, 8through esteem and disrespect, through evil report and good report; regarded as deceivers, and yet true; 9as unknown, and yet well-known; as dying, and see, we live; as disciplined, and yet not killed; 10as sad, yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet enriching many; as having none, and yet possessing all. 11Our mouth has spoken openly to you, O Corinthians, our heart is wide open. 12You are not restrained by us, but you are restrained by your own affections. 13But for the same reward – I speak as to children – open wide your hearts too. 14Do not become unevenly yoked with unbelievers. For what partnership have righteousness and lawlessness? And what fellowship has light with darkness? 15And what agreement has Messiah with Beliya‛al? Or what part does a believer have with an unbeliever? 16And what union has the Dwelling Place of Elohim with idols? For you are a Dwelling Place of the living Elohim, as Elohim has said, “I shall dwell in them and walk among them, and I shall be their Elohim, and they shall be My people.” 17Therefore, “Come out from among them and be separate, says יהוה, and do not touch what is unclean, and I shall receive you. 18“And I shall be a Father to you, and you shall be sons and daughters to Me, says יהוה the Almighty.” Having, then, these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all defilement of the flesh and spirit, perfecting set-apartness in the fear of Elohim.”

II Corinthians 11:23-31: “I speak as beside myself – I am more, in labors much more, in stripes above measure, in prisons more frequently, in deaths many times.
24Five times I received from the Yehuḏim forty stripes less one. 25Three times I was beaten with rods, once I was stoned, three times I was shipwrecked, a night and a day I have been in the deep, 26in many travels, in dangers of waters, in dangers of robbers, in dangers from my own race, in dangers from the gentiles, in dangers in the city, in dangers in the desert, in dangers in the sea, in dangers among false brothers; 27in toil and hardship, in watching often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings often, in cold and nakedness, 28besides the matters from outside, what comes upon me daily: the anxiety for all the assemblies. 29Who is weak, and I am not weak? Who is made to stumble, and I do not burn inwardly? 30If I have to boast, I shall boast of matters that show up my weakness. 31The Elohim and Father of our Master יהושע Messiah, who is blessed forever, knows that I am not lying.”
 
II Corinthians 10:3-6: For though we walk in the flesh, we do not fight according to the flesh. 4For the weapons we fight with are not fleshly but mighty in Elohim for overthrowing strongholds, 5 overthrowing reasonings and every high matter that exalts itself against the knowledge of Elohim, taking captive every thought to make it obedient to the Messiah, 6and being ready to punish all disobedience, when your obedience is complete.”

Ephesians 6:10-18: “For the rest, my brothers, be strong in the Master and in the mightiness of His strength. 11Put on the complete armor of Elohim, for you to have power to stand against the schemes of the devil. 12Because we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against authorities, against the world-rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual matters of wickedness in the heavenlies. 13Because of this, take up the complete armor of Elohim, so that you have power to withstand in the wicked day, and having done all, to stand.
14Stand, then, having girded your waist with truth, and having put on the breastplate of righteousness, 15and having fitted your feet with the preparation of the Good News of peace; 16above all, having taken up the shield of belief with which you shall have power to quench all the burning arrows of the wicked one.
17Take also the helmet of deliverance, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of Elohim, 18praying at all times, with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, watching in all perseverance and supplication for all the set-apart ones;..”

Philippians 1:21-23, 27-29: “or to me, to live is Messiah, and to die is gain.
22And if to live in the flesh is to me a fruit of work, then what shall I choose? I do not know.23For I am pressed down by the two, having a desire to depart and be with Messiah, which is much better, 24but to remain in the flesh is more necessary for your sake…27Only, behave yourselves worthily of the Good News of Messiah, in order that whether I come and see you or am absent, I hear about you, that you stand fast in one spirit, with one being, striving together for the belief of the Good News, 28without being frightened in any way by those who oppose, which to them truly is a proof of destruction, but to you of deliverance, and that from Elohim.
29Because to you it has been given as a favor on behalf of Messiah, not only to believe in Him, but also to suffer for His sake, 30having the same struggle which you saw in me, and now hear to be in me.”

Philippians 2:5-16: “For, let this mind be in you which was also in Messiah יהושע,
6who, being in the form of Elohim, did not regard equality with Elohim a matter to be grasped, 7but emptied Himself, taking the form of a servant, and came to be in the likeness of men. 8And having been found in fashion as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient unto death, death even on a stake. 9Elohim, therefore, has highly exalted Him and given Him the Name which is above every name, 10that at the Name of יהושע every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, 11and every tongue should confess that יהושע Messiah is Master, to the esteem of Elohim the Father. 12So that, my beloved, as you always obeyed – not only in my presence, but now much rather in my absence – work out your own salvation with fear and trembling, 13for it is Elohim who is working in you both to desire and to work for His good pleasure. 14Do all matters without grumblings and disputing, 15in order that you be blameless and faultless, children of Elohim without blemish in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation, among whom you shine as lights in the world, 16holding on to the Word of life…”
 
Philippians 3:6-14: “…circumcised the eighth day, of the race of Yisra’ĕl, of the tribe of Binyamin, a Heḇrew of Heḇrews, according to Torah a Pharisee, 6according to ardor, persecuting the assembly; according to righteousness that is in the law, having become blameless.7But what might have been a gain to me, I have counted as loss, because of Messiah. 8What is more, I even count all to be loss because of the excellence of the knowledge of Messiah יהושע my Master, for whom I have suffered the loss of all, and count them as refuse, in order to gain Messiah,
9and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through belief in Messiah, the righteousness which is from Elohim on the basis of faith, 10 to know Him, and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death, 11if somehow I might attain to the resurrection from the dead. 12Not that I have already received, or already been perfected, but I press on, to lay hold of that for which Messiah יהושע has also laid hold of me. 13 Brothers, I do not count myself to have laid hold of it yet, but only this: forgetting what is behind and reaching out for what lies ahead, 14 I press on toward the goal for the prize of the high calling of Elohim in Messiah יהושע

Colossians 3:1-4: “If, then, you were raised with Messiah, seek the matters which are above, where Messiah is, seated at the right hand of Elohim. 2Mind the matters above, not those on the earth. 3For you have died, and your life has been hidden with Messiah in Elohim. 4When the Messiah, who is our life, is manifested, then you also shall be manifested with Him in esteem.”

II Thessalonians 1:3-12: “We ought to give thanks to Elohim always for you, brothers, as it is proper, because your faith grows exceedingly, and the love every one of you has for each other is increasing, 4so that we ourselves boast of you among the assemblies of Elohim for your endurance and belief in all your persecutions and afflictions which you are bearing, 5clear evidence of the righteous judgment of Elohim, in order for you to be counted worthy of the reign of Elohim, for which you also suffer, 6since Elohim shall rightly repay with affliction those who afflict you, 7and to give you who are afflicted rest with us when the Master יהושע is revealed from heaven with His mighty messengers, 8in flaming fire taking vengeance on those who do not know Elohim, and on those who do not obey the Good News of our Master יהושע Messiah, 9who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Master and from the esteem of His strength,
10when He comes to be esteemed in His set-apart ones and to be admired among all those who believe in that Day, because our witness to you was believed. 11To this end we always pray for you that our Elohim would count you worthy of this calling, and complete all the good pleasure of goodness, and the work of belief with power, 12so that the Name of our Master יהושע Messiah is esteemed in you, and you in Him, according to the favor of our Elohim and the Master יהושע Messiah.”

II Thessalonians 2:8-13: “And then the lawless one shall be revealed, whom the Master shall consume with the Spirit of His mouth and bring to naught with the manifestation of His coming. 9The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power and signs and wonders of falsehood, 10and with all deceit of unrighteousness in those perishing, because they did not receive the love of the truth, in order for them to be saved. 11And for this reason Elohim sends them a working of delusion, for them to believe the falsehood, 12in order that all should be judged who did not believe the truth, but have delighted in the unrighteousness. 13But we ought to give thanks to Elohim always for you, brothers, beloved by the Master, because Elohim from the beginning chose you to be saved – in set-apartness of Spirit, and faith in the truth.” 
 
II Thessalonians 3:1-8: “For the rest, brothers, pray for us, so that the Word of יהוה spreads rapidly and be praised, as also with you, 2and that we might be delivered from unreasonable and wicked men, for not all have faith. 3But the Master is trustworthy, who shall establish you and guard you from the wicked one. 4And we trust in the Master as to you, both that you do and shall do what we command you. 5And the Master direct your hearts into the love of Elohim and into the endurance for Messiah. 6But we command you, brothers, in the Name of our Master יהושע Messiah, that you withdraw from every brother who walks disorderly …”

I Timothy 6:6-14: “But reverence with contentment is great gain. 7For we brought nothing into the world, and it is impossible to take any out. 8When we have food and covering, we shall be satisfied with these. 9But those wishing to be rich fall into trial and a snare, and into many foolish and injurious lusts which plunge men in ruin and destruction. 10For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil, for which some, by longing for it, have strayed from the belief, and pierced themselves through with many pains. 11But you, O man of Elohim, flee from all this, and pursue righteousness, reverence, belief, love, endurance, meekness.
12Fight the good fight of the belief, lay hold on everlasting life, to which you were also called and have confessed the good confession before many witnesses. 13In the sight of Elohim who gives life to all, and of Messiah יהושע who witnessed the good confession before Pontius Pilate, I charge you: 14that you guard the command spotlessly, blamelessly, until the appearing of our Master יהושע Messiah,…”

II Timothy 1:7-8: “For Elohim has not given us a spirit of cowardice, but of power and of love and of self-control. 8So do not be ashamed of the witness of our Master, nor of me His prisoner, but suffer hardship with me for the Good News according to the power of Elohim,…”

II Timothy 2:3-10: Suffer hardship with us as a good soldier of יהושע Messiah. 4No one serving as a soldier gets involved in the affairs of this life, in order to please only him who enlisted him as a soldier. 5And if anyone competes in a game, he is not crowned unless he competes according to the rules. 6The hard-working farmer ought to be first to receive his share of the crops. 7Think over what I say, for the Master shall give you understanding into all this. 8Remember that יהושע Messiah, of the seed of Dawiḏ, was raised from the dead according to my Good News, 9for which I suffer hardship, as a criminal, unto chains, but the Word of Elohim is not chained. 10So I endure through it all for the sake of the chosen, so that they too obtain deliverance which is in Messiah יהושע with everlasting esteem.”

II Timothy 3:1-5: “But know this, that in the last days grievous times shall come.
2For men shall be lovers of self, lovers of money, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, thankless, evil-doers, 3unloving, unforgiving, slanderers, without self-control, fierce, haters of good, 4betrayers, reckless, puffed up, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of Elohim, 5having a form of godliness but denying its power. And turn away from these!”

II Timothy 4:3-8: “For there shall be a time when they shall not bear sound teaching, but according to their own desires, they shall heap up for themselves teachers tickling the ear, 4and they shall indeed turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to myths. 5But you be sober in all matters, suffer hardships, do the work of an evangelist, accomplish your service completely.
6For I am already being poured out, and the time of my departure has arrived.
7I have fought the good fight, I have finished the race, I have guarded the belief.
8For the rest, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Master, the righteous Judge, shall give to me on that Day, and not to me only but also to all those loving His appearing.”

I Peter 1:3-9: “Blessed be the Elohim and Father of our Master יהושע Messiah, who according to His great compassion has caused us to be born again to a living expectation through the resurrection of יהושע Messiah from the dead, 4to an inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and unfading, having been kept in the heavens for you, 5who are protected by the power of Elohim through faith, for a deliverance ready to be revealed in the last time, 6in which you exult, even though for a little while, if need be, you have been grieved by manifold trials, 7in order that the proving of your belief – much more precious than gold that perishes, and proven by fire – might be found to result in praise and respect and esteem at the revelation of יהושע Messiah, 8whom having not seen, you love; in whom you exult with unspeakable and esteemed joy, yet not seeing, but believing, 9obtaining the goal of your faith: the deliverance of lives.”

I Peter 2:18-24: “Servants, be subject to your masters with all fear, not only to the good and gentle, but also to the crooked ones. 19For this is favor, if because of conscience toward Elohim anyone bears up under grief, suffering unrighteously. 20For what credit is there in enduring a beating when you sin? But if you suffer for doing good and you endure, this finds favour with Elohim. 21For to this you were called, because Messiah also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that you should follow His steps 22“who committed no sin, nor was deceit found in His mouth,” 23who, being reviled, did not revile in return; suffering, did not threaten, but committed Himself to Him who judges righteously; 24who Himself bore our sins in His body on the timber, so that we, having died to sins, might live unto righteousness – by whose stripes you were healed.”

I Peter 3:14-18: “But even if you suffer for righteousness’ sake, you are blessed. “And do not fear their threats, neither be troubled.” 15But set apart יהוה Elohim in your hearts, and always be ready to give an answer to everyone asking you a reason concerning the expectation that is in you, with meekness and fear, 16having a good conscience, so that when they speak against you as doers of evil, those who falsely accuse your good behavior in Messiah, shall be ashamed. 17For it is better, if it is the desire of Elohim, to suffer for doing good than for doing evil. Because even Messiah once suffered for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to Elohim, having been put to death indeed in flesh but made alive in the Spirit,…”

I Peter 3:4:1-2 “Therefore, since Messiah suffered in the flesh, arm yourselves also with the same mind, because he who has suffered in the flesh has ceased from sin, 2so that he no longer lives the rest of his time in the flesh for the lusts of men, but according to the desire of Elohim.”

I Peter 4:12-19: “Beloved ones, do not be surprised at the fiery trial that is coming upon you, to try you, as though some unusual matter has befallen you,
13but as you share Messiah’s sufferings, rejoice, in order that you might rejoice exultingly at the revelation of His esteem. 14If you are reproached for the Name of Messiah, you are blessed, because the Spirit of esteem and of Elohim rests upon you. On their part He is blasphemed, but on your part He is praised. 15For do not let any of you suffer as a murderer, or thief, or doer of evil, or as a meddler. 16But if one suffers being a believer, let him not be ashamed, but let him esteem Elohim in this matter. 17Because it is time for judgment to begin from the House of Elohim. And if firstly from us, what is the end of those who do not obey the Good News of Elohim? 18And if the righteous one is scarcely saved, where shall the wicked and the sinner appear? 19So then, those who suffer according to the desire of Elohim should commit their lives to a trustworthy Creator, in doing good.”

I Peter 5:6-10: “Humble yourselves, then, under the mighty hand of Elohim, so that He exalts you in due time, 7casting all your worry upon Him, for He is concerned about you. 8Be sober, watch, because your adversary the devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking someone to devour. 9Resist him, firm in the belief, knowing that the same hardships are experienced by your brotherhood in the world. 10And the Elohim of all favour, who called you to His everlasting esteem by Messiah יהושע, after you have suffered a while, Himself perfect, establish, strengthen, and settle you.”

II Peter 2:6-9: “having reduced to ashes the cities of Seḏom and Amorah condemned them to destruction – having made them an example to those who afterward would live wickedly, 7and rescued righteous Lot, who was oppressed with the indecent behavior of the lawless 8(for day after day that righteous man, dwelling among them, tortured his righteous being by seeing and hearing their lawless works), 9then יהוה knows how to rescue the reverent ones from trial and to keep the unrighteous unto the day of judgment, to be punished,…”

II Peter 3:10-18: “having reduced to ashes the cities of Seḏom and Amorah condemned them to destruction – having made them an example to those who afterward would live wickedly, 7and rescued righteous Lot, who was oppressed with the indecent behavior of the lawless (for day after day that righteous man, dwelling among them, tortured his righteous being by seeing and hearing their lawless works), 9then יהוה knows how to rescue the reverent ones from trial and to keep the unrighteous unto the day of judgment, to be punished,…”

Revelation 2:10-11:´” Do not be afraid of what you are about to suffer. See, the devil is about to throw some of you into prison, in order to try you, and you shall have tribulation ten days. Be trustworthy until death, and I shall give you the crown of life. 11“He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the assemblies. He who overcomes shall by no means be harmed by the second death.” 

Revelation 3:4-6: Nevertheless, you have a few names in Sardis who have not defiled their garments. And they shall walk with Me in white, because they are worthy. 5“He who overcomes shall be dressed in white robes, and I shall by no means blot out his name from the Book of Life, but I shall confess his name before My Father and before His messengers. 6“He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the assemblies.”

Revelation 3:7-13: “And to the messenger of the assembly in Philadelphia write, ‘He who is set-apart, He who is true, He who has the key of Dawiḏ, He who opens and no one shuts, and shuts and no one opens, says this: 8“I know your works – see, I have set before you an open door, and no one is able to shut it – that you have little power, yet have guarded My Word, and have not denied My Name. 9“See, I am giving up those of the congregation of Satan, who say they are Yehuḏim and are not, but lie. See, I am making them come and worship before your feet, and to know that I have loved you. 10“Because you have guarded My Word of endurance, I also shall guard you from the hour of trial which shall come upon all the world, to try those who dwell on the earth. 11“See, I am coming speedily! Hold what you have that no one take your crown. 12“He who overcomes, I shall make him a supporting post in the Dwelling Place of My Elohim, and he shall by no means go out. And I shall write on him the Name of My Elohim and the name of the city of My Elohim, the renewed Yerushalayim, which comes down out of the heaven from My Elohim, and My renewed Name. 13“He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the assemblies.’” 

Revelation 3:20-22: “See, I stand at the door and knock. If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I shall come in to him and dine with him, and he with Me. 21“To him who overcomes I shall give to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne. 22“He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the assemblies”

Revelation 6:7-11: “And when He opened the fourth seal, I heard the voice of the fourth living creature saying, “Come and see.” 8And I looked and saw a pale horse. And he who sat on it had the name Death, and the grave followed with him. And authority was given to them over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword, and with hunger, and with death, and by the beasts of the earth. 9And when He opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the beings of those having been slain for the Word of Elohim and for the witness which they held, 10and they cried with a loud voice, saying, “How long, O Master, set-apart and true, until You judge and avenge our blood on those who dwell on the earth?” 11And there was given to each one a white robe, and they were told that they should rest a little while longer, until both the number of their fellow servants and their brothers, who would be killed as they were, was completed.”

Revelation 7:9-17: “After this I looked and saw a great crowd which no one was able to count, out of all nations and tribes and peoples and tongues, standing before the throne and before the Lamb, dressed in white robes, and palm branches in their hands, 10and crying out with a loud voice, saying, “Deliverance belongs to our Elohim who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!” 11And all the messengers stood around the throne and the elders and the four living creatures, and fell on their faces before the throne and worshipped Elohim, 12saying, “Amĕn! The blessing, and the esteem, and the wisdom, and the thanksgiving, and the respect, and the power, and the might, to our Elohim forever and ever. Amĕn.” 13And one of the elders responded, saying to me, “Who are these dressed in white robes, and where did they come from?” 14And I said to him, “Master, you know.” And he said to me, “These are those coming out of the great tribulation, having washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb. 15“Because of this they are before the throne of Elohim and serve Him day and night in His Dwelling Place. And He who sits on the throne shall spread His Tent over them. 16“They shall hunger no more, neither thirst any more, neither shall the sun strike them, nor any heat,
17because the Lamb who is in the midst of the throne shall shepherd them and lead them to fountains of waters of life. And Elohim shall wipe away every tear from their eyes.”

Revelation 14:12-13: “Here is the endurance of the set-apart ones, here are those guarding the commands of Elohim and the belief of יהושע. 13And I heard a voice out of the heaven saying to me, “Write, ‘Blessed are the dead who die in the Master from now on.’ ” “Yes,” says the Spirit, “in order that they rest from their labors, and their works follow with them.”

Today, few are teaching the Word to prepare people for martyrdom. The Babylonian Talmud speaks much about beheading those who worship Jesus/Yeshua/Yahushua. The Talmud teaches the killing of all who are not of the Rabbinic Judaism religion. This same Talmud, also is international law, giving rights for pedophilia and abortion as well as murder.

Today, Christians are being slaughtered by government orders and religious orders all over the earth. Few in the once-affluent western first-world nations are preparing people for death in many ways, brought on my the depopulation agenda – to rid earth of humans, animals, birds, fish – anything that gives praise to the Creators, including food crops, trees, fresh water, and grass. Few are warning, few are listening, few are preparing, many will join the Beast and his alien entourage, and his techno-entourage. 

The one group that Lucifer and fallen angels want to eliminate in total are those who are born again, Spirit-filled, and preparing for the Kingdom. Suffering has been a part of being “saved” from the beginning – in the Book of Acts. The book of Acts is our manual for reality right now. Lucifer has influenced Christians that Acts is not for today. Those who know their Elohim, will be strong and do exploits, the Word says (Daniel 11:32). Right now, international and national law, refers to Christians as dangerous, insane, needing to be removed. It’s in US law too. So, as I exposed in these man-made religious fantasies like the “Dominion/Apostolic Movement” have made the perpetrators very rich, but the lies of “all is well” will end up damning millions. “God” is not our servant to be told what to do and expect Him to do it. 

Psalm 91’s blessings are contingent on the guarding of Psalm 91:1l.  
When in Mbale, Uganda, at a church before speaking, they took up the offering. As the people came forward to put money into the baskets on the platform, they sang the chant: “I’ll never have to suffer.” I was numbed when I heard a favorite pastor here in Texas march up and down in front of the audience chanting “I’ll never have to suffer.” 

As you can see from just this small sample of verses from the Bible, there are many more, to believe that nice-Christians will never have to suffer anything, but just command God and all is well, is insanity. 

The carnality, the pride, the status-seeking, the approval of man-seeking, never speaking of personal responsibility – well, those pastors will be leading many into eternal damnation when they have to suffer.  They’ll choose the Beast rather than martyrdom. So many pastors lying to their people by their silence, are prepared to escape to Argentina, Venezuela, Paraguay, etc. in their planes, and leave their congregations to the guillotines, or the nukes, whichever comes first.

Multi-millionaires they are – telling people what they want to hear, then dumping them like garbage into the fires. All of the apostles died martyr’s deaths except Yochanan/John. We do not hear of his death. 

One disciple of Yochanan was Polycarp. He died a martyr’s death. The movie “Polycarp” is a must see. It will prepare people for making the right choice when faced with martyrdom. Better to go through death into eternal life than to go to hell forever.

Those who teach fantasies like the pre-7-year tribulation rapture, or “dominion theology,” #175 under the Mikvah of the Heart of Elohim, will be guilty of leading His children into damnation. What will be their judgment if they do not repent and turn quickly to warn His people?

Those that preach Yahushua’s coming is many years away, that all will be well, are teachers of Lucifer’s delight. Those that are entrenched in making money, planning their children’s future, etc., planning vacations and celebrations, etc. while WWIII is building to a crescendo, are deluding themselves also.

Those who run from truth will be given falsehood so that they will believe the lies – i.e. II Thessalonians 2:9-12 tells us: “the coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all power and signs and wonders of falsehood, 10and with all deceit of unrighteousness in those perishing, because they did not receive the love of the truth, in order for them to be saved. 11And for this reason Elohim sends them a working of delusion, for them to believe the falsehood, 12in order that all should be judged who did not believe the truth, but have delighted in the unrighteousness.” 
Those who refuse to face reality have the horribly dead disease of: “REALITY AVOIDANCE SYNDROME.” It is a disease that will bring sure death, eternal death, to all who embrace it. 

So many are on the ladder-climbing agenda. They love the ascent in the eyes of people and themselves. However, the only real ascent will come as we submit to obedience to the Master Yahushua/Yahuwah. As totally blameless before Them, we ascend to an eternal Kingdom of pure perfection. 
“Eye has not seen, nor ear heard what Yahuwah has prepared for them that love Him.” I Corinthians chapter 2.

How can we go ”through” in victory, in overcoming, in “enduring to the end” if we run from the “pressure,” which is what “tribulation” means -- the pressure of the tribulum, a farm instrument that tills the soil, breaks up the hard dirt clots for planting, and also separates chaff from wheat so it is edible?

So, what is “the tribulation?” It is a short time-period when Yahuwah uses Lucifer and the fallen angels to separate out who are His people from those who are not. It is our preparation for eternal life with Elohim in Their Kingdom. It removes what keeps us from entering the Kingdom blameless before Them. It is a gift. It removes sin and self, and prepares us to receive Yahuwah’s Spirit, with all of His benefits. 

From the beginning of the assembly of Yahushua under the apostle Ya’cob in Jerusalem, and the apostles in Greece and Rome, martyrdom has been a norm for the true believers. Constantine did not stop the martyrdom of the true believers in the Word of Yahuwah and Yahushua. He just created a copy of his own making in the culture of Greece and Rome. The whole Word gives us the culture of heaven and the requirements for entering the Kingdom of Light in eternity.
