THIS IS THE YEAR TO
 TAKE OFF THE VEIL 

     How many ways can one person preach and/or teach on the subject of set-apartness? How many ways can a listener hear the subject of set-apartness?  I’ve been teaching on this subject for over 30 years. Yet, at the Prayer Center meeting yesterday, Pastor McQueen had me spellbound as she preached and taught about set apartness from a whole new angle I had never thought of before. I was “glued to her every word.” The anointing of the Spirit was manifested strongly. We had a wonderful time of worship beforehand, so our spirts were open to what Yahuwah had to say from His Word. Beginning with January 1, 2021, she said “This is the year to take off the veil.” 
     As our minds are saturated with His Word, going cover to cover to be taught by the Spirit – revelation knowledge will be imparted to our spirit that can and will revolutionize our life, and put us in a higher realm of understanding.
     Pastor’s approach to teaching set-apartness began in Exodus 33:7-11, then some excerpts from Exodus 33:12-33, connected with Exodus 34:29-35, and then final understanding from II Corinthians 3:7-11. 
     Recently, I wrote the article “Incapable.” Why have those who claim to be His people become so incapable of hearing from Yahuwah, so incapable of connecting the dots through the whole of the Word to get the powerful revelation He wants us to have? First up, is ignorance of what it means to be born again, and second is ignorance regarding the necessity of receiving Yahuwah’s Spirit within our re-born spirit. If a “believer” is not Spirit-taught, man and the fallen realm can jerk that person into one of thousands of slots of unbelief, containing emotional attachment to lies.
     For one thing they have rejected His Spirit, who is Yahuwah, and downplayed His Son. That might give us clues as to why the uppity religious snobbery by those who follow man and don’t know Yahuwah or Yahushua as Persons to know. 
     It all boils down to the decision of each person as to who they are going to be taught by - whose disciple they will be, who they will follow, and who they will defend as having the truth everyone else should listen to? Yahuwah, by His Spirit, has to be the Teacher of absolute Truth. If His people choose man over Him – that’s their damnation.
      The spirits of religion have their roots in Babel, Sumar, in Nimrod, in the plains of Shinar, close to 5,000 years ago. All religion enslaves man to its teachers, whom they choose as their gurus to follow. Messiah rounded up disciples/”taught ones,” and anointed them to go forth with the message: “The kingdom of heaven is at hand,” to heal, deliver, preach the Good News, and bring others to their Teacher. They were His ambassadors, His representatives, “in training for reigning.” All of disciples who received the new birth and the baptism into the Spirit by Messiah after His return to heaven were His ambassadors, representatives, “in training for reigning.”
     Sh’aul made his point in I Corinthians 2:10-13, NKJ: “… it is written: `“Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of man the things which God has prepared for those who love Him.’ 10But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God. 11For what man knows the things of a man except the spirit of the man which is in him? Even so no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God. 12Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given to us by God. 13These things we also speak, not in words which man’s wisdom teaches but which the Holy Spirit teaches, comparing spiritual things with spiritual. 14But the natural man does not receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned. 15But he who is spiritual judges all things, yet he himself is rightly judged by no one. 16For who has known the mind of the LORD that he may instruct Him? But we have the mind of Christ.”
      People are divided because, like they told Samuel in I Samuel 8, “give us a king like the nations.” [Refer to “I Samuel 8 – 2021 – Samuel vs Everyone Else/Mikvah of the Heart of Elohim] They rejected the rule of Yahuwah. They wanted a man to rule. So, Yahuwah gave them a man – King Sha’ul/Saul. What a disappointment he was.  Yahuwah raised up King David, from whose loins would come His Son Yahushua, our Savior, Redeemer, Deliverer, Messiah.  
     Over a million in the Christian world of America voted in 2016 for Donald Trump, whom they believed would make America great again so that they could continue to prosper in the “super power” of the earth.  What has changed about human nature since after Adam and Eve sinned? Nothing!
      The people whom Moses brought out of Egypt were afraid when Moses was so favored by Yahuwah that His radiance, His esteem, shone forth from his face because he was the Presence of Yahuwah, and so filled with His Spirit that his whole being reflected the eternal. So, Moses put a veil on his face so they wouldn’t be scared of him. When he went into the tabernacle before Yahuwah, he took of the veil. The people could not handle the glory/esteem of one who had been in Yahuwah’s Presence, the Presence that kept radiating from Him. They wanted to hear from a man. 
     In Exodus 19, they feared the Presence of Yahuwah, so they told Moses to speak to them, not Yahuwah.  Moses had to dummy down all the glorious knowledge of life in the Spirit that he had, to appease the carnality of those he was leading through the wilderness. Their faith was in Moses, not in Yahuwah as is well demonstrated in the events of Numbers 13 and 14. 
     Deuteronomy 18: Messiah was like Moses in that He was a deliverer, too, one who brought the Presence of His Father to all who would receive Him. This is what we must be: Those who radiate the light of the Presence of our Father and Yahushua the Savior!  
     The ancient wedding ceremony addresses Moses as the attendant of the Bridal remnant, and Eliyahu the attendant of the Bridegroom.  Moses, Moshe in Hebrew, was set-apart from everyone else, just like Samuel was later on.  Moses was a remnant unto himself until Joshua and Caleb came along. He alone had the characteristics of the set-apart Bridal remnant, marked and sealed for the end-day’s exploits. He knew Yahuwah. He talked to Yahushua, as did Abraham. Moses was set-apart, entering the most inner place of the tabernacle where he and Yahuwah fellowshipped together. 
      The people would stand when Moses went into the most set-apart place – in awe of Him, going into the Presence of the God that brought them out of Egypt, and then Joshua hanging around Moses with like desire for Him. The other people knew that Yahuwah was a great God, yet they chose the golden calf when they were scared. 
     Isn’t that exactly what is happening today. People are not hearing from Yahuwah because they do not know Him, so they’re turning to the golden calf they constructed in their minds – the idols/gods of humans whom humans hope will deliver them, like Donald Trump for example. Now we’re entering a wilderness not known before, and our golden calf appears to be losing the battle. Those who only trust in Yahuwah continue on to bear good fruit unto eternal life, even in the face of great tribulation. 
       Most “believers” still have their heart in Egypt, symbolic of the world system ruled by the fallen angels. They are jealous of those who have favor and authority from Yahuwah because they know Him, like we read in Numbers 16 about Korah. We see what Yahuwah thought of Korah and his family.
     Moses was a humble man. He had been raised to be a Pharaoh, honored throughout Egypt. Forty years around Mount Horeb herding sheep humbled him. He had child-like faith. He was submitted to Yahuwah. Thus, Yahuwah gave him authority greater than that of any Pharaoh! 
     To the 70 in Luke 10:19, Yahushua said: “I give you authority to trample on serpents and scorpions and over all the power of the enemy, and none at all shall hurt you.” “Serpents and scorpions are symbolic of demonic spirits. Tragically, in 2021, 99% of His people in western Greco-Roman pagan culture have no clue as to how to handle that kind of authority and get the same results Yahushua got. 
     Yet, Yahushua said in John 14:12, NKJ: “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father.” Are we seeing the “works that I do” or the “greater works” being done by today’s “believers?” NO! Not in the Greco-Roman western world. But, in places where the people’s faith is that of Matthew 18:1-4, YES.  I saw some of this in my travels in Africa, and in Mexico, Central, and South America. He goes where there is simple, child-like faith! Abba is setting up scenarios for his people that will determine whether they understand the use of His authority and apply it, or not.  
      Moses kept his face veiled, and the full power of his message veiled as he spoke to the people. WHY? – Because, the people were incapable of understanding the mind of Yahuwah. They knew Egypt. They knew slavery to task masters. They knew bowing to idols. They had no clue what it meant to be delivered from Egypt into freedom – NO clue at all. The Greco-Roman culture is not free - it is a deceitful controller of slaves. 
      The people in nations that cater to the carnal lusts of the flesh are not setting the people free, but enslaving them to the task masters of man and demons. But, to submit to Yahuwah and Yahushua – even His people are horrified of even the thought of it. Oh, how mankind has been programmed that man’s rule is freedom and Yahuwah’s rule is slavery! 
     Man enslaves, Satan and his forces enslave, Yahuwah and Yahushua set free. Yet, man chooses slavery, thinking he’s running his own show. What a laugh the fallen ones have, what mockery, what a joke man is to them. However, they sure do fear the ones submitted totally to Yahuwah by faith in Yahushua. 
      Exodus 33:7-11, NKJ: “Moses took his tent and pitched it outside the camp, far from the camp, and called it the tabernacle of meeting. And it came to pass that everyone who sought the LORD went out to the tabernacle of meeting which was outside the camp. 8So it was, whenever Moses went out to the tabernacle, that all the people rose, and each man stood at his tent door and watched Moses until he had gone into the tabernacle. 9And it came to pass, when Moses entered the tabernacle, that the pillar of cloud descended and stood at the door of the tabernacle, and the LORD talked with Moses. 10All the people saw the pillar of cloud standing at the tabernacle door, and all the people rose and worshiped, each man in his tent door. 11So the LORD spoke to Moses face to face, as a man speaks to his friend. And he would return to the camp, but his servant Joshua the son of Nun, a young man, did not depart from the tabernacle.
     Hebrews 13:12-14, NKJ: “Therefore, Jesus also, that He might sanctify the people with His own blood, suffered outside the gate. 13Therefore let us go forth to Him, outside the camp, bearing His reproach. 14For here we have no continuing city, but we seek the one to come.”
      Excerpts from Exodus 34:29-33, NKJ: “29Now it was so, when Moses came down from Mount Sinai (and the two tablets of the Testimony were in Moses’ hand when he came down from the mountain), that Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone while he talked with Him. 30So when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to come near him. 31Then Moses called to them, and Aaron and all the rulers of the congregation returned to him; and Moses talked with them. 32Afterward all the children of Israel came near, and he gave them as commandments all that the LORD had spoken with him on Mount Sinai. 33And when Moses had finished speaking with them, he put a veil on his face. 34But whenever Moses went in before the LORD to speak with Him, he would take the veil off until he came out; and he would come out and speak to the children of Israel whatever he had been commanded. 35And whenever the children of Israel saw the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses’ face shone, then Moses would put the veil on his face again, until he went in to speak with Him.” 
     How tragic! He was set-apart unto Yahuwah yes, but how sad that he could not be himself before the people he risked his life to rescue from slavery in Egypt – the people he led through the Red Sea, the people who saw Yahuwah’s miracles. Moses could not allow them to see the radiance, esteem, glory, that came from out of his spirit and filled his whole being, shining out from him for all to see. They were afraid of the relationship he had with Yahuwah. He wanted to be at home with them, but he could not. He had to draw back to be alone with Yahuwah. Do you see the parallels today between the set-apart of Yahuwah and the ones who draw back from His esteemed Presence?
     II Corinthians 3:12-18, NKJ: “12Therefore, since we have such hope, we use great boldness of speech— 13unlike Moses, who put a veil over his face so that the children of Israel could not look steadily at the end of what was passing away. 14But their minds were blinded. For until this day the same veil remains unlifted in the reading of the Old Testament (Tenach), because the veil is taken away in Christ. 15But even to this day, when Moses is read, a veil lies on their heart. 16Nevertheless when one turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away. 17Now the Lord is the Spirit; and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is liberty. 18But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.”
     He’s not talking about liberty to sin, liberty to disobey the instructions of Yahuwah for right standing in His Kingdom, i.e. the Torah. What was passing away? Not the Torah. It was their slavery that had passed away; they were coming into freedom, and yet, they clung to their fears, their slave mentality, and could not enter into the radiant light of the Kingdom that He was leading them to. 
     Today it is the same with those who will not come into the light of Kingdom by the shed blood of the Lamb of Yahuwah. Messiah expanded the teachings and instructions. They are for those who have been born again, and are filled the Spirit. The Torah is not a religion governed by man, but is a joy that is lived out in everyday life. It leads us to Messiah, who gave us the Torah of the Kingdom twice: 1) On Sinai, Exodus 19-20, and 2) it’s expansion into the realm of the Spirit, so that it is our joy, not religious “duty.”

     Is Sha’ul telling us that the Old Testament was replaced or removed by Messiah? NO!!! He is speaking to those who, in the 1st century C.E., who kept being subservient to the teachings of the Pharisee rabbis - those Messiah called “vipers,” and Yochanan the baptizer called a “brood of vipers,” or also called “the seed of vipers.” (Matthew 23; John 3) The majority of the ruling Pharisees were biological hybrids. 
     In 133 CE, the Pharisee Akiva, started a new religion based on the “Oral Law of Moses,” which is today the Babylonian Talmud, entitled “Rabbinic Judaism.” Please refer to: “Rabbinic Judaism and Its Link to Rome,” Mikvah of Present Reality.
     To reiterate: Sha’ul is not talking about the Torah of Yahuwah which is the written Word of Yahuwah, His instructions to us for right standing in His Kingdom. That was not done away with – only expanded into the heart of the truly saved ones in a true new birth by the blood of the Lamb of Yahuwah. Because Yahushua died and rose again, we can be taken out of slavery to the kingdom of darkness and transferred into the Kingdom of Light, the Kingdom of “His Dear Son.” Yahushua is the Lamb of Yahuwah who takes away the sin of the world, fulfilling all the animal sacrifices i.e. Leviticus 17:11: “For the life is in the blood, and I have given it to you upon the altar to make atonement for your lives, for it is the blood that makes atonement for the life.” Refer to Colossians 1, to read about the glorious transfer from slavery to freedom in Messiah.
      Until Messiah became the “Lamb of Yahuwah” (John 1:29), the people had to depend on the sacrifice of animals to “cover sin.” But in Messiah’s willfully laying down His life for us, He has the power to remove sin and set us free to be His servants – to be trained for entrance into the Kingdom of Light by the Spirit of Yahuwah.  After our true new birth, refer to “The True New Birth…”/Mikvah of Eternal Salvation, during which Yahuwah’s Spirit does 40 things to make us new creations and citizens of heaven, He does not abandon us to man to nurture us to maturity. He continues on, by baptizing us into the Spirit, filling us with the Spirit of His Father, so that He can be our nurturer. 
       Sha’ul was speaking of how the Torah was USURPED by the Pharisees, whose lineage is with us today in rabbinic Judaism, and the Talmud became the “Bible” of Judaism, not the Torah! Please read “Quotes That Forever Dispel Damning Lies,”/Mikvah of Israel, Our Eternal Inheritance. Truth can be horrendous shocker, as in this article, but if you want to be free, Truth will free you. 
      The “new Covenant” was not brand new. It is a renewed covenant – which is clear from Jeremiah 31:31 and Matthew 26:26-28.  The words refer to a renewal – a renewal with expanded requirements – a “better covenant” that allows the Spirit of Yahuwah to actually live inside of us to help us carry out His instructions.  
      Get off any “hate Paul” trip you might be on. Please read the article “Paul”/Mikvah of the Heart of Elohim.  Stop letting man jerk your emotions around and program your head-reasoning. Satan does not want you to personally know Yahuwah and Yahushua!      Learn from the only One who has the authority to teach you – the Spirit of Yahuwah. Then He will send confirmation from His human servants! 
       Jeremiah 31:31-34, NKJ: “Behold, the days are coming, says the LORD, when I will make a new/renewed covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah— 32not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, though I was a husband to them, says the LORD. 33But this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put My law in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 34No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, ‘Know the LORD,’ for they all shall know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them, says the LORD. For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will remember no more.”
     Refer to my mini-book PUTTING THE TORAH IN ITS PROPER PLACE via Amazon Kindle or the Mikvah of the Covenant.
     After Pastor McQueen concluded, Derek added a revelation from I John 1:7. I John 1:7, NKJ: “This is the message which we have heard from Him and declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all. 6If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. 7But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.”
     As Derek brought out in a powerful revelation, only as we unveil our spirit and let the powerful light shine forth from it can we unify with other true brothers and sisters in Messiah. Unity can only be found in the Light. All taught by the Spirit, all submitting to Him, all flowing together in the Truth, in purpose, in empowerment, in love of the Master Yahushua and calling for His return, are coming into unity in the Spirit (John 17).  This is the remnant that is soon to go forth – the remnant of the set-apart ones, filled with His light, radiating His Presence, terrifying the fallen ones, moving in power and under the authority of Yahuwah. There’s a high price to pay to be in this final move of Yahuwah to the nations to prepare the way for Yahuwah. 
     I’ve told this before, but I’ll repeat it here – it fits. When lying on my back on a prayer room floor at Grace Temple, during prayer, I saw light flashes coming out of my spirit area, the John 7:37-39 belly area. Another lady nearby saw the light, too, and came over to tell me. We really do have light in our spirit if 1) we are truly born again, and 2) follow the Master on His terms, and 3) allow the Spirit of Yahuwah full reign in our life – the carnal mind being subjected to His mind. 
     Messiah said in John 5:41-47, these rabbinic Pharisees were incapable of receiving the message that Yahushua brought to mankind. He said in a discourse to them: “I do not receive honor from men. 42But I know you, that you do not have the love of God in you. 43I have come in My Father’s name, and you do not receive Me; if another comes in his own name, him you will receive. 44How can you believe, who receive honor from one another, and do not seek the honor that comes from the only God? 45Do not think that I shall accuse you to the Father; there is one who accuses you—Moses, in whom you trust. 46For if you believed Moses, you would believe Me; for he wrote about Me. 47But if you do not believe his writings, how will you believe My words?”
     Moses knew Yahushua. Moses wrote about Him in Deuteronomy 18:15-19.
      Leviticus 11:  19:2, 20:7-8, 26, I Peter 1:16; Revelation 22:11b. “Be set-apart for I am set-apart.” “Let the set-apart be more set-apart.” The light must totally separate from the darkness, the veiled in ignorance, in sin, in self-control. Come out from among them and be separate, and touch not the unclean thing, and I will receive you,” II Corinthians 6:18-7:1. Refer to: “A Radical View of Set-Apartness”/Mikvah of Set-Apartness. He is calling His children to be radically set apart – not to veil the face and hide the light because of the chosen ignorance by those that fear the Truth.
     II Thessalonians 2:8-12 – those that do not love the truth will be sent a strong delusion from Yahuwah so that they believe the lie and are damned. 
     Take off the veil! When Messiah died, He took off the veil that was over the Torah and amplified it so that it shines from our heart and we live by every word that He speaks (Deuteronomy 8) – all of it that applies to us from cover to cover. Religion sticks people under the control of man. Yahushua frees us to learn from His Father, who is the Spirit. (II Corinthians 3:17-18) Sha’ul was not downing the Torah! He was saying that the veil of man’s teachings, the rabbinic control over teaching, kept the people from basking in the Light of Truth from it. 
     When the veil is removed, Messiah is seen in all of it – the 7 Festivals being the backbone outline of His plan of salvation for us. He is the marked servant of Yahuwah (Isaiah 50). He is everywhere from Genesis 1:1, when He, the Word, from the beginning, spoke the cosmos and the earth into existence. He holds all things together by the Word of His Power. 
      Yahushua is the Living Word incarnate (John 1:1, 14). Don’t let man keep you shyed away from the book of Acts - your power source is taught there. The Master Yahushua is coming, let the Spirit of Yahuwah come and live within so that He is your Teacher. The time is short. Give up your stubborn religious dependency on man, and be really free to know Yahuwah and Yahushua personally. As is our theme at the Prayer Center this year – take off the veil, let your light so shine before men that they may see His esteem and so esteem the Father who is in heaven. 
      Matthew 5:14-16: NKJ 14“You are the light of the world. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hidden. 15Nor do they light a lamp and put it under a basket, but on a lampstand, and it gives light to all who are in the house. 16Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father in heaven. 
     John 12:35-36, NKJ: “Then Jesus said to them, `A little while longer the light is with you. Walk while you have the light, lest darkness overtake you; he who walks in darkness does not know where he is going. 36While you have the light, believe in the light, that you may become sons of light.’”
     Our Kingdom is the Kingdom of Light. Let your light shine! Let the Kingdom light shine through you. THIS IS THE YEAR TO TAKE THE VEIL OFF YOUR FACE AND LET THE WORLD SEE THE PRESENCE OF YAHUWAH WITHIN YOU!
