THEY KNOW!
Shabbat May 30, 2015: I felt led to listen once again to Sandi Patti singing “We Shall Behold Him.” This song has been a powerful motivator in my life to keep focused on the return of the Beloved One. 

All the set-apart ones of the past await His coming; all those on earth who know Him await His return with great expectation. Satan and all his hosts also know, as well as the Illuminati Luciferic Elite Lucifer. Satan knows he’s up against a deadline, so do his fallen ones, the spirits of the Nephilim (demons), and his human host. They are pushing forward with great speed, hoping to use their modern tower of Babel (CERN) in order to go through it and destroy Yahuweh and Yahushua, as Nimrod desired to do. 
If the human and angelic cabal of the fallen ones know the timing of Messiah’s return, how much more excited are the loyal and faithful angelic beings in the throne room of Yahuweh, and the born-again children of Yahuweh in the heavenly courts of Messiah?  

Micha’el is faithfully battling the hosts of Satan, and Satan himself, in the dimension of the second heaven. (Revelation 12:7-12) Many of the hosts of the evil one are entering the earth again as a united army.  Evidence of them is being seen and reported all over the world.  Underground military bases are in contract with this “army,” and its leaders, and working with them. There are approximately 200 of these underground facilities in America alone, and over 1,000 worldwide. The forces of Lucifer are operative, organized, and attacking the children of Yahuweh, the set-apart servants of Yahushua.  
Those that have gone beyond into heaven know what is about to take place on earth. They know all the about the return of Messiah. There are no secrets there! Neither are there secrets withheld from His servants who fear Him and worship Him here on earth. (Amos 3:7: Psalm 25:14; Daniel 2:20-22; Matthew 13:11)
All of heaven, all in the dimension of Yahuweh and Yahushua, know what’s going on – for they know His Word. The prophets have foretold what He gave them to say. All of heaven is expectant as they watch the preparations for Yahushua to mount His white horse for the final ride from heaven to earth.  All in heaven can feel the grief in the heart of Yahuweh, and the cresting of His wrath. They also can feel the heart of Yahushua as He awaits His ride of vengeance and esteem to slay the wicked, and to resurrect the bodies of the set-apart ones in the 1st resurrection of the justified. (II Corinthians 15:51-58; I Thessalonians 4:14-18; Revelation 11:15-18; Revelation 19) 

They all know and are exuberant about it! And those before the thrones of Yahuweh and Yahushua are rejoicing in heaven. (Revelation 4-5)  The meaning of exuberant from Dictionary.com:  Exuberant: 1) effusively and almost uninhibitedly enthusiastic; lavishly abundant: i.e. an exuberant welcome for a hero, 2) abounding in vitality; extremely joyful and vigorous, 3) extremely good; overflowing; plentiful, i.e. exuberant health, and 4) profuse in growth or production; luxuriant; superabundant, i.e. exuberant vegetation.
Wow – what a great description of a truly born again believer who is joyfully waiting for the return of Yahushua!  

Titus 2:11-14, from the King James Version: “For the grace of God that bringeth salvation hath appeared to all men, teaching us that denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, righteously, and godly in this present world--looking for that blessed hope and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Savior Jesus Christ, who gave Himself for us that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto Himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.” 

[I realize that there are words, titles, and a name in there I never use anymore due to my research on the roots of them. However, I grew up with the words “blessed hope.”  And those two words are as pure as we can get in our English language. Of course, our Savior’s name matches that of His Father’s – YahUshua YahUweh.]
What about the set-apart ones on earth that have allowed the Spirit of Yahuweh to teach them and show them things to come, as Messiah said He would? (John 16:7-15) 

What is in the spirit of those right now on earth who know the times and seasons of their Beloved’s appearing? (I Thessalonians 5:1-10) There is a “blessed hope,” an expectancy that will stir joy and strength in us to endure, continue on, and overcome all to stand in His Presence. How is it affecting every waking moment of the lives of His set-apart ones? Knowing Yahuweh’s ways, they know that night always precedes day, that darkness always precedes dawn, and that His days begin at sunset. (Genesis 1; Isaiah 21:12) “The morning comes, but also the night.” (Isaiah 21:12) 

Are these set-apart ones who call His coming their “blessed hope,” continuing to go about “life as usual,” involved with the cares of this world, the lusts of the flesh, the pride of life, seeking selfish advancement, and/or with fears and anxieties?  No - not for a second! They keep up with events prophesied in Scripture, and they keep up with what is on the heart of their Beloved Yahuweh and Yahushua. 
Those that have studied about His coming have learned from His servants of the past who prophesied His coming, whose words are recorded throughout Scripture. Messiah told about the time preceding, and the time of, His return. Nothing has been withheld from His servants!  
The set-apart ones in heaven and the set-apart ones on earth feel the veil thinning between heaven’s dimension and ours! Both those in their spirit bodies, and we still inhabiting a physical body, know the earth has entered its time of transformation-transition, its time of tribulation and purging, and that soon many martyrs will join the martyrs already in heaven. (Revelation 7:9-17; 14:12-13; 15:1-4; 20:4-6)
The dimension of Yahuweh and Yahushua is just a breath away. They do not sit up zillions of miles above earth directing traffic down here. Neither are there little green men coming from outer space. They also come from other dimensions through “star gates” from the second heaven, “wormholes,” portals, doorways. There are examples of these things throughout Scripture.   

His set-apart ones know the prophecies of Dani’el, Yochanan (John) in his Revelation, of the Prophets from Isaiah to Malachi, the prophetic Psalms, Messiah, Sha’ul, Kepha, Yude, and Ya’cob. The Torah has a lot of end-time prophecy in it, too, written by the Prophet Moshe.  Those who are in heaven wait with great expectancy for the time that Messiah will mount His white horse, the time when all of the set-apart ones there will mount their white horses, too, and together with the hosts of heaven, will descend with Him. After passing over Sinai and Mount Paran, they will come to Mount Seir. (Deuteronomy 33:1-3; Isaiah 63:1-6; Habakkuk 3; Matthew 24:29-31) 
At Mount Seir (the Petra area), their mortal bodies which they left on the earth will be raised to immortality, as their spirit man and transformed body join together! They will be joined by those that remain, who will also rise to meet Him in the air as He descends. Thus, Yahuweh will have His family united forever! (Zechariah 14:1-5 with Yude (Jude) 1:14-15; I Corinthians 15:40-58; I Thessalonians 4:13-18; 
Revelation 1; Revelation 19; Isaiah 26:19-21; Iyob (Job) 19:23-27; Philippians 3:20-21; I John 3:1-4; Matthew 24:29-31; Daniel 7:9-14; Kepha (Peter) 3:8-14; Titus 2:11-14; and hundreds of verses more)   

The excitement is building in heaven! The exalted praise of Yahuweh and the Lamb is increasing as the great gathering of Revelation 4 and 5 is taking place. The Lamb has opened the seals, for He alone was found worthy to do so! The four horsemen ride. 
I John 3:1-3: “…we know that when He is revealed, we shall see Him as He is.”

“I am He who is, and who was, and who is to come.” (Revelation 1:7-8)  

Yahushua comes with the wrath of His Father. He comes with a sickle to harvest the earth, treading the “grapes of wrath.” (Isaiah 63:1-6; Isaiah 34; Revelation 14:9-10; Revelation 19) He comes in wrath to destroy all who have destroyed His beautiful creation. (Revelation 11:15-18)  

While the vials of wrath are being poured out, Yahuweh sends all the angels out of His throne room and sits there alone in His grief until it is finished. (Revelation 15:5-8) 
Once Messiah enters through the Eastern Gate onto Mount Moriah with “all of the set-apart ones” (Zechariah 14:1-5, Jude 1:14-15), one of His angels picks up the Beast and the False Prophet, and throws them into the lake of fire. Then another mighty angel picks up Satan himself, Lucifer, and throws him into the pit (Isaiah 14:9-20; Revelation 19:19-20; 20:1-2) Read it straight through from Revelation 19-22. 

His Kingdom will then begin! He will come on a Yom Teruah. He will declare all of Israel “saved” on Yom Kippur. On the eve of Sukkot, He will take his nuptials with His bride. They will spend 8 days in the chuppah. On the 8th day – the last day of Sukkot, they will proceed out of the chuppah to the wedding feast.  What a beautiful picture Yahushua gave 3 of His disciples on Mount Hermon just before Sukkot, as He appeared with the Bride’s attendant, Moshe (Moses) and His attendant, Eliyahu (Elijah)-Matthew 17:1-8. 

As I began listening to this powerful song, “We Shall Behold Him,” my hands went straight up in the air, I looked upward with tears flowing down my eyes, the revelation that they know – all in heaven know, and the set-apart ones on earth know – was overpowering to my spirit. 

My dad, whom I called “papa,” loved to study end-time prophecy. I bought him books on the subject, and we talked about it a lot. It was his passion for the return of Messiah that fueled the fire in my spirit from childhood to this day. Revelation chapters 4 and 5 were my dad’s favorite verses in all of Scripture. He was reading Revelation 4 the night he died. Watching prophecy unfold has been a passion of my life especially since 1987, when I began teaching, writing, and preaching about it.  I have seen papa and my mother twice times in the “cloud of witnesses,” smiling, holding hands, and looking in their 30s (Hebrews 12:1-2) As the revelation came on this Shabbat that “they know,” I envisioned papa with that special grin on his face, knowing that what he had beheld by faith would soon be a living reality. 

We shall behold Him! Is that the driving passion of your life? Few churches ever talk about it anymore, fewer Messianic groups talk about--it is just not a major topic of conversation among the average “believer.”  Yet, it should be the passion of our life--affecting every decision we make. 
For most people, general complacency, apathy, love of this world, love of gratifying “self,” has taken the place of the joy that should accompany what we’re seeing all around us pointing to His coming. Please, don’t watch the unfolding of events with fear! What a waste of time.  Go to the Word. Find the events in relationship to His coming.  His Watchmen are faithfully sounding the warnings, and exhorting people to receive salvation through Messiah Yahushua. Are you exhorting people to receive His great salvation? (Hebrews 2:3) Up until Messiah comes, Yahuweh extends the invitation to all to be saved. “Those that call on the name of Yahuweh will be saved.” (Joel 2:32; Acts 2:21; Romans 10:13)  

Who returns? Who puts His foot on the Mount of Olives? Yahuweh! “Blessed is He who comes in the Name of Yahuweh.” (Psalm 118:26) Yes, the Son – YahUshua YahUweh.   

Religious intellectuals, ignoring their eternal spirit, a portal into the realm of Yahuweh and Yahushua, are falling away from truth by listening to false prophets and deceivers to embrace their deceptions and lies, thus throwing Yahushua under the bus – demeaning His character, ignoring His importance, or deny His existence all together. Fools! Throwing away the blood of Yahuweh’s Lamb, their Lamb--thus damning themselves to the lake of fire. Oh the horror of those who see His return from the bowels of Hades!

Without the shedding of innocent blood in the place of the guilty, there can be no redemption, no atonement--no forgiveness of sin. (Leviticus 17:11; Hebrews 9:22) Without repentance there is no salvation either.
For more than 40 years after the death and resurrection of Yahushua, all of the “tests” that the High Priest counted on to see if his Yom Kippur offering for the nation was accepted by Yahuweh, turned out to say, “the offering is not accepted.” The red string never turned white, the white “lot” was never selected. [Refer to: “Is Yahuweh Really the Messiah?”/October 10, 2007]  

In 70 CE, when Titus destroyed the Temple, animal sacrifice ceased. For nearly 2,000 years, those that rejected the blood of the Lamb, Yahushua, have adhered to a man-made religious system in order to hide a belief system that tries to cover up the fact that good works can never save them without the blood of the innocent Lamb. [Refer to: “Exposing the Roots of Rabbinic Judaism and Its Link to Rome”/March 2009, and “Regarding Modern Judaism and Kabala”/2004] Yet, today, the Orthodox Jewish community knows that “Messiah ben David” is coming. Some have honestly done their mathematics from Daniel 9:24-27 and found out that their “Suffering Servant” died for them in 28 CE. Messiah appeared to Rabbi Kaduri in 2006, and told him His name,” which Kaduri spelled in Hebrew as it is written in their Talmud – pronounced as Yehoshua (“Yahuweh is salvation”)--same meaning as Yahushua. There are secular Jews receiving Jesus. There are Jews receiving Yeshua (not a name but a word meaning “salvation.”)  We pray for the remnant of the House of Judah. (Zechariah 12:9-13:1) The greatest revival in history will occur when the House of Judah looks “on Him whom they pierced.” 
In praising Yahushua, the Presence of Yahuweh comes powerfully within our spirit. May you tap into that high praise that puts power, authority, gifts, and overcoming endurance within you. 
Luke 21:28: And when you see these things begin to come to pass, then look up; lift up your heads, for your redemption draws near.”
