WHAT IS THE REAL FATHER GOD LIKE WITH HIS BELOVED CHILDREN?
WHY THE GREATEST FALLING AWAY IS HAPPENING

      The great falling away is happening, especially in the once “Christian” nations of the West, fragmented into so many different denominations and groups, shallow and lukewarm! In modern religious “Christianity,” Yahuwah has become no more than a fairy godmother turning a pumpkin into a royal coach for Cinderella. The great falling away is happening. Most people do not know the nature of the Father.
     What did our Heavenly Father want to produce in us, starting with the House of Israel and the House of Judah on the “wilderness journey?” He did not coddle His children/baby them, or give them everything they wanted. As a loving father He gives us what we need, which is sometimes very harsh. He is preparing us to be warriors, even as Gideon was prepared (Joshua 6-7). His goal was to prepare them for the “Promised Land.” Abba gave detailed instructions. He does not ever change His mind to suit us. He doesn’t make it easy, but “His loving

      Those being delivered from Egypt didn’t expect He would test them, or give them scary instructions. But Yahuwah treated them as a good Father would treat their children. He forced them to “grow up” and trust Him and obey Him. However, they just about all failed who originally came out of Egypt. They saw Him part the Red Sea (Sea of Reeds) at a place where the Sea was about 5 miles from Egypt to the now-Israeli coast. He did not take them into the “Promised Land” right away. He tested them. Because they rebelled, He would not them go into what is now Israel. He tested them, and they flunked their tests except for Moses, Joshua, and Caleb. 
      Moses died but Joshua and Caleb led the children of those who came out of Egypt into the Promised Land. To take them in, they had to fight tribes of mutates and combinations of fallen entities. But Abba let them stay where they were victorious. (Joshua 3:7 and following). I was at that place where they crossed into what is now “Israel.” I saw the area where Messiah was baptized by John. “THE NATURE OF A REAL FATHER IS SOMETHING HE WANTS TO REVEAL TO US” What is “the great falling away?” FATHER WANTS US TO KNOW HIM AS HE IS! 
    Cooperating with His will involves your opinion of who and what He is. Religions of man distorts truth, so we don’t know Him as He is.  False prophets make “God” out to be a jolly good fellow, Cinderella’s fairy god mother, one who makes us all right in the face of trouble, who never would let us suffer or be upset in any way., saying He is not angry at anyone – He is not in wrath mode – He is a grandpa type.  No mention of martyrdom, or attacks from friends, family. He is a loveable teddy bear – so don’t worry. We may think “it’s too bad Christians are being martyred in other countries, but we’re King’s Kids here in America – nothing bad will happen to us here.” This is evil to the max! So many are being enticed into this hoax. They have been lied to that the “Old Testament” is not for today. No - we no longer have animal sacrifices or a priesthood that offers the sacrifices. Yahshua/Jesus took our sin. But we are a “royal priesthood,” He said – I Peter 2:9. Read I Peter chpt. 4!
      The lollypop god attitude is portrayed in the false cults, like the “Apostolic” Movement. 34 books out of the 66 books of the Bible have prophecies of His return – yet from Isaiah to Revelation His return is not mentioned by false prophets. 
     “Nothing will happen to us that is bad,” they say. This is the attitude of the totally ignorant of all that has happened and is happening as we proceed into great tribulation towards united world government under an antichrist. The people remain totally ignorant and open to the beheading that awaits Christians at every turn, set up now in America. The deception is cunning, seductive, seducing. It is usually not noticed as it takes over. The mind easily receives the input and does nothing but take in the enticement – the watering down of the things of God. A religious spirit takes over. A denial of truth happens, a shift of mind onto self and one’s own thoughts. 
     The confiscation of Bibles is going global, and the imprisonment of believers. The deceit is an enticement to desire any and everything but God alone. It’s a shift of thought, emotion, desire, pursuit – and God begins to fade away. 
       These cults take away our knowing the real Father. In trouble, human fear comes. We search for some way to make it go away. We shift from living in the Spirit to living in the carnal flesh. Not open sin necessarily, but DIVERSION. It is to “charm us away” from the Father so that we give glory to another. Fear leading to unbelief is what takes us away into our carnal mind, feelings, reasoning. We tend to yield to what our physical and mental thinking tell us.
      “Fear and unbelief leads to this deception.” But also other factors – loneliness, emptiness, nothing to hang onto in this life … feeling of helplessness. Self becomes our god. It is idolatry. We turn inward in our mind. Beliefs are questioned that we always believed, and doubt creeps in. Analyzing may be part of it – and our mind is inward-focused. The born-again live by the Spirit, not by religious man’s ideas.
     Romans 8:5-8 – “to set the mind on the flesh is death.” Matthew 15:18: No one can defile you but you. Fear, terror, pressure, horrible things happening can defile a child without their knowing they are being defiled. But when these memories return later in life, only what’s allowed by your mind defiles you. James 3:14-18 - self-esteem or God-esteem? What do you think of you?: Galatians 5:17 flesh is contrary to the Spirit of God. I Peter 2:11 The great apostasy is a heart issue. We must learn to receive Yahuwah’s words, and His peace! 
Daniel 8:5-7; Psalm 106-107 – Israel’s fear and unbelief. They did not believe His promises. I Timothy 4:1-2 
     Pride is actually hidden fear. We must not fear anything except offending our Savior and offending Father Yahuwah. Rebellion is as the sin of witchcraft; Arrogance as idolatry. Hebrews 3:18-19: …because of unbelief, and disobedience, they couldn’t enter into His rest.

     As with the wilderness journey, they were too engrained with Egypt to embrace a real Father. Don’t be engrained with this world’s thinking!!! Let Him be Him. Let our Father take you through things, as with Daniel 3 and 6. 
      Romans 1:28-31 Fear and unbelief – making decisions based on what the mind tells us. Fear and unbelief causes many to fall away – thinking the worst.
       ***He put them in the wilderness so He could reveal Himself to His people. Their clothes didn’t wear out, they had food, they had His protection, but they wanted to go back to Egypt rather than know Him. Because they did not trust Him, did not obey Him, they wandered for all those years until they died out – their kids went into the Promised Land. Seek Father with all your heart!
      In the wilderness He tried to teach the people to know Him, to trust Him, to receive Him as God and Father. But they rebelled. Only Jacob and Caleb were left of the original ones who came out if Egypt - able to take the children kids into the Promised Land after Moses died. 
      Don’t think the fiery trials are something strange – I Peter 4:12  Yahuwah said. He wants us to look at our trials as something to go through to the other side, not something that is fearful. He wants us to get to know Him personally, so that we trust implicitly. He has a purpose to everything He does!!! Trust Him! He loves you!
      He tests us to reveal Himself to us – will we believe Him?  He allows THE FIERY TRIALS. He does so to let us go through things with His power to deliver. If he made everything cushy and easy for us, we’d get spoiled and self-centered and not know Him or His abilities. God put a tormenting spirit on Saul and allowed it to overrun David. But David came out victorious. David knew Yahuwah. Daniel in the lion’s den and the three men in the fiery furnace. (Daniel 3 and 6)
      God stirred up the enemies of Israel to come against Israel. He has a good goal in everything He does! We just have to hang in with Him to find out the exciting climax of it all. He left the pagan nations and the giants (Numbers 13-14) so that they might learn warfare. He tries to grow us up. 
      All these “fiery trials” are so we might know the real Nature of Yahuwah – as a Father – not so much a “God” but as a Father that He wants to be to us. “Our Father who is in heaven, hallowed by Your Name…” He trains us like a Father would. He has everything under control. We are perplexed but not taken down; that’s what He does. He leads us through. I Peter 1:6-9 
     He is equipping a warrior class of Christians for the days ahead!
DON’T FEAR! HE SAYS. “The righteous will never be moved.” When a person “falls away” – they fall into something else that is damning. Press in to know the real Yahuwah/Father. Acts 3:17-21 Revelation 2:3-5 Revelation 3:1-6, 15-20 a truly loving Father disciplines; so we repent, and do what is right. His love casts out fear. He wants us to intimately know Him as a Father. Isaiah 30:15 The violent spirit takes the Kingdom by force. Psalm 27:1-3; Mark 1:15
      Matthew 6:8: “He knows what you need before you ask.” He wants to be a real personal loving Father to us. But He cannot conform to what He is not - what man has made Him to be that is false. He has to be who He is. He doesn’t do anything for us that isn’t going to turn out for our eternal blessing if we obey Him and love Him and seek His will. Let us be good children for Him to bless!
