Like Moses, sit in His Presence          Walk with the resurrected Messiah!
until your face shines! (Exodus          Luke 24
34:32-35, Psalm 91:1)
     Genesis 5:21-24:”And Enoch lived sixty five years and brought forth Methuselah. Enoch walked with Elohim three hundred years and brought forth sons and daughters. So all the days of Enoch were three hundred and sixty five years, and Enoch walked with Elohim. Then he was no more, for Elohim took him.” 

     Hebrews 11:5: “By faith Enoch was translated so as not to see death, and was not found because Elohim translated him. For before his translation, Enoch obtain this witness, that he pleased Elohim.” 

     Genesis 6:8-9, 22: “Noah found favor in the eyes of Yahuwah. These are the generations of Noah: Noah was a righteous man, perfect in his generation, and Noah walked with Elohim…And Noah did according to all that Elohim commanded him.” 
     Hebrews 11:7: “By faith, Noah, being warned by Elohim of things not yet seen as yet, moved with fear and prepared an ark to the saving of his house, by which(his obedience) he condemned the world and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith.” (Italics mine)
     Genesis 17:1: “And it came to be that when Abraham was ninety nine years old that Yahuwah appeared to Abraham and said to him, `I AM El Shaddai – walk before Me and be perfect.’ ”

     Genesis 48:15-16a: “And he (Ya’cob/Jacob) blessed Yoseph (Joseph) and said, `Elohim, before whom my father Abraham, and Yitzak (Isaac) did walk – the Elohim who fed me all my life long until this day – and the Angel (Yahushua) which redeemed me from all evil  bless the lads …” (Italics mine)
      Amos 3:3, KJV: “How can two walk together unless they are in agreement?”

     From the Artscroll commentary on Ezekiel, page 163: “It is tragic when man, in his foolish pride, becomes convinced of his own invincibility; it is ever more tragic when he is so small in his own eyes that he cannot appreciate his own greatness.” 
     Powerful statement! Religion often causes pride, but so does self-achieved success, money, authority to control, fame, and one’s own exalted opinion of themselves in general. It is tragic when a person thinks they are above other people, and so can treat others as they will. The proud don’t think they need a Savior, a Redeemer, they think they are good, and by their good works surely God will favor them. This is one aspect of pride. Abba will take down the proud, and exalt the humble. (Isaiah 2)  

     But, as the commenter also says, it is more tragic when people put themselves down in their own eyes, far below how Yahuwah and Messiah Yahushua see them. Oftentimes false pride is hidden within those who appear humble and meek. But, when they hear something they think is derogatory about themselves, their hidden pride manifests in emotional reaction to the shock of others. 

      True humility is being seriously honest about our self – not to lift ourselves up or tear ourselves down, not in the eyes of others or in our own eyes. Let us go to the Word to see what He has to say about us. 
     Genesis 1:26, 28: “And Elohim said, `Let Us make man in Our image, after Our likeness, … and Elohim blessed them…” 
     We were created to reflect our Creator in our nature, ways, thinking, goals and plans, and to enjoy the beauty of His Presence. That is what the Garden was all about--being able to live in the dimension of the Creator! Because of the obedience of Yahushua unto death, and His rising again for us, we can move towards the Garden once again. It is in His dimension, but still in the same area that it once was--within the triangle of His portals in East Jerusalem. That is why the enemy wants East Jerusalem so badly! That is why the Illuminati Elite want to give it to His enemies so badly! They worship the enemy – Lucifer. They want the effect of the serpent to remain, not be removed! But, Yahuwah will have His way. It will be removed! HalleluYah!

     In the little booklet IN HIM by Kenneth Hagan ($1.75 on Amazon), he gives many Scriptures about who we really are because of Messiah’s obedience unto death for us. Yahushua descended so that we might ascend unto eternal life, but also sit with Him in heavenly places before He returns (i.e. Ephesians 1; Colossians 3:1-4) We were handpicked, chosen, by the foreknowledge of Elohim (Ephesians 1:1-4; I Peter 1:1-4). Our names were written in the Book of Life before the foundation of the world. He saw YOU in Genesis 1:1. He saw YOU as He recreated the earth to accommodate YOU. His focus is on His beloved chosen ones, His set-apart ones, His children that He foreknew. 

     Your greatness lies in His love for YOU! Don’t let the enemy steal your identity In HIM! 

     Without the shedding of the blood of His Son, we would have no hope. The Torah was never meant to save us. “Torah” is the teachings/instructions for right-standing in His Kingdom. Only by the shed blood of the Lamb of Elohim can we find our way into His Kingdom. Messiah came to die for YOU. He arose for YOU. So, what does that make you? -- It makes you one of a kind – beloved in His eyes, special! He is a Father. He loves YOU as His child. He longs to fellowship with YOU - show you His secrets, tell you of His love, share with you your future, and give you His peace. Are you daily acknowledging who you are IN HIM? 

     Please read: “The Blood of the Lamb”/March 10, 2010. This article brought one of the worst attacks I’ve experienced since writing articles on the web. It came in an e-mail. The words of this man were so hate-filled towards Messiah that his words came off the computer and literally hit me in the sternum, instantly plunging me into severe vertigo. I’d never had vertigo before. The hate acted like a bullet. The enemy hates the blood of Messiah!                
     We look at men like Enoch, Noah, Abraham, Ya’cob, Moshe, Eliyahu, and others whom He favored, and do not look in the mirror at our own face. He has extended even more favor to YOU in sending Messiah, and drawing you by His Spirit to receive Him. His love is extended greatly in the fact that He wants to dwell within your re-born spirit, to fellowship with YOU.

     I Corinthians 6:19-20: “What! Do you not know that your body is the temple of the Set-Apart Spirit, who is in you from Elohim, and you are not your own? For you have been bought with a price! …”
     You were bought out of slavery into the marvelous light of Yahuwah at the highest of all prices – the price of the life of the Son of Yahuwah! So, my dear brothers and sisters, how valuable does that make YOU? 

    Do you realize that you have the ability, as a born again believer, to be a container, a house, a Temple, for the Creator? How much time do you spend in His Presence daily, in fellowship with He who is within you? He wants to bless you. He is a wonderful Abba!
     Oh the joys of knowing Him! The peace is overwhelming. He provides for us in times of dire need, because He knows us. He must “know” us – i.e. intimate relationship. His Spirit desires to transform us so that we have His nature, walk in His ways, have His thinking, and bask in His Presence. Enoch was “translated.” He was translated because he chose to walk with Elohim.
     When Abba looks down on us, does He sees His own nature reflected back at Him? He identifies His children by our submission to His Spirit working in us. We must pass “The Test of Iyob,” to continue. Refer to that article. He must be Elohim. He must find us leaning on His shoulder. (John 13:21-26) The one who leaned on His shoulder also saw the Revelation!
     Beginning at the end of this HaMatzot time, i.e. April 1st, things will accelerate towards the depths of the tribulum-time, which leads to the ingathering of the resurrection at Messiah’s return. He will have a remnant who will walk with Him like Enoch, because they dwell in His Presence! We are called, every day, to walk with Him “in newness of life.” (Psalm 91:1)
      Romans 6:4: “Therefore, we are buried with Him in baptism unto death, that like Messiah was raised from the dead by the esteem of the Father, so should we also walk in newness of life.” It is our privilege to walk in “newness of life.” We are children of His resurrection! Let us walk as Children of Light! The children of light are given His secrets (Ephesians 5). 

     Thus, dear ones, the highest of all privileges for a human being is walk alongside the Master, to fellowship with the Master, to go where He goes, to learn what He has to teach us, and then, as we go, to be caught up into His Presence.   

What is the price of such a relationship?--Everything we are and have! (Luke 14:25-33; Matthew 10:34-39; Mark 8:34-38)—The price of your salvation was not too high for Him to pay! Is the price of following too high for you to pay? 

     He won’t force Himself on us. He is very sensitive and very exclusive! 
Thousands of years before His incarnation, Yahushua appeared to those He felt comfortable with. He walked in the Garden with Adam and Hawaah before they began doubting His goodness, then the walking ceased. The Garden was shut down until it is reopened. It will soon reopen for a remnant who longs to walk with Him more than anything else in their life – to remain at His side always.

    Revelation 3:12, to the assembly at Philadelphia, representing the Bridal remnant of Messiah: “He who overcomes will I make a pillar in the temple of My Elohim, and he shall no more go out. And I will write upon him the Name of My Elohim, and the name of the City of My Elohim, which is the New Jerusalem, which comes down out of heaven from My Elohim, and I will write upon Him My new Name.” Sounds like the marriage license (smile).
     Revelation 22:1-5, the final position of the Bridal remnant: “1 And he showed me a river of water of life, clear as crystal, coming from the throne of Elohim and of the Lamb. 2In the middle of its street, and on either side of the river, was the tree of life, which bore twelve fruits, each tree yielding its fruit every month. And the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.  3And no longer shall there be any curse, and the throne of Elohim and of the Lamb shall be in it, and His servants shall serve Him.

4And they shall see His face, and His Name shall be upon their foreheads. 5And night shall be no more, and they shall have no need of a lamp or the light of the sun, because יהוה Elohim shall give them light. And they shall reign forever and ever.”
     He has a beautiful place for each one of us, a higher place than we see for ourselves. He longs to lift us into our eternal place NOW. As we submit and obey, and He learns to trust us, we develop a beautiful relationship. He loves to do special things for His children who seek Him with all their heart.” 
     Daily, take the time needed to know Him. Worship, praise, proclaim His Word! What else really matters in the eternal view of things? He is not a “respecter of persons.” He deals with us according to our desire to be with Him.

     Jeremiah 29:11-13, 31:3: “`For I know the thoughts that I think towards you,’ says Yahuwah, `thoughts of peace and not of evil to give you and unexpected end. Then you shall call upon Me, and go to pray to Me, and I will hearken unto you. And you shall seek Me and find Me when you search for Me with all your heart.’ ” … “Yahuwah has appeared of old to me saying, `Yes, I have loved you with an everlasting love: Therefore with loving kindness have I drawn you.”  

     He reached out to you. He called you, when you thought nothing of Him. 

He took you out of a deep pit of sin and helplessness to establish you on the firm Rock of salvation. We are helpless without His mercy. He loved us in our filth and degradation, and He came to us. My testimony is encapsulated in Psalm 40:2-4. But, then, so is yours … It’s all by “grace” my friends--His favor and loving kindness towards us. Every breath we take is by His favor!  
      John 6:44, Messiah said: “No man can come to Me unless the Father draws him, and I will raise him up on the last day.” 

    I urge you to read Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, and I Peter 1. Know who you are, IN HIM! Your eternal reward is up to you. Your acceptance “in the beloved” is up to you.
