LED

The Daily Lifestyle of the Set-Apart Remnant

Oh the joy of being led by the Spirit of Yahuweh, of walking with the Messiah, and of knowing Their sweet Presence.  

Psalm 16:11: “You show me the path of life; in Your Presence is fullness of joy—joy to satisfaction—at Your right hand are pleasures forever”.  

Major portions of the Scriptures have been forsaken, and replaced by a lifestyle which submits to the slave bondage of worldly culture and the dictating control  of human beings. The whole basic understanding of what it means to have eternal life through the Savior, Messiah Yahushua, has been abandoned for busyness to please self, the world, and people.  

Religion creates “God” in its own image, and rearranges His Word to fit his own reasoning, and his own self-propelled motives.  Thus religion cancels out the basic instructions of the Messiah of Israel to His followers and replaces them with heavy burdens to please the will of mortal man.  

Yet most will not turn to the pleading Savior, who still calls today:

Matthew 11:28-30:  “Come to Me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I shall give you rest.  Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am meek and humble in heart, and you shall fin rest for your souls.  For My yoke is gentle and My burden is light”. 

John 16:13: “But, when He comes, the Spirit of Truth, He will guide you into all Truth…”  

Oh the joy of simply knowing Him, daily walking with Him, having intimate fellowship with Him, and being led and guided by the Spirit of the Father.  It is the Garden of Eden on earth, minus the serpent. The serpent cannot slither between two who are totally in love, totally so wrapped up with each other that they can’t even hear his snaky voice--deceptions are shut out, confusion doesn’t exist.  The world disappears, and all they want to do is be together, locked in silence.  The Garden has been reopened for those who seek to once again walk with Him.  Through the narrow gate come the few, the very few, but for those who enter the gate into the garden, heaven comes to earth.  

Moses had such an intimate relationship with Yahuweh.  It was so extraordinary that the people he led were afraid of it at times, but not Joshua.  Joshua basked in the overflowing of the cup of His presence, and so was trained to lead the people on into the promised land.   It is written of Moses in Deuteronomy 34:10 after his burial: “And since then no prophet has arisen in Israel like Moses, whom Yahuweh knew face to face”.

Excerpts from Exodus 34:29-35 we read: “And it came to be, when Moses came down from Mount Sinai, while the two tablets of the Witness were in 
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Moses’ hand, …that Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone since he had spoken with Him.  And Aaron and all the children of Israel 

looked and Moses and saw the skin of his face shone, and they were afraid to come near to him.   And afterward all the children of Israel came

near…And when Moses ended speaking with them, he put a veil on his face.  And whenever Moses went in before Yahuweh to speak to Him, he would remove the veil until he came out…and the children of Israel would see the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses’ face shone, and Moses would put the veil on his face again, until he went in to speak with Him”. 

How tragic that those who live in the Presence of Yahuweh have to “veil their face” before most of His people, because they have no understanding of the intimacy that He desires with us.  Most believers live their entire lives in the “outer court” – where the people gather.  They do not understand that we can go into the Most Set-Apart Place by the blood of the Lamb, and actually dwell there.  It is the hidden, secret place, where He shares His heart, and we get to know Him as He is.  Psalm 91 has a condition, to receive the promises, we have to be dwelling, abiding, living, in the secret place of the Most High.  

This is the true Hebrew intimacy of a Hebrew bride--being unveiled while in the presence of the bridegroom, but veiled and hidden while in the presence of insensitive people.  Few understand the life of the set-apart unto Him, and the “weight” – the kavod – of His Presence.  Yet, He says to us in these last days: “…let the set-apart be more set-apart”. (Revelation 22:11)

Numbers 12:6-8: “And He said, `Hear now My Words: If your prophet is of Yahuweh, I make Myself known to him in a vision, and I speak to him in a dream.  Not so with My servant Moses, he is faithful in all My house.  I speak with him mouth to mouth, and plainly, and not in riddles.  And He has seen the form of Yahuweh…’ ”  

Excerpts from Exodus 33:9-23: “And it came to be, when Moses entered the Tent (the Tabernacle), that the column of the cloud descended and stood at the door of the Tent and He spoke with Moses…Thus Yahuweh spoke to Moses face to face, as a man speaks to his friend…And Moses said to Yahuweh, `See, You are saying to me’, “Bring up this people”.  `But, You have not made known to me whom You should send with me, though You have said’, “I know you by name and you have also found favor in My eyes”.  `And now, please if I have found favor in Your eyes, please show me Your way, and let me know You so that I find favor in Your eyes’.  And He said, “My Presence does go before you, and I shall give you rest”.  And Moses said to Him, `If your Presence is not going, do not lead us up from here…’ ”  (Italics mine)

We often forget that the Elohim of the Word cannot be manipulated by our whims.  He is Elohim; we are not.  

Then Moses asks to see Him.  He puts Moses in the cleft of the rock, and passes 
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by him.  Who was this that manifested His form to Moses?  It was Yahushua, the One who manifested as a man to Abraham, who wrested with Jacob, who was the Captain of the host to Gideon, and the “Malek” (messenger) of Yahuweh to Sampson’s parents.  He was the One who walked with Adam in the Garden—none other than our Savior and Messiah. 

The Hebrews followed the Ark as it set out from camp.  They moved as the cloud of His Presence moved, and they followed the Ark, a picture of Messiah, until the cloud set down over the Ark.  Then they pitched camp again.  They only moved as the cloud moved.  (Numbers 9:15-23; 10:33-36)  This is how they lived for forty years in the wilderness.  

The life that Messiah left for us is a life of childlikeness—a lifestyle of total trusting dependency on Him. (Matthew 18:1-4) We walk as Messiah walked on the earth, in His footsteps, led by the Spirit of the Father in obedience to His will.  

Romans 8:14:  “For as many as are led by the Spirit of Elohim, these are the sons of Elohim”.

John 16:13: “…when He comes, the Spirit of Truth, He will guide you into all truth…”

Revelation 14:4: “…They are those following the Lamb wherever He leads them on.  They were redeemed from the among men, being first-fruits to Elohim and to the Lamb”.  These are the 144,000 thousands (a plural)—the marked ones of Revelation 7:1-8 from all the tribes who do “exploits” during the time of the tribulation—the ones overcoming, enduring, and standing strong to the end. (Daniel 11:32)

John 10:2-5: “…He that enters through the door is the shepherd of the sheep. The doorkeeper opens for him, and the sheep hear his voice.  And he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out.  And when he has brought out his own sheep, he goes before them.  And the sheep follow him because they know his voice.  And they shall by no means follow a stranger, but shall flee from him, because they do not know the voice of strangers”.  Are you a sheep of His pasture?  Are you allowing Him to lead you into green pastures and by still waters?  Do you know the voice of the Shepherd so well that you run from a stranger’s voice?  Yahuweh’s people are falling into deception, confusion, embracing lies and tumbling headlong into traps of the Devil, because they do not know the voice of the Shepherd, but run after the illusions of the enemy.  

Psalm 23:2-3: “He leads me beside still water…He leads me in paths of righteousness…”

Psalm 25:4-5: “Show me Your ways, O Yahuweh, teach me Your paths. Lead me in Your truth and teach me…”

Psalm 27:11: “Teach me Your way, O Yahuweh, and lead me in a plain path because of my enemies.”
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Psalm 31:3: “For You are My rock and my fortress; therefore, for Your Name’s sake, lead me and guide me”.

Psalm 61:2: “From the ends of the earth I will cry unto You, when my heart is overwhelmed, lead me to the Rock that is higher than I”.  

This year at Sukkot, in the Old City of Jerusalem, I watched the Orthodox Jewish children walking along holding their Abba’s (Daddy’s) hand.  A father would push the baby carriage with the right hand, and with the left he would hold the hand of another little child.  If there are more children, older ones, they might hold onto Abba’s coat.  Is this not a picture of holding onto our Abba Father?  

“Unless you turn and become as little children, you cannot enter the Kingdom of Elohim”.  (Matthew 18:3)  

What security for a little child to hold the hand of his Daddy! -- Total faith that nothing can happen to hurt him because Daddy is all-powerful and all knowing, and all protecting and loving.  Our Abba wants to hold our hand and to lead us into peace and rest, into what will make us strong and healthy.  He is a Daddy and so few know what it is like to hang onto His coattail.  

Throughout the wilderness journey, He led them, until they entered the promised land.  He wants to lead us until we enter the promised land in the Kingdom.  

Psalm 78:14: “In the daytime also, He led them with a cloud, and all the night with a light of fire”.

Psalm 78:52: “And He led them on safely so that they feared not…”

He desires to lead us.  But, we have to submit to His leading and not impose our will on Him.  Following is something those of the East understand, but is against 

Western Greco/Roman culture.  It takes time in His Presence to know His voice so well that a stranger’s voice is obvious.  Knowing Him, knowing His nature, His 

ways, His thinking, His heart’s desire, His Word, His emotions, His voice, and His personal dealings with you—these keep you from straying into deception.  

Matthew 4:18-22: “From that time, Yahushua began to proclaim and to say, `Repent (Make T’shuvah—the return to Yahuweh and His Covenant) for the Kingdom of the heavens draws near’.  And Yahushua, walking by the Sea of Galilee saw two brothers, Simon, called Peter and Andrew, casting a net into the sea for they were fishermen.  And He said to them, `Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of men’.  And they immediately left their nets and followed Him”.  (Italics mine)

As I type this, I am looking out the window at the Sea of Galilee.  It is here that the disciples committed their lives to following Him.  Commitment is a rare thing today.  Commitment is based on a decision to endure—deciding not to deviate from the path for any reason.    

Luke 18:22: “And hearing this, Yahushua said to him, `Yet one thing you lack: Sell all that you have and distribute to the poor, and you shall have treasure in heaven.  And come and follow Me”.  

This rich young man had kept all the commandments since his youth, but

because of his riches, he went away sad and did not follow Yahushua.  Following Yahushua means taking up the execution stake—death to the self-life.  (Luke 14:25-33)  It is not something to be embraced in a moment of emotion at an evangelist’s altar call. Following Him is not about taking on a belief system, or getting a free ticket out of hell, it is about laying down our lives to embrace His.  It is about entering a covenant, which entails responsibility to the Kingdom of Yahuweh.   It takes much soul-searching. Few have the determination to commit to death to their own life’s desires, in order to pick up His desires.  

John 5:19:  “The Son is not able to do anything at all by Himself, but only what He sees the Father doing, because whatsoever He does, the Son does likewise”.  

John 5:30, 7:16; 8:28; 12:49-50: “Of Myself I am unable to do 

anything.  As I hear, I judge, and My judgment is righteous, because I do not seek My own desire, but the desire of the Father who sent Me…My teaching is not Mine, but His who sent Me…I do nothing of Myself, but as My Father taught Me, these words I speak…I spoke not from Myself, but the Father who sent Me has given Me a command, what I should say and what I should speak.  And I know that His command is everlasting life.  Therefore, whatever I speak, as the Father has said to Me, so I speak…”  

We are to follow this example every moment.  We must bring our “every thoughts into captivity to Messiah”. (II Corinthians 10:5)  And if we do, we shall fulfill what Peter says, that we should only speak the “oracles” of Elohim. (I Peter 4:11)  

Deep people do not engage is idle chitchat—when they speak, their words have the power to change lives. Those who live in the Presence of the Most High, and 

“abide under the shadow of the Almighty”, speak His words, and have no involvement with the triviality of the world.  

In the previous words from John 5:19, like with Moses, we see that Yahushua put Himself in a bridal position, in order to show His disciples what was required to follow Him.

The Eastern Bride literally follows her husband.  She does nothing that would offend Him.  For the Bridal remnant: What the Bridegroom does, the Bride does. 

In Jerusalem, during Sukkot, several friends from Florida worked in a soup kitchen that feeds the poor. One of these friends told me what happened one night at the soup kitchen succah:  A friend of the Orthodox Rabbi who runs the soup kitchen had gotten married.  He brought his new bride down to the soup kitchen to meet with his friends.  He and His bride were served their meal. But, before they ate, the bridegroom gave a speech to those in the succah.  As she spoke, she lovingly kept her eyes on him intently.  When he paused, he picked up his fork to eat.  She then, for the first time, picked up her fork to eat.  After 
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having eaten a few bites, the man put the fork down and continued to speak.  When he put down his fork, she put her fork down, and continued to gaze at him with love in her eyes.  The food was getting cold, but she kept her eyes on her beloved.  When he ate, she ate, and when he stopped, she stopped.  

This is what John 5:19 is all about.  We are to watch His movements by the Spirit, hear His voice, listen for His directives, and pictorially like the Bride in the soup kitchen, when He puts His fork down to speak we stop what we are doing and listen with loving hearts.  When He continues to eat, we eat, and on and on throughout our day, we only do as we see Him doing.  When He grieves, we grieve, when He is happy, we are happy, when He gives us instructions, we do with them with joy.    

This is the reverence that Peter talked about for wives (I Peter 3), saying that Sarah called Abraham “master”.  The eastern bride or wife honors her husband.  

For Hebrew-type love means to submit and come under the authority of the one loved.  The eastern woman walks slightly behind her husband.  This is from ancient culture that goes back to Noah. The wife is veiled in purity and modesty.  She stays hidden, not showing off herself, not dressing to show worldly fashions.  She does not dress to emphasize body parts like a Greek. Yet, she does not wear a religious garb that is gloomy and depressing, but dresses to please only her husband.  

When husband and wife understand their distinctive roles, the children learn their roles—the boys learn to be men, and the girls learn to be women, and each are content with what they are.  The men learn to be gentle and kind men, and the women gentle and kind women. The west has totally destroyed the beauty 

and peace of the united family unit—which gives children joy and peace, 

security, discipline, and consistent teaching in the Torah by the father.  Children must learn to follow Yahuweh and Yahushua, as they see their parents following Them.  Rav Sha’ul said:  “Follow me as I follow Messiah”. (I Corinthians 11:1)

Yahushua gives us an example of the bride in her submission to her husband in His submission to the Father, as in John 5:19.  It is all about a family—Father and Son, Son and His pure, set-apart Bride who is exclusively totally enthralled with Him alone.   

This is what the first commandment is all about—having no other gods in His face--nothing coming between He and His Beloved.  

The remnant that will overcome has learned to be led by the Spirit of the Father, and submits to the Spirit’s leading without grumbling and complaining, and using mental or emotional manipulation to get what they want.  The remnant has grown up into maturity.   

Story after story is told of believers in China or Russia who were being pursued by the police to kill them, and how the Spirit led them to safety.  If you used to following His leading, then when it means your life, you will be confident!  Last 
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night a Chinese woman told me that just before Mao came into China with Communism, bent on killing all the believers, her grandmother and other believers heard from the Spirit to flee to the west.  They obeyed, and their lives were spared.  Those who would not do as He said, perished.  

One thing to remember in following the Lamb, Yahushua: His personality is like the ancient Middle Eastern people.  He came through the tribes of Judah and Levi.   He leads with firmness and absolute authority.  He won’t stand for our inserting our agenda along the way. On the wilderness journey, it “vexed”—tormented—the Spirit of Yahuweh when the people crossed His will to follow their own leading.  Their human reasoning led them into so much trouble.  Fools head out into the unknown on their own like bulls in a China shop, but the wise know to stay behind and follow the one who has already been over the path!  Most westerners are headstrong—think they know it all—and thus are not patient to follow.  

Either He is Master of all, or He is not Master at all.  And if not, He won’t lead us.  The eastern male is all male—not weak and wishy-washy, not controllable by female wiles and tricks.  For you older ones: Remember “I Love Lucy”?  Yahushua is no Desi, and His bride is no Lucy.  We have to lay aside all of our personal agenda in order to come under His authority.  

Galatians 5:22-23: “But the fruit of the spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self control”.   

Psalm 123:2: “See, as the eyes of the servants are toward the hand of 

their masters, as the eyes of a female servant are toward the hand of her mistress, so our eyes are toward Yahuweh our Elohim”.  

The bond slave is used to being in submission to the Master’s orders.  Sha’ul called himself a bond slave of Messiah, called to be an Apostle (Romans 1:1)—His submission as a bond slave was above his position as Apostle.  The bond slave is in training, and if he is a good servant, he is advanced to great authority in his Master’s house.  The bond slave follows his Master’s orders explicitly.  If we cannot follow His orders, but insert our own excuses and put our own interpretation on what He says, we are “unprofitable servants”.  

John 15:14: “You are My friends if you do whatever I command you”.  

What is so sad is the mentality we’ve all been taught in the church—that unless we are “called” to do something, we can live our own lives as we please, led by ourselves.  Some of my friends are going on with life as usual, waiting for some “word” from Him as to what to do, and they are not flowing daily in His perfect will, thus are our of His timing for them--they are sitting on the sidelines waiting for some big “rhema”—spoken Word--while He is far down the road with His followers.  It is the “let’s go fishing” syndrome--Yahushua is not talking, so let us go with life as normal.  (John 21)  Yet, He talks constantly to us in the Word, giving us His directives.  If we are not hearing daily, and obeying daily as a 
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lifestyle, then we won’t hear when something big comes down.  He tells His secrets to His servants—those already serving Him. (Daniel 2:20-22; Amos 3:7)  The Ruach tells us things to come, if we will listen.  He will use His bond slaves who are continually following to do important things.  Many do not accept what the Word tells them to do, so they are waiting for Him to tell them something in some supernatural experience, and are totally missing out.  Faith puts action to what is first said.   We have to go to what He has already said, and do it, before He leads us further.  If you get in your car to go to town, and do not turn on the key, the car won’t go.  He can’t direct a parked car!  You have to be moving in His will, doing what is already known to do, and then He will lead.

Here is principle #1 in walking by faith: Unless you begin action to 

obey His commands and directives, He will lead you no further, for He must “see your faith”.   
But, beware:  He will only bless His Word and His plans.  We must never make our own plans and then ask Him to bless them.  This is all too typical of man who wants to control his own life.  The bond slave receives only His plans, and then He blesses what is of Him.  

Excerpts from Matthew 9:2-7: “And behold they brought Him a man sick of the palsy, lying on a bed, and Yahushua seeing their faith said unto the one sick of the palsy, …`Arise, take up your bed and go to your house’.  And he arose and departed to his house”.  

Yahushua saw the faith of the four men who lowered this man and his bed through the roof of Peter’s house.  The man did not get up because he was healed, the man was healed because he got up.  He showed Yahushua that he believed Him, and so received his healing.  Faith must be demonstrated in corresponding actions in obedience to His Word, or else it is hypocrisy, phony and worthless. “Faith without works is dead”—corresponding actions proving faith (Jacob 2:17).  He speaks to us personally, also, as we study His Word.  

In 1974, our family had a lovely home in western North Carolina, but the Spirit was leading us to move to Texas.  Miracle after miracle occurred to help us sell the house on our own at a time when houses were not selling.  But, to show our faith, we began packing long before we had a buyer.  We filled the lower level of the house with boxes—and packed everything up that we could.  It was after we packed up that He sent the buyer.  My daughter and her husband told the landlord they’d be out on a certain date, but after two years of looking for a house to buy, they could not find one.  As soon as they gave notice where they were renting, my daughter remembered the miracles when we left North Carolina, and they began packing.  About a week before they had to be out they found a wonderful house in their price range that brought joy to us all.  

In 1997, I had my bedroom piled high with clothes for all ages, pastor’s suits, shoes, education materials, household goods, and other things to send to Africa.  
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Some things were for my orphans in Kisumu.  I was crying I was so discouraged.  I estimated it would cost about $600.00 to send it all to Africa by slow-boat.  I had no money to send them.  I asked the Father to bring in the money.  This is what He instructed me to do:  First, box up all the things, tie the boxes, label them, and get them ready to mail, and put them by the front door.  I called two of my friends, and it took two days, but we got them all boxed up and labeled and put by the front door.  Within a few days, a check came for $600.00 to be used for my work in Africa.  Are you getting the picture of how to walk by faith?   

He saw our faith and He came to our rescue.  

In the early 1990’s we attended a meeting with Bishop Idahosa from Nigeria.  We sat on the front row of the church.  The deacons of the church brought a woman so crippled that she could barely move and could not walk.  They sat her 

by me in the pew.  At the end of the meeting, Idahosa came up to her and said, “You are healed, get up and walk”.  She just stared at him.  He walked to the end of the row of seats, then turned and looked at the woman with obvious rage.  He glared at her and said, “I told you to get up--you are healed”.  She began squirming, easing towards the end of the seat.  Deacons came to offer 

her their hands of help.  She got up, and began to walk a step at a time.  After about fifteen minutes, she was walking by herself all over the church.  

My friends, we must begin to act on what He has said, otherwise He cannot help us.  The anger of Bishop Idahosa was of the Spirit, who gets very angry when we tell Him we can’t do what He has told us to do.  (Study Numbers 13 and 14!)

Yahushua says: “Follow Me”.  If we do not get up and proceed to follow, we will be left behind.   He is not going to wait for the doubters, the fearful and faithless—especially now when the time is short.

To the rich young man He said to sell what he had, give to the poor, and come and follow Him.  The man had to do two things to prove his faith—sell his idolatrous material possessions, give them to the poor, and then he could follow the Master.  

When I left for Jordan in 1999, He asked me to give everything away to my family.  I did.  I also shared with the poor.  And I followed Him to Jordan.  I do not regret it!  If you are waiting around to obey the Word so clearly given to His children, waiting for a “word” from Him in some spectacular way—you’ll be waiting until the judgment is poured out.  It is time to simplify, sell what you can, pay your debts, give to the poor, get your backpack ready, your sandals on your feet, and have no attachments that you can’t easily get loose from, for it is time to head out behind Him.  He is on the move. 

How beautiful it is to seek Him for our instructions, and our needs and to hear His answers.  He is so faithful!  The more intimate the relationship the swifter He is to prepare the answer even before we ask.  All I have to do is let Him know my needs, which He knows anyway, and the answer is there to meet them.  He is so ever-present, so faithful, so good, and so personal.  
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One of the sweetest memories I have came near the conclusion of six weeks that I spent in Aqaba, Jordan, totally alone with Him.  It was August 2001, and because of the 120-degree heat during the summer in Aqaba, the other Americans had gone home for the summer.  I stayed to be with Him, even though I had no air conditioner.   I only went out early in the morning twice a week to get groceries.  Near the end of the six weeks, I was walking through my apartment, and stopped by the window that looked out towards Israel.  I asked Father to let me go to Israel for Sukkot, if it was His will.  Then I sighed and said, “It would be so nice to hear a human voice speaking English, and it would 

be so nice to have some chocolate pie”.  Less than an hour later, there was a knock on my door.  It was an Alabama pastor friend of mine who had returned to Aqaba.  He told me that another man had also returned from Texas.  I invited 

him in.  He had a dish in his hands, which he gave me.  He said that he had baked a chocolate pie and had taken a piece to the other man and this one was for me.  We had such wonderful fellowship.  In mid-September, I was asked to go to Israel for Sukkot.  Isn’t the Father personal and wonderful!   

The eastern cultures all understand authority levels.  The father is the head of 

the house, and the children fear greatly lest they anger their father.  The fear is 

borne out of love, yes, but also out of fear of the father’s ability to punish.  We are children of the Father, and so we look to Him for everything.  We must also fear our Father, as Messiah taught us, for He has the power to cast our souls into hell. 

“The fear of Yahuweh is the beginning of wisdom”.  (Psalm 111:10)  He is working to grow us up and to perfect us so that we can walk with the Master Yahushua in His Kingdom.  We cannot be led if we are headstrong, rebellious, or self-seeking!  It takes one contrite, humble, submissive and obedient to the led.  The Ruach Yahuweh is not going to drag anyone against their will.  He is sensitive, and if someone loves Him and wants to be led by Him, He is going to 

lead.  What peace there is in laying down our agenda to follow Him!  What rest!  What joy!  It is so wonderful to know that “our times are in His hands” and we don’t have to worry about anything, because He is in control!

The set-apart ones are hidden.  They don’t push themselves into the limelight.  

They love their set-apart place (Psalm 91:1) and do not seek the exaltation of man.  When the Son of man is revealed, and takes His Bride, then she will be radiant and all will know who she is.  But, even as Queen, she doesn’t step ahead of her Husband, but knows her place in submission.  

The lifestyle of following the Lamb is almost impossible in the west, where the Greek “I am god” mentality rules--where humanism rules, and the emphasis is on the body and the mind, on achievement, on money and success and popularity, and social status, and man-made security.  Yet, there is a remnant who know what it means to daily flow in His perfect timing, following in His 
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footsteps, yielding their lives to His leading.  (If you do not have my article Daily Flowing in His Perfect Timing, please ask for it.)  

The set-apart followers of the Lamb have no personal agendas, no personal ambitions, no self-centered desires—they melt into His desires and so take great pleasure in just knowing that He loves them and is near.  Everything they do is predicated on what He wants, so that He will be pleased and happy.  They wear the necessities of life loosely—jobs, family responsibilities, social responsibilities, and demands of society in general—so that they can change course to keep up with His direction if need be.  Question everything you do.  

Never forget: “The borrower is the slave of the lender” (Proverbs 22:7)  

The good Ruach Yahuweh will not lead you into debt nor will He lead you into 

slavery to the will of man.  The good Ruach Yahuweh will lead you into wisdom that brings freedom!  

No leader is equipped to lead unless he first learns to submit to leadership and follow.  In submission to following, one becomes compassionate, understanding and wise.  Authority is built by testing under pressure.  No one has the right to 

lord it over someone--that’s being a bully.  The true leader is humble, having been crushed and broken, so that their authority is powerful and under His control.  The only way to learn to lead is to first be a good follower.  Yahuweh cannot use the self-righteous, the proud, the egotistical hothead who gets angry and is quick-tempered, or who is controlling and without patience, mercy and compassion.  Those who learn to be good followers learn maturity and wisdom.  Those who rule with Yahushua will walk in peace. The greatest leaders rule themselves first.  

Proverbs 16:32: “He that is slow to anger is better than the mighty, and he that rules his spirit better than he that takes a city”.  

Thus, following and being led is the greatest training for reigning in the Kingdom.  

Isaiah 59:15: “For thus says the High and Exalted One, who dwells forever, whose Name is set-apart. `I dwell in the high and set-apart 

place, with him also who has a bruised and humble spirit…All these things My hand has made…declares Yahuweh, yet to such a one I look: on him who has a poor and bruised spirit and who trembles at My Word”.  

A pastor friend once told me that if we are anxious, frustrated, worried, fretting, it is because we are trying to control something.  If we are at peace, we are putting our full trust in Him to take care of us.  We are to take all thoughts into captivity to Messiah.  This way we walk in rest and peace, and know that our good Abba is in control.  HalleluYah!
